GREAT EXCITEMENT LN AnIRNsAs--Man Kgill-
ed.--We learn by the Memphis Esgle and En-
quirer of the d1th that an affray occurred near
Marion, Crittenden county, Ark., on thellth,
between Mr. Sweet, of Memphis, and Mr. Jo-
seph Abels, residing near Marion, Ark., the
latter attacking the former, alleging that he
had published slanders against him in a Mem-
phis paper. A third person timely interfered,
and neither of the parties were much injured.

The occurrenet becoming generally known,
some thirte or forty of the eitizens-to whom it
seems Abels has rendered himself very obnox-
ious by the shelter given to fugitives from jus-
lice-assembled, armed, and repaired to Abels'
house with a rope, desingiog to hang him. Dir.
Dewitt, his son in-law, being at the house, re-
sisted the entrance of the crowd and defied
them. A gun or pistol was fired, whether by
accident or design is not clearly stated, and
poor Devsitt was killed. If by design, it was
not known who fired the shot. Notierwas then
given to Abels' family to leave the house by the
succeeding day' at ten o'clock, for it would be
then cannonaded. A regularly organized meet-
ing was then held, and the followingsreamble
and resolutions were passed, and received th
signatures of forty-five of the citizens of Ma-
rion :

We, the citizens of the county of Crittenden,
recognizing as superior to all statuary enact-
ments, the laws of nature and of nature's God,
believothat these laws give to each individual
and to the community at large the right of self-
preservation; and whereas, there has been for
many years pasot a class of men in our midst
who, with the most reckless audacity, have com-
mitted spoliations upon our property, stolen and
secreted our slaves, slandered the characters of
our citizens, (the purest and best,) villified the
fair names of our mothers, our sisters, our
wives and our children; have aided to escape
from justice, thieves and murderers; have
threatened and even attempted the lives of our-
selves and our friends; have waylaid and ab*
ed our citizens when passing on the general
highway, and have even procured the slaughter
of a worthy citizen; and inasmuch as we have
found the law impotent to check the disorders
which have made the name of our county but
another name for infamy, and believing it to be
a duty which we owe to ourselves and our
county to redress these evils, do therefore re-
solve-

That Joseph Ahels, the leader of said class,
leave the county before 9 o'clock of the 13th
inst.: that George Dewitt, Coarroll Dempsey,
James Baker, Nick Dyson, Robert L reurphy.
Frank Withy, Reuben Abel, Win. P. Farmer,
and Bioler Cocks, persons composing such class,
leave the county by the 15th inst

Res/oled, That if any of the persons hereto-
fore mentioned are found in this county after
the time herein specified for their departure,
therefore, they must abide by the consequences.

•lesoloed, That we, the citizens atcresaid,
hereby pledge ourselves, each to the other, to
insist upon and carry out the above resolutions.

CONSUMrPTION OF SCoan.--Last year there
were consumed in this country about 705,000,000
pounds of cane sugar and 27,000,000 pounds
of maple sugar. This gives more than 24 pounds
of cane sugar and 1 pound of maple sugar to
every man, women and child. If this were put
into barrels holding 200 lbs., and each barrel
occupied the space of 3 arare feet only, it would
require 3F0 acres of land for it to stand upon.
The barrels if placed in a row would reach 280
miles. If this •ugar were put up in paper pak-
ages of r pounds each, it would require 146,400,
000 sheets of wrapping paper; and if only a
yard of string was used to each package, there
would be required 489,200,il00 feet, or 88,000
miles of string-more than three times enough
to go round the earth. If every retail clerk sold
100 pounds of sugar each day, it would require
nearly 25,000 clerks to sell it in a year. If the
dealers, wholesale and retail together, made a
profit of only two cents a pound on this sugar,
theso profits alone would amount to nearly t15,-
000,000.

Percival and Halleok
are 59. Goodrich 58. Bishop Doane is 55.
Among those born early in the present century
may be mentioned Morris, Albert G. Greene,
Emerson, Dawes, Prentice, and Hoffman.

infer that the curtsy also is anevanescentforpn
of the aboriginal prostration. In further evi-
dence of this it may be remarked that there hts
but recently disappeared from the salutations 0t
men an action having the same proximate det-
ivation with the curtsy. That backward sweep
of the foot with which the conventional stage-
sailor accompanies his bow--a movement which
prevailed generally in past generations, when
" a how and a scrape" went together, and which.
within the memory of living persons, was made
by boys to their school-msster with the effeot
of wearing a hole in the floor.

A motion so ungainly could never have been
intentionally introduced; even if the artificial
introduction of obeisances were possible.

A GRssnoPPERa RoaST.-Amongst thecohoice
delicacies with which the Digger Indians regale
themselvesduring the summer season (says the
Empire County Argus) is the grasshopperroast
Having been an eye-witness to the preparation
and discussion of one of their feasts of grass
hoppers, we can describe it truthfully. Taere
are districts in Oalifornia, as well as portions of
the plains between the Tierra Nevada and the
Rocky mountains, that literally swarm with
grasshoppers, and in such astonishing numbers
that a man cannot place his foot to the grou d
while walking there without crushing great
numbers. To the Indian they are a del'Qcey.
and are caught and cooked in the foiing
manner : A piece of ground is sought here
they most abound, in the centre of which an
excavation is made, large and deep enough to
prevent the insect from dropping out when once
in. The entire party of diggers, old and young.
male and female, then surrotml as mtuchl'f the
adjoining grounds as they can, and with each a
green bough in hand, whipping and thrashing
on every side gradually approach the centre,
driving the insects before themip countless mul-
titudes, till at last all, or nearly all. are secured
in the pit. In the mean time smaller excava-
tions are made, answering the purpose of ovens,
in which fires are kindled, and kept up, till the
surroutnding earth, for a shortdistance,becomes
sufficiently heated, together with a fast stone
large anouglh to cover the oven. The grasshop-
pers are now taken in coarse bagaeand after
being thoroughly soaked in salt wafir for a few
moments, are emptied into the oven and closed
in. Ten or fifteen minutes suffice to roast them,
when they are taken out and eaten without fur-
ther preparation, and with much apparent re-
lish, or, as is sonietimes the case, reduced to
powder and made into soup. And having from
ouriosity tasted, not of the soup, butof the roast,
really if one could but divest himself of•be idea
of eating an insect as we do an oyster or shrimp,
without other preparation thansiumple roasting,
they would not he considered very bad eating,
even by moreefined epicures than the Digger
Indians.
