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European News by thes Canada.
lHalifar, May 10, 1864.-The royal mail

steamship Canada, Captain 8one, from Liver-
pool on Saturday the C9th of April, arrived at
this port at 7 o'clock this evening, bringing two
hundred and fifty passengers.

There is no intelligence of the missing steamer
City of Glasgow.
TaE Eucorr•N Wen.-The news from thest of war ndicates inreased vigor on the part

of the allies. 20,000 French and 8000 English
troops had landed at (allipoli.

No event of importance had occurred.
On the 26th ultimo a sharp combat took place

before Kalefat. Twenty squadrons of Russians,
with six guns, were making a reconnoisance of
the Turkish lines, when the Turks sallied out
with two regiments of regulars and some Bayonks
and cannon, and, after a combat of three hours
duration, obliged the Russians to retreat with
a loss'of 600 men.

The tRussian force was withdrawing from
Kalefat.

Omer Pasha was at Shumla, concentrating his
forces, apparently for defensive measures only.

It was reported that the Russians had been
defeated at Pattechernaroda, and that they had
evacuated Little Wallachia.

The Russians were still fortifying themselves
in the Dobrudsha. They had not crossed Tra-
jan's Wall. Their strength in the Dobrudsha
is about 30,000 men. The forces before Kalefat
were withdrawn towards Krajova.

It was rumored at Vienna that Prince Bas-
tiewitch had ordered the evacuatio of Lesser

Wallachia. This, if true, was regarded as a
concession, to retain the favor of Austria.

Troops were retreating towards Buchbarest,
indicatmg a change vin the plans of Russian
oporations.

Sir Charles Napier was at Stockholm on the
27th April, and his fleet was about fifty miles
off.

From Hamburg, the 23d of Apr, it is
ported that Sir Charles Napier had forme
fleet in three divisions, so as to be within re
of each other. The first division was sent in the
direction of Livonia, near the ports of Poland;
the second, off Rica, and the third at the en-
trance of the Gulf of Finland, near Sweaborg,
where the Russian fleet still keeps close. On
the 26th the fleet was off Gustorgan, Gothland.

No definite statement is received of the posi-
tion of the Black Sea fleets. The French fleet
was reported anchored off Dolschick. Several
steamers were in sight of Odessa on the 21st;
hence arises the probability of an attack on
that place.

The following brilliant feat has been an-
nounced:

The British steamer Fury, of six guns, on the
11th inst. steamed under Austrian colorswihin
three miles of the entrance of Sebastopol, where
she saw two merchantmen, two brigs, two fri-
gates, and steamer leaving the harbor. The
Fury dashed in, and seized one of the merchant
ships, and towed her off. The Russians gave
chase, and the Fury was finally obliged to cut
the prize adrift, but not until the steamer came
within range and exchanged shots. The Fury,
after four hours chase, succeeded in eluding the'
Russians, and carried off the merchant ship's
crew as prisoners, who gave important informa-
tion respecting the strength of Sebastopol.

A bold and successful feat is also recorded of
the Russians:

A steamship, supposed to benR Russiandispatch
vessel, under British colors, boldly steamed from
the Archipelago, passing the Dardanelles and
batteries, and succeeded in escaping into the
Black Sea.

Six of thetwelve Russian merchant ships cap-
tured by British cruisers had arrived in En-
gland. Their crews were liberated on parole
not to serve against England or France.

Accounts from Circassia of the 1st April state
that the insurrection against Russia is becoming
general among the warlike tribes of the Cau-
casus, where Schmayl's agents are indefatigable.
The presence of the English and French fleets
in the Black Sea, with the consequent abandon-
ment of the Russian posts on the Circassian
coasts, and the cutting off of the Russian sup-
plies via Redoutkale, had made a deep impres-
sion on the mountaineers, and it was believed
that Schmayl would soon be in force to attack
the Russian head-quarters at Tifles.

From Asia we learn that 4000 Turkish irregu-
lars refused to march from Erzeroum to the
wars, on account of arrears of pay.

The Sultan has offered a command to Abdel
sader.

The expulsion of the Greeks from Turkey
continues. Their stores and dwellings, in which
some arms were found, have been seized and
closed up.

Decrees in the Journal de St. Petersburg
contain a notice from the Russian Minister of
Finance, allowing English and French vessels
six weeks from the 19th of April to escape from
Russian ports in the Black Sea, and six weeks
from May 7 to leave the Baltic ports. The
enemy's property in neutral bottoms will be
regarded as inviolable, and may be imported.
Subjects of neutral powers on board the enemy's
ships will not be molested.

A French imperial decree allows Russian
ships which are in port in the Baltic or White
Seas, before May 11, to unload and return un-
molested to Russian or neutral ports.

PRUSSIA
Baron Manteuffel's speech to the Chambers

stated definitely that Prussia maintains accord
both with Austria and the Western Powers.

The resignation of Chevalier Bunsen as Minis-
ster to London was accepted. lie is succeeded
by Count Bemstoff, the present Minister at Na-
ples, a man thoroughly Russian.

Wednesday, the 26th of April, being appointed
as a day of humiliation and prayer, all business
was suspended. The London Times publishes
four pages of sermons delivered on the occasion.

Parliament reaisembled on the 27th of April.
In the House of Lords a long debate ensued

respecting the recent burning of forts on the
coast by Circassians.

The Earl of Hardwick taxed the Government
with having denied the circumstance, when in
fact it was true.

The Earl of Clarendon made a long explana-
tion, and laid before the House a dispatch from
the British Admiral contradicting the Russian
published account.

The Earl of Ellenborough took occasion to
mention that the IRussians have twenty-two
Circassian forts, but have destroyed only six.

In the Commons a long debate on the Univer-
sities was the principal feature.

The American Consul has determined to send
from London to New York eight seamen of the
clipper ship Sovereign of the Seas, for trial for
mutiny. The relatives of the prisoners have
petitioned Lord Palmerston to prevent the re-
moval of the prisoners to America.

The death of the Marquis of Anglesey is an-
nounced. Itenry William Paget, Marquis of
Anglesey, was born in 1768. After a classical
education, commenced at Westminster school
and completed at Oxford, he entered the army.
lie served in Flanders under the Duke of York,
and subsequently in the Peninsula, where he
distinguished himself by a series of brilliant
achievements. At Waterloo he evinced much
skill in command, and personal daring which
cost him a leg.

lie was elected a member of Parliament, and
subsequently succeeded, on the death of his
fiather, to a seat in the House of Peers as the
Earl of Uxbridge. During the trial of Queen
Caroline, the wife of George the Fourth, he took
the unpopular side against the former. It is
related that on one occasion, being surrounded
by a crowd who insisted upon his shouting for
the Queen, he, after holding out as long as pos-
sible, exclaimed, " The Queen, then; may all

FaxATTIcsa.--The Anti-Slavery Society, at
its recent anniversary in New York, exhibited
fresh evidences of its folly and fanaticism. Such
a congregation of bedlamites could not be col-
lected in any other quarter of the globe. It
was a motley gathering of white, black, and
mulatto, uttering silly sentiment, vulgar abuse,
and rabid ranting, without any pracitical aim or
object.

C. Wright, who thought that noman could
truly realize to himself, or sympathize with ti'e
slave, unless he first, as it were, put himself
into the position of the bondman. Te constitu-
tion, looked at from that point of view, wos one
of the most perfect pieces of diabolism that the
depraved ingenuity of man ever dsvisoed. He
was astonished at Mr. Blackwell standing up in
the face of any one of the oppressed ra ce and
eulogizing the value of the Union. And he
believed that those Fourth of July oratorts, who
talked so loudly about this country being the
refuge of the oppressed and the home of the free,
knew, when they uttered such sentiments, that
they spoke what was false. The speaker then
went on to say that he had no respect whatever
for what this nation calls god. The god of this
nation is slavery. Is it not? (Cries of "yes,"
"yes.") Then, I say, he is my devil. (Enthu-
siastic mulatto: " Yes.") And be he in heaven
or in earth, he who sanctions slavery, I would.
as a slave, say that he is a fiend of perdition. I
say to slaveholders, your idea of a god who
sanctions slavery, rises no higher than my idea
of a devil does. Slavery takes refuge in the
bosom of what this nation calls god; not in the
bosom of the god I recognize, but in the god of
the church and the clergy. And if you pursue
the monster to his last refuge, you find him in
that bosom; and if you drag him by the horns
to the altar and slay him, you are termed anatheist. Then I glory in such atheism. (Ap-
plause.)

SMALL PoX $MONG T•E INDIAS.- The Minne-
sota Democrat of the 26th ult., contains a re-
port of Dr. T. T. Mann, who has been sent out
by the Governor of Minnesota to vaccinate the
Chippewa Indians, among whom the small pox
was raging with great violence. The party
found that the disease had made fearful destruc-
tion In one band twenty-seven had perished.
The Indians were almost frantic with fear and
dread of the pestilence, and so soon as it makes
its appearance in a lodge, the doomed victim is
abandoned to his fate, and forgetting alike the
obligations of duty and natural affection, the
wife, the husband, the child and the old man
are alike left alone to perish: At one point on
the road, they found an old woman in the most
miserable condition imaginable. The report
says, her family all lay dead, most of them up-
on the surface. At the breaking out of the
disease among the Puck-wa-wan band, it con-
sisted of fifty-four souls, all of whom perished
but seven. The doctor vaccinated a large num-
ber, and his services were received by the In-
dians with demonstrations of high gratitude.

There is a famous Artists' Album in Paris,
whose pages contain many things worth tran-
scribing.

It
is about the consistence of ti.reom, and, but
for a very slight peculiar eou tcarcely
be distinguishbd from the g e at of the
cow. Mir. Leavens ordered a man to top some
logs that had lain nearly a month in the yard.
He cut several notches in the bark with an axe,
and in a minute the rich sapwas running out in
great quantities. It "was collected in a basin,
diluted with water, strained, and brought up at
tea time and at breakfast next morping. The
peculiar flavor of the milk seemed rather to im-
prove the quality of the tea, and gave it as good
a color as rich cream; in, co•ee it is equally
good." The milk is also used for gne, and it is
said to be as durable as that made use of by
carpentenr.
