European News by the Atlantic.
iiOMtOARD~hNT OF ODESSA.

The Collils manil steamship Atlantic, CI&Weor, arrived at Now York the afternoon

The Vienna Presse tonfirmos the withdrawal
of the Russooant forcen. boor and haw~anr feoesoae ns usotan torces, bag and baggage, from
the Lesser Wallachia, hospitals, magazines,
and all.

It adds that it may be explained in connec-
tion with the formation of the two Austrian
corps d'artne in Gallacia, the Russian prince
not wishing to have his retreat cut off by the
armies of Austria, or it may be that Prince
Paskiewitch is only anxious to concentrate the
Russian forces against Siliotria, and so force it
to surrender, as being the outworkof the Balkan,
ere the English and French army can come up
to ito relief.

Too BosoBARDoENT or ODESSA.-It was pre-
maturely announced, in most of the English
and French papers, a week before the event
took place, that the allied fleets had bombarded
the city of Odessa.

Without stopping to comment on the re-
markable circumstance, that the intention of
the English admiral evidently leaked out in
advance of his acting upon it, we have now to
announce that a portion of the allied fleet ha,
actually bombarded Odessa An account of
the bombardment is officially promulg>,ted at
Vienna, whence it has been telegraphed to the
French and British press. It seems but half a
meaenre after all; but perhaps the ao counts
yet to arrive by mail may shot, it in a more
satisfactory light.

It may be remembered that on the 6th ult.,
the British steamer Furious wassent with aflag
of truce of Odessa to bring off the British ex-
Consul and some seventy British subjects. The
Russians refused to permit the steamer to enter
the harbor, and on her persisting, fired six or
seven shots from the walls, and sent some ships
to chase her. The Furious esoaped, and brought
hack to the fleet a report of the treatment she
bad met with.

This was on the 0th of April, and the next we
hear of was the arrival, off Odessa, on the 14th
or 17th, for the accounts differ, of several ships
of the allied fleets. The last advices from
Odessa, received here per steamer Canada, were
to April 20th, at which date, although some
English steamers were in sight, all was quiet;
consequently the account in the papers, that
the city was bombarded for one hour, on the
18th, is manifestly incorrect.

At all events, on the morning of the 23d, nine
steamers of the allied fleet took up a position
before the forts that command the entrance to
the harbor, and immediately commenced to
throw bombs and rockets uop the forts aed the
city. We have as yet to glean our information
from telegraphic scraps and flying rumors, con-sequently do not know whast steps prescaded the
bombardment, whether the British Admiral
made any formal demand upon the city, which
was refused, or whether the Russians at once
acted upon the aggressive. Not unlikely both
these circumstances occurred.

One statement says that the bombardment
was over in two hours; another that it con-
tinued incessantly for ten hours, and only closed
with the night. The Austrian official account,
published at Vienna 30th, states as the result of
the action that .,a battery of four guns waos
destroyed, and the Austrian ship, (the Sta.
Catherina,) and eight Russian merchant ships,
in harbor, were burned,"

The Russian telegraphic nccountissigniflcant.
It is in these terms: The English and French
Admirals demanded the surrender of the Rus-
sian ships in the port of Odessa. This being
refused, bombardment began from eighteen
ships. A small part of the city is destroyed.
An attempt to land 1800 men failed. The bom-
bardmentias produced no effect.

Three of the English steamers were badly
damazed,.e

A dispatch to the London Daily News statesthat on the 22d a partial bombardment took
place, but not much damage was done except
setting some huildi gs on fire. On the 23d hos-
tilities were suspended, and ai summons was sent
to the place to surrender. In the event of a re-
fusal, the Admirals-French and British--
threatened to destroy the city on the succeeding
day. On the 24th was the attack. It was fur-
ther stated that the Russian fleet sailed out of
S hastopol and advanced against the allied
fleet, either with the hope of drawing the latter
away from Odessa, or of getting it between two
fires, but, on a portion of the British ships offer-

ong battle, the Russians withdrew to their
stronghold.

A private telegraphic dispatch received from
Odessa by an eminent Greek firm, and dated
the 26th ult , stated that the whole combined
fleet took their departure on the morning of that
day.

The Austrian Correspondez has another at-
count under date of Bucharest, April 28.

The English and French admirals demanded
the delivery of the Russian vessels at Odessa.
On refusal, seven three-deckers and eleven
frigates bombarded the town on the 24th.

The Woronzolf palace is totally destroyed.
Four frigates are severely damaged.
The hombardment continues.
THE STEGE O StILesTRIA.-The important po.

sition of Silistria is closely invested, hut a tele-
graphic dispatch of the 28th, save that, to that
date, the fortres had suffered at damage.Accounts from Bucharest, April 19, mention
that it (Silistria) had heen hard pressed since
the 14th, and would ere then have fallen but for
the determined valor of its defenders, who ex-
press themselves able to hold out until aid shall
arrive. The Russians, on the contrary, expect
to reduce the place in a few days. Mustapha
Pesh& has a strong garrison, but it is said to, be

neither well victualed, nor ~prape#lp supplied
with ammunition. The foot is in the posesesion
of the Ruesians, as are also the entrenchments
at the junction of the DrIeta, theTurkehaving
retired within the defenses. Thdlasesanewere
expected to assaul en the let May, wish 80,000
men. They have erected seventee heavsy bat-
teries under cover of which they will cropt
river.

an lBAL-OT. -The British fleet had been
further reinforeed, and were awaiting the ar-
rival of the French squadron. Until the latter
arrives, a British force will cruise of the (nul
of Finland and Bothnia.

On the 21st, nineteen British ships anchored
before Stockholm. Admiral Napier arrived on
the 24th, and on the 26th, had an audience
with King Oscar. He returned to the fleet the
same day.

A depotof coal for the fleet is being formed at
Tabroeoond, on the Island of Gothiand.

A Russian powder factory on the Island of
Cronstadt, and containing 60,000 pounds of
powder, blew up and killed 60 operatives. No
damage was done to the fortress.

The Roussan schooner Libertas, Capt. BRan,
was taken by the British, and a prize crew was
put en board to navigate the vessel to England.
Captain Rass, being acquainted with British
tastee, sepplied his castors with unlimited
allowances of brandy. They got drank; the
Russians nailed them below hatches, and car-
ried them as prisoners into Csolecronal.

A strong note has been sent by France and
Britain to the Senate of Lubec, calling the gov-
ernment of that city to account for having per-
mitted the clearance of a cargo of sulphur to
Russia, after the declaration of neutrality was
issued.

THE Dctoc.-'--It was fully expected that the
Russians would undertak,- importsafoperations
against Rustchuk, Nicopolis and Rassova. No
fears were entertained of the ability of Omar
Pasha to maintain himself until the allies ar-
rive. The Turks from Kalafat have already
ocoupied Muglavit, Gucia, Pojanaand Palecbti.
and were expected to reelh Krajova on April
28th or 29th. The Russians, on the 24th, evac-
uated their ifospitals and magazines at Krajora;
Gen. Liprandi, with the division under his com-
mand, was expected there on the 25th, and
would leave on the 27th.

The evacuation of Little Wallachia by the
Russians is complete, and was skillfully per-
formed, the retreat being covered by a succes-
sion of unimportant yet harrassing attacks
upon the Turkish positions. The retreat of
the Russians, of course, rendered necessary a
change in the Turkish front, and makes it no
longer requisite to maintain at Kalafat the
50,000 men, and immense force of artillery
hitherto mounted there. Part of the Turlitish
orce from Kalafat has, therefore, occupied
uglavit, etc., as above stated, and another

portion is moving on more menaced points of the
Danube, and in particular on Loat, Rahnra and
Itostohuk.

By this change the army will be under the
hand of. Omar Pasha, who will be able to con-
centrate his whole strength in case of necessity,
to meet the new operations of the enemy. The
right will now probablyreot on the river Aluta,
with its headquarters at Bucharest, and the
main interest of the campaign is once more con-
centrated on the operations below Nicopolis,
and especially between Rustchek and Silistria.
Nothwithetanding the accounts of the siege of
this latter fortress there is still some reason to
believe that the reported bombardment was con-
fined to the fire of some heavy gone from thY
opposite bank of the Danube.

EuNtsn.-Three more Russian trading ships
had been captured in the channel and brought
to England, namely: the bark Frya Broder,
400 tons; another bark of the same tonnage,
name unknown; and the schooner Johannes.
All the prizes were laden with salt.

Mr. Hobbs, the famous American loct-picker,
was invited at Manchester, on the 28to' ult., to
pick a lock manufactured by E ward Cotterill,
of Birmingham, and was allowed twenty-four
hours to accomplish the task. Hefailed to open
it within the time specified, and frankly "owned
up."

A very large sum was collected in the churches
throughout Great Britain, on the' day of hu-
miliation, for thesopport of the wivesand fami-
lies of the soldiers in the East. Government is
about to issue a "recommendation" how to
manage this fund.

A dreadful catastrophe had occurred in the
English Channel. At 2 o'clock on the morning
of April 28, the American bark Beeper, Capt
Jones, from Charleston, S. C., for Antwerp,
come in collision with the bark Favorite, Captlloegemann, from Bremen, for Baltimore, with
180 passengers. The Favorite was struckon the
starboard bow, cut down to the water's edge,
and foremastcarried away. The captain, mate
and four seamen of the Favorite got on board of
the Ilesper during the collision, and the re-
mainder of the crew are thought as have taken
to the boat, but have not since been heard of.
At daybreak, nothing was to be seen of the
bark, which, no doubt, sunk ismmtediately, with
all on board. The Beeper also sustained dam-
age, but proceeded on her voyage-having sent
the survivors of the Favoryite to Portsmouth by
a pilot-boat. The collision occurred off the
Start.

FuaacE.--France does not cease in prepara-
tions for a grand war. Incessant activity is dis-
played in all the departments of the army and
navy.

AsiA.-Accounts from Asia, via Constanitino-
ple, to the 17th, state that the snow was still
deep on the bills, and weather was severe.
Money to the amount of 14,000,000 piastres is
required for the payment of the troops at Erze-
ronm and Kars. At Batoum the troops were
healthy, though during the winter they had suf-
fered much. The 4000 men who recently refused
to march to Kars are eb ut up in their barracks
at Erteroum.
