A SPiirIuAL SPBauLATvoc.-In a late number.
of the National Intelligenoer appears a commu-
nication from Judge Tallmadge, in which, after
some remarks deprecatory of the ridicule which
is continually being cast upon " spiritual lite-
rature," he states that he shall in a short time
publish a book, "written under spiritual in-
iluence, of so pure and exalted a character as to
soften the tone of criticism and assuage the ex-
oitement of opposition."

This book, according to the learned gentle-
man's account of it, is to mark a new era, a sort
of millennium, in the history of books generally
and "spiritual literature" in particular. It is
to be dictated through and written by one Chas.
Linton, of Philadelphia, a medium of the favor-
ite sort, a man of exceedingly ordinary capacity
and acquirements in a natural way, but en-
dowed spiritually in a style most peculiar and
extraordinary. We don't understand why it is
that the spirite always select a shallow-pated
medium. Why don't they in this case make use
of the Judge himself' The words of wisdom
from his mouth would be respected and listened
to, but if the spirits insist upon having an igno-
ramus or a jackass for a mouth-piece, let them
expect a thin audience.

The Judge says that Mr. Linton has for a long
time been in the receipt of all sorts of communi-
cations from the other world upon all sorts of
subjects, but that in November last " he was
directed to write no more miscellaneous commu-
nications, but to give his attention to writing a
book, which would be dictated to him," etc.

This very particular and emphatic injunction
" to write no more miscellaneous communi-
cations," appears to have been rather unneces-
sary, masmuen as irassertea immealately alter-
wards that "1 the medium knows nothing of what
is written, except as, word by word, it is im-
pressed upon him." Mr. Linton immediately
provided himself with a large, bound blank
volume of ruled letter sheet, and commenced
transcribing this miracle of a book. He found
his chirography wonderfully improved; where
it had previously been little better than an un-
decipherable conglomeration of pot-hooks and
crow-tracks, it now developed itself under the
spiritual influence in round, easy, symmetrical
characters, plain as print, and beautiful to look
upon as the copy line of a Yankee school-master.
The Judge speaks of this work in most extrava-
gant terms. When he last saw it there were
coarly four hundred pages transcribed, and
many literary and scientific men had examined
it, and pronounced it " beyond human concep-
'ion." By this he probably means geat it it
impossible to make head or tail of it. The mys.
taries of Swedenborg and the ravings of An-
Irow Jackson Davis were trifling in comparison,
whether we consider the former (which some
save seemed disposed to do,) as the utmost

summlt of human wisdom, or the latter (as al-
most every body admite) the lowest depth of hu-
man folly.

But the Judge only pretends to give a general
view, the leading points and topics of the book.

consider, and nobody will be foolish enough to
offer any argument against whatever it may

Lucas, arrived at this port at 3 o'clock yester-
day afternoon from Aspinwall. She left Aspin-
wall at 0 o'clock the evening of the l7th, making
the run to this port in 4 days and 22 hours-the
quickest trip between New Orleans and Aspin-
wall on record.

The atamhn Nah co.,. left Ana., , ll fn:The steamship North Star left Aspinwall for
New York on the 16th with 700 passengers and
$300,000 in specie. The Illinois sailed the even-
ing of the 17th with 400 passengers and $1,000,-

California.
We have received by the United States our

usual files of California papers. The San
Francisco Alta California of the 17th ult, says:

Col. Fremont arrived in this city by the
Stockton boat of yesterday, having left his
whole party in good health on Saturday, en-
camped beyond Stockton. Col. Fremont is in
excellent health and is very hearty. The re-
ports brought by Col. Babbitt, of the loss of a
number of his party, and the intense suffering
of all, were much exaggerated. Col. Fremont's
party was composed originally of eight Ameri-
cans and twenty Delaware Indians; and but
one man, an American, was lost. He lagged
behind and finally became discouraged, and sat
down in the snow, where he was found by a
party sent back after him. He was brought
into camp, but all efforts to restore him were in
vain, and he died. His whole party are in good
health.

Col. Fremont crossed the Sierra Nevada near
the head of the Merced River, and reports that
there is but little snow there. The railroad
route, which he examined, he considers to be
favorable. His explanations and notes are very
important, he having passed over a good deal of
ground over which no man had previously trol-
den. We hope to be able to present in a few
days a more complete account of his trip.

The same paper of the lot inst. says:
The wheat crop has attracted much atten-

tion. Fears have been expressed that the crop
would be much too large for the demand of Cal-
ifornia, but this is not probable. The number
of acres in wheat in the State is estimated to be
about 80,000, which, at 30 bushels to the acre,
would produce one and a half barrels of flour to
each person in the State. The prospects for the
crop are good. This estimate is too large, and
it is quite probable that the demand will
slightly exceed the supply. The great majority
of the wheat fields are in the counties bordering
on or near to the bay.

The bark Walter Claxton, heavily laden with
lumber for this port, wao lost a few miles out
from Humboldt Bay on the 21st. It is thought
that a hole was knocked in her bow by the
anchor. She turned bottom up. Of 16 persons
on board only 3 were saved.

There has been four or five days of rain
during the fortnight, and the miners and farm-
ers are thus well supplied with water.

The news from the mines presents little of
striking importance, though the season is ex-
tremely favorable and the gold produce corres-
pondingly large.ponuingly large.

On the 15th the steamer Secretary, plying
between Pthis city and Petaluma, buret her
boiler when off San Rafael, about 18 miles from
this city. About 30 persons were killed. The
boat was racing, and the engineer had tied
down the lever of the safety valve. He is among
the dead.

The trial of Senor Del Valle, the Mexican
Consul, for enlisting men for the Mexican army,
was conducted on the 29th ult., the jury render-
ing a verdict of guilty, and recommending the
accused to the clemency of the Court. The
sentence will not be passed until the 15th of
May.

The French Consul, Mr. Dillon, has been also
arrested for refusing to attend court as a wit-
ness in this case.

The Legislature has fixed the 15th of May for
the close of the session.

The San Francisco Chronicle of the let inst.

Mr. Price recently recovered $10,000 from
the city of Sacramento, as ~ damages" for in-
juries resulting from his falling into a hole in
one of the streets of that city.

The Mint is in full operation, and coins money
at the rate of one million of dollars a month.
Its capacity is still greater.

The Chinese population has been increased
within the past two weeks fully fifteen hundred.
A large number of vessels loaded with passen-
gers, are reported on theirjway from China, and
the latest advices from HRng Kong were to the
effect that 6000 men and women were waiting
passage at that port.

The clipper ship Flying Cloud arrived at thisport on the 20th, eighty-nine days and eight
hours from Now York, the quickest passage
ever made between the two ports.

Our dates from Utah Territory are to the 2d
March. The Mormon settlements are repre-
sented as prosperous in the extreme.

The clipper-ship Golden Fleece, in beating out
of the harbor on the 22d, struck on the rocks
near Fort Point, and was rendered a total
wreck. She is said to be fully insured in Bos-
ton, where she was owned.

Mr. John S. Beener, Superintendent of the
State Prison, was drowned on the 16th, near
Point Quentin. He was 35 years old.

Under the city ordinance for the suppression
of houses of ill fame, numerous Chinese pest-
houses have been broken up, and the keepers
fined and imprisoned.

Benjamin F. West, a portrait painter, for-
merly residing in Salem, Mass., committed
suicide in the town of Fremont recently. The
names of other persons who have committedfelo
de se within the last fortnight are, J. Barrows,
foreman of the lumber mills at Mendocino;
James Sutton, formerly of Boston, who killed
himself at Sacramento; and Emanuel Skull, a
clothing merchant at Gold Hill. The last men-
tioned was a native of Hungary, a man of re-finedt education, and a famous linguist.

He
had crossed the Colorado near its mouth, and at
thie point most of his men deserted him. About
fifty of them are reported on their way to the
settlements. Some ten or twelve, exhausted,
half naked and halfstarved, reached Fort Yuma,
at the junction of the Gils and the Colorado, and
were relieved by Major Heintzelman, the officer
commanding that post. Finding himself de-
serted by most of his followers, Walker turned
back, with the intention, as is supposed, of join-
ing Smith, left in command at San Vicente,
Lower California. Of the twenty men left with
Smith at San Vicente, five were murdered by
Millendrez, ten have reached San Diego, and
the other five (Germans), together with Smith,
have gone over to the Mexican robber. Walker
cannot have more than twenty men with him.

TRADE AT cSA FANocISco.-Busines8 of all
kinds was looking up, and money was consider-
ably easier than it had been for some months
previous.

Merchandise of all kinds was improving in
prices, and there is a prospect of its paying a
small advance on cost and charges, provided the
shippers in New York do not again flood the
market before the present stock is worked off.

Oregon.
AwrOL STEAMBOAT ExPLosIOc.-An Extra

from the Oregon Spectator of April 8, says:
The Willamette Falls Company's new steamer

Gazelle left her wharf at Oregon city at half
past six o'clock, A. s. on the 8th of April, and
had just landed at Caneniah, at fifteen minutes
before seven, when a terrible explosion of her
boilers blew her into atoms, killing about
twenty persons and wounding many others.
Fragments of bodies were found scattered in
every direction; some were blown into the river,
others to the shore; but the greater part of the
killed found were lying about the deck forward,
among all kinds of fractured machinery and
freight. Mr. David Paige, chief-superintendent
of the Company, had his head literally dashed
to pieces, and could not have been recognized
by other means than his clothes. Many others
were as badly mutilated. Among the killed
was Mr. David Paige, of San Francisco, whose
wife and child were killed last year by the ex-
plosion of the Jenny Lind.

Washington Territory.
Major C. H. Larned, of the Fourth Infantry,

and eight privates of the same regiment, were
drowned in Puget Sound, about the 1st of April.

The Indian disturbances have been effectually
quieted.

The Chillian bark Duchess of San Lorenzo was
wrecked near Vancouver's Island, recently. Of
fifteen passengers, and the ship's crew, only one
person was saved.

Gold has been discovered near Steilacoom.
Bouth America.

The new steamship Sonora, from New York
the 11th of March, arrived at Panama on the
9th May, having made the passage in 47 days
20 hours running time. The Panama Star and
Herald gives the annexed report of her log:

Running time between New York and Rio, 21
days and 23 hours.

Running time between Rio and Valparaiso,
15 days and 21 hours.

Running time between Valparaiso and Pana-
ma 9 days 28 hours.

A letter in the Aspinwall Courier, dated Car-
thagena, April 8th, states that a revolution
broke out in Bogota, the capital of New Grana-
da, about the middle of April, and General Melo
had declared himself the Dictator at the Capital.

Gen. Herrera, and most of the National Con-
gress had fled, and had not at the last advices
accomplished a re-union.

The Panama Star and Herald says:
From an extra issued from the office of the

Panameno, on the night of the 10th inst., we
learn that a new Provincial Government has
been established at Bogota. Gen. Mole is Su-
preme Chief and his chief Secretary is Dr. F. A.
Obregin.

In Peru, the civil war continues to absorb the
attention of the Government and the people. A
fresh disturbance has broken out among the
revolutionary parties themselves, which threat-
ened the overthrow of the revolutionists.

The Lima Foreign News says :
Within the past week, near one hundred gold

hunters have left this city for the mountains en
prospecting tours. The major part intended
going by way of Cerro Pasco. One or two small
companies, however, left with the intention of
striking oft to the southward, from Tarma.

Toe deaths in this city, from yellow fever,
during the month of March were as follows:
Men, 406; women, 200; children, 212-total,
818. The deaths during the same month in
1858, were 253.

From Bolivia we learn that General Bolzu
had suppressed all attempts to turn him out of
power. Belzu was to have left La Paz on the
20th ult., for Orsco and Cochabambs, whence
he intended passing over to Suard in oader to
reassemble Congress in August.

From Chili we have no news of importance.
Australia.

The Melbourne Argus, of the 3d of March,
says, in commenting upon the new Constitution:

This House is to consist of thirty members,
who must have within the colony a money qual.
ification of ten thousand pounds. " The House
will not, from its very constitution, be a very
industrious one, and a small but compact pha-
lanx of unsorupulous men, acting in union in
the Senate, may assume a very awkward and
dangerous position. Its popularity is already
in a fair way of being blown to the winds by
being looked upon as a mere chamber of suc-
cessful money grubbers; and it is only necessa-
ry to make it the arena for the prosecution of
self interests, to render it as mischievous and
contemptible, as it ought to be pure, dignified,
sagacious; the object of the respectful affection
of every sound thinking man in the community."

THe MARcETS.--At Melbourne, the gold
market is active, and the price remains firm at
3 17 9d per ounce.

The Sydney Gold Circular says, advices from
the Gold Districts continue generally of a cheer-
ing character, and in many places there are
evidence of good supplies, both from old diggings
and new discoveries.

A correspondent of the Panama Star, writing
from Melbourne under date of Feb. 10th, says:

As we all live in a great state of excitement
about the newly discovered gold fields in Peru,
already 6000 adventurers (four-fifths of whom
are Americans,) have left this country for Peru.
The mania for emigrating to Peru has now
spread universally over this colony. About
twenty vessels are at present up for Callao,
nearly all of which will be crowded with pas-
sengers. I fear the whole will turn out to be a
speculation of our shipping agents here and the
Peruvian Government.

From Acapulco.
The Panama Star and Herald, by the arrival

of the steamship Madison at that port, had re-
ceived later advices from Acapulco relative to
Santa Anna and Alvarez.

Santa Anna broke up his camp on the 26th of
April retreating towards the city of Mexico.
During the encampment of Santa Anna near
Acapulco, he had several light skirmishes with
the revolutionists, resulting only in killing two
or three on either side, and a bombardment of
the castle, the bombs doing no damage, falling
rather short.

Hle then sent a flag of truce to the castle, de-
manding the peaceable surrender. The bearers
were sent back to Santa Anna, by the com-
mander of the castle, General Comfort, to say
he would send his answer. After consulting his
command, (about 150 or 200,) his answer was
sent in a discharge of round shot into the camp
of Santa Anna, killing six men and taking anarm off of another.

During his withdrawal, Santa Anna expected
to be attacked whilst passing soms defiles in themnountains, snet the litter in which ht had pre-
viously been conveyed along with his army, and
took a more circuitous route on horseback, tothe place they were marching.

A severe shock of an earthquake was experi-
enced at Acapulco on the morning of the 6th
inst.; no damage done.

Awru. OALAsucrr.-Twenty-one Lives Lost.
We learn from the Richmond Dispatch of the
17th that an explosion of gas occnrred in the
Black Heth Coal Pits, in Chesterfield county,
Va., on the 15th, by which 21 men, who were
at the time at work in the pits, were instantly
killed. The explosion took place at half-past
twelve o'clock, and it is thought must have oc-
curred while the laborers were eating their
dinner. How it originated, it is impossible to
tell, though the presumption is, that some of the
men thoughtlessly approached some of the old
1' damps," with their lamps, and that the ex-
plosion was caused by the escape of gas from
unknown leaks. Certain it is, that not ten
minutes before the accident, two of the miners
ascended the shaft, and up to the time that they
left, no gas or foul air had been discovered.
This pit is 625 feet deep, and explosions have
occurred in it two or three times defore.

The Dispatch thus describes the scene after
the accident:

" When we reached the pits our heart became
appalled at the shrieks and groans of the wi-
dowed wives, whose husbands, many of them in
the prime of life, had been hurried into eternity;
of the sobs and tears of children lamenting the
death of their fathers; and of mothers, who, but
a few hours before, had parted from their dar-
ling boys, the pictures of health and cheerful-
ness, now in the cold embrace of death. Sad
and heart-rending indeed was the eight before
us, and we could but exclaim, from the deepest
recesses of our heart, ' What shadows we are
and what shadows we pursue."'

Most of the men who lost their lives by this
deplorable calamity were married men and have
left families. A subscription has been put on
foot in Richmond to aid the destitute and help-
less widows and children of these unfortunate

Colonel A. C. Mills, late President of the
Charleston and Memphis Railroad Company,
died in Huntsville, Ala., on the 10th inst., after
a short illness.

A man named Reeves was killed by a man
named Farris in Hardeman county, Tenn., on
the 12th inst., by being beaten over the head
with a stick. Farris fled, and had not at last
accounts been arrested.

Tue ARKANSAS REGULATORS. - The parties
mentioned in the pronunciamento of the Ar-
kansas regulators, had all left the State on the
15th inst., with the exception of one Frank
Whitty, who was taken, tied to a tree, and
thirty-nine lashes given him for his tardiness.
He was allowed to depart on his promise to
leave the State.

ARRESTS FOR SMUGaLING.--C. F. Hammel, a
merchant of Quebec, and Solomon Cohen, both
passengers on the Canada to Boston, were arrest-
ed in that city on the 13th., on the charge of
smuggling $7000 to $10,000 worth of watches
and jewelry.

CooA IN CONGREss.-At this moment three-
fourths of the members of Congress of both
Houses, are strongly in favor of the acquisition
of Cuba by the United States, including not
only half the anti-Nebraska Democrats at least,
but many anti-Nebraska Whigs. [Washington

THE FORREST AND WILLIs CAsE.-The trial
in this case was concluded on the 12th, at New
York, and the jury, being unable to agree, were
discharged. Part were in favor of giving Mr.
Forrest ten thousand dollars damages and part
were for awarding him the extravagant sum ol
sir rents. This was an action for a libel, which
has been pending since the year 1850. The
damages were laid at $10,000. It was brought
by Edwin Forrest, agat et the editor of the
Home Journal, and had its origin in the Forrest
case, which excited so much attention in the
years 1850, '51 and'62.

THE Sotr WINccEneER.-The ship Winches-
ter, lost at sea, was owned by Wm. F. Weld &
Co., of Boston. She was of 1500 tons burthen,
3 years old, and valued at $80,000, and was
fully insured. She was chartered by Enceh
Train & Co., who were heavily insured on the
cargo. The whole loss is upwards of $200,000.

Iltutoea AT A WEDDING.--On Tuesday eight
last an affray occurred at a wedding near Cin-
cinnati, durinr which a man named Robert
Thompson fired a pistol among a crowd of dan-
cers, slightly wounding Augustes Leegar and
Elizabeth Pope. Soon after, Captain Dresher
attempted to put Thompson out, when be shot
bhim dead on the spot. Thompson made his es-
cape.

The Memphis Eagle states that the parents of
Hiss Bowen have identified the body, found in
the river below the city, as being that of their
daughter's, from the dress and jewelry found on
her person.

A young woman recently died in Troy, very
suddenly, and on a post mortem examination or
infant was found in the abdomen instead of the
womb, where it appeared to have grown! this
being, it is stated, the principal cause of het
death.

James Lund, who cut his throat at iJudson,
N I., recently, had two brothers who also com-
mitted esicide; so did his father; and he has a
sister in an insane hospital; and another bro-
ther was killed on a railroad.

The New York Tribune has, in the centre of
its leading page, surrounded by double black
lines, under the head of " The Roll of Infamy,"
the names of the representatives from the free
States who voted for the Nebraska bill.
