San Juan the evening of the 17th, arrived at
this port yesterday afternoon, bringing 282 pas-
sengers and $800,000 specie.

Max Strobell, assistant of Col. Fremont, with
eleven Delaw Indians who were in Col. Fre-
mont's explorin arty, came passengers on the
Pampers.

The Northern Light left San Juan for New
York on the evening of the 17th, with 800 pas-
sengers and $1,200,000 ingold. Among herpas-
sengers were Col. Fremont, Maj. Borland, U. S.
Minister to Central America, J. Seirlman, Sam
Brannan, and Dr. Peter Smith.

A revolution had broken out in Nicaragua.
The insurgents had taken the town of Redlejo,
and were fast overspreading the country.

Gen. Don Munoz, Governor of Nicaragua, had
left and gone to Costa Rica.

The city of San Salvador was nearly destroyed
by an earthquake on the 9th inst. Five thou-
sand persons were killed.
A difficulty occurred on the San Juan River,

between Capt. Smith, of the Company's steamer
Ruth, and the native Captaia of a bunga, which
resulted in the death of the native.

On his arrival alongside the steamship, an
armed force from Greytown came over to arrest
him, but did,not succeed, as they had no au-
thority over an American steamship, and he
refused to give himself up.
Major Borland, the U. S. Minister to Central

America, had come down passenger, and, on his
arrival at the American Consulate, was arrested
by an armedforce and taken to the guard-house,
when he remonstrated, and represented to them
the consequences. They replied that they were
acting under authority.

However, he was released by the Mayor, Mr.
Segua, a mob collected around the house, and a
melee ensued, ii which he received a wound in
the cheek from a broken bottle thrown from the
crowd. The soldiers were up all night.

On the morning of the 17th, Mr. Falin, the
American Consul, came on board the steamship,
and, on his return to his Consulate, was ordered
off, and fired at by the soldiers. The Minister
and Consul then proceeded to Punta Arenas.

Great excitement prevailed on the steamers.
The Californians were for taking the town and
releasing the Minister, but were anticipated by
the timely action of the authorities.

Fearing some further difficulty when the
steamers left, Major Borland raised a company
of returned Californians from the Pampero and
Northern Light to remain at the Point for the
protection of the Consul and the Company's
buildings, etc. He enlisted sixty men, paying
them $50 bounty, and $100 per month, and in-
suring them a free passage home when dis-
charged.

He then proceeded on the Northern Light to
New York, to lay the whole matter before the
U. S. Government.

The company purchased a number of revol-
vers, guns, etc., from the Northern Light's pas-
sengers.. Several of those on the Pampero also
left their arms.

The force at the Point is under the command
of C. Fletcher.

Great excitement prevailed when these steam-
ers sailed. Major Borland addressed the pas-
sengers from the deck of the Pampero, and, if
necessary, could have raised a regiment.

MIESSRS. HUNT AND CoAIG.--There has been no
further intelligence of hostilities between Messrs.
Hunt and Craig. It was the general under-
standing among theeinombers that no challenge,
or other correspondence relative to their recent
misunderstanding, had passed between them.

The village of St. Iyacinthe, in Lower Canada,
was almost wholly destroyed by fire on the 17th.

A collision occurred on the railroad near Buf-
falo, N. Y., on the 15th, by which one man was
killed and several other persons badly hurt.

The ship William H. Ilartbeck, of Mobile,
was burnt in New York Bay on the 17th. Her
crew were saved.

A French physician writes that he has cured
hydrophobia by the vapor bath, heated to 170
degrees of Fahrenheit.

The New York lHerald has changed its price
from two to threecents percopy. Others of the
New York papers are about to make similar
changes in their price.

The Boston Courier says that " Frank Pierce's
career as a General has no parallel." We think
that his career as a General has a very fair
parallel in his career as a President.

The Seamen's Savings Bank in Wall street,
New York, has over $2,000,000 on deposit be-
longing to seamen. On fifteen consecutive days
within the year, $40,000 were deposited exclu-
sively by them.

The bark Byron of Castine, from Charleston
for Nantes, was lost at sea on the 21st of April.
Two of the crew, James Coates and Robert Ma-
gee, were lost. The rest of the crew were
taken off by the ship Alleghanian, bound for
New York.

The number of sugar-houses in operation in
Louisiana during the late crop, was 1417; of
these, 956 were worked by steam-power, and
481 by animal power; and their produce
amounted to 449,324 hogsheads, estimated at
495,156,000 pounds. The quantity of molasses
produced is estimated at 31,000,000 gallons.

At Washington, Mrs. Reommele, wife
of John C. Reommele, grocer, corner of Twen-
tieth and K streets, was instantly killed by
lightning this evening. She was standing in
her chamber immediately under the roof, when
the fluid entered, struck her on the head, and
passed down her body, making a hole in the
floor.

Soaurahxo IN REsRvs.-Independent of the
immense naval force England hai.iir actual ser-
vice, there is a force in reserve at Portsmouth,
Devonport, Chatham and Sheerness, of 161 ef-
fective ships of the royal navy, carrying not
less than 6807 guns; and there are 39 other
vessels building, which are intended to carry
2390 guns. As tile filibusters talk of taking
Cuba against the united forces of England,
France and Spain, it is time they had hurried
forward those six new steam frigates.
