:t. Loins Coxo•oNs.-The Supreme Court of
the United States has just rendered a decision of
great importance, in which many of our readers

take an interest:
It seaem that in 1812, Congress passed an sotffiicg the title to these lands to be in those

,ho held them, either solely or in common,
pirevibou to 1808. In 1824, Congress gassed
enot•er,act, lixifg a period in which claimants
to them, under the law of 1812, should file their
respective evidences of title, and donatieg the
vacant lands. among them-those the title to
whio failed to be thus proved u for oommonsehool purposes . The courts of1Mituri ruled
that bot, l celaimants, unlder thelaw of 1812,

ere udted 'by :theb law of 1824, unless .they had
Altl1fed the requirements as to proofof locality,
&:e• tbidentto thelawof1824.. Weunderstand
'that the Supreme Court have decided that the
act of 1824 did not vitiate the rights of any bona
de cleimant, uoder the law of 1812, that act

Sastyt a recall by a-failure to comply with the

subseqiuent requirements of'the act of 1824.

-Hosarsp. D,•ra or A COBnD.-A son of Mr.
It•,ielS3toke, living wnthin a few miles of Ox-
fcirla-inthis 'State, perished in a most horrible
mnpaper..hort time since. The boy-a lad of
about twelve years old-was plowing with a
wild horse of his father's, which was very rest-
less during the day. He took the horse from
the plow intending to ride home. The clank
of the trace chains frightened the chafed animal,-and he reared and plunged in a dangerous man-
•er. Still the little fellow, proceeded to mount

hinm. He had no soother succeeded, than thehorse plunged madly forward, throwine the
child, one of whose feet became fastened sn the
tae.schain. The horse leaped the fence literal-
ytoearing young Stbkes over the high panels ofsals. It-wast half'a mile to the dwelling; and
for that distance the infuriated animal dashed
madly, en, dragging the bleeding form of the

child•"with him and occsilonally trampling it
with hli feet. Arrived at the house, the horse
leaped the fence, ran wildly round the house two
or three times tearing the boy over the jagged

wood pile, and finally made a plunge over the
bars of the horse lot, when the trace chain
broke, and there in the presence of his agonized
and amazed parents lay the horribly mangled
nid mutilated corpse of their beloved son. It

was a terrible death, the fate of that rash and
unfortunate child. [Paulding (Miss.) Clarion.

T''i .HOUSAND DOLLoss DAtAOEN.--A oase
was tried at the late term of the Circuit Court
of Greene co.,Ala., of a very aggravated seduc-
tion. It appears that one Dr. Seaborn F. Healy,a widower of Tuscalooesa county, seduced the
daughter of plaintif. (Allen Malone,) and that
Healy, by aftfdavit, removed the trial from Tus.
ealoosa where proceedings had been commenced,
to Greene. It appears that another physician
of the highest respectability and honor had been
attendig the mother of the girl, and that Mealy
happened by some means to call on the family,
and in.ratiated himself into the affections of
the family by condemning the treatment of the
fqrmer physician, who he finally supplanted in.his ptactice in that family, and commenced a
oourse that ended in the seduction of the daugh-
ter and ruin of the family. The jury rendered
the full amount of damages laid in the prosecu-
tion. We understand the Doctor has suddenly
divetedl hiamelf of all means whereby the amount
could be made.

Mr. Robert H. Dennis, of Lagrange, Tenn.,was drowned on Saturdayweek, in attempting
to cross Cold Water. The deceased, says the
Memphis Whig, was a nephew of the unfortunate
Judge Price, who was murdered a few weeks
since at Ripley, and was heir to most of hisproperty. On Sunday last, Mrs. Dennis, mother
of young Dennis, was lying at the point of death,
and it was thought she would not be alive when.
they took the corpse of her son home on Mon-
day morning. Should she be dead, a brother,
sister, nephew and son will have been suddenly
cut off in the short space of three or four weeks.

FuoS.DIsincar CoonRT.-Sentences.-Judge
Robertson on Saturday lastpronounoed sentence
upon the following convicts:

James Sullivan convicted of biting a man's
ear off, and otherwise disfiguring him, while
confined in the Parish prison on a charge of
robbery, was sentenced to the penitentiary for
fi•e years, and fined $10 with costs.

James Sullivan, (the same individual) con-
victed under an indictment for robbery, was
sentencedto seven years at. hard labor in the
penitentiary-which added to the above five
makes twelve years in all.

James Duggan and James Gallagher convioted
on separate charges of larceny, were each sen-
tenced to twoyears in the penitentiary:

James Mooney, convicted of an assault with
intent to kill, was sent for four months to the
Parish prison.

Mfurder Examination.-The examination of
John MoNagle and Martin Carrol, before the
First District Court, charged with the murder
of Henry Connolly, MoNagle as principal and
Carrollas accessory, was commenced on Satur-
day last and a great number of witnesses ex-
amined, many of whom were friends of the
accused, the tendency of whose testimony was
to the effect that Connolly had, by abuse and
blows, provoked the affrayin which he lost his
life. The examination will probably be finished
to-day, when we shall publish the most impor-
tant portion of the evidence.

Tlhe Riot Case.-John Caffrey and Peter
Coyle were arraigned before Recorder Summers
on'Saturday last for examination, on the charge
of aving been engaged in a riot on the 20th
inst., on Bartholomew and Magazine streets, in
which two men, named Lippez and Cunningham,
were severely injured by pistol shots, fired-by
Mr. Solomon Moses. The particulars of this
affair we published at the time of its occurrence.
The parties were sent before the First District
Court for trial, and Moses will be examined on
Saturday next on the charge of shooting the
persons above mentioned.

REO•BDER'S COUR OF THE SEOOn DISTRICT.-
Bartholemy Espagne was arrested yesterday,
charged writh larceny.

Lewd Women.-Nine of these characters in
a single batch were brought to the police office,
and gave bail for their appearance this morning.

Another gang of twenty-four such women
were brought up, and gave bail as above.

At 7 o'clock last night there had been no less
than seventy-four arrests within the last 24
hoursfor trivial offences, except one for larceny.
l•QnQ sT5.--An inquest was held yesterday on

the body of Geo. A. Botts, found dead at his
residence on Pleasant street, near Magazine.
Verdict, "Dgath from rupture of the aorta."
Deceased was about 43 years of age, and a na-
tive of Kentucky.

Also, on the body of Margaret Lynch, aged
about 28 years, a native of Irefand, found dead
in a house at the corner of Marigny and Morean
streets. Verdict, "Death from congestion of
the brain. "

was, on motion, adopted, and ordered to be published.

REPORT.
To the Fire Department q the Cit of New Orleans :

Geroian•rc-The undersigned Special Oommittee, ap-
pointed at a meeting of Delegates deputed by you for the
purpose of making arrangements for the receptlon end
entertainment of "Washington Fire Company No. 8" of
our Sister Department of Mobile, beg leave to report to
you the fellowing as the result of their labors :

Your Committee were advised, indirectly, that one
Mobile guests would arrive on Monday's Mobile mall-boat
at the Lake end of the Pontohartraln Railroad; aecor-
dingly, one of our members (T. 0. Peole) repaired in the
4 o'oloek, a. or., train of cars, to reoeive your guests, and
tender to them yourhospitallties. On reaching the depot
at the Lake, however, it was found that the mall-boat
Oregon had left her wharf for the purpose of landing your
Mobile guests at the Jefferson wharf, aoording to a pre-
vious arrangement of their own, and of which your Com-
mitteq were entirely ignorant. Mr. Poole, finding it
impossible to obtain any conveyanceo to follow them.
returned to the city, and, as soon as he could, repaired
with another member of your Committee, and, in your
name, tendered to them your hospitalities, which were
eccepted.

Your Committee were advised that it wae the intention
of our Mobile friends not to bring their apparotue into
our city, but immediately after the result of their trial to
departfortheir homes on the same boat tdt brought
them here. Arrangemente in aoeordance with this un-
derstanding were made at the Lake Houem for their
comfort, where 120 of our Mobile friends breakfasted, and
l40 of them dined, the bill for which is in your Com-
mitteen, posession, and will, In proper time, be poreented

From some reason, wh'ch your Committee are not advised
of, our Mobile guests altered their determination to reture
on the came day, (notwithetanding the mail-boat waited
until a late hour for them.) and came into town on the
Jefferson and Lake Pontobartrain oars. Finding this
a!toratlon in their reported and we!l understood course of
sacion, your Committee, though at the late hour of 11
o'olook at night, prepared to make ouch arrangements for
their comfort and convenience asie could.

Permission was kindly given by the oftoers of Louisiana
Hose Company to use their house for the safe deposlting
of the engine of No. 8.of Mobile, where she was safely
lodged. After leaving their apparatus in good and safe
keeping, our Mobile guests were invited to the City Hotel
where theypartoek of some cool and refreshing beverage
in apparent good humor and pleasure. Whilo they were
enjoying this cooling draught, your Committee completed
an arangement with the proprietor of Mloreau's Restau.
rat, on Canal etreet, fora supper for 200 peerons ; and
returning to the City Hotel, requested Mr. Quigley, the
Chief Engineer of the Mobile Fire Department, to an.
nounce to the membere of Mobile No. 8 oar desire that
thoy would partake of aid supper with us before retiring.
Mr. Q. announced the fact, but, osrange to say, a motion
wea made and seconded by two of the members of No. 8.
and carried, with but few dimenting voices, that "said
invitation be not accepted." This, you can readily im-
agine. wee to your Committee a matter of much surprise
as well as regret; for they could define no just reason
why an invitation tendered from the New Orleans Fir:
Department, to a component part of a sister Department,
sheuld hane been so dicourteously deslined. Notwith-
sanding this aetion onthe part of our Mobile gnuets, Mr.
Quigley, their Chief lngineer, (who appeared to feel
eanly the hasty and impolite ooeduct of his eompeere,)

together with sevra other, repaired to Moreau's and

c. Blae, their obairman, (who to this time had been pre-
vented from octing with ao on aoeeunt of ilnese,) ten-
dered to the Company No. 8 of Mobile, through Mr. B
Soumsman, their foremia a collation at one of or hotels,
on that day at one o'olook, and also a band of msloe
(which we had engaged through Mr. Hopf) for the
purpose of eloorting them to the collation, and hence to
the railroad and boat.

In order that you may clearly understand how this
polite invitation,given in your name mid behalf, wae re.
oelred, we give the precise reply of Mr. 8oeaman to our
obairman. He said, 'lie thought it came doimned late, and
did not kisa anyptlhng aout oit,lbt ould rer what ehi menr
wouM i oay in meeting lbout it." At this time the meeting
of hi Company hbd adjourned. We thoen aked blm in we
should tathies ase an answer, andthe repeated tbhat be
would see about it." Your oommittee bore this unoouth,
undignited, and dieoourtioue receptlon, with due pationeei
and after waiting about 20 minutes within the preeincts
of the oue for an bnewer, and reseiving none, they left
and countermanded their ordero for the collation and
moade; not, however, until your Committee had found
Mr. Qigley, the chief Ea gioeer of the Mobile ire De-
partment, and commuonicated to him their interview with
the Foreman No. 8 of his City, wheo, e do him the justle
to say, promptly aoenowledged our treatment received
from said foreman, to have been improper.

We have thus, gentleman, laid before you a plain, un-
varnshed statement oour ante in the premiee, but we en.
notoonclude without expressing toyo ou or deep mortioa-
tlon at seeing in the Mobile papers, ech and every one of
them, of last Thursday morning, artlicles of slmetarimport
containing most severe cennr upoe your hoepitality and
kindneem, and baeed, an they elate. upon ' most reliele
outhoriiy." We would recommend, therefore, that this
etatement ef faote be published in eur ewn papers, andtboeo of Mobile that toe publio may judge how much ofthe oeneere which has been teeaped upon you by thepromu
of Mobile, you merit.
