A dispatch to the Evening Picayune, dated h
Philadelphia, May 81, gives the following par-
ticulars of one of the most terrible powder ex- 1
plosions ever recorded :

At Wilmington, Del., this morning, two of s
Dupont'e powder mills and their wagons full of
powder exploded within the city limits, at the

corner of Fourteenth and Orange streets. Three t
drivers and fifteen horses were blown to atoms c
on the spot. Seven residences and six stores
were totally demolished, and fifty other bnild-
ings more or less seriously injured. Among the I
residences destroyed was one small cottage, the
entire family inhabiting which were killed. In
Ilishop Leo's house, which was partially demo-
lished, some of the servants were killed, and I
some members of the family are missing. Many
others also have been injured, and yet others
are missing. Job Keys, Thomas Chambers,
John Winters and ThomaslHughesarethe names
of some of the killed. At least twenty are be-
lieved to have been killed.

I have to remark upon this telegraphic, that,
like all the first reports given out about Colonel
Fremont, it is disparaging to him; and, like all
such.disparaging accounts, is false to the extent
of the disparagement. This is so upon its face.
It says he arrived in California with "only"
twenty men. Very well; that much is true.
lie set out with "only" twenty from Paroan;
and, as he went through a wilderness, he had
no chance to get more. iHe set out from the
United States last Fall with "only" twenty-
one men, and one of these died after he reached
the Valley of the Paroan, which leaves "only"
twenty. Now, for the deserters. The tele-
graphic says "the greater part of his men de-
serted after crossing the Colorado." This is false.
Fa remont was not educated at West Point, and
his men-whether Americans, Germans, Irish,
French, Indian, Mulatto, or Black-do not de-
sert him. They die by him, but never "desert."
As for this particular story of "desertion," it is
as ignorant as false. Fremont and his twenty

On the arrival of the
troops at Taos, Major Blake immediately started
for the scene of action, to bring in the dead
bodies, and took with him twenty soldiers, all a,
he sould mount, a few Mexicans and Americans, -o
and a small party of Pueblo Indians. They Ai
succeeded in recovering the bodies of those
killed, which they took to Taos, and had them
interred.

Since the fight the Indians have retreated to a;
the west side of IRio del Norte, and are now

hotly pursued by Col Cooke with nearly two
hundred dragoons and riflemen, and a spy com-
pany of citizens and Pueblo Indians under com-
mand of Mr. Jas. H. Quinn, of Taos. The e

troops are on their trail, which leads among the o
mountains of the north; and as the Indians are
encumbered with their women and children, and
are reported in low spirits, we think there is
some chance of their being overtaken.

From indications, it is sup-
posed the Moscaolero Apaches have joined the
Jicarillas and have been present with them
during the campaign.
