The city of Albany has received a great im- P
pulse by the construction of the Hudson River P
Railroad, by which passengers are taken to
New York, a distonce of 1l0 miles, in four hours,
at a cost of two dollars. The same may be said
of Troy, and of the numerous cities on the great r
line of travel between Albany and Buffalo. All
these cities offer every facility for the passage I
of the trains through them at high speed, and I
their rapid growth proves the advantage to
themselves of an unrestricted commerce. The
city of Providence did not become an important
place sill its connection with Boston, by the I
Boston and Providence Railroad. The cities of
Salem, and Newburyport, and Portland, have I
had new life infused into them by their conneo-
tion with the metropolis of New England. Phil-
adelphia, instead of losing any portion of its
trade by her increased facilities of communica-
tion with New York, is rapidly increasing it.
The effect of improved highways is to benefit
every town and every section of the country i
through which they are, built, and the fear
which was formerly entertained, and which is
still cherished in some portions of the country,
that they may exert a contrary tendency, is en-
tirely groundless.

While Mobile has nothing to fear from the
construction of any road leading from herself in
any direction, she can build none that will con-

'doe more to her prosperity than the MobileI and New Orleans Railroad. It is the only work
that will bring her upon the great line of travel
of the United States. The convenient road of
travel is always through the larger towns. Let
the Mobile and New Orleans Railroad be built,
and she will place herself upon this route. The
terminus of this great route is not Mobile, nor
New Orleans, nor Texas, but the Pacific. Let
the construction of this work be postponed for
several years, and the trade and commerce of
the country will become accustomed to other
channels, which will leave the city without at-
tractions either to its own people or strangers.
The latter will go to more enterprising commu-
nities that receive their impulse from the great
tide of human life passing daily through them.
What will Mobile be unless she places herself en
o-route of the great avenues of the country ? Her
enterprise will vanish, her trade will decay.
Her railroads will become merely local works,
without alliance or connection with the system
of the country. But let a Western outlet be
opened, and the railroads entering Mobile upon
the eastern and northern sides, will bring in
daily swarme of travelers and emigrants, moving
towards the fertile West. If this western outlet
for her railroads be not built, this travel will
take the routes that South Carolina Georgia,
part of Alabama, and Mississippi are making
such vigorous efforts to open, running in an
- easterly and westerly direction, to the north of
Mobile. So convinced am I of the truth of these
observations, I believe as much as the road will
benefit New Orleans, there are good reasons
why the people of Mobile should feel a much

e greater interest in its construction. Build this
t road, and it will give employment to all her
e other lines, to which the city is making such

liberal advances. It will stimulate its domestic
trade. It will secure to it the favorable atten-
tion of the public, which will lead to the intro-
duction of new elements of prosperity. By the7 points of contact it will present to the business
world, it will become the inviting residence of

d the business man, whose interests will be ad-
t vanoed by the promotion of those of the city.

While I have alluded particularly to the in-
d fuence that railroads, connecting neighboring

cities, exert upon their prosperity, it is proper
to state that the trade which Mobile and New
Orleans enjoy, is the natural result of their re-
h spective positions, and that by no mode of com-
ic municatihn between them can the appropriate

d commerce of one be drawn off to the other.
e They are respectively the depots of tributary

territories with well defined limits. For the
y accommodation of the trade now received, and
' to be received by her projected railways from
.g the interior, Mobile, in her present position, of-
flre greater facilities than New Orleans. These

h can be greatly improved by deepening the chan-
nel to her lower harbor, which is capacious,

r land-locked, and has a depth of 21 feet water,
o, or as this improvement may, for want of neces-
it sary means, require time in execution, access to

et the harbor may be had by a railway of about
I twenty-five miles long, over a level and favora-
ble country. While, therefore, Mobile must re-
iy tain the trade she now enjoys, or to which by
a- her position and her projected railways, she has
any claim, she can add largely to it by the
proposed road.
SSimilar views may be taken as to the infus-

ence of the proposed road upon the interests of
New Orleans, but as they will be more readily
admitted from the fact that it is a large city, it
is not deemed neeessiry to repeat what has been
said It may be safely affirmed, however, that
the road is indispensable to New Orleans, if she
is determined to hold the rank she now holds in
the scale of American cities, and to move for-
ward with the energy due to her unmatched
position at the mouth of the greatest and most
productive volley in the world. It is not to be
denied that New Orleans has not made the pro.
gress due to this position. The fact is ascribed
to her neglect of the construction of railroads,
without which, no matter what may be the
natural advantages or facilities of water com-
munication, no city can preserve its relative
standing. Its dilatory progress, unless all the
contrivances that modern science has invented,
are pressed ihto its service, will look rather
like retrocession in the great race for commer-
ciall supremacy, than progress. Had New Or-
leans like New York, the great Atlantic seaport,
constructed artificial works on the same scale as
her natural avenues, it is not too much to say,
that she would have eclipsed the former in the
extent of her commerce, both foreign and do-
mestic. That city, by her neglect, has become
the great commercial depot of the country. It
is well enough for New Orleans to rest upon its
natural resources so long as other cities do the
same. But while they have been calling to
their aid whatever could advance their pros-
perity, Now Orleans has hardly an element of
wealth or progress that she had twenty years
ago. The result shows whatan important part
human contrivances play in the career of
modern cities.

The settlement of California, and the planting
of an American State on the shores of the Pacific,
constitutes the great era in the commercial his-
tory of this continent. The fabulous wealth of
the Indies, the very drippings of whose commerce
upon its routes, in the Old World, were sufficient
to build up cities of unrivaled splendor, is to
have its pathway through the United States.
The greater enterprise, joined to her vast com-
mercial marine, enabled New York to monopo-
line this commerce. By means of it, the wealth
of that city has incresed in five years more

than it would have done in twenty without it. th
But this commerce is soon to take a new direc- th
tion. For that portion of it passing over the 1sth-
mus, Tehuantepee is to take the place of Panama. TiFor the traveler, there can be no doubt that a
railroad across the continent-across the South- 0
ern route-must speedily be built. Both New at
Orleans and Mobile, if they will, may place hi
themselves upon it, and become the ports of de-
parture and arrival of the vast crowds which q
daily leave and return to our ehores. All that Pi
these cities have to do to accomplish the results tl
I have described, is to render themselves acces- to
sible from every portion of the Union, partion- ti
larly the great cities. This effected, and the
traveler, instead of leaving New York in the "
ocean steamers, eubjecting himself to the perils b
of a long sea voyage, and to the unhealthy cli- k
mate of the low latitude of Panama, will take T
the railroad to New Orleans or Mobile, when he a
will only have to make the short run of the
tranquil waters of the Gulf, to the Isthmus of
Tehuantepec, over which he will be transported d
in a few hours, and find himself on the salubri- it
one shores of the I stcifle. t

Upon the comp] tion of the Pacific Railroad,
he will take the ine route to the above cities,
and pursue his jo ney by way of Texas and El a
Paso to the Pacif. Neither New Orleans nor h
Mobile can hope t place themselves advantage- a
ously upon this grs .t route without the construc-
tion of the propo -d road. This built, and the
advantages which it will seocre in prospect will,
in the impulse it will communicate to all schemes
looking to an extension West, be worth more c
than its entire cost.

I have already alluded to the importance of l
securing to New Orleane and Mobile, within two
hours of either city. commodious and healthy
residences. It is well known that a considerable
portion of the Gulf of Mexico is skirted by a I
sandy shore, affording the most eligible and in- f
viting locations. They are the resort of the
people in mid-summer, and probably no more
healthy or attractive spots can be found in any
part of the country. Could hourly aid cheap
access be had to them, the character of the pop- <
population of New Orleans would immediately
change. This road will supply the needed means
of communication, and will remove the obstacle
to the establishment of a permanent population
with local interests and local ties. The road
will also constitute a most important channel
upon which New Orleans can depend for an i
abundant supply of the appropriate produce of
the surrounding country, the present high
prices of which is such a drawback upon its
prosperity.

Allow me, in conclusion, to urge the inexpe-
diency of terminating your road at Pascagoula,
with a view of connecting by steamboat with a
railroad from New Orleans to Nine Mile Bayou,
or Cat Island, as suggested to you. Such a
policy would involve a compound line, made up
partly of railroad and partly of steamboat,
which would render two transhipments neces-

a sary, and impose such a burden upon the trade
expected to be drawn over it as to defeat in a
great measure the object of the construction of
a railroad. That this course would be a mis-
taken policy, can be easily demonstrated by the
history of railways in the Woited States. Take
for instance the Wilmington and Weldon Rail-
road. Upon this line the expenses of the water
route to Charleston were so heavy as to eat up
in a great degree the profits of the road which

t now without the water transit, is doing a remu-
nerative business. Again, the Long Island
Railroad is another strong parallel case. This
line, though coinciding with a route over which
is an immense passenger traffic, has been en-
tirely broken down on account of the water
transportation, through the successful opposition
of the New York and New Haven Railroad,
which is a through land-line, in the same direc-

- tion, though over a much longer route. No
passenger between New York and Boston ever

k thinks of taking the Long Island Railroad. The
i Philadelphia, Wilmington and Baltimore Rail-
if road is another instructive example. The water
t transportation is here only about one mile, but

the expenses incurred in consequence of shiftinge freight and passengers are so large, being
r equivalent to running ten additional miles of
t of road, with a largely increased outlay for

extra rolling stock and its maintenance, and
if the delays and changing of trains have been so

r annoying that the company, as a matter of
economy as well as necessity, have commenced
the construction of a bridge, estimated to cost,
with the road track, $1,000,000, to avoid the

t ferriage over the Susquehanna. The Erie Rail-
road Company may also be cited as a further
is example, having been obliged to construct a line

r direct to New York, in addition to their original
line terminating at Piermont, about thirty miles
above; the latter being now entirely abandoned

u except for freight.
e Experience has fully proved that the public

n will never rest satisfied short of continuous lines
n of railroad upon all great routes; and where

g euch have been omitted to be made at the outset,
it public sentiment has invariably forced railrcad

11 companies into new construction, at a greatly
increased outlay over what would have been
g originally required. And I confidently express

a my belief that should you make a similar mis-
i take, you will be compelled to correct it in a
ie similar manner, both to meet the demands of the
11 public, and protect yourselves from a rival work.

NE WS OF fHIE CII Y.
FIRcs.-At about three o'clock, yestertlay

morning, a fire broke out in a bakery on Race
street, near Magazine, entirely consuming the
building and contents, together with three or
four small frame dwellings adjoining. The fire
lasted until daylight. The property, we under-
stood, belonged to Mr. Lewis Feltz, and was
mainly covered by insurance.

While this was yet burning, another com-
menced in a grocery store, belonging to Mr. A
Thompson, at No. 60 Commerce street, one door
from Lafayette street. The building~ras saved
through the exertions of the firemen, but its
contents were pretty much destroyed by fire and
water together. The most unfortunate part of
the affair was the falling in of the second floor,
carrying with it two brave fellows, John
O'Rourke, of Fire Co. No. 13, and a man named
Fisk, of No. 15, who were buried beneath a pile
of bagging and other material, and were badly
bruised and burned before they could be extri-
tricated. Fisk was for some time considered to
be in a critical condition, but we understand
he is likely to recover. Later in the day a
portion of the walls of this building fell, and a
number of firemen, who were at work upon the
spot, had a very narrow escape.

JAPHET IN SEARCH Of A FATHER.-A young

gentleman of this city, while wandering out on

Common street yesterday afternoon, in the

neighborhood of the swamp, that region where

the streets dwindle away and the dwelling of
man disappears, caught a strange sort of sound,

which at first he took for the whine of a discon-

tented goat, but imagining something peculiar

in the tone he proceeded to the spot, and found

a fresh, fat, healthy looking infant, apparently

about a week old, wrapped in a few 'uslin

cloths and stowed away under the panels of a

fence, in the midst of a vacant lot and a con-
siderable distance from any dwelling. The
child was squalling lustily and appeared to be

sadly in want of his dinner, and although our

friend was overrunning with the milk of human

kindness, that of course was not exactly the sort
of thing upon which to suckle a newborn brabe.
Its accordingly started for the police office with

the young chap in his arms. On Hevia street
he met a gentleman of his acquaintance,

accompanied by his wife, whose baby, a little

older than the one our friend had so unexpect-

edly found at his breast, was borne behind

by a servant, and might have been taken, so far

as physical resemblance went, for a twin brother

of the young stranger. The lady, and she was

indeed one in every sense of the term, interested

herself in the case, proceeded to the police office,
and finally obtained possession of the helpless

little outcast and carried him away, declaring

her intention of adopting, protecting and rearing
him up to man's estate.

FATAt. RAILROAD AcCDENT.-At about four
o'clock on last Saturday afternoon a woman
named Catherine O'Neil was knocked down by
the express train of the Carrollton Railroad
care, and so severely injured that she died in a
short time after being taken to the Charity
Hospital. Deputy Coroner Terrell yesterday
held an inquest upon the body. lie found that

the front part of the skull had been fractured,
the right thigh broken, and various other in-

juries infioted upon different parts of the body.
The nurse who attended her testifed that Mrs.
O'Neil had declared ia her dying moments that
she had received these wounds at the hands of
her husband, and accordingly the jury of in-

quest proceeded to the depot and ascertained the

particulars of the accident. The conductor and
the engineer stated that the woman attempted
to cross the track a short distance in front of
the locomotive, and stopped upon the rail; the
whistle was sounded and the engine reversed,
but too late; she was struck by the buffer and
knocked downout of reach, however, of the train.
The verdict of the jury attributed the affair to
accident.

Another.--A young German, whose name we
did not learn, was severely, perhaps mortally
injured yesterday afternoon, by jumping from
the express train on the way to Carrollton, to
recover his hat, which had been blown off As
a singular coincidence, we mention the fact that
his brother was killed about eight months ago
almost on the identical spot.

FIRST DISThIC? COURT.
SENTErCEs.-On Saturday last Judge Robert-

son pronounced the following sentences:
Frank Smith, for the murder of his wife, to

be hanged at such time as the Governor may
appoint.

Patrick Finn, for the murder of his wife, im-
prisonment at hard labor in the penitentiary
for life.

Hugh Thompson, alias Thompson Smith, for
bigamy, nine months in the Parish Prison,
twenty-five dollars fine, and costs of prose-
cution.

Henry Croton, alias Crotle, for l srceny, one
year's hard labor in the penitentiary.

John Middleton, for larceny, one year at hard
labor inthe penitentiary.

Marie Argonillo, for murder, imprisonment
at hard labor in the penitentiary for life.

Rosonsr-Bernard Coyle was arrested at a
late hour night before last on the Levee, charged
by one Mary Ann Carrance with having broken
open her door, knocked her down a d robbed
her of fifty dollars. Coyle was locked up in the
First District Police Jail and awaits examina-
tion.

The well-informed correspondent of the Phil-
adelphia Ledger, under date of Washington,
May 27, says:

Telegraphic rumors have gone out from this
city to the effect that Lord Elgin's mission here
refers to Cuba as well as Canada. I think I
can positively assure you that this is untrue.
These rumors may lead the public to understand
that England is officiously intermeddling with
our difficulties with Spain, which might create
a very wrong impression at this time, and excite
the public mind more than circumstances war-
rant at present. England has in most positive
terms, and of her own accord, without being
asked officially, denied the charge. Lord C1a-
rendon took especial occasion to write a private
letter to Mr. Crampton, denying the existence
of any treaty with Spain or France on the sub-
ject of Cuba, (which, I dare say, he read to the
Secretary of State,) and the letters from
our own ministers abroad to their friends, state
clearly and without reserve that the same as-
surances were made to them by men in official
and social positions, having no doubt upon their
minds that it is really the desire of England and
France to remain on good terms with us. Un-
less the British Government, through its prin-
cipal Secretary of Foreign Affairs and her
Minister here, in Washington, lies, no credence
can be given to newspaper reports and tele-
graphic inuendos on the subject.

The attempt to Africanize" Cuba is also
most positively denied by all the British Govern-
ment officials, and the British Minister here, in
Washington. I have no doubt Lord Elgin has
most positively denied it, and the eternal reite-
ration of the charge cannot but prove highly
offensive to the British Government. Such
charges could not be made in England, against
our Administration and President, without ex-
citing public indignation here, and exciting na-
tional animosities.

The Houston Telegraph expresses itself as
follows:

" The result of Mr. Douglas's policy, who
sought to honey-sfuggle the South into support-
ing him for the Presidency, will be the erection
of a free State on both sides of the Compromise
line."

John Van Buren is reported to have said that
the Nebraska bill is the best bill that ever was
passed by Congress, for that it will kill every
man from the free States who has voted for it,
which he says will be "a consummation de-
voutly to be wished : but what is more than
this, it will kill off all Northern men who have
hitherto stood by the rights of the South, in
Congress and out of it."
