LATE rFROM CALIFORNIBA.

ARBX'AL OF THU EL DORADO.

The U. S. mail steamship El Dorado, Alfred

G. Gray, commander, arrived at her wharf last

night at 11 o'clock.

She loft Aspinwall on the 30th ult., at 11 P.M., t
with the California mails and passengers.

Steamship Geeo. Law was to leave Aspinwall
next morning direct for New York, with one mil-

lion one hundred and thirty-four thousand dol-

lars in treasure, the mails, and about four hun-
dred passengers.

From San Francisco we have news by the

Golden Gate up to the evening of the 16th ult.

Col. Walker and his small band, consisting of

thirty-three men, had arrived at San Francisco,

having cut their way through the Mexican forces

to the boundary line of the United States, and

there gave themselves up to Major McKenstry.

Walker and his party are now in San Francisco,
felieved on their parole of honor, awaiting the

action of the civil authorities.

A most destructive fire occurred on the 12th

iolt., in the city of Yreka, by which property to

the amount of $150,000 was destroyed.

The Golden Gate on her run down to Panama

put into Acapulco for her usual supply of coal

and provisions. All that could be learned about

Santa Anna and his opponent, Gen. Alverez,

was to effect that 800 of Santa Anna's men had

deserted him, and Alverez taking advantage of

the former's weakness took 300 prisoners, and

it was said continued his pursuit of Santa Anna

towards the city of Mexico, whither he had gone
for reinforcements.

From Lima we have news up to the 11th of

May.

While standing at the door

of the latter, he was dragged into the street and

shot. The French Minister lowered his flag
immediately, and returned on board the frigate
La Forte in Callio harbor.

Porter, sailed from Sydney for Melbourne on

the 8th March with a large number of passen-

gers, making the run in twenty-four hours,

while it takes other steamers from three to four

days.

From the San Francisco Chronicle of the l6th
Sult. we extract the following intelligence:
The total disbanding of the Lower California

1 filibusters, ehould be regarded as the most im-
o portant eveat of the past fortnight. Walker
and the remnants of his party arrived in this
city, last evening, having surrendered them-
y selves prisoners to the United States authori-

ties. The particulars will be found fully de-
tailed below.

The gold mines continue to yield abundantly, to
and the recent exports exhibit an increase over aI
the corresponding month in 1853.

The discovery of gold in the coast range of
mountains, east of San Jose Valley, has pro-
duced great excitement in Santa Clary county.
The number of persons at the diggings has been te
estimated at 800, and the average yield at eight tl
dollars a day.

A thirty-pound " nugget" was found at Val-
lecito on the 5th inst.

We have news from the Sandwich Islands to a
April 22d. The population of the Islands is de- si
creasing at a fearful rate. The census just t
taken shows that the decrease lonst year was
0513. Between five and six thousand of the
native population were swept away by the small
pox

About a thousand Chinese emigrants have ar-
rived at this port within the fortnight, and in-
formation is received that nearly six thousand
more are on the way here.

A diflioulty on board the steamer America, a
few days since, caused the arrest of all con-
cerned--owners, agents and masters. The mat- f
ter will be investigated in the U. S. District
Court.

The fifth Legislature of California has ad-
journedsine dlie. A bill providing for the elec-
tion of a State Printer in the year 1855 has be-
come a law. In the meantime Mr. B. B. Bead-
ing, of the Democratic State Journal, has been
elected the State Printer.

In an affray in a gambling house in Los An-
geles, April 30, a man named Franklin Dana
was killed, and three Californians wounded.
All the parties engaged in the affray were gasm-
blers.

There have been a number of squatter dis-
turbances recently, in one of which W\. T. Fore-
man was shot and killed, on his own rancho, in
Placer county. The house of Mr. Mezes, on
the Pulgas Rancho, was set fire to and burned,
together with its furniture and contents. Capt.
Alonzo Coy was also ill-treated, in a most
shameful manner, by a gang of men living near
the Palgas.

Lieut. Beale, the Superintendent of Indian
Aflfairs in this State, arrived on the steamer
Oregon last week, from a hasty trip to the
Eastern States. ise will proceed in a few days
to the Southern Reservation.

Our dates from Oregon are to May 5th, but
the news is almost entirely devoid of interest.
Some Indian skirmishing is mentioned, and the
Indian Superintendent has gone south to quiet
them.

The Legislature of Washington Territory has
been discussing the Maine Liquor Law. A pro-
hibitory law (to take effect when approved by
the people) has passed the Council, and will
probably pass the House.

ARRIVAL 01U COI. W W. WAIKER AT SAN '1N i to Iu.

The steamship Southerner, Captain Hilliard,
arrived at this port yesterday naternoon, bring-
ing San Diego dates to the 11th inst., and Los
Angelos to the 12th

The Southerner reports having passed the
steamer Sea Bird, on Sunday, in tow of the
Active.

Among the passengers by the Southerner are
Mr. Wm. Walker and the few expeditionists
who, through thick and thin, have adhered to
his fortunes. They are in custody of the United
States authorities, and some of the most conspic-
uous will be brought before the Commissioner
tifis morning, for preliinminary examination.

The following account of Walker's movement,
since turning back from the Colorado, is fur-
nished by Mr. John D. Warren, Adams & Co.'s
Express Messenger :

On the morning of the 10th the filibusters
marched for Guadalupe, from which place Walk-
er and 12 of his men proceeded to San Thomas,
and surprised Melendrez, killing several of his
men and wounding many others. Walker's
headquarter's have been at Guadalupe until the
26th of April, at which time a flag of truce was
sent in by Melendrez, ufitring him and his men
a free pass to leave the country, providing they
would first lay down their arms and make a for-
toal surrendeor. Col. Walker read the message,
then cast it down and trampled upon it, and
kicked it from his presence.

In the afternoon of this day, Melendrez, at the
head of ninety men, made an attack upon Walk-

er's force. The engagement lasted about three
hours. The filibusters formed a line, charged
upon the enemy, and put them to flight, killing
end wounding not a few. It was in this skir-
mish that Commissary Sargent, John E. Towns,
was killed, and Adjutant Samuel Ruland,
wounded. On the morning of the 80th April, as
Walker's party were making their way to the
Ensenada road by La Grulla they discovered
the enemy in full force in ambuscade. They
barely escaped being surprised, and had but
sufficient time to enter La Grulla Flat, where
they fought the whole day, at times in the open
field and then covered by the chaparell. At
dusk they were completely surrounded by the
fire which had been made in the grass and
shrubs: yet they fought their way out. Six or
eight of Melendrez's men were killed and many
wounded. Walker's party sustained no injury
in this engagemenlt further than a slight breast
wound received by Wm. Anderson.

On the 6th of April, Walker and his party,
which consisted of ;5 men, started from the Co-
lorado at Howard's Point. On the 12th they
arrived at La Calantura, or Warner's Ranch,
where they ascertained that the defence had
been recommenced by Melendrez, and that
Lieut. Carroll and John Fatten had been taken
prisoners and executed as such. On the 17th
they reached San Vicente, where a party of 80
men, under command of lMelendrez, made their
appearance upon a hill opposite the town, and
trailed the filibusters' flag in the dust, and
otherwise " insulted " the party. Upon seeing
this, Col. Walker ordered ten of his men to
charge, and at all hazards to dislodge them
from their position. This was immediately
done.

On the 6th of May, in marching from the
Lower Merchardis to the Tehuna Ranch, they
met a scouting party of the enemy, and kept up
a running fight with them for ten miles.

On the 7th Walker's party were marching for
the U. S. line. Helendrez sent word to Walker,
that he could not cross the line till he had given
up his arms. Walker's reply was, "If you
want our arms come and take them, but at your
peril!" Aiter some considerable parading of
Helendrez around Walker's party-not within
gunshot, however-they retired and were seen

As the filibusters neared the State Line, they
were met by a detachment of United States
troops. As they again crossed into Uncle
Sam's dominions, they surrendered themselves
to Capt. iH. S. Burton and Lieut. J. McKinstry,
under whose charge they were brought to this
city, as prisoners, for violating the United States
Neutrality Laws.

The address of Mr. Durant to the jury, in be-
half of the accused, was a master-effort of elo-
quence and legal skill. During the progress of
the trial, the expression of hardened indifference
upon the brutal and forbidding features of the

prisoner had seemed to steel the hearts of the
jury and others in the court-room against him,

but before the learned counsel had spoken five
minutes there was a decided feeling of sympathy
for his unfortunate condition. He commenced
by drawing a touching picture of the helpless

condition of the prisoner, cast friendless, and, as
it were, naked and manacled upon a strange
I shore, charged with a crime which, if established

against him, would claim the forfeit of his life
and in his ignorance and weakness not knowing

where to turn for aid or how to make his inno-
cenceappear; and thus, finding himself utterly

I defenceless. Setting out with apparently the

most inefficient and meager materials with which
to construct the fabric of the defence, the speaker
then proceeded, step by step, with the testi-
mony, with the most searching scrutiny, in-

geniously applying the tests of the law, and
proving himself superior to the unpromising
aspect of his client's case.
Mr. Mioise replied for the space of fifteen or

twenty minutes, holding up and commenting
upon the strong points of the testimony against
iccuscd, and urging upon the jury their duty,
while leaning towards the side of mercy, to
rememler their obligations to society, etc.
The case was submitted to the jury at about 4

o'clock, and about half-past G the jury roturnedl
a verdict of "Guilty of IManslaughtor."
