ToE IBON BCsI-ESS OF BAe toess.--We have
spoken of the process of producing pig iron
from the ore, but a far more interesting pro-
cems is that of reducing the pig into malleable
iron. The establishment of Messrs. J. H. & B.
H. Ellicott, on Block street, is one of the most
extensive in this city. The whole factory covers
an area of 47,000 square feet, occupying a
whole equare and having two water fronts.
The factory was established in 1844, and has
been in constant operation ever since. The
process of refining the cast iron into wrought
bars requires the heaviest and most powerful
machinery. .The first operation is to prepare
the puddling furnaces, each of which will con-
tain about 950 pounds of pig iron at a chare.
There are four of these furnaces, and they will
each refine four changes per day. The furnace
is perfectly heated before the iron is thrown in,
and only about a half hour is requisite to have
the whole reduced to a mass of liquid iron. It
is necesary for a man to stand constantly at
the vent and keep the melted metal constantly
in motion by stirring it with a long iron bar.
These bars become so much heated that they
have to be changed every few minutes to keep
them from melting. During al this time scoals
are constantly thrown into the furnace, and oc-
casionally apail of cold' water is thrown on the
melted iron to produce a kind of chill. After
this work has gone on for about two hours, it
assumes an adhesive form, which is caused by
the destruction of all the carbon which was in
the iron. It is then rolled into balls of about
eight pounds each, and placed around the ai i es
of the furnace. When it has again attained a
thorough heat it is drawn to the mouth of the
furnace, when a man catches it with a pair of
tongs worked on a suspended railway, and runs
itto the trip-hammer, where it is beat dowry
This hammer weighs about 2400 pounds. When
it leaves the hammer it is still red hot. It is
then taken to the rolling mill, through which it
passes until it is brought to the required thick-
ness, when it is dragged out of the way to cool
off.
When in this state it is called a rough bar.

At this stage of the process the work is only
about half done. When the iron is perfectly
cold it is put under the shears and cut into
lengths of about two feet. These short bars are
strapped together in bundles ranging from
twenty-five to six hundred pounds weight, and
put into what is termed the heating turnace.
Ilere they attain a welding heat, when they are
again brought out and again put under heavier
rollers than at first. This is the concluding re-
fining process, and it comes out pure iron. In
passing through this series of rollers it is all
gaged and made ready for use. To be enabled
to make all the bars of the same size, it becomes
necessary to keep a sheet of' water running on
the rollers all the time, to prevent their expan-
sion, in the first place, and in the second place
to keep them from becoming too hot for the
workmen to stand near them. In going through
the rolling process the bars are returned over
the top of the upper roller by means of a hoist-
ing machine. In the preparation of plate, or
boiler iron, the process is very similar, except
that the blooms are thrown into the heating
furnace, and then thrown into the plate rollers.
These rollers, as are the others, are gaged by a
man who controls them by turning a wheel, so
that iron of a half inch or six inches in thick-
ness may be made with the same rollers. This
plate iron is not cut into plates for boilers until
it is perfectly cold. The bar iron is cut into the
required lengths while in a heated state by a
circular saw, one half of which plays through a
basin filled with water to preserve the temper
of the steel.

Beside the puddling and heating furnaces,
tlhere are about twenty rolling mills, and three
shears. The whole of this machinery is driven
by a steam engine of one hundred and twenty
horse power, the fly-wheel of which is twenty-
eight feet in diameter. The work is constant,
the puddling furnaces being kept going night
and day. Ninety men are required to attend to
the work,who are'divided into puddlers, heaters,
rollers and assistants. What adds very much
to the charaoter of the iron made at this estab-
lishment, is the large amount of old malleable
material which is mixed with the crude material.
It stands high in the North, and there is now a
contract to supply the Naval Department with
a quantity of plate iron for water tanks for the
vessels of war. The whole amount of raw
material used in this establishment per year is
about 3000 tons, which, by the consumption of
8000 tons of coal, produces about 2300 tons of
pure metal. To those who have not seen the
process it is really curious, and shows the great
perfection of mechanical genius.

PETRIFIED PLANTS.-At Dorchester, near the
Milton Upper Mills, where the New York Cen-
tral Railroad Company are now vigorously push-
ing forward the construction of their road, in
cutting through a hill on the Gray farm, petri-
fled plants, complete in stem and leaves of va-
rious sizes, have been discovered in the solid
rock. fcveral beautiful specimens of sprigs
have been taken away, which bear the resem-
blence of being painted, and are, we are told,
susceptible of receiving a high polish. The
subject will, without doubt, receive the atten-
tion of geologists.

MoRALs OF THI WAsHLrOTONi UaNIox.-The
