SPeAIN AND THE UNITED STATS.--Madrid,
M ay ll.-I am informed that the substance of
t~ reply to Mr. Soal6's last note was, that the
Spanish Goverment consider'Gen. Pezuela and
the Cuban ad•thorities to have acted in a per-
feotl•yegular and legal manner; that, out of
conisideration for the United States-not as an
acknowledgment of right-the fine of $6,000
has bgen remitted, but that the demands made
upon Spain by the American Minister here, are
destitute of fobundation and wholly inadmissible.
So categorical an answer ought to bring this
unnleasant affair to a crisis. If there be
nothing less distinct and decided in the docu-
ment than what I have been told and hear re-
peated, it leaves the American Government
little choice but to declare war or abandon its
claims. I hear that a courier leaves the Ameri-
can embassy to-night withll despatches for Wash-
ington. [Washington Settinel.

Loss or PROPER1Y ON TOI hE MIoSSIPPI.--From
a eommunioation recently submitted to the
House by Secretary Davis, the Washington Star
ouys it appears that the annual loss from steam-

boatdisasters on the Mississippi is fearfully large.
During the year ending Oct. 1, 1853, no less
than twenty-five steamboats were snagged,
whioh occasioned a destruction of property to
tie amount of $1,250,000. During the same
time, $250,000 worth of property was destroyed
by the sinking of flat-boats. No estimate is
given of the value of the steamboats sunk, hut
the loss will not faill much short of $400,000
It is safe to assume that the annual loss of pro-
perty from steamboat disasters, on the Missis-
sippi and its tributaries, exceeds rather than
falls short of three millions. In the same com-
munloation, the Secretary furnishes the esti-
mates for improving the navigation of several
western rivers.

Great Cry. and Little Wool.
A great ontory has been raised, about the in-

creased taxation to provide for interest on the
city bonds to be given to the Mobile, New Or-
leans and Great Northern road during its con-
struction, and the owners of slaves and real
estate have especially been alarmed with exag-
gerated statements of enormous and oppressive
taxation. What will be the amount of the in-
creased tax ?

There is to he issued $500,000 in bonds bear-
ing 6 per cent. interest at time of subscription.
a hke amount when the same amount of addi-
tionali eription from individuals is obtained,
andihte las $500,000 when (60 miles of the road
Is cemplJed and runningjfrom Now Orleans to
Mobile. Say that these amounts will be issued
yearly. We then have $30,000 of interest to
provide for, until the road can make dividends.

Now, in the case of the Mlobile road, every
thing now taxable by law is a seased (see 2d
section of the law). In the Jackson and Opelou-
enas roads, the -tax falls exclusively on the
owners of real estate and slaves. Suppose the
Council apportion $20,000 of this interest to
real estate, the value of real estate being 74
milliorn : the question is proposed, if 74 millions
must contribute $20,000, what must each $10U
contribute ? This. calculated by our arithmetic,
gives for answer 3 a•nts and 14-20 of a cent for
each $1100 or $3 14 for each $1000. And sup-
posing that the whole $1,500,000 were issued,
it would amount to 11cents and 2-20 per $100.
Put-that.in your pipe and smoke it, tax payer,
and think over the advantages to you and your
fellow-eitisens.

PNow, gentlemen of the Council, let us have no
mone talking; submit this question to the people.
"Wehave not forgotten that those ofyou, who were
inthe last Council, voted for the exchange of

r the tax or commutation in favor of the Jackson
and Opelousas roads, all in one night's session,
and suffered the tax payers to be genteelly
swindled out of $600,000 by a little proviso, that
authorized those other roads, after receiving the
full amount of the tax as originally levied, $3,-
6f0,0W00 in new bonds, to hold the tax payers
liable for the special tax of 1853.

Inteisestting ironm Wasuhngton.

Letters and dispatches received here by the
Spanish Minister, and by the State Department,
yive a few interesting facts as to the present

,state of ifairs at Madrid.
According to one letter, two messengers had

left Madrid; one from Mr. Soulf to Mr. Marcy,
and the other f~om the Government to Senor
aueto, the Spanish Minister. The last named

nessenger hears important instructions to Senor
'ezuela. The tone of the dispatches to Senor
Jueto is warlike. The letter also estates that
Louis Napoleon has pledged his word to the
-anish Minister at Paris to the effect that he
will stand by Spain against the United States
in the Cuba quarrel.
The statement that 6000 troops are to be sent

to Cuba is correct. They will leave in divisions
of 2000 each.

At the same time it is stated that Gen. O'Don-
nell is hiding himself in Madrid, and preparing
for a military insurrection, which is arranged
to break out previous to the departure of the
troops for Cuba.

The Spanish Mediterranean fleet has been
ordered to Cuba. For those military and naval
,perations much money is needed. Government
has made an unsuccessful call upon the bank of
San Fernando.

The Madrid authorities are in a very bad
state of mind about Cuba; they fear that they
will soon hear of another filibuotering expedition
lirected against that island. The English Gov-
ornment has been questioned as to its attitude
a, the coming quarrel; the answers are unsat-
,sfactory to Spain.
Other letters received here state that Mr.

Souli has utterly failed in getting the Spanish
3overnment to listen even to the demand made
a regard to the Black Warrior affair, and that
he has written to the Government here that
there is no hope that any sort 5f redress can he
had from the Spanish Government, as they do
not believe that the United States are in earnest
Upon the reassembling of both Houses of Con-

tress, probably by Thursday of next week, Pres.
ident Pierce intends to send in a message reproe-
senting the critical position of our relations with
4pain, and asking for an appropriation for the
utfit and expenses of two special commissioners
to be dispatched to Madrid, to assist Mr. Soule
in endeavoring to bring about a satisfactory
arrangement of all outstanding difficulties. This
will be all that the President will deem necessary
to say in regard to the matter at this time.

The instructions to these commissioners, who
will probably be Messrs. Dallas and Cobb, as an-
nounced in the Herald more than a week ago,
will be to demand the recall of Pezuela, to insist
upon the Captain-General for the future being
clothed with diplomatic powers, so as to be able
to settle any disputeawhich may arise hereafter
between the United States and Cuba, without
referring the matter to Spain ; and, also, to de-
mand reparation for the various outrages cotl-
mitted against our citizens, according to the
list already communicated to Congress.

Messrs. Cobb and Dallas are not to supersede
Mr. Souls, but to advice with him and act as
ioint ministers. IIow Mr. Souls will like it,
has, possibly, not entered into the calculation
of the people in this meridian.
It is not believed that Spain will acquiesce in

these demands, but it is supposed by the admin-
istration that, by adopting this deliberate
course, taken in connection with the proclama-
tion against filibusters, it will demonstrate to
the world that the United States were not the
tggressors; and when that is accomplished, war
with Spain and the acquisition of Cuba will be
a popular and extremely moral consequence.
This is the determination of the Cabinet to-day,
and as such we give it to you, and vouch for its
being a strictly accurate report. We will not
guarantee that there may not be a change be-
fore Sunday.
The State Department have received dispatchee

from Mr. Greig, the United States Consul at
Htonolulu, to the effect thatt the King of the
Sandwich Islands hrad renewed the application
to he annexed to the United States, either as a
Territory or a State, and urged an immediate
decision, on the grouud that Entglantd and France
were pressing him to such an extent, that unles•:
the United States interferd promptly, there
would no longer be an opportunity of doing so
Mr. Greig replied, that lie was without any in.
structions on the subject, or power to act--but
he ultimately consented to open negotiations,
as a private individual, subject to the approval,
or otherwise,of his Government. It is expected
that the result of ties negotiatiaons will reach
this city in the course of a month. and Ithat
they will present, directly, an application for
admission into the Union, unless, indeed, some
unforeseen dilficulty should arise in adjusting
the preliminaries between the King and Mr
Ireig.

"This mystery na 'st be unraveled; this contra-
dictory evidence explained and truth discovered
Let the parties both be sworn." Defiance now
flamed in the eye of Counsellor C., while the
smooth, time-honored brow of Counsellor M.

The evidence is closed; the Judge listens to
the fiery eloquence of Counsellor C., and to the
calm discussion of his opponent, and we left the
Court, while doubt and amazement seemed to
have possession of the Court as he reflected upon
the glorious uncertainty of human testimony.
