Submarine Telegraph Across the Atlantic.

Lieut. MIaury, of the Navy, and Superintend-
ent of the National Observatory at Washington,
has addressed the following letter to the editor
of De Bow's Review:

Snm: The U. S. brig Dolphin, Lieut. Com'g O.
II. Berryman, was employed last Summer upon
special service connected with the researches
that are carried on at this office concerning the
winds and currents of the sea.

tier observations were confined principally to
that part of the ocean which the merchantmen,
as they pass to and fro upon the business of
trade between Europe and the United States,
use as their great thoroughfare.

Lieut. Berryman availed himself of this oppor-
tunity to carry along also a line of deep-sea
soundings from the shores of Newfoundland to
those of Ireland.

The result is highly interesting, in so far as
the bottom of the sea is concerned, upon the
question of a submarine telegraph across the
Atlantic, and I therefore beg leave to make it
the subject of a special report.

This line of deep-sea soundings seems to be
decisive of the question as to the practicability
of a submarine telegraph between the two con-
tinents, in so far as the bottom of the deep sea
is concerned.

From Newfoundland to Ireland the distance
between the nearest points is about 1600 miles;
and the bottom of the sea between the two
places is a plateau, which seems to have been
placed there especially for the purpose of hold-
ing the wires of a submarine telegraph, and of
keeping them out of harm's way. It is neither
too deep nor too shallow; yet it is so deep that
the wires, but once landed, will remain for ever
beyond the reach of vessels' anchors, icebergs,
and drifts of any kind; and so shallow that the
wires may be readily lodged upon the bottom.

The depth of this plateau is quite regular,
gradually increasing from the shores of New-
foundland to the depth of 1500 to 2000 fathoms,
as you approach the other side.

The distance between Ireland and Cape St.
Charles, or Cape St. Louis, in Labrador, is
somewhat less than the distance from any point
of Ireland to the nearest point of Newfoundland.

But whether it would be better to lead the
wires from Newfoundland or Labrador is not
now the question; nor do I pretend to consider
the question as to the possibility of fnding a
time calm enough, the sea smooth enough, a
wire long enough, a ship big enough, to lay a
coil of wire 1600 miles in length ; though I have
no fear that the enterprise and ingenuity of the
age, whenever called on with these probems, will
be ready with a satisfactory and practical solu-
tion of them.

I simply address myself at this time to the
question in so far as the bottom of the sea is
concerned, and as far as that the greatest prac-
tical difficulties will, I apprehend, be found after
reaching soundings at either end of the line, and
not in the deep sea.

I submit herewith a chart showing the depth
of the Atlantic according to the deep sea-sound-
ings, made from time to time on board of vessels
of the Navy, by authority of the Department,
and according to instructions issued by the
Chief of the Bureau of Ordnance and Hydro-
graphy. This chart is Plate XIV of the sixth
edition of Maury's Sailing Directions.

By an examination of it, it will be perceived
that we have acquired by these simple means a
pretty good idea as to the depression below the
sea-level of that portion of the solid crust of our
planet which underlies the Atlantic Ocean, and
constitutes the basin that holds its waters.

A wire laid across from either of the above-
named places on this side will pass to the north
of the Grand Banks, and rest on that beautiful
plateau to which I have alluded, and where the
water of the sea appears to be as quiet and as
completely at rest as it is at the bottom of a
mill-pond.

It is proper that the reasons should be stated
for the inference that there are no perceptible
currents, and no abrading agents at work at
the bottom of the sea upon this telegraphic
plateau.

I derive this inference from a study of a phy-
sical fact, which I little deemed, when I sought
it, had any such bearings.

It is unnecessary to speak on this occasion of
the germs which physical facts, even apparently
the most trifling, are often found to contain.

Lieut. Berryman brought up, with Brooks's
deep-sea soun.iing apparatus, specimens of the
bottom from this plateau.

I sent them to Professor Bailey, of West Point,
for examination under his microscope. This he
kindly gave, and that eminent microscopist was
quite as much surprised to find, as I was to
learn, that all. these specimens of deep-sea
soundings are filled with microscopic shells; to
use his own words, "not a particle of sand or
gravel exists in them."

These little shells, therefore, suggest the fact
that there are no currents at the bottom of the
sea whence they came; that Brooks's lead found
them where they were deposited in their burial
place, after having lived and died on the sur-
face, and by gradual sinking were lodged on
the bottom.

Had there been currents at the bottom, these
would have swept and abraded, and mingled up
with these microscopic remains the debris of the
bottom of the sea, such as onze, sand, gravel,
and other matter; but not a particle of sand or
gravel was found among them. Hence, the in-
tference that these depths of the sea are not dis-
turbed either by waves or currents.

Consequently, a telegraphic wire once laid
there, there it would remain, as completely
beyond the reach of accident as it would be if
buried in air-tight cases. Therefore, so far as
the bottom of the deep sea between Newfound-
land, or the North Cape at the mouth of the St.
Lawrence, and Ireland, is concerned, the prac-
ticability of a submarine telegraph across the
Atlantic is proved.

The present state of Europe invests the sub-
ject of a line of telegraphic wires across the At-
lantic with a high degree of interest to the Gov-
ernment and people of the United States. A
general European war seems now almost inevit-
able; the attitude which this Government will
assume with regard to all the belligerent powers
that may be involved in that war is that of
strict, impartial neutrality.

The better to enable this Government to main-
tain that position, and the people of the United
States to avail themselves of all the advautages
of such a position, a line of daily telegraphic
communication with Europe would be of incal-
culable service.

In this view of the subject, and for the pur-
pose of hastening the completion of such a line,
I take the liberty of suggesting for your consid-
eration the propriety of an offer from the proper
source of a prize to the company through whose
telegraphic wire the first message shall be passed
across the Atlantic.

Tse RAT AND THE WEASEL.-- My informant
states that a farmer in the fitate of Maine, of his
acquaintance, has noticed at different times for
tihe period of two weeks, combats between ,
large rat and a weasel in his barn; from which
encounters the latter invariably came off second
best. One day, being at work near his barn,
his attention was attracted to the weasel very
busily engaged in digging a hole in a dung
heap. lie watched the weasel until he had
tunneled the heap and made a hole of consider-
able size at the entrance, and about half way
through the heap; the rest of the hole was
tapered off, so that at the place of egress it was
of barely sufficient size for the slim little body
of the weasel to pass through. When the plotter
had finished his hole, he went into the barn and

engaged his antagonist ratship. Beaten of
coarse again in the encounttr, the wes, I ran,
pursued by the rat, into the hole of the dung
hill, the grain eater little suspicians of the
snare laid for him. Like many unfortunate
human beings, the poor rat was "stuck," and
halted sadly between the two extremes; while
his cunning little foe emerged from the small
end, and whipped round briskly to the larger
entrance, brought up the rear, and there was
soon a dead rat. Here now was a regular plan
laid, a shrewd design carried out succevsfally
on the part of the weasel, for destroying a foe
which was too much for him in a fair fight. It
showed forethought and contrivance, and there
are very strong symptoms of something more
than mere instinct. [Valley Farmer.

Attack on an American Boat in China.
[From the North-China Herald of Mareh 1 ]

On Monday evening about dusk,as Mr. Ayer's
pilot-boat, flying the American flag, was coming
up the reach, one of the Taoutae's vessels, the
Clown, fired a shot at her. The boat, in which
was Mr. Linklater and six Chinese, was soon
hailed round under the Compton, and the officer
on board ordered the Chinese sailors upon deck
and had them tied, up to the mainmast, but
allowed Mr. Linklater to go ,away, after having
overhauled the boat. As soon as Mr. Ayer was
initsmed of this proceeding he laid hiscomplaint
before the United States Consul, who referred
him to Captain Kelly, and he accordingly went
on board the United States ship Plymouth, and
Captain Kelly, upon hearing of the assault, very
promptly manned a boat, which was placed
under command of Lieut. Guest, who proceeded
immediately to the Compton and asked for the
captain, who was not to be found. At last a
Portuguese on board the Compton said hIwas
in command,and Lieut. Guest atonce demanded
" how he dared to make prisoners of men under
the American flag ?" and demanded their re-
lease. The Pdotuguese replied he did not do it,
and that he had no authority to set them free.
Whereupon Lieut. Guest ordered his men on
board,which was done with thegreatest alacrity,
and out the prisoners from the mainmast, where
they had been tied by the hair.

It was observed at this moment that lame
men on the poop of the vessel wrere leveling
their muskets at the American officer and Mr.
Linklater, who nccompanied him. Lieaut. Guest
very energetically leveled his revolver at the
Portuguese, telling him that on the first shot
being fired he would blow his brains out The
Portuguese, in great alarm, immediately ordered
his men to desist. The crew and boat werethen
taken off without further hindrance. There is
no plea offered for this gross insult to the
American flag, except that the boat had some
shot on board, which it is in the habit of carry-
ing for ballast.

Mr. Murphy, the United States Consul, in
correspondence with the Taoutae on this sub-
ject, has laid down the doctrine that, under no
pretence whatever, shall property or persons
while under the protection of the United States
flag be molested by the Chinese authorities with
impunity. But if any claim is supposed by
them to exist against persons or property under
the United States flag, the complaint must be
made to him, the only person known in the
treaty to have the power of settlement.

The promptitude with which the United States
Consul and Captain Kelly attended to this com-
plaint, and the energy with which Lienut. Guest
carried out his instructions, which were of a
very delicate and difficult nature, are very
praiseworthy, and we hope will check the inso-
lent bearing of those in command of the ex-
Taoutae's ships, who are frequently firing, oh
some frivolous pretence, upon boats passing up
and down the river.

TILE KET TO ST. PETERoCorM.- -• OCCa
sional correspondent of the New York Courier
and Enquirer, writing from London, gives the
following interesting sketch of Cronstadt, the
key of St. Petersburg :

" Batteries are fine things to look at, hut not
so serviceable against ships as the uninitiated
might suppose. It is rare, indeed, that more
than six guns can be '*ought to bear upon a
single ship from the same battery; on the other
hand, a ship will deliver a broadside of fifty
guns direct upon a single gun; and all the balls,
thanks to the gunnery and Admiral Chads, the
second in command, will strike within a few
inches of each other. To use the expression of
a naval friend, ' the balls will strike as though
they were delivered from a tube.' Most of the
batteries are low, so low that a line of battle
ship could deliver its own balls down into them.
Again, it is stated that these separate fortresses
can be taken singly, and then each fortress can
he employed against its fellow. Large vessels
can get to Cronstadt. Merchant ships get.
there, and therefore many of the squadron can
approach the fortresses. Once destroy these,
and though the depth of the Neva is only nine
feet, still the gun boats will be sufficient to
destroy St. Petersburg. The buoys have been
destroyed; but, on the other hand, the vessels
have steam power, and can feel their way and
back out of ,hallow water.

The city of St. Petersburg is defended by
these fortresses of Cronstadt, which are situated
about twenty miles below the city, on the Neva.
Now, reports are very different about the
strength of these said fortresses, and apparently
the whole question depends upon the depth of
water in the channel. If only gunboats and
steamers can approach them, then they are
safe; but if the present flIets can get within
effective range, then they are not suffidiently
strong to resist their broadsides, and St. Peters-
burg is at the mercy of Sir Charles Napier.
According to one account, furnished to me by
one who has seen the fortresses, they are im-
pregnable, and may be justly regarded as the
keys of the empire; but then he left the coun-
try at a time of peace, when the power of Cron-
stadt was received as a matter of course, and
no one thought of questioning it.

Another informant tells me that he has seen
them often during the last summer excursions,
and that it was well understood in St. Peters-
burg that many portions of the batteries were
almost dummies; that the guns in several situ-
ations were not intended to be used, as they
would be more dangerous to the defenders than
to the parties against whom they were fired.
This informant has been ordered out of Russia,
with all other English.

Fre0.-The spacious four-story edifice in
Ciharlotteville, Schohaire" county, New York,
known as the Charlotteville Seminary, was to-
tally destroyed by fire on Wednesday morning.

A man, as much entitled to his freedom asny
other man on the soil ,rMassachnsetts, has
been seized in that State bywther men, mana-
cled, and consigned to hopeless and pretual
bondage. The people of that greatt 13m n-
wealth, containing a million of Inhabitants,
every one of them knowing the act to be a grses
and unpardonable exercise of tyrannicalsowr,
a criminal outrage upon the inalenable rights
of man, have suffered it to be done withoit in-
terposing force to prevent it. That there was
opposition to the act, however, is seen in the
means employed for its consummation. Burns
was not totn from the soil of freedom and con-
signed to slavery by any ordinary method of
imprisoning malefactors. He was not taken by
a constaile, or a sheriff, or even a whole pollee
force of a great city. All these were insuffi-
cient. It took allJ e police ofBeston, three
companies of Unite ~s tes troops, .one company
of cavalry and an entire battalion of militia,
together with several pieces of artill se-
cure the capture of this citizena aknd
him to slavery. It is said that thiswas ex-
perimental case of slave catching, ,'ot up ese-
cially for the purpose of showing how rneaIly
the North would acquiesce in the Nebraskahbill,
and succumb to the. aggressions of the slave
power. We trust the managersof the perform-
ance are satisfied. What do they think of the
prospect of performing the same feat over
again ?
This onwardly capture of an innocent man,

and consigning him to the horrors of a servile
bondage, necessarily provokes some reflections.
We desire to ask the principals in the affair-
the leading Ntbraska conspirators, and thet Executive Government at Washington--what

was the use of the ostentatious display of artil-
lery, charged with grape shot, that were plinted
in Court hquare on the occasion ? Do they not
know that the discharge of that cannon upon
the Boston multitude there assembled would
have been the signal for fifty thousand men of
Massachusetts to fly to arms ?

We again
call upon Congress to give their earnest andim-
mediate attention to this grave subject. If there
can be no repeal of the law at this session, which
we think is quite certain, let us at least have,
tite trial by jury. A modification of this sort is'
absolutely demanded unless the country is to be
precipitated upon insurreation, and perchance
civil war.
