Lete News fros4 Mexico.
We have received our files of Mexican papers

per steamship Orizaba. Our latest dates are tc
the 4th from the city of Mexico and to the 8th
from Vera Cruz. The several files we have ex-
amined are barren of political news.

Senor Don Luis Parres, Minister of Finance,
had resigned his office, and Don Manuel Olaza-
garre, a merchant of Guadalajara, was spoken
of as his successor.

Senor Don Ramon Lozano Armenta, Spanish
Envoy to Mexico, was received with marked dis-
tinction and respect by the Government and his
many friends. As Mr. Lozano Armenta had
had been Secretary of the Spanish Legation in
Mexico for many years, he was well known and
had made himself very popular there.

El Siglo Dier y .NrVue of the 3d publishes
the names of 43 persons that have been shot in
the State of Jalisco, from 16th July to 31st
December, 1858, by order of Senor Jos0  Maria
Ortega, Governor of that State. Those men
were court-martialed and sentenced to death,
convicted of having committed some robberies
and of being seditious.

The same paper states that the small pox is
raging at Vera Cruz and in the ranchos of San
Andres Tuxtla, as well as in the villages of
Acula, Amatlsn and Teseehoaoan.

Forty-one prisoners escaped from the jail at
Saltillo on the 14th ult. They dug a hole
through the floor, in which operation they worked
hard for ten hours, and made their escape by
that means. Eighteen of the fugitives were re-
captured.

Thereported definitive settlement of the Black
Warrior case will have little effect upon the
policy of the Administration in regard to the
speedy acquisitionof Cuba. The Black Warrior
ease was not of itself an adequate or even promi-
nent cause of war. The casus belli was made
out without that, and stands now without any
change, and certainly without any retraction
on the partof our Government of their demands.

These demands are, that theColonial Govern-
ment be subverted, or be so changed as to be
rendered in regard to all questions arising with
the United States, independent of the home
government. This would be equivalent to a
recognition of the independence of Cuba, and is
just what Spain proposes to refuse to do. Then,
again, the head and front of offence is the Afri-
cenization scheme, which, although disclaimed
by Spain and the Cuban Governor, is still
alleged by our Government to be in actual pro-
cess of execution.

The application to Congress for provision for
the appointment of Commissioners to Spain will
certainly be made, notwithstanding the adjust.
ment of. this criling revenue question ThePresident will alo•, without doubt, again ask
for provisional means to make war during the
recess, should he deem it necessary. Hi
actually did suggest the measure in his message
of the 14th of March, and since that time things
have occurred which tend to render the propo-
sition still more expedient.

It is denied that General Quitman is at all
implicated in thefilibuster movement. The ru-
mor was improbable, and grew out of the fact, I
suppose, that he had been consulted. The
leaders, against whom the President's proclama-
tion is directed, are unknown to the public. Mr.
O'Sullivan is not one of them this time, for he
was prudently sent out of the country, and even
George Sanders cannot be " counted on," while
engaged in the cause abroad.

It appears that Santa Anna has agreed to
take the ten millions. With the aid of that sup-
ply, he may be considered as being as well
seated in power as some of ehe European rulers
are. To refuse to pay the money on the ground
of the inability of his government, will be ab-
surd. But I learn that a portion of the Anti-
Nebraska members of the House have determined
to oppose the appropriation by way of retalia-
tion upon the South-it being alleged by them
that the treaty was carried chiefly in virtue of
the fact that it secures a Southern route for arailroad to the Pacific. Iox.

_A correspondent of the Philddelphia Ledges

says:
"I am very happy to inform you that thet Fishing Treaty between the United States and

England is nearly completed. All the points
are, in fact, essentially agreed upon. Lord El-
gin will not leave Washington till the treaty it
signed, which will require not only the ratifica-tiou of the Senate, but a corresponding act of the
House of Representatives. The treaty, which isan advantageous and at the same tim just one,
will no doubt be ratified, and an act of Congress
will make our revenue laws conform to it.

"The President, having shown his determin-
ation to protect Cuba from filibusters, will askCongress in a quiet manner for an appropria-
tion, which may be inserted in the civil and
diplomatic appropriation bill, to send out com-
missioners to Spain to negotiate for the acquisi-
tion of the island. The President cannot ap-
point these commissioners while Congress is in
session without the consent of Congress, and the
advice and consent of the Senate; but he may
do as he pleases during the recess, if the inter-
ests of the country require it. The Hon. G. M.
Dallas and the Hon. Howell Cobb are undoubt-
edly selected as the gentlemen most likely to
achieve the desired result."

" S," to the New York Times, gives the follow-
ing item:

"My impressions in relation to the contem-
plated annexation of the Sandwich Islands are
fully confirmed by additional and positive in-
formation. The negotiations have been indus-
triously pushed forward for some time past, and
a treaty of annexation is expected by the Presi-dent in the next dispatches from Hawaii. It is
fully believed that the arrangement had beenso perfected at last advices as to be safe from
future accident."

The four Irishmen who were indicted for mur-
der at the Kane county (Ill.) Circuit Court for
the killing of Albert Story, at LaSalle last
winter, had their second trial at Geneva last
week, before Judge Isaac G. Wilson. They
were all convicted of murder and sentenced to
be hung.

It is thought that the number of immigrants
arrived in this country during the past year
can not be less than half a million; and they
have brought a capital of $10,000,000 with
them.

Great Cry and Little Wool.
A great outcry has been raised, about the in-

creased taxation to provide for interest on the
city bonds to be given to the Mobile, New Or-
leans and Great Northern road during its con-
struction, and the owners of slaves and real
estate have especially been alarmed with exag-
Sgerated statements of enormous and oppressive
taxation. What will be the amount of the in-
creased tax ?

There is to be issued $500,000 in bonds bear-
ing 0 per cent. interest at time of subscription,
a like amount when the same amount of addi-
tional subscription from individuals is obtained,and the last $500,000 when 60 miles of the road

is completed and running-i frot New Orleans to
Mobile. Say that these amounts will be issued
yearly. We then have $:10,000 of interest to
provide for, until the road can make dividends.

New, in the case of the Mobile road, every
thing nowe taxable by law is a-sessed (see 2d
section of the law). In theJackson and Opelou-
sas roads, the tax falls exclusively on the
owners of real estate and slaves. Suppose the
Council apportion $20,000 of this interest to
real estate, the value of real estate being 74
millions : the question is proposed, if 74 millions
must contribute ;20,000, what must each 8100
contribute ? This, calculated by our arithmetic,
gives for answer 3 cents and 14-20 of a cent for
each 100tU or 37 cents for each $1000. And sup-
posing that the whole $1,500.000 were issued,
it would amount to 11 cents and 2-20 per $100.
Put that in your pipe and smoke it, tax payer,
and think over the advantages to you and your
fellow-citizens.

Now, gentlemen of the Council, let us have no
more talking; submit this question to the people.
We have not forgotten that those ofyou, who were
in the last Council, voted for the exchange of
the tax or scommutation in favor of the Jackson
and Opelousas roads, all in one night's session,
and sutfered the tax payers to be genteelly
swindled out of $,600.000 by a little proviso, that
authorized those other roads, after receiving the
fill amount of the tax as originally levied, $3,.
500,000 in new bonds, to hold the tax payers
liable for the special tax of 1853. All this was
effected by the pertinacity, boldness and astut-
ness of paid understrappers of these roads that
now oppose the Mobile Railroad. What will
the people say ofyou.gentlemen of the Council,
if you suffer yourselves to be bamboozled again ?
