Arohbishop Hughes and Senator Cass.

Not satisfied with the rather conspicuous

position which they have for a long time occu-

pied in the public view, these gentlemen have

recently stepped aside from their usual avoca-

tions and entered into a noisy quarrel with each

other as if with the main object of calling every

body's attention to their respective qualities

and acquirements, viz.: patriotism, zeal, learn-

ing, piety, etc. Of course it would be little

short of a grievous offence against truth and

justice to intimate the possibility of either of

them being in the least deficient in these ex-

cellent points, or in many others that might be

mentioned, but we may be allowed to believe

that they have gained little credit by their late

strenuous efforts to attract public attention,

and have accomplished not much more than did

the monkey when he climbed the pole.

When the doughty General made his great

Buncombe speech in the Senate, calling upon the

Government to legislate upon the religious

affairs of foreign countries and secure to her

citizens privileges abroad which she vcannot

guarantee to them nor to foreigners in any of

her own States, he did not count upon raising

up a disputative antagonist so formidable as the

Archbishop, and one can imagine the fever of

anxiety into which he must have been thrown

when the learned prelate announced about a

month ago that he should reply in full, and at

his leisure, to a side thrust which the General

hadss~lge at him, and at his religion. The

prdmised document has at length made its ap-

pearance, and although not quite so caustic in

style as the brief preface led us to suspect it

would be, nor treating the General and his

speech to quite so bitter an analysis of logic and

sarcasm as we had hoped, it certainly handles

them severely and reads the enterprising and

thoughtless old gentleman a lesson from which

he may derive some small benefit perchance.

But while sensible persons are gratified that

the General's nonsense has met with a proper

rebuke, Archbishop Hughes has certainly not

secnred any great addition to the respect felt

for him in this country by the sneering tone in

which.he frequently, in his letter, alludes to

the United States Government, and the disposi-

tion of its citizens generally to meddle with the

affairs of foreign nations. If this be a failing

which requires reproof, we humbly submit that

Archbishop Hughes is not thepr6per person to
administer Such reproof, nor indeed one from

whom it would be listened to. Where was the

necessity, in replying to General Cass, of mak-

ing use of language like the following, which,

although it pretends to be aimed simply at the

ideas of.tlet l Cass, is evidently an unguarded

exhibition of his own bitterness, and must cer-
tainly'be offensive to every American who does

not believe that the conduct and deportment of

his countrymen abroad are made up of assump-
tion and arrogance:

S"If an American, as such, has a right to
protection in all countries, why not also a Eu-
ropean, an Asiatic, or an African? It seems.
according to him, that religious denominations,
in general, should be treated by condescension
with kindness in all countries; but when a man
professes the American religion, which General
Cass has not explained, such a man has a pre-
eminent right to special protection everywhere
-- that wherever he appears in foreign land the,
sovereignty or the State, in regard to all qu's.
tions appertaining to religion, must fall back
the moment he proclaims himself an American.
And it shall be understood that when be arrives
on the shores of such country with a full meas-
ure of American atmosphere, American sun-
beams, and American religion according to Mr
Cass, sufficient-for his consumption during th,
period of his passage through or sojourning

,. within that country, he shall have the right to
say and do what he thinks proper, provided
alwaysit be according to the dictates of his
conscience."

Preparationse were, therefore, made during
the wleek, on such an extensive scale that it t
would have been almost impossible to create
anythinglike a riot had there been any disposi-
tion manifested.

Independent of the regular police force, up'
wards of two hundred special policemen were
rpleointed-making a force of about three hun-
tlred strong, in additioa to about one hundred
-heriffs' deputies. The deputies were desig-
nated by badges of pink color, and the specials
with white badges fastened to the left lapel of
the coat.

Yesterday Bishop Loughlin visited the vari-

Orr blew his trumpet
and took his position, when the large multtude
gathered around him and he proceeded with his
harangue, which was listened to without dis-
turbance (with the exception of a rush caused
'.y the arrest of one or two men) until he con-
eluded. lle then left and was tbllowedt on his
way to New York by those who had accompa-
nied hima. They crossed by the South Ferry.

After his departure, the Rev. John Booth, of
the Bridge street Primitive Methodist Church,
took the stand and preached to the people.
During his discourse the crowd diminished trom
thout 10,000 to probably half that number.

Neither of the speakers were molested.
Up to 5 o'clock nothing occurred about the I

datharine Ferry of special interest. Groups of
people, apparently nearly all Irish, were col-
:cted in Main street, saying but little, and
watching the arrival of the Catharine Ferry
noats, expecting the dreaded and mysterious

l Knew Nothings," and occasionally venting a
wrathful remark concerning them. From the
windows of nearly all of the houses in the
