Who are the Know.Nothings ?

The Washington Sentinel and the National
Ira, the latter a rabid Abolition journal, have
commenced a sharp quarrel in regard to the
identity of the Know-Nothing fraternity, the
former asserting that Freasoilers and Abolition-
ists constitute its main strength and are its
chief directors, and the latter casting back the
insinuation and endeavoring to make it appear
that nobody loves the alien or the naturalized
citizen so well as the Democratic Abolitionist,
and nobody abhors him so utterly as the South-
ern Whig. Both thesedignified and remarkably
high-toned journals attach an unlimited amount
of odium to any party or set of men who should
be convicted of Know-Nothingism. But they
do this like martyrs, with a sort of self-sacrific-
ing tone, as if they had concluded to do their
duty and abide the consequences-or. as a man
will do sometimes, had taken a course opposite
to public opinion and common sense, to show
how original and fearless they were.

Since the recent sweeping victories of the
Know-Nothings in Philadelphia and Washing-
ton, the abuse which they have received from a
certain class of newspapers has been rather
more temperate. There is an intuitive respect
in the human mind for power under all circum-
stances, and persons who deal in politics soon
become sagacious enough to recognize the cat
the moment she is out of the bag. Upon theeve
of these two elections, when the party journals
first took the alarm, it was terrible to note the
onslaught they made upon the mysterious and
dreaded organization which fraternizes with no
party and threatens destruction to all. It was
denounced as a secret and dangerous banding
together of discontented and malevolent spirits
for purposes which could belittle less than trea-
sonable; grand eloquence took its loftiest flight
to express the enlightened and liberal policy
which this great people should adopt in the mat-
ters of privilege and license, as well as of pro-
teotion towards the "down-trodden and op-
pressed" who seek refuge upon our shores from
the tyranny of their own countries; and finally
an earnest exhortation was addressed to the
people to frown down a party which refused to
show its hand, and was working its way into
power ani place by a system of tactics hitherto
unknown to politicians, and entirely new to all
the established principles of wire-working. This
appeal seemed to us at the time much like re-
commending a man to make mouths at himself
in a mirror, or cut his own acquaintance for I
having been so indiscreet as to offend others by
claiming what belonged to him, or like asking a
people to administer a sort of solus self-rebuke
for presuming to investigate and decide upon its
own affairs. It appears, however, that this ap-
peal had little effect; that the public failed to
look upon itself as a band of discontented and
traitorous spirits, although plainly requested to
do so, and that these independent and plain-
spoken journals fell into the common error of
mistaking the voices of insignificant parties and
factions far the voice of the great paople.

GENERAL T, YLOR'S PORTRAIT.-We mentioned
yesterday that Mr. Powers intended to take
with him to New York his great national
picture of General Taylor and his war steed. We
have since learned that he is willing to dispose of
it upon reasonable terms, and intends to afford
our City Council the opportunity of purchasing
it.

Paris Fashions.

The lady correspondent of the New York
Tribune writes as follows in reference to the
f•shions of that city :
But we must not wander into the inextricable

labyrinths of whys, especially now, when I wish
to talk to you about the fashions. And first of
all, let me tell you how amiable you are, Mr.
Grundy: how well you always appear, and beg
you not to think it impertinent if I ask you if
Mrs. Grundy has bought her summer hat and
dresses. I presume she has, for your milliners
and dress makers are quite as " go ahead" as
any others of our Yankee nation. They are I
sure to have the msodes of to-morrow; and that
they may be accommodated with something more
than a "simultaneous issue" of American and
Parisian fashions, there are modes made here
expressly for exportation. If some Visconti,
Watt, or "Pugin of Women " builds cathedrals
or lays out the lots of a wilderness on a dress
pattern, the p!an is at once sent to America.
If hanging gardens are fbund on bonnets, or
all the Chinese and the Celestial Empire on
a shawl, we are considered young and strong
enough to bear them. If 1 exclaim at a man-
tle trimmed with green and yellow, or a bon-
net looking as if it had the varioloid, covered
with sky blue and scarlet, sprinkled with grapes,
poppies :and green pea pols, I am assured it is
just the thing for the Americans. I am never
prepared to believe it I think our ladies have
almost the best taste in the world, but in their
energy to be fashionable they often lose their
eye fotr colors, and walk the clouds of smoke by
day or pillars of fire by night, in the midst of
a wilderness of more chastened hues.

Bright plaids and richly figured flounces are
much worn by Parisinn ladies, yet always re-
lieved by a dark mantle and h arnonious bonnet.
I do not recollect ever to have seen a variously
colored delaine worn in the streets of Paris by a
native. Black mantles are almost universal for
the street: but for visits or carriage prome-
nades one often sees those of white silk or lace.

They are like short narrow scarfs, fitted low
in the neck to the shoulders, where they need
to be attached. They are trimmed with flounces
and ruches of the same, or embroidered and
hung with lace, or made graceful in any man-
ner that taste and expense can dictate.

At DBlisle's last exposition we saw muslins
and bareges in dress patterns for two deep
flounces, covered with fields of grass and flowers,
or dotted here and there with a sprig or nose-
gay. There were pretty ones with flounces
edged with stripes, but this disposition of decora-
tion is more passie than the flowered ones. We
saw elegant white brocades shot with gold and
silver. One was lovely as a pyramid of white
roses glistening with dew. I heightened its
beauty by imagining it clinging to the magnifi
cent shoulders of my dear Mrs. B-. She is
fair as the roses, with neck and arms to match,
and hair and eyes in glorious contrast, and she
walks every inch a queen.

For demi-toilette, black is worn as much by
ladies as it is in full dress by gentlemen. The
black Enaglish alpaca, though considered coom-
mon in England and America, is eagerly sought
for by French ladies. I attended an uncere
monious reception late in the winter, whera
every lady was in black silk, though only one in
mourning. But vit will surprise you more,
one lady there, born in 1781, danced several
polkas with her brother's great grandson; and
she did it gayly, not to show us that she could
still wa!te gracefully, but because she did it
habitually, and is as ibnd of it now as sixty
years ago.

White bonnets are fully in season; they are
like bubbles burbting into spray. From the
front it is difficult to decide, except from her
rank, whether your frienl oears a cap or a
bonnet. Full ruches, mingled with flowers, en-
circle the face, broad lace lies over the top of
the hornet, fans out from the face, and fall
gracefully below the chin. The lace is rathertor married ladies than for misses, and forbids a
vail. Young ladies here are not allowed to
wear shawls, flounces, laces or feathers. lMaid-
ens unadorned adorned the most, is the maxim
of their minors. Marriage, ofcourse, is a great
event folr a pretty girl, when, even with a
wrinkled huabamt, it brings its corbeillo dia-
meads, veleets, Clhinu crapes. and all the ele-
gancies forbiddea to youthful virginity.

French toilettes for home consumption are of
subdued tones, whose colors are blended and re-
lieved with as much artistic taste and care to
combine depth of shade with vaporness andi
brilliancy of eilfect, s the painters of the Vene-
tian school showed in the unrivaled richness of
their productious.
The lmetritl Court has brought in its train

the richest materials tbr robes, with garnitures
0o lace, teathers, embroidery and artistic cool-
bii•'ttions of whatever mny add richtess and
grace to the wmhile. Notbing is more striking
than a comnparison of thl pres:-nt fashion plates
with those of five years ago. Then the toilette
was of ex treme simplicity. Now thie Pompadour
skirts-the tight putlled or tlusecd flowing
sleeves--the long bnquoes--the rich Vandykes,
take us back to the times of .ouis XV.

Weather, Orops, etc.

From all sections of our own and neighboring
States we continue to hear the most favorable
accounts of the growing crops. In Georgia,
especially, the corn crop is doing unusually
well. Our agent, who has just returned from a
trip of ten weeks, through Southwestern and
Southern Georgia, makes a cheering report of
crbps in these.sections of the State. On Friday
and Saturday last in this vicinity we had fine
showers and timely ones, for the crops were
suffering slightly.

The prospect bor a large grain crop was never
better, and it is indeed gratifying to all classes
of our citizens that relief is so near at hand.
Yet, so greatly have our planters suffered from
short crops during the last year especially, that
one good crop will hardly set them on their legs
again. Many farmers have gone largely in
debt, in the purchase of negroes and mules, and
one bountiful crop of corn with a good price in
expectancy for the growing crop of cotton, will
not bring entire dllief to them. This pressure
will continue so long as planters purchase
negroes at enormous rates on credit, and then
plant their lands in cotton to meet their liabili-
ties. [Milledgeville Union.

The Monroe (is.) Ouachita Parish Register
of June 18 says

We hear great c,,mplaints from the planters
in this section, in consequence of the continued
wet weather. Many of them, we understand,
have not yet succeeded in getting good stands
of cotton, and nearly all of them are much
behind with their work in consequence of not
being able to run their plows. If the weather
does not soon become settled, there will not ihe
more than a half crop made throughout tihe
entire Ouachita country, and perhaps not even
that.

The
Chief of Police and Judge Beebe were very ac-
tive in ferreting out the leaders of the disturb.
ance, and upon their being satisfied that any
individual, whether he was lnow-Nothing or
foreigner, an officer was dispatched in citizen's
clothes after the otlicious gentleman, who was
usually, and in fact, on all occasions, arrested
and brought into the Chief's oltice, before he was
well aware of the t•ct. In this way a large
number of arrests were made, the parties com-
mitted being about one half of those who, to all
appearance, were Know-Nothings, and the other
haltf drunken Irishmen. The latter party
showed evidence of hard usage et the hands of
the former, and few were without black eyes
and bloody noses. The affair altogether was
disgraceful, as it was nothing but a continued
scene of rowdyism and street brawling. The
least alarm created al panic, and was the signal
for a general rush to the quarter indicated by
the shouts of those who were happy in being
possessed of that unenviable heau dress called
"Wide Awakes." Several of the leaders in
"rushes" were spotted, and arrested by order
of Judge Beebe and the Chief of Police, whose
preparations for the prevention or quelling of
any riot or serious disturbance were truly ad-
mirable, and deserve the commendation of all
law-loving citizens.
In Brooklyn and Williamsburg theday passed

off quietly. [Net York herald, lJth.

RIE-oRo;ANIZAriON OF TIIE Navy.-We give
this morning a highly important bill for the re-
organization uf the JUited States Navy. reported
in the H!ouse of Replresentatives oin Saturday,
by Mr. lfocock, the able Chiirman of the Naval
Coummittee of that holy, an early copy having
been placed in our possesesin. TJibe bill differ"
in detail, though not in principle. from that re-
ported some time ago by Mr. Mallory in the Sen-
ate, and we understand is the result of a confer-
once between the Committees of the tw o Hoaues
and the Secretary of the Navy, held in the early
portion of the session. From the cursory ex-

lnination which we have been enoalled to m:ke,
it appears to go very much in detailupon all the
subjicts connected with a thorough re-organizat
tion of the broken down and dilapidated institu-
tion.

The principal features of Mr. Bhcock's bill are
the establishment of a higher grade of ofheicers
than captains, namely,ely tlg officers :" a re-
duction in the whole nulmber of oficers, so as to
leave as few idlers in the service as possible: a
retired list; a board of reform : increased pay
J'r se:a service; strincent rules to prevent as tar
as possible continued leave of absence; promo-
tlion not to b asedI exclusively upotn date of
coulnission, but also upon general ,ualifica-
tions

: 
and provisions tir the meritorious dilis-

charge of seuamen and inducemeonts held out to
til-m to re-enlist The question of assimilated
rank between oflicers of the navy and army is
settled-a Judge Advocate is also provided. It
is further provided that there shall lie an in-
crease ,,i se.luen and marines to the number of
three thou and, whose pay is greatly increased,
and inducements to good conduct and re-enlist-
ments are made.

We learn that there is no doubt that the lIavuse
of Representatives will concur in the proposition
for a recess which has passed the Senate. Ihee
lhmemsteal bill is to be made a party measure
in tile Senate. and will he passed as soont alter
the defeat of the Insane Land bill as convenient.
