' 7)ipnthe trial it was proved that his younger
brother-a more child in years-had been
whipped by his school master ; that, in company
with another younger brother, he called upon
the school-master; that he demanded an ex-
planation; that it was refused; that an alter-
cation took place; then a scuffle, and that then
Ward, who was on crutches, shot his antagonist,
who died almost immediately afterwards.

During the trial the press to which we allude
was constantly vomiting forth abuse against
him and his counsel. and his family and his
friends. No one dear to him escaped.
He was acquitted. Out of the immediate

neighborhood of this manufactured opinion, no
one thought much about it. Like occurrences
had happened before, as they will probably
happen again. blen had been shot for less.
much less, provocation, and after being tried
nothing more had been thought of it. So, it
was considered, would be the case in this in-
stance. Every one, at a distance at least, knew
exactly what the termination of the affair would
be; every one was entirely prepared for it, and
thought the verdict would end the affair.
It was a mistake. As soon as the ver-

dict was announced, the Judge who presided,
and who hasreputation at home, was denounced;
the jury were riddled with abuse; they were
bribed, it was said; they had foresworn them-
selves. they had proved traitors to the trust
confided to their care, and one hardly knows
what else besides was not said against them.

This was, in some degree, to be expected
For, although it is generally, we believe, the
custom in this country to leave the question of
guilt or innocence to a jury, and to adopt their
verdict, it was not to be hoped that they, who
had been so violent and vindictive against him,
should cool down at once. They were allowed
to go on, and as day after day passed over and
they still pursued the same course, pity began
to be felt for their rantings, and they were lett
alone.

And still they continue. Haven't they now
gone far enough? It is impossible to pick up
a Louisville paper that has not some allusion to
this unfortunate young man. Every morning
the same stream of abuse is poured upon his
head.

Itatrikes us that they should stop. The coun-
try has had enough of it Leaving out of the
question the fact that these men who are sob:itter against him, have blows to take, as well
as blows to give; that the counsel who volun-
teered to defend him, are, in some people's eyes
at least, in a better position than those who
volunteered to assist in getting him hung; and
leaving out of the question, too, the right to the
claim of morality, which these men arrogate to
themselves for the course they have pursued
towards him, and It exciting the mob to attack
his fath. r's deserted house, and wreal their ven-
geance upon innocent window panes and uncon-
taminated japonicas, we think the matter should
be put a stop to; because he was acquitted by
those appointed to try him-because it is useless
as well as cruel, to persecute and calumniate
aman when he is many miles away, and unable,
from the state of his health, to protect himself;
and because we think the duty of the press is
not follownd out, and that its power is altogether
prostituted, when before, and during, and after a
publihc prosecution, it attempts to manufacture
a public opinion upon the guilt or innocence of
an accused; when it tries to influence a jury
legally summoned ans! duly sworn, and composed
ot those pereons ,whomo the law selects; and
when,atter the verd:ct. it attacks theJudgr
who tried, the Jury who acquitted, and theman
who has been declared guiltless of the crime laid
to his charge. When the trial is ended, thetn
should the verdict he acquiesed in; and the man
being acquitted and not indictable agams, to
list him down-to worry him--to follow him il
his retirement with taunts which lie canuot re.
taliate, and abuse whiclh he cannot resent, is
subversive of every principle of justice, as it is
contrary to every thing like honor and good
taste.

Shortly after the boat left for this
city, she had occasion to stop and take on wood
at some point on the coast, and as soon as the
boat made a landing, the Germans all went on
shore, and while there ga'hered large quantities
of the leaves and flowers from the magnolia
trees which they took on board, boiled and ate,
from the effects of which one man died and four
others came near dying. They had mistaken
the leaves of the magnolia for cahbages, sup-
posing that in this fertile couutry, cabbage
grew wild, andi from sixty to seventy feet high,
as does the magnolia on the coast The leaves
of the magnolua very much resemble those of
cabbage, but are poisonous. [St. Louis tepub-
licau, June 14.

DEATns Bn LiouHNtis : .- We noticed some days
since the death by lightning of the wife and
daughter of Mr. W. Saddler, a highly respected
citizen residing in Sumner county, near Mitch-
ellsville. A letter before us, from a friend at
that place, gives us the following interesting and
painful particulars:
On the evening of the afflicting occurrence, a

cloud was rising, with every prospect of a heavy
rain Mr. Saddler started to meet his children,
whom he supposed to he on their way home trom
scho 1, about a mile distant. Ile met them, and
the rain was coming up so fast, he tlrned aside I
with them to their father's house, which was
nearer than his own When the rain was over,
he went with his children home.
