qHupnghahiply ' the grasp of her oppressor.
H. $esath, in a recent address to the Eng-

lish people, declared that if France and Eng-
land should humble the pride of the Czar,
obtain all their demands and bring about a
peace without having relstablished Poland and
procured the independence of Hungary, the
people would find that their blood and treasure
had been expended in vain, and that they were
farther than ever from the realization of Euro-
pean freedom and that balance of power for
which they had been contending. He endeav-
ored to show that a coalition between Austria
and the Western Powers would result to the
disadvantage of the latter in almost every way;
but in this attempt, however ingenious may
have been his argument, his success must cer-
tainly have been very indifferent; it is not in
the nature of things for the English people to be
convinced against their interests.

He certainly has hitherto been very unsuc-
cessful in his attempts to get up a grand indig-
nation meeting of the democracy of the world
against despotism, though it has been from no
lack of speeches and writings. He has, besides.
lost'his reputation-if be ever had one-for
being a man of practical availability for the
purposes to which he has devoted himself. He
has no doubt applied himself very closely to the
stsudy of English opinions and feelings upon'the
subject, yet he does not appear to have learned
what almost every body else knows, that in this.
as well as in every other matter, the English
will consult their interests and nothing besides,
except, perhaps, their pride. He will be about
as successful in persuading them out of the idea
of a coalition with Austria, or any other
earthly power that should offer tomake common
cause against the Czar, as he was in stirring up
the people of America to an armed crusade
against European despotism.

We shall look to hear from him in Constanti-
nople shortly, making a speech to the Turks er
advising with the Sultan and his Cabinet upon
affairs of State.

Eastern Mail.

Monol, July 2.-The Eastern mail this morn-
ing brings New York dates only to the 20th
June, with foreign letters brought by the
steamer Atlantic.

Havana Items.

The steamer Isabel arrived at Charleston the
25th with Havana dates to the 22d inst. The
news is to the effect that a great amountofsick-
ness was prevailing. Commercial affairs were
dull, as is usually the case at this season of the
year, and the markets were glutted with most
descriptions of produce. Little appeared to be
stirring in politico. The President's edict
against the fillibusters, and the rumored nego-
tiations for the purchase of Cuba, were the
principal themes ofdiscussion.

The black vomit, or yellow fever, had made
its appearance in Havana, and a large number
of deaths occurring daily.
The fever has also appeared at Key West, as

we learn from a passenger. Among those who
had been attacked by it was Capt. J. 3. Scar-
ritt, of the U. S. Engineers, who, it was feared,
would not recover. A Cuban physician, who
had had much experience with the disease. and
who was a passenger by the Isabel, paid Capt.
Scarritt a short visit and prescribed for hism.
lie thought a recovery barely possible, but not
probable.

The defences of Cuba are reported to be in a
very efficient condition. All the fortificantions
have been repaired and put upon a war footing
The naval force had been largely increased, and
an addition of five or six war steamers was ex-
pected soon from Spain. The military forces of
the Island are estimated at 20.000 men, who,
witll the exception of a few black companies,
are good soldiers. In case of an invasion, it is
thought that this force could be largely in.
creased, and in a very short time, by calling
out the militia.

Admiral Duchesne, of the French fleet, was
still at tHavana with several vessels of war. tHe
had been honored with a "bull fight," and was
very much caressed by the authorities. It was
universally understood in Havana that he was
there to protect the Island from invasion.
The order issued to the priests some time since

by the Captain-General, authorizing the mnar
ringe of whites and blacks. had been modified
so far as to suppress its publication. This con-
cession was made to the Catholics, or old Span-
iards, who, it is said, were hostile to the edict.
and determined to resist it, even by force, it
necessary.

A rumur prevailed that the authorities hat
resulved to open Royal University to black
students. Indeed, it was the general impres-
sion that the Caeptain General was an abolition-
ast, and that having been appointed at the in-
stance of Great Britain, he was acting inconcert
with that Government, and carrying out its
wishes for the final extinction of slavery on the
Island. There was consequently much uneasi-
ness among landed proprietors and owners of
slaver, and in fact among all classes of society.
It was the opinion of intelligent Americans

that an invasion, to be successful, mustbe sup-
ported by a lest lest 25,000 efficient soldiers.
