This act 1
grants aces of preemption to settlers en public
lands, provided they have actually taken pos-
session of them and have resided on them. The
indictment charges Eugene Martel with having
sworn falsely in behalf of Constant Chacherd,
who in his said petition claimed to be allowedto
purchase the north-west quarter of section No.
18,in township No. 7, south-range 3, east of the
pubtie lands of the United States.

Martel testified that Chachere was a house-
keeper on said tract of land in the month of
June, 1840, and that he was in actual posses-
sion of the same. Upon the trial of the charge
of serjuten against Martel, it was clearly proved
tad of those statemenls tere true. ",.

found by the Grand Jury of St.

Landry on the 2eth day of November, 1841,
Thomas H. Lewis, District Attorney. The case
numbers on the Criminal Docket, No. 617.

The entry on the Court books stands as fol-
lows, and is dated in May, 1842, there having
been a continuance granted on application ot
defendant:

" Jury retired under the charge of the Sheriff,
(James .lMorgan,) and, after a short space oel
time, returned into Court, and on their oath
aforesaid, do say, that the defendant, Euglee
Martel, is guilty in act and form as charged
upon him In the bill of indictment, and previous
to the rendering of the verdict, the prisoner
absented himself, and was not present at the
reading of the same."

The defendant ran away and was gone some
months, if not a whole year. On the 31st of
May, 1843, his counsel, Messrs. Linton, Splane
& Lataste, moved the Court to "eset aside the
verdict and quash the indictment, because the
Court had nb jurisdiction, it belonging to the
United States Courts." On the day previous,
(30th May,) his counsel had filed several bills ot
exceptions, to wit:

1. That the verdict was contrary to law,
being rendered while defendant was absent.

2. That it was contrary to the evidence.
3. That the jury gave its verdict under the

illeial influence of the Sheriff, or his deputies,
and after illegal communications had passed
between them.

They were overruled after answer filed, etc.
The second bill of exceptions, already stated,

filed on the 31st of May, was sustained by the
court.

Now, the foregoing statements are taken from
the records. Martel escaped on his counsel'
plea against the jurisdiction of the State court.

The case is very plain. No one acquainted
with the facts ever entertained any doubt about
his guilt. The verdict of his peers will stand
recorded against him for ever. There is no
chance for evading the facts, although there
was an evasion of the consequences.

When Mr. Martel, eager to defend his case at
say cost of truth, denounced us as having pub.
lished a falsehood, he urged in his defence only
the point upon which had beeoon based his bill
of exceptions. These had been overruled by the
court before which he was tried.

We hare not deemed the harsh things Mr.
Martel has said of us an excuse sufficieat to
justify our bringing this matter again before
the public ; but we consider it extremely prop( r
that when grave charges are publicly made
against a gentleman and publicly denied, him.
self and the public ahould be furnished with the
proof thereof.

We takts such pleasure in laying before our
readers the first of a series of articles pointing
out the importance to New Orleans of securing
the trade of North Alabama, by aiding in the
construction of the North-East and South-West

Road. These articles are from the pen of a gen-

tleman of Alabama, alike distinguished for his
learning, practical sense and public spirit. He
is a perfect master of his subject, and whatever
may be the opinion as to the correctness of his

conclusions, the ability of the articles will richly
repay for their perusal. Perhaps there is no
portion of this vast country more completely
locked up in nature's fastness than the section

that is to be traversed by the North-East and

South-West Alabama Road, and certainly there

is no section in which the bounties of Providence

have been scattered with a more liberal hand.
There are between 300,000 and 100,000 acres of

Intl abounding in the richest coal and iron ore,
Iand in which are found exhautless quarries of

fine marble. The importance, therefore, of a
direct communication with such a country can-
not be too highly estimated.

A New Orleans and North-oastern Railroad, t

Since the importance to the city of New Or-
leans of a system of railroads connecting her .1
with the interior has been fully recognized, and
active and efficient measures have been taken t
for the construction of such roads in several di-
rections, her citizens have manifested a disposi-
tion to weigh with attention the merits of any 8
new project of the kind which may be brought
to their notice There is one route along which
a road is inevitably destined, sooneror later, to1
be built, of which little has yet been said, but
which has acquired an immediate importance "
in consequence of certain recent movements in
the State of Alabama. This is a line north-eat
from the city of JNewr Orleanls by the rway t
the Rigolets, to connect with the N. E. and S
W. Alabama Railroad--a road which is to ex-
tend from Marion, Lauderdale county, Miss.,
(or thereabouts) to Chattanooga, in Tennessee

The Alabama road, just mentioned, was char-
tered in December last, and such progress has
been made in securing stock as to leave scarcely
a doubt of its eraly construction. Thedirectors
resolved, in the beginning, not to commence the
work until means were secured for its entire
completion; and the plan which they have
adopted is such that, when the ground is once
broken, it will be broken along the whole line
at the same time; so that two or three years
will suffice to put the whole line in actual opera-
tion. It is now believed that the work of gra
ding will be commenced early in the ensuing
autumn

This Alabama Road will be three hundred
miles long, and will pursue almost an air-line
course; being a continuation of a chain of roads.
which, beginning at Portland or Bath, i.
Maine, stretches almost without deviation fromn
a straight line, through Boston, New Ilaven,
New York, Philadelphia, Baltimore, Washing-
ton, Charlottesville and Lynchburg, to Knox-
ville and Chattanooga, Tenn., and Tuscaloosn.
Ala., directly towards the city of New Orleans
At Marion, Miss., thtis long airline falls into
the Brandon Road, and into the Mobile and OhiM<
Road, at the junction of the two. From the
pointof junction, the distance to Mobileis about
one ht ndred and fifty miles, and the distance to
New Orleans, via Jackson, is not far from three
hundred. A line from this junction to the liig-
olets would be but a trifle longer than the di,
tance to Mobile; so that the construction of ,
road on this line would put New Orleans on a
fair footing of comtpetition for the trade of the
country with which the Alabama Road corn
municates Without such a road, all this trahd
is evidently lost to New Orleans. Is, then, thi-
object worth securing ?

In the first place, lest apprehension shouh!
arise, in any quarter, that the proposed road
would in any manner interfere with the inter-
eats involved in works already in progress or iin
project, it maty be observed that the country
which it is proposed to reach through this new
channel is one which cannot be reached at all.
for purposes of competition, through any of the
important works in which New Orleans is at
present engaged. This country embraces
South-eastern Mississippi, Central and North-
eastern Alabama, Eastern Tennessee and West
ern Virginia; a vast and productive region from
which New Orleans is at present absolutely cut
off. By means of the Northern and Central
Missiesippi roads, New Orleans will be put into
communication with South-western, Central
and Northern Mississippi, North-western Alt-
barnm, and Central and Western Tennessee : but
a glance at the map will show that these rooad
give us no direct access to the extensive country
above described.

The capabilities of this great country are a-
yet very imperfectly developed. The want of :
market has kept more than half. in iact a grea
deal more than half, of the productive lando
out of cultivation; yet even now the agricul
rural products aire so abundant as to constitute
a vast and rich commerce, for a part of which
(in Northern Alabama and Tennessee) C(harles-
ton and Savannah are eagerly contending, an,'
for the whole of which Mobile is preparing ta
put forth the most energetic eflorts of competi
lion. The completion of the Virginia and Ten

nessee, the Georgia and Knoxville, and the
North-eastern and South-western Alabama
Railroads will inevitably stimulate the agricul
tural industry of this vast and fertile region to
a twofold productiveness. In addition to the
corn, cotton, bacon, lard and other articles
now so abundant there, immense amounts iti
superior wheat and other grains, fruits of the
ibest quality, hemp, flux. tobacco, anl vn-

rious productions of the soil now scarcely culti.
vated, will he sent down in continually in-
creasing quantities, to swell the commerce of
the ports of tile Gulf In short, tihere is no
single consideration making it desirable to,r New Orleans to communicate by railroad withl

Mississippi and Western Tennessee, which doci
not render it equally to her interest to open I
similiar comnnitnication with Alabama ando
E Eastern Tennessee.

FoAME OF ToLE FILIBUSTERS.--We learn from

Para, Brazil, that on the 20th of May the city

of Para had been thrown into great excitement
by the announcement that a party of filibuster-
ing Yankees were about to visit the Amazon
This announcement was made through the New
York papers, which proclaimed that a large

company was organized, and a large steamer

was ready to visit the Amazon and force the

Government to open the river to the free navi-
gation of the world. The foreign residents,
and even many Brazilians, rejoiced at this in-
telligence.

Six
small vessels of war and asteamer of about 700

the great river from the Yankee filibustering

expedition.

The crop is. how-
ever, backward, owing to the lateness of the
spring, and the remainder of the season must
be very favorable to secure a crop even equal to
that of last year."

A letter from Black River, published in the
Concordia Intelligencer. says : " There is some
sickness in the country, and a few deaths, most-
ly upon Little River, in Catahoula Parish. The
cholera broke out there on the steamboat Ama-
zon, and some eight or ten persons died. The
crew left the boat precipitately, and made their
way down to Trinity, and a few went across to
Natchez."

The Alexandria Democrat, of the 5ith inst ,
says: " The river at this point still continues
very high, but has for some days past been at a
stand, and is now slightly on the decline. The
weather has been dry and excessively warm.
the thermometer having within the past ten
days repeatedly marked l6d in the shade. This
state of the weather, succeeding the recent
heavy and almost continued rains, has, we are
informed, very materially brightened the pros-
pects of our cotton planters. Cane is also re-
presented as being very promising throughout
the parish.

The Shreveport (La.) Democrat, of the tith
inst., says: The beautiful weather that we
have enj'oyed for the last two weeks has added
materially to the prospects of a biountiful crop
ol both cotton and corn. We don't think we
ever saw warmer-hotter is the better word-
weather, than we have had for the last ten

From the West India Islands.

YWe have received files of Kingston,Jamaica,

papers to the 29th ult., from which we extract
the following items of interest:

JAM~AC.--In the Island of Jamaica the chol-
era was prevailing to a considerable extent. In
the Parish of Metcalfe there had been five or
six hundred deaths in a very short time.

In St. Ann's Bay, the mortality has been
frightful, and there is no appearance yet of the
disease having abated. Among the late deaths
reported in a letter written to a merchant in
Kingston, we notice the names of Mr. Horatio
Moses, a son of Judah Moses, Esq., of Egypt,
Peig, near Brown's Town, and Mr. Wm. Hlart,
son of the late Daniel lHart, Esq , of Kingston.
It has also appeared both in Dry Harbor and
Rio Bueno, and in the first named place several
cases have terminnted fatally. At Sturge Town,
and on the small settlements near Brown's
Town, there have been a great many deaths.

BAosAooIEs -At the last accounts the chole-
ra was raging terribly in Barhbadoes. At the
end of the second week of its appearance in
that island, corpses were carried through the
streets of some of the towns, fivoand six in the
same hearse, with no funernal procession, like
so much merchandise, under the care of the
undertaker alone, consigned to the grave. The
burials were too numerous to be admitted into
the church, and to have funeral services per-
formed over them. Their interment was left
to be provided for by the sexton, the under-
taker and the grave diggers. The clergymen
turned their attention from the dead to the liv-
ing. They went about visiting the sick, with
restoratives in their pockets, and relieving the
destitute. The interments were made in the
ground of St. Leonard, a recently erected chapel
in the Westbury Road. Over 410 corpses were
buried there in a few days. The soil being of
marl, the graves could not, without great labor,
be carried to a depth of six feet ; and some-
times two coffins were put into the same grave.
The smell arising from the ground became so
offensive that the grave diggers could no longer
stand it. All the houses in the immediate
neighborhood were deserted. St. Leonard's
was becoming a seat of pestilence, and it was
found necessary to provide another burial
place. On the same road, near the beach be-
tween Brandon's bathing house and Fontabelle,
four acres of land were procured, and the in.
terments were removed there from St. Leonard's.
They had now reached the frightful number of
200 in one day. In the morning scores of cof-
fins were to be seen laid side by side on the
ground, waiting to he put into graves. The
following statement of the burials at St. Leon-
ard's, and at the new burial place at Indian
River, will show, better than any thing else, the
progress of the diseases:
