crop will be fully.an average. Cotton is look.
lng well considering the unfavorable spring.
The recent very hot weather, so congenial to
cotton, has given new vigor to the plants, and
it is the opinion of some farmers, with whom we
have conversed, that the.product of their fields
will be equal to that of any previous year. The
corn orop is particularly promising. It has
really been a source of unmmngled pleasure to
us, in riding through the country, to notice the
numerous fields of corn growing with freshness
and luxuriance, and affording not only a feast
to the eye, but giving the earnest that there
will be an abundant supply of the staff of life.
It is true some sections have suffered lartially
from drouth, but the recent rains will no doubt
place the corn crop almost beyond the reach of
any serious injury.

The Times and Sentinel (Muscogee county)
says :

From every part of the State we receive the
most flattering accounts of the prospects of the
growing corn and cotton crop. Thehery rain
which fell during the first four days of July in
various parts of the surrounding country have
been most opportune. The corn crop of Talbot
county, and of the greater part of Musoogee, is
almost made, and it will be very abundant.

The Thomasville (Thomas county) Watchman
says:

The crops in this section look well. Corn is
promising, and the prospect pf plenty of bread
good. Cotton is not as promising im many place:,
being later tha usual.

ROW BETWEEN THE AVEICANS AND IRISe.-
On the night'of the 8d and morning of the 4th,
a serious riot took place in Manchester, N H.,
between the Irish and Americans, which re-
stilted in the destruction of property and seri-
ous personal injury.

About midnight on Tuesday, the Irish kindled
bonfires in the part of the city they moat in-
habit, and Americans passing were attacked
and insulted. At 2 A. x. on the 4th, an Ameri-
can was knocked down with a brick and nearly
killed. The Irish next proceeded to break win-
dows in a building owned by Marshall & Cheney.
About 600 Americans then gathered and at-
tacked the Irish, breaking into some twelve or
fifteen houses, destroyed the furniture and com-
pelled the Irish to leave; they then attacked
the Catholic Church and broke in all the win-
dows before the riot ceased. Seven or eight
Americans were injured in the fight, but no one
fatally. The authorities have taken prompt
measures to preserve the peace.
