A Later from the Plains.

The St. Louis Republicanof the 9th inst. has

d this intelligence:
Capt. Clifton, U. S. Army, arrived in this

city yesterday from the Plains. Capt. Clifton
has been stationed at Fort Laramie for several
years. He is now on leave of absence, and will
remain in the States for some years.

We learn generally that the emigrants for
California were getting on very well. The
most of them passed Fort Kearny before the
20th of June, and in very good health. Some
n few cases of cholera, or a disease partaking of
its characteristics, had occurred among them.
The Mormons, not so far advanced on the route,
had experienced more sickness, but their health
i. was improving. It was estimated that some
twenty thousand head of stock were on the
route, but the number of emigrants was limited,
compared with former years. The Indians
were somewhat troublesome, but, except on one
or two parties, no serious depredations had been
committed. -

" Squatter sovereignty" was going it quite
extensively in the Kansas Territory. Pioneers
had appeared and staked out their claims ona the Nemahah, and in the neighborhood of Fort

Leavenworth great numbers of entries had
been made.

Capt. Steptoe's command of U. S. troops was
getting along very well, although there had
been some sickness among them. His orders
are for Oregon.

i O C•tEr.L PLsACEs-Trial of the Strength ojs Bridges.-A large number of gentlemen aseem

bled, on the afternoon of the 11th inst., at the
Crystal Palace, to witness an exhibition ol
strength of two models of bridges which have
been for some time displayed at that place.
The models were perfect in their construction;
being, in every particular except as to size, like
a practical bridge. They were the Arch Truce
Bridge, invented by Henry Lanergan, of Bos-

I ton, and the UncleSam, invented !by Hammond
Howe, of Cincinnati. They were models of
bridges of 450 feet span. The models were
about sixteen feet span, and the sides about a
foot high. Both were constructed of white
pine, and presented a very attractive appear-
ance. The Uncle Sam model weighed sixty-four
pounds, and the Arch Truss sixty-one pounds.
The inventor of the former had announced that
his model would sustain twice the weight of the
latter, or be broken in the attempt. The weight
on the Arch Truss was from time to time in
oreased until 8004# pounds were put upon it.
The weight on the Uncle Sam was then increased
to 6016 pounds. For a few moments the bridge
sustained this immense pressure-nearly a hun-
dred times its own weight-but soon after the
timbers broke. Subsequently, about five hun-
dred pounds weight more was added to the
pressurc on the Arch Truss bridge, but without
its breakinug it. Its strength was not tested
further. In the Arch Truss bridge there are
fewer timbers than in the Uncle Sam; and, from
what can be learned, the Uncle Sam bridge
old exceed the other in the cost of construn-

QUIcx ADMINISRaTION OF JuSTICE.-Sebas.-
tian lMurasky was caught in George Pendleton's
house, on the Lebanon Road, about three miles
from the city, at about three o'clock Saturday
morning, committing a burglary. He was
brought to town, examined before Squire Rowe.
camp,held over to appear before the Grand Jury,
which is now in session, and indicted by that
body for the crime. He was then arraigned
before the Criminal Court, plead not guilty, was
tried, convicted by the Jury and sentenced to
five years imprisonment in the State Prison at
Columbus. All this happened in nine hours
after he was detected in his crime. The Sheriff
started with him for Columbus on Saturday af-
ternoon, and if no accident occurs on the way,
he will be doing the State service at a distance
of a hundred and twenty miles within sixteen
hours after he was caught in his burglary.

The potato crop, which is one of the great
staples of the Ohio valley, now promises almost
beyond any former parallel. The cool, damp
weather, during the early part of the season,
proved unusually favorable to the potato crop.

Owing to the increased number of acres that
have been put under cultivation, and the scar-
city and high price of labor, it will require all
the mighty energies of the farmer, aided by the
new and improved agricultural machinery of
the various kinds, to secure the abundant
harvest.

A tri-weekly line of mail stages has been es-
tablished to run from Montevalo, the head of
the Selma railroad, to Whitesburg, on the Ten-
nessee river.
