By the arrival, on Tuesday last, of the steam-

ship Black Warrior at Mobile, from New York
via Havana, we have some news of interest.
Her dates from Havana are to the 10th inst.:

Sh3 brings twenty-four passengers from New
York and Havana, having left twenty-three at
the latter place. Nothing of interest was stir-
ring at Havana.

A small steamboat belonging to the Nicaragua
Transit Company of New York, bound for San
Joan, was lost off Cape San.Antonio on the 11th
inst. Officers and crew saved.

A large number of American ships were in
Havana loading. Freights were very good..

The Black Warrior, on her voyage from New
York to Havana, encountered very strong gales,
with heavy head seas.

The steamer J. C. Lee, of the Nicaragua
Transit Company, was lost on the 3d inst. at
sea, about sixty miles from Cape San Antonio,
in consequence of the explosion of her boiler.
The officers and crew took to the boats, the
mate and four seamen in one boat reaching the
Cape, whence they were taken to Havana by
the Spanish revenue schooner Habanero; the
captain and six men in the other boat steered
for a brig that was in sight, and which proba-
bly took them up. No lives were lost by the
explosion.

The Cadiz correspondent of the Diario de la
.lMarina, under date of 12th of June, says:

"The reinforcements preparing for Cuba will
not go off so soon as was anticipated, for the
troops that were to compose them have not even
arrived here, except in very small numbers,
nor have the vessels of war that, under the first
orders of the Government, were to form the
fleet, made their appearance. The sailing ves-
sels may arrive to-morrow, as they have been
detained for some days by contrary winds in the
Straits of Gibraltar. The steamship Francisco
de Asias must first go to England for repairs
upon her hull and bottom, and this will take
her some time. I doubt if the steamer Volcano
can be got ready in time to send to Cuba, as she
is now at Ferrol, where she has to go into dock
for important repairs; so that the only disposa-
ble steamship is the Conda de Regla; which runs
cs a mail ship to your port. Great activity has
been ordered in the dock-yards In the building
and repairing of vessels."

The Diario is very eulogistic on Judge Camp-
bell, but expresses the opinion that he is not
well supported in this country in his doctrine.

The yellow fever continues to be very violent
at Havana. A private letter says that it may
have subsided somewhat among the foreign re-
sidents, as the writer had not been asked to a
funeral for two days, but that it was very pre-
valent among the shipping.

EXAMINATION OF THE COMaSITOro CIHARGED
wian Cosssi'tacr.-Walter W. Bell, Samuel iH.
Breinheizcer, William H. Woolley and John
Reeves, compositors, charged with conspiracy
to injure the business of Mr. William Blirney,
proprietor of the Evening Register, in the city
of Philadelphia, had a hearing a few days ago
before Alderman Kenny. William B. Reed and
Henry M. Philips, Esqs., appeared for the
prosecution, and Richard Vaux, Esq., for the
defence. The following is the result;

Mr. Wm. Birney was sworn, and testified
that he is the proprietor of the paper called the
Evening Register. On last Sunday morning a
committee from the compositors employed in
this office waited upon him, and told him that
they had concluded to throw up their situations
in his establishment. The foreman of the com-
posing room, Mr. W. W. Smith, however, re-
mained at work. On Monday morning, while
Mr. Birney and Mr. Smith were in the office, a
party of members of the Union, comprising the
persons accused, entered and threatened that if
Mr. Smith did not quit work he would be pro-
scribed by the Union; and added that the
Union would ruin any man that worked for Mr.
Birney. They retired, and Mr. Smith, evi-
dently much agitated, followed them. The
same evening Mr. Birney had an interview with
Mr. Smith, in which the latter consented to go
to work the next morning. But in the morning
he did not appear, and a note was received,
stating that he could not come. In reply to a
question from Mr. Philips, Mr. Birney stated
that the committee that had waited upon him
had given as the reason of their action a regu-
lation adopted by the Union, prohibiting its
members from working in any office where girls
were employed. Mr. Birney further testified
that he saw the man called John Reeves enter
the press-room and speak to Mr. Cline, the mail
clerk, and Mr. Cline afterward told him that
the man had attempted to bribe him to cut the
rope by which the form was lowered.

Mr Jonathan Cline testified that he was em-
ployed as a mail clerk in the Register office;
that on last Monday afternoon a man came
down into the press-room; said that he was a
member of the Union; that he did not want to
" pi" a form, but that he would like to see a
hand or rope cut; and he wanted Cline to cut
the rope, promising that he should be well paid.
lie could not identify Reeves as the man who
spoke to him.

Mr. Birney said he was perfectly positive that
Reeves was the man he saw go down into the
press-room and speak to the mail clerk.

Here the testimony rested. Messrs. Bell,
Breinheizer, Woolley and Reeves were each held
in $200 to answer at the Court of Quarter Ses-
sions the charge of conspiracy, and Reeves was
also held in $500 to keep the peace.

THE SUICIDE IN EAST AoINGtTON.-In addition

to the particulars published in the Journal, re-
lative to the suicide of Mr. Nash and Miss
Sampson in East Abington yesterday morning,
we learn that the deceased were seen walking
together, apparently in a contemplative mood,
between the hours of 1 and 2 o'clock yesterday
morning, on the margin of the pond in which
they were subsequently found drowned. The
following is a copy of a letter left by Miss
Sampson, in her chamber in Stoughton:

STOUGHTON.
Mfy Dear Friend : It is with my right mind

that I write these lines and also that which I
am going to do. I am tired of this world, and
so is my own dear friend, so I must say that to-
morrow morning I shall be in another world;
but, dear friend, I thank you for your kindness
towards me which has been very great. Call
on my spirit.

Our bodies will be found in E. Abington pond
where my own dear companion will accompany
me to another world; life may be sweet to you
but I must go where my own love goes; tell
Mr. Morton I thank him also for hiskindness.
My best wishes I leave to all the children. I
did not dream of this this morning, but please
send this to aunt Chloe which I leave and some
of them will come here and get what I left
money I leave to get them here, it is with pain
that 1 start from here but I must say good bye.

My aunt Chloe and sisters I now leave this
world to yourselves which Ihopeyou will enjoy,
don't think of me only that I have gone with my
companion to rest and to meet my Father I
hope; here are my rings and his in my trunk
but all of you need not think you have led me
to this, it is my own self. Mother I hope you
will think of Father and me, so good bye. Aunt
Chloe I have not forgotten your kindness which
I guess none of us will doubt; don't think of
me, good bye Maddy and Jenny. We sign our

STOLEN MONEY RETUnNED.-The $14,000
stolen recently from the banking house of Bel-
mont & Co., New York, was returned on the
13th in an envelope through the Post-office.
The Chief of Police had been engaged since the
robbery was effected in endeavoring to ascer-
tain who was the guilty party, and after an in-
vestigation was led to believe that the Cashier
of the firm was the offender. He was accor-
dingly arrested, and when taken before the
Chief frankly confessed his guilt, stating in ex-
tenuation that he had been led into specula-
ting in stocks, had used the money of the firm
for that purpose, had lost a large amount by
his operations, and that his cash account was
deficient. He took $14,000 not to keep, but to
supply the deficiency in his cash, thinking
thereby that his unfortunate and dishonest op-
perations with his employees' funds wound be
concealed. He is about 30 years of age, of a
gentlemanly appearance, and has a wife resi-
ding in New Jersey. The Chief of Police or-
dered his detention until a further examination
should take place.
