The huge electric cable for the Mediterranean
submarine telegraph measures 120 miles in

length, comprising six conducting copper wires,
each coated with solution, impervious to wet,
again covered with hemp, etc., and the whole
protected by galvanized iron wire of immense
strength, the entire mass weighing nearly 1000
tons. The cable will be run out to Cape Corse,
in Corsica, a distance of one hundred and ten
miles, the remaining ten miles being allowed
for the depth it has to traverse. Land electric
wires are being laid down the entire breadth of
Corsica to the Straits of Bonifacie, and a second

cable, one hundred and fifty miles long, is in
the course of construction, to be submerged
across these waters to reach the shores of Sar-
dinia. From there, on the opposite point of the
island, a third cable is to be laid down to. the
coast of Africa to Tunis.

RUAIOAD rIOT.--An Irish riot ocurred a
few days ago on the railroad near Fredericks-
burg, Va., in which a man named Joseph Ash-
ton was killed. Several arrests have been
made.

Unamowc WREcK.-An American builtvessel,
of about eighty tens, timber laden, with main-
mast gone by the deck, foremast about ten feet
above the deck, was boarded the 18th of June,
in lat. 84 deg. north, long. 48 deg. west., and

was found to be derelict, water-logged and
covered with barnacles, by the Albert, Care,
arrived at Falmouth, England.

ANorTuse INFERNAL MACHINE.-Some joker
sent recently to the Gazette office, in Cincinnati,
a certain box, which was at once suspected to
contain a bomb, and was opened with extreme
care, when it was found to be filled with gravel
rolled in brown paper. A bundle of matehes
and a cigar were placed on top of the gravel.
The result of the examination gave great relief
to all parties.

CwP- POBTAGE.-We have from recent Par-
liamentary papers a full exhibit of the workings
of the cheap postage system in Great Britain.
The penny postage plan was adopted in the year
1889, and went into operation in 1840. The
first year's operations of the reduced rates pro-
duced a profit of 500,789 against 1,633,764
for the prior year. The new order of things
has gone on from year to year, until now we
find that the letters mailed have increased 500
per cent. between 1889 and 1858, vis: being
82,000,000 in 1889 and 410,000,000 in 1858, and
the increase is still going on.

ANOTMeR Row BETWEaN ToH NATIVES AND
IssH.-On the night of the 18th instant, a riot
and fight took place on Main street, Buffalo, be-
tween the Americans and Irish, in consequence
of street-preaching, which had been going on for
several days. The preacher had taken up his
quarters at the Ameritan House, and on the
night in question a large number of Irishmen
assembled opposite the American House, calling
on the preacher to come out. A fight quickly
sprung up, and seven or eight Irishmen's heads
were broken, but no one was killed. Five
Irishmen were arrested and fined $25 each.
The preacher was to hold forth again shortly,
and anoth'er row was expected.

ENcLies DrsvTusT or AUSTRIA.-The Liver-
pool Times of the let of July says:

The position assumed by Austria at the pres-
ent crisis is looked upon by many with distrust
and suspicion, and not without reason; and the
belief is not confined to a few, that her junc-
ture with the Western Powers at the eleventh
hour was fw the purpose of befriending the
Emperor of Russia, and repaying the services
of the latter in 1848. However, the attention
of the people of England and France is directed
to both Austria and Prussia, and no vacillation
will be permitted on the part of either. It is
to be hoped that Austria will assume an inde-
pendent attitude, and assist the Western Pow-
ers in inflicting such punishment on the Czar as
will assure the world of a permanent and hon-
orable peace.

iSiorriso BEAXMN AT CcAnsToxo. - The
"skippers" of Charleston, S. C., have a novel
way of shipping a crew. It is done by hauling
their vessels out into the stream, getting men
on board by false pretences and detaining them
until the sailing of the vessel, when they are
set to work. This amounte to impressment. A
case of this kind occurred recently, when the
man thus deceived, on attempting to escape,
was shot in the side by the mate. The chances
are rather against the recovery of the unfor-
tunate man, but the mate is in limbo, and will
pay dearly for carrying out bad instructions.

Nsw KIND OF PAVE[cEr.-Preparations are
making oppoiote the Post-office in Nassau street,
New York,' for laying down a new iron pave-
ment. Each block is an iron spoked wheel,
about twelve inches in diameter. The upper
side of the spokes and periphery, which are to
form the surface of the street, are each about
an inch in thickness, tapering off to an eighth
of an inch at the bottom. These wheels are
about six inches deep, and when laid down side
by side upon the street presents the appearance
of an immense iron honey-comb. To afford
foot-hold for the horses, the surface of the iron
has been notched and cut into grooves. The
interstices are to be filled with gravel.

INDIANA STATE ANTI-NEanF oA CON ENTION.

The Indiana State Anti-Nebraeka Convention
assembled at Indianapolis on the 18th, and the
attendance was very large.

Judge Thomas Smith, an old line Democrat,
was chosen President, with a large number of
Vioe-Presidents and Secretaries.

A preamble and resolutions were adopted by
acclamation. They oppose the Nebraska bill
and the repeal of the Missouri Compromise,
pledge a general co-operation, without regard to
party predilections, against the extension of
slavery, in favor of a prohibitory Liquor Law,
and deprecate the action of the Democratic
Convention, which met at Indianapolis last May.

Heon. Henry Ellsworth, Ex-Governor Bell,
and other leading gentlemen, addressed the Con-
vention. Candidates for State officers were
nominated on the Anti-Nebraska principle.
After which the Convention adjourned with 13
cheers for Free-soil and Free-labor.

The resolution that the Senate on and after
Monday meet daily at eleven o'clock, was
adopted

Mr. Chase said : Some days since I gave no-
tice of my intention to ask leave to introduce a
bill to prohibit slavery in, the territories. I
now present the bill, and ask that leave.

The bill was then read for the first time by
its title.

Mr. Chase resumed-The bill which I have
just introduced is very brief. It enacts that
there shall be neither slavery nor involuntary
servitude, otherwise than in the punishment of
crime, in any Territory in the United States.
Its words of prohibition are those proposed by
Jefferson in 1784, and their scope is the same.
In 1784 Jefferson proposed to prohibit slavery
in all the Territories of the United States, and
this bill proposes the same prohibition. The
prohibition of Jefferson was incorporated in the
ordinance of 1787, and this became a law
throughout the whole Territory then subject to
federal legislation. It was renewed in the act
for the admission of Missouri, and applied to
the other region west of the Mississippi and
north of 86 80. At this session this ancient
policy of prohibition has been reserved by the
repeal of the nighth section of the Missouri act.
The Kansas and Nebraska act substitutes the
policy of slavery-allowance for the policy of
slavery-prohibition. I have no wish to renew
the discussion of this great question at this
time. I merely wished to give notice, by the
introduction of this bill, that the legislation
which repeals the Missouri prohibition, and re-
verses the policy of Jefferson, is not acquiesced
in, and that there is a settled purpose in the
country to reinstate the prohibition and extend
it to all national territory. I do not ask thatit to all national territory. I 11 not asl to It
the bill shall be referred, nor do I invoke any
action upon it at this Session, now nearly ex-
pired. The Senate is fresh from the discussion
of the subject, and its decision is fixed. If I
shall have the honor of a seat here, at the next
Session, I propose to submit the bill to discus-
sion and vote. In the meantime, I invoke the
judgment of the people.

Mr. Jones, of Tennessee, said he wished the
Senator would place his bill in such a position
that it would be in order to move to lay it on
the table. He desired to make that motion, in
order that it might be seen how many Senators
there were for or in favor of such a measure.

Mr. Chase said that the bill would come up
to-morrow on its second reading, when the Sen-
ator could make such a motion, and have the
test vote he wanted.

Mr. Seward said that as the matter was likely
to come up to-morrow,'and as he expected to be
absent at the time, he desired now to say, that
if present, he would vote for the bill.

Mr. Jones: We all know that.
THE HOTES0TAD BILL.

The homestead bill was then taken up.
The question pending was on Mr. Chase's mo-

tien to amend the sixth section, by extending
the benefits of the bill to aliens hereafter arriv-
ing in the United States.

Mr. Stuart said he would vote against it, and
also against Mr. Clayton's motion to strike out
the sixth section. He would, however, suggest,
that if these amendments were voted down, he
would offer one, giving the homestead to foreign-
ers in those States only, where by State laws,
aliens were allowed to hold real estate; thus
leaving it open so each State to have, or exclude
aliens, as it may think proper.

Mr. Chase supported his amendment. He
could see no ground for making any distinction
between those foreigners now here, and those
to come hereafter.

Mr. Clay opposed the amendment, and it was
then rejected. Yeas 18, nays 86.

Mr. Dixon moved to amend the sixth section,
ho •trikino out the words " an individual"
and inserting in lieu thereof the words, " any
free white person."

Messrs. Jones, of Tennessee, Walker, Stuart,
Shields and others thought the bill as it now
stood confined the benefits of the section to white
persons. Under the laws of the United States,
no one but a white person could be naturalized.

Mr. Chase opposed the amendment because it
was unnecessary, and because it was unjust.

Mr. Cass said the section was understood dif-
ferently by several Senators, and to gain friends
for the bill and make that plain, which the
friends of the bill said it now conceded, he would
vote for the amendment.

Mr. Dixon earnestly insisted that under the
section, as it now stood, any foreigners who
were-black could obtain the possession of land
even without naturalization.

Mr. Bayard and Clayton both supported the
amendment, which was agreed to. Yeas 37,
nays 16.

Mr. Dixon moved further to amend the sixth
section by including the following :

" Provided that the benefits of this act shall
not extend to the chi'dren, heirs or devisees of
aliens born out of the United States, who are
twenty-one years of age, until they shall have
filed their declarations to become citizens of
the United States"

This was debated at considerable length and
adopted. Yeas 21, nays 20.

Mr. Brown moved to add to the sixth section
the following:

"Provided further, that any foreign born
person who shall fail to become a citizen of the
United States within six years after entering
upon the land, shall forfeit all rights under
this act."

Adopted by a vote of 87 yeas, 9 nays.
Mr. Benjamin moved to add this clause to the

sixth section:
" Any native born person of the age of six-

teen years and upwards, entering upon and
cultivating the same, shall be entitled to the
same benefits as other persons under the same
act."

Mr. Jones, of Tennessee, opposed this amend-
ment as one intended to kill the bill. He
earnestly besought all its friends to vote down
all amendments if they desired to effect its pas-
sage. IIe was utterly opposed to taking the
amendments offered by the avowed enemies of
the bill, who could not be induced to vote for it
under any circumstances. He asked where
was the Senator from Illinois in this contest.
That Senator had not said one word yet in de-
fence of the bill, but left him to contend the
host of its enemies

Mr. Douglas said he had not been unmindful
of the tactics displayed by the enemies of the
bill. But he was satisfied that the bill was not
to be carried by talking. The way to pass it
was for its friends to keep silent and vote.

The amendment was agreed to-yeas 26,
nays 20.

Mr. Clay moved an amendment to the effect
that no foreigner but a naturalized citizen could
enjoy the benefits of this act, unless he should
file at the land-office within sixty days the evi-
dence of his having declared his intentions of
becoming a citizen.

Messrs. Stuart and Wade opposed the amend-
ment, and Messrs. Slidell, Clay and Pratt sup-
ported it.

Pending the question, the Senate at 4 o'clock,
by a vote of yeas 33, nays 18, adjourned.

HousE.-Mr. Cumming, on leave, introduced
a bill authorizing the Post-master General to
enter into a contract with Christian Hanson, of
Brooklyn, for the transportation of the United
States mails from Brooklyn, in steamers of not
less than 2000 tons, to the continent of Europe,
via Plymouth, England, Antwerp, Rotterdam,
Bremerhaven, Gluckstadt, or the River Elbe,
near Hamburgh, in Holstein; and in steamers
of not less than 400 tons, from Gluckstadt via
Gottenburg in Sweden, to Christiana in Nor-
way, on the North Sea and Cattegat; and
from Kiel, on the Baltic, via Calmar, in Swe-
den, to St. Petersburg, Russia. Referred to
the Committee on Post-offices.

Mr. Cumming not wishing to consame the
time of the House, asked, and obtained leave to
print his remarks on the above subject.

Various private bills were reported and re-
ferred.

Mr. Gerrit Smith moved that the memorial of
the New York City Alliance, asking Congress to
give the corporation of Washington the power
to abolish the sale of intoxicating drinks, be
taken from the table and referred to the Com-
mittee of the Judiciary.

Mr. Walsh-I object, sir. (Laughter.)

NORTHmAST taD Soutawe• s BAILROa.- -At a
recent meeting of the directors of the above
named Railroad Company, the road was located
from Tuscaloosa to Eutw1.

This was done
mainly on the recommendation of the Chief En.

OHIO .TATE ANTI-NBsoRsxA CONVerrION.-
The Ohio State Anti-Nebraska Convention met
at Columbus on the 18th, nearly all the coun-
ties being represented by large numbers of del-
egates. Hon. B. F. Lester was chosen Presi-
dent, with Vice Presidents from all the Con-
gressional Districts. A preamble and resolu-
tions were adopted opposed to the extension of
slavery in Kansas and Nebraska, and to the re-
peal of the Missouri Compromise, pledging the
members to use every means in their power to
stay the progress of slavery, and in favor of
holding a general convention of the free States
on the subjeot. A committee was appointed to
confer with representatives of the other States
on this subject. Judge Spaulding, Judge Pro-
basso, and Gen. Eckley addressed the conven-
tion in favor of the resolutions.

On Thursday week a sale of noted race horses
took place at the Tattersalls stables, New York.
The principal interest in the sale was the an-
nouncement that the celebrated trotters Mae,
Tacony, Frank Forrester and Barnum would
be sold under the hammer. Mac was struck off
at $4100, to Mr. Mann, of Baltimore; Tacony
was sold for $3700, to Mr. J. G. Bevens, of New
York; Frank Forrester was sold to Mr. Mann,
also, who paid $2350 for him: Barnum was
withdrawn from the auction, he having been
sold at private sale during the morning for the
sum of $2750. Two mares, a bay and a black,
were put up, each being warranted to trot a
mile in 2:40, and together in 2:45. They were
sold for $1150.

The Rev. E. T. Baird, of the St. Louis Pres-
byterian, says: "He expects, Providence per-
mitting, to continue at his post till the first of
October, and thus finish out two years of the
most oppressive labor he ever underwent, and
the worst requited."

A letter from St. Thomas, West Indies, says:
"The English war steamer Devastation arrived
here on the 16th of June from Havana, in
search of two vessels that had left that port un-
der circumstances authorizing the suspicion
that they were to be documented here as Rus-
sian privateers. Nothing has been seen orheard
of them here. There is much apprehension felt
hereabouts by English and French vessels that
they may encounter privateers. The inter-co-
lonial steamers, which often carry large amounts
of specie, have taken special precautions against
such an emergency.

A young lady in New York committed asui
cide last week in consequence of being persecu-
ted by her brother for marrying a man that she
loved. After the marriage the brother threat-
ened to shoot his sister, and was very violent in
his conduct towards her. Driven to distraction,
the poor girl, in a thoughtlegs moment, commit-
ted the fearful sin of suicide. The brother, it is
said, has since lost his reason, and what the
husband must feel is beyond our comprehen.
