Unece on
deck, they shouted out to thelr esunwymen for
venpeance, and one drew forth o pistol and dis-
chorged it into the back of the boatswain; Lia
two compagivns then drew their knives and ran
winnck about the deck like demons, woundiog
all who fell in their way, The captain imme-
dintely ordered armsto be brought up; » silor
seized n muosket and transfized one of the Cir-
casgiane, while the other two monsters were
folled to the deck by s sturdy six-feet stoler,
The orew same up, wow armed, end the Cirens-
sians wera quickly dispszehed, but unfor
cunately rather lute, for they had already killed
ome man and wounded several others, of whom
twoare in s very dangerous etate.
