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The New York Journal of Commerce recom-
mends the prohibitioh of the sale in New York
of green or partially decayed fruite.

The measles is prevailing in Plaquemine,
Parish of Iberville, La., to an alarming extent,
attsoking ali•ages.

Among the. passengers of the Franklin were
twelve nuns from Italy, nine of them belonging
to the Order of Jesuits, and three to the Order
of the Sacred Heart.

A few days since, a party of twenty-three
Germans at work in a tannery in Cincinnati
psrtook'freely of the water from a well which,
some months previous, had been used as a re-
servoir for stagnant water. They were all
taken sick the next day, eleven of them died,
and several others were not expected to recover.

A brutal murder was committed in Washing-
ton City on the night of the 16th, owing to an
Irish family row. -A man named Keefe had his
head chopped literally to pieces with a hatoliet,
and died the next day. His wife and another
woman were also severely out with the same
instrument. Ihe perpetrator was arrested.

Thursday night, the 18th, the safe of the
Grand Trunk Railroad office, Montreal, was
opened, and money and securities to the amount
of $60,000 to $64,000 were taken. In the course
of the day several boxes, containing the securi-
ties, were found behind a fence, though a large
quantity, valueless to any but the owners, with
$1000 in notes of the Montreal Bank, were mis-
sing.

The Grand Jury of the United States Court
of Northern New York have found an indict.
ment under the sub-treasury law against Jacob
Richardson,ex-Collector of Customs at Oswego,
N. Y., who is a defaulter for $100,000. The
defalcation occurred two years ago. Mr. R. is
not to be found.

The Town Council of Marion, Ala., fixed the
license for retailing liquor at $1500 per annum,
thinking that this would prevent all applica-
tions. An enterprising individual was, how-
ever, about to open a shop even at this figure,
when the Councll met and raised the license to
$8000.

The Sumter Banner states that the scamp who
was arrested on the railroad cars near that
place some three weeks ago, on suspicion of
having committed various robberies in North
Carolina, sawed off the iron bars of the prison
window and made his escape. When arrested
his baggage was found stuffed with skeleton
keys.

The Huntsville (Ala.) Democrat understands
that the Directors of the Memphis and Charles.
ton Railroad have sold $400,000 of their 7 per
ceqt. bonds to their own stockholders and other
capitalists of the Tennessee Valley, on the
terms proposed by them.

Correspondence of the Baltimore Sun.
WASHINoGTON, July 19.

This being the most salubrious of all the
cities on the continent, Congress is tempted to
remain here during the summer. They might
find travel, in any direction, very hazardous
Here they are safe, and well employed. In
view of the fact that the necessities of the Gov-
ernment, and of those who are brought here by
connection with it, require that the city should
be supplied copiously with water, the Senate
will again appropriate half a million dollars to
continue the|Potomac acqueduct. The House,
being already "in a melting mood," will relent
and acquiesce.

If the history of Congress consists, as was
yesterday asserted, in members jumping up and
speaking all the time on every trivial subject,
the Cabinet history might be recorded as a
meeting and talking nearly every day, whether
upon important matters or not. Some wonder-
ful results are expected from the recently fre-
quent and long continued consultations of the
Cabinet. Whether a new scheme for the acqui-
sition of Cuba-a project for dispossessing
Great Britain of the whole of Oregon up to the
Russian line--or a batch of vetoes for the main-
tenance of the doctrines of '96, are on foot, we
shall soon see. Perhaps, however, the mystery
will be solved by a final decision on some small
question of local patronage.

The opinion gains ground that the President
will veto the River and Harbor bill, whether it
be confined to the estimates, and to works be-
gun, or not. He is not committed in favor even
of works that have been estimated for.

The Senate declined going into Executive ses-
sion this morning, and took up the Texas bill,
which promises to be a fruitful subject of de-
bate. The bill allows eight and a half millions
for the bonds secured by a pledge of duties on
imports on certain conditions. The creditors
are quite willing to except the bill, though it
will not pay their claims in full.

Congress is determined to be liberal to Cali-
fornia. The House voted to-day nearly a mil-
lion of dollars for suppressing Indian hostilities
in that State, and the Senate amendments to
the general appropriation bill contain over half
a million more for the promotion of California
interests. Yours, etc. ION.

THE MmN RIFLE.-A Paris correspondent of
the Washington Union thus speaks of Major
Minie and his rifles:

"I spent yesterday at Vincennes,with 'Com-
mandant' (Major) Minie, the celebrated inven-
tor of the' Minise rifle,' and, after much agreea-
ble and instructive conversation, was shown
into his little workshop, where he personally
fabricates the different arms which he invents
and improves upon. He is eminently a prac-
tical man, though of a high order of inventive
genius. The American ordnance department, I
am informed, are now making experiments with
his carbine, which was placed in their posses-
sion, if I am correctly informed, some years
ago, and which is acknowledged to be the best
arm for infantry yet used in the field. Since
that pattern, however, was sent over, Major
Minie has made great improvements in the arm,
and I hope to see the improved weapon intro-

oluced, and, indeed, to be instrumental in its
introduction into the army and volunteer regi-
ments of the United States. With Colt's pistol,
the improved Minie rifle, the ' gun Napoleon,'
and the ' American Columbian,' we can, in three
months, arm and bring into the field an effective
army of a million of men, already half soldiers
in their knowledge of fire-arms, for offence oc
defence, and the ax and spade for roads and
fortifications; and this can always be done as
long as West Point and our little army are kept
up and cherished as the depositors of military
information for the nation, while our more for-
tunate fellow-citizens are pursuing the more
attractive and remunerative pursuits of peace."

DISTRESSING SUIoIDE.-The Parkersburg (Va.)
News says Mrs. James, wife of Lemuel James,
was found dead, on Friday morning, by her
father, immediately outside the door of her
house, a short distance below the mouth of Bull
Creek, with two large and deep gashes cut in the
side of her throat, which caused her death. It
is thought she committed the deed herself, as
she avowed her intention recently to put an end
to her life. She leaves a large family of chil-
dren.

SCALDED TO DEATH.--Martha E. Frost, a
child four years of age, was scalded to death a
few days ago in New York by falling backwards
into a kettle of hot water.

A little son of Mrs. Pate, aged three years,
fell into a tub of hot water and died on the same
Jay in New York.

SuIclD. - A man named Abraham Van
Wyck, a native of Poughkeepsie, committed sui-
oide in New York, on the 19th inst., by swallow-
ing a large dose of laudanum, while laboring
under a temporary fit of insanity.

LARGE RATTLEnA.AK. - A rattlesnake was
killed on the farm of Ephraim Bee, in Dod-
iridge county, Ohio, a few days ago, which
measured five feet ten inches in length, seven
inches in circumference, and weighed nine and
three-fourths pounds.

WEATHiR, CROPS, ETC.
The weather continues oppressively hot, and

but for an ocopsional shower of rain to cool the
atmosphere a little, we should stand a pretty
fair chance of being converted into salamanders,
or-soap grease. On last Sunday evening, the
16th inst., we had one of the heaviest rains,
accompanied With considerable wind, that we
recollect ever to have seen fall; the wind did no
further damage, however, than to blow down
the corn in places.

From all we have heard, and from our own
limited observation, we hesitate not to express
it as our opinion that there will be the heaviest
corn crop made in this section that has been
made within the memory of the " oldest inhabi-
tant." The cotton crop, however, is not so
promising, owing to the late spring and the
large quantity of rain which fell in the month
of June, making it some two or three weeks more
backward than usual. Nothing, ie think,
short of a very late fall and the most propitious
seasons from this time forward, will insure even
an average crop. [Greensboro' (Ala.) Beacon.
21st instant.

The wheat in Missouri is said to promise the
largest yield known for many years. The Mil-
waulkee Sentinel also says, " there could not
by any possibility be a better prospect for the
wheat crop in Wisconsin."

The Points Coupee (La.) Echo of the 22d inst.
says:

"The westher has lately been highly favor-
able to every description of crop in this region.
The health of the Pasish also continues very
good. Nothing has occurred to relieve the
monotony of which we complained in our last
number."

The Plaquemine (Iberville, La.) Gazette of
the 22d inst. says:

" On Wednesday last we had a fine refreshing
shower, with rather too much wind to suit
planters. In some parts of the Parish the cane
and corn crops look remarkably well; yet we
have heard it asserted by gentlemen who should,
from the nature of their calling, be well in-
formed, that the crops will be at least one-third
short this year. We hope, whether full or
short, that sugar and molasses may command
bettsr prices.

"P. S.--Since the above was in type, we
have been credibly informed that this slight
storm has proved very destructive to the corn
and cane in-this parish."

The St. Francisville (La.) Chronicle of the
22d inst. says:

"We have had showers daily for a week past,
much to the gratification and comfort of our
towns-folk, but greatly to the annoyance and
distress of the cotton planter. Such incessant
rains have a lendency to create rot and cause
the plant to shed its forms. Our people enjoy
unprecedented good health."

The Anderson (S. C.) Advocate of the 19th
inet. has the following:
"HARD RuN.-And why should we not be

hard run for editorial, when the weather is up
to the melting point-too hot to write, and too
hot to do any thing but sit in the shade-and
too hot to do that with any degree of comfort ?
Oh, for a cool place, or a vast 'contiguity of
shade ' and oh for a good shower of rain to lay
the dust, to make corn grow, and help our feel-
ings ! Corn will be worth a dollar a bushel, if
we are not favored with a shower soon. It is
bringing in our village, at this time, from 70 to
721 cents."

Why don't some of the good people of Ander-
son "raise thewind" and buy a "Juba" to fan
the editor of the Advocate. Would not one of
the "pleasure ridet" he recommends, stir up
enough breeze to cool him ?

The St. Louis Republican of the 19th instant
says:

" The gardens, and every thing else in this
neighborhood, are literally parched up, and
should the present hot and dry weather con-
tinue, the entire crop will prove a failure. Yes-
terday the heat was intensely great, ranging
from 98 to 100 degrees. About 9 o'clock at night
a breeze sprung up which somewhat mitigated
its intensity, and afforded some little comfort "

No RAI:.--Some ten days ago we had reason
to hope that our farmers' fears would be die.
pelled by refreshing showers, the promise of
which we then had; but alas! our joy is turned
into sadness; the weather has continued warm
and dry. The whole district is suffering dread-
fully, and our village gardens unmistakeably
betoken a short crop of vegetables.

We were told by an intelligent farmer on
Monday, that if we had rain now, not half a
crop o~f corn could be made in this district.
[Lancaster (S. C.) Ledger.

The
weather is not so hot as it was ten days since,
but still very warm.

The shot
entered the upper portion of the body, producing
instant death. The distressed brother immedi-
ately gave the alarm to the nearest neighbors,
and medical aid was procured with much
promptness, but too late, as the little fellow's
spirit had winged its way to another and
brighter world long before any physician ar-
rived."

SuIcmDE.-We learn from the Abingdon Vir-
ginian that Mr. James R. Pepper, of Roanoke
county, committed suicide last Sunday week at
Cumming's hotel in Abington, by cutting his
throat with arazor.

It Is to stand in some
central place, is to have rail oars propelled by
steAm to its top, is to be furnished with attrac-
tions inside of great value, is to serve as a light
house, giving out, by a peculiar seientific ar-
rangement, a light which may be seen a hun-
dred miles at sea, etc. Several men ofoelebrity
in this city have been consulted as to the feasi-
bility of the enterprise, and, after hearing the
whole arguments pro and con, unanimously
pronounced in favor of the enterprise. [New
York Sun.

The famous but unfortunate vessel known as
the Great Republio, bought by N. B. Palmer
for $28,250, is to be immediately rebuilt, the
work having been already commenced at Green
Point, New York. She will have but three
decks and three masts, instead of four, as first
built, and will be capable of carrying from
3,000 to 3,500 tons. The cost of rebuilding her
will be somewherebetween $100,000 and $125,-
000. She will be employed in the China trade,
under her original name. The length and mo-
del will remain unchanged. In sixty or seventy
days she will be ready for sea.

The melancholy loss of the fine vessel City of
Glasgow, the Philadelphia papers state, has
plunged the families of some of the officers and
crew of the ship in the deepest distress. They
have been and are still suffering psany pri-
vations. It is proposed, therefore, to raise a
fund for their relief, to be entrusted to Messrs.
Richardson, Brothers & Co., of Liverpool, for
distribution.

The Captain of the steamship Franklin,
ashore on Long Island, in writing to the own.
ers, says :

" We must have been set with N. N. W. cur-
rents twenty-five miles on Long Island. We
passed twenty-five miles outside of Nantucket.
I sounded until I passed it, and had muddy bot-
tom. I pursued the same course I have every
voyage, never coming within twenty miles of
the island. When we struck I found the cur-
rent running two-and-a-half knots on shore."

There we no hopes of saving the vessel.

STeSa FIRE MACnsNEs.-The New York Com-
mon Council committee, appointed to inquire
into the practicability of reorganizing the New
York Fire Department, and substituting the
steam engines similar to those now in use in
Cincinnati, have visited that city, and after
witnessing the operation of those engines, ex-
press themselves well pleased with them. They
say that the working of those engines exceeds
any thing of the kind they ever saw, and re-
commend them to be brought into use in New
York.

The sturgeon fishery is carried on very exten-
sively in the rivers of New England, a part of
the fish being much used in the manufacture of
isinglas, and the spawn being used by a German
in the manufacture of a condiment called ca-
viare, a great luxury in Europe, whither it is
exported. This, however, is but an imitation
of the real "caviare," which is made of the
spawn of some other and rarer fish in Europe.

It is stated that in San Joaquin county, Cali-
fornia, a Mr. Martin has raised some oats. the
stalks of which are as large as a man's little
finger, and each head of grain is a foot and a
half in length.

SINGULAR ACCIDENT AT LAWRENCEBURG. L.-
Mr. C. W. Temple, telegraph operator at that
point, met with a somewhat singular accident
on Saturday last. Just after dinner he re-
turned to his office, and noticing that a storm
wrs coming up, took the usual precaution to de-
tach the wires from the instruments. He then
seated himself in a large arm-chair, after which
he was unconscious of what transpired, until a
little before three o'clock, when he came to, and
found himself lying upon the floor. After seve-
ral efforts, he got up; thought he had been
asleep upon the floor; felt sick and weak;
passed down into the drug store, and asked for
something to strengthen him. They told him
that he was as pale as a corpse, and had some
scare on his face; that he must have been
shocked by the lightning. After a little exam-
ination, he found that such had really been the
case. He found his left arm much blistered
and burned, and the skin broken in several
places. His flannel shirt had several holes
burned in it; and the fact of its having been damp
with sweat at the time is the only supposable
reason why it did not take fire. It was found
that the lightning had struck him on the left
side of the face, and followed down his left arm,
and passed off at the elbow. Its zig-zag course
could be easily traced. Before the storm, the
wires leading into the office were stretched
tight; after it, they were e xpanded two or
three inches, so as to belery slack. [Oincin-
nati Gazette, 14th.
