prior to the issuing of the patent therefor."

Mr. Chase moved to amend the motion by
striking out the word " contracted." Agreed
to-yeas 28, nays 14.

Mr. Brown offered a substitute for the first
section of the bill. That one quarter-section of
the vacant and unappropriated public lands,
according to the following scale, viz: Lands
which have been offered for sale for five years
at one dollar per acre, lands offered for ten
years at seventy-five cents, twenty years at
twenty-five cents, and twenty-five years at
twelve and a half cents, payable at the expira-
tion of five years or sooner, at the option of the
purchaser. Lost-Yeas 25, nays 26.

Mr. Clay and Mr. Adams offered several
amendments, all of which were rejected.

Mr. Mason offered an amendment providing
that nothing in this act shall be construed as
extending to lands lying north-west of the river
Ohio, and ceded to the United States by the
Commonwealth of Virginia, which under the
deed of cession were to be held by the General
Government as a common fund for general
benefit.

Messrs. Case, Pettit and Badger opposed it,
and Messrs. Mason, Dawson and Toombs sup-
ported it.

Mr. Clayton, at 4 o'clock, moved as a test
question, that the bill be laid on the table
Lost, yeas 24, nays 27.
Messrs. Wade and. Seward paired off with

Messrs. Cooper and Norton, against it.
Mr. Badger moved for an adjournment. Car-

The President is
authorized to cause to be procured, by purchase
or otherwise, suitable sites for buildings for
court-houses and post-offices in those cities,
and to submit plans and estimates of the same
to Congress.

The bill was passed.
The House resumed consideration of the bill

repealing so much of the law of August, 1852,
as makes a reduction of 50 per cent. on the
postage of newspapers and periodicals, when
pre-paid.

Mr. Elliott concluded his remarks in opposi-
tion to the bill.

Mr. Dickinson moved to lay it on the table.
Carried, yeas 74, nays 67.
The House then went into Committee of the

Whole on the Army Appropriation bill.
Mr. Faulkner (Va.) offered an amendment

providing certain moneys for repairs and im-
provements in new machinery at Harper's Ferry
shall be expended under the direction of a
superintendent who shall hereafter be appointed.

During the debate Mr. Keitt, of South Caro-
lina, moved an amendment providing the Super-
intendent shall be a practical mechanic, and
shall not have held a political office It ap-
pears, he said, that the Know-Nothings have
amazed and terrified the Democracy, and they
are now driven from the embrace of foreigners
and take the mechanics to their arms.

He wanted the Democracy
to carry out their principles, but he was afraid
they would carry themselves out before they do
+i~nh rT.,.,,.-l.-

Mr. Letcher, of Virginia, remarked the infer-
ence of the gentleman was that military men
have no politics: but are not the President,
Secretary of War, and Attorney General politi
cians? [Laughter.] It is notorious after the
Mexican war nearly one-third of the members
of the Itouse were military men.

Mr. Keitt: I took gentlemen at their word,
and now they must not attempt to get round it.

Mr. Letcher said it was remarkable his friend
from South Carolina, notwithstanding his
amendment, had heretofore argued on the mili-
tary side of the question. When he undertakes
to exclude men from office who have no politics,
he must go elsewhere to find them.

Mr. Keitt: I argued if civilians were ap-
pointed to the superintendence of armories,
they would be under the control of politicians.

Mr. Letcher: Then if so, why make a fuss
about it ? Army officers are as much politi-
cians as civilians, and what is the use of talking
about broken down politicians ?

Mr. Stanton, of Kentucky: During forty-
seven years that civil 'superintendents had the
control of the armories, no man was removed for
political opinions, and they either died in office
or resigned.

Mr. Craige, of North Carolina: I rise to a
point of order.

Mr. Letcher : The gentleman makes disorder
unnecessary. If ?e thought yesterday none but
military superintendents should be appointed,
how can he advocate civil superintendents
to-day ?

Mr. Keitt: According to the determination
of the House, we should not make the word of
promise to the ear and break it to the hope.

Mr. Letobher: I take it for granted the civil-
ians who may be appointed to the armories will
be as competent as military men.

The amendment was rejected.
A full debate took place upon various amend-

ments, and without coming to a conclusion on
the bill the Committee rose and the House ad-
journed.

The following incident, connected with the
opening of the Charles River Bridge, is related:

"Lady Haley, an English lady of rank, who
was in Boston about the time the bridge was
finished, offered to pay the sum of500 guineas
to be allowed to cross the bridge in her carriage
before the ceremony of its dedication to public
travel.

This acquaintange
continued for some months, du•lng which ide
became much attached to her lover, and it was
only terminated' when Miss J-'. father sent
the lady and a younger sister to finish their ed-
ncation at a seminary in Granville, Licking
county, Ohio, conducted by Mr. Sanford.
Whether it was that the lovers corresponded,
or Sntliffe had learned the whereabouts of his
mistress through some other channel, we can-
not say, but, eighteen months after her arrival
at theweminary, the prisoner made his appear-
ance there, and the intimacy was renewed,
Whatever representations he made to Miss John-
son, he prevailed on her to 9y with him from
the seminary, and under pretence of taking her
to Philadelphia,jwhere he promised to marry
her, he brought the lady to this city.

They arrived here on Friday night, put up at
the ", Riley Hotel," on Grant street, where he
introduced the girl as his cousin, and remained
there till Sunday night, when Mr. Riley, learn-
ing some of the facts of the case, and fearing
that the fellow intended seducing the girl, and
perhaps placing her in one of those fashionable
brothels which abound in Philadelphia, ordered
him to leave the house. Herefused at first; but
constable Rea was called in, and his presence
deterred the fellow from offering any further
opposition to the will of the landlord. The
girl, hearing of his conduct, became alarmed
for' her safety, and opening her eyes to the
gulf of misery which she had escaped, desired to
be sent back to the Seminary. The prisoner
was arrested at her request, and the mayor,
after hearing the girl's story and learning that
the prisoner had actually disposed of part of
her jewelry, and attempted to gain possession
of the remainder, ordered him to leave town in
six hours, else he would send him to the Hill as
a vagrant.

The prisoner protested his innocence at great
length, and declared that he intended making
the girl his wife; but the guilt of his intentions
was too apparent, and the Mayor declared that
when the hour arrived he would carry his word
into effect if he were to be found in the city.
Miss J- is a handsome, pleasing young wo-
man about seventeen years of age and very well
educated. She will be sent back to the semin-
ary to-day.

Since writing the above, we learn that Sut-
liffe refusing to comply with the order of the
Mayor, was arrested and committed to jail in
default of $2000, to appear at the next term of
the Criminal Court, and answer a charge of at-
tempting to abduct Miss J- , for the purpose
of placing her in a house of prostitution.

FUGITIVE SLAVE CASE IN LASALLE. -The

editor of the LaSalle Union City, who evidently
believes in nigger-stealing, gives the following
account in his paper of the 15th inst. :

"Considerable excitement was created in this
city, upon the arrival of the steamer Garden
City, from St. Louis, on Thursday evening, by
an attempt to arrest two colored men, who came
up on the boat, on their way North. The 'pro-
perty' were provided with free papers, but not-
withstanding this fact, their pursuers proceeded
to arrest them upon a lying pretence that they
were horse-thieves, at the come time alleging
that their free papers were forgeries. The
benevolent design of returning the fugitives to
Southern slavery was, however, frustrated by
the interference of bystanders, who 'pitched
into' the kidnappers with a good will. Several
pistol shots were fired, blows exchanged, and
brickbats brought into requisition. One of the
pursuers was struck to the ground by a stone,
but no one was seriously injured. The fugi-
tives were triumphantly iescued, entertained at
the Hardy House, and the next morning left,
en route for Chicago. We understand that at
Ottawa the kidnappers made a second attempt
to seize th!e travelers, but were prevented by the
authorities. It is supposed that a telegraphic
dispatch has been sent to Chicago, that officers
may be in readiness to make an arrest upon the
arrival of the train from Ottawa. We hope that
there is manliness enough in Chicago to prevent
the execution of this deed, and to administer a
rebuke to the blood-hounds that will not soon be
forgotten."

AccDENT. -We learn, says the Augusta (Ga.)
Constitutionalist, of the 21st inst., that Mr.
Wm. T. Dortic was injured yesterday after-
noon by the accidental bursting of a pistol in
his hands, while engaged in loading it. The
charge passed through his left hand, and he will
probably lose the little finger from the second
joint.

Moses & Lee,of that city, have sold $1700 worth
of peaches, apples and pears in the short period
of seventeen days. They find a market in Co-
lumbus, Macon, Savannah, Apalachicola, Bos-
ton and New York, and are now preparing an
orchard of 2500 trees to supply the New Orleans
markets, on the opening of the Girard and
Mobile Railroad.

Hen-
derson, of that place. A difficulty arose be-
tween Hend rson and Ireland, keeper of a small
grocery in Northport, and in the course of it,
the latter inflicted two severe wounds upon
Henderson with a knife, which resulted in his
death on Saturday evening last. The affair
will no doubt undergo investigation. We speak
of it at present without being acquainted with
its details.

We have not heard
any cause assigned for the rash act, except that
of late he has manifested symptoms of unsound-
ness of mind. He was a widower, and he leaves
an interesting daughter to mourn his untimely
end."
