SEgxsraL-Mr. Stuart introduced a joint re-.

solution confirming certain locations of military
land warrants in Michigan. Considered and,
passed.

Mr. Hunter moved to take up the Civil and
Diplomatic bill.

Mr. Owin said that it was for the Senate to
decide whether the Homestead bill was to be
passed now or postponed till the next session.
Let a vote be taken on that issue.

Mr. Walker said he was satisfied that tha
Homestead bill, as it came from the Honse,
could not pass the Senate. He proposed that
the Senate take up that bill and vote on the
several proposed substitutes. This could be
done in a few minutes.

Mr. Clay said he hoped that course would be

MRr..Hunter then withdrew his motion.
The Texas Debt bill was then taken up.
Messrs. Bell, Benjamin, Mason and Toucey

debated the bill, and it was then postponed.
The Homestead was then taken up. Tho

question pending was on Mr. Mason's amend-
ment that nothing contained in the act shall
apply to any public lands lying north-west of
the Ohio River, ceded to the United States by
Virginia, as a common for general use.

Mr. Mason supported the amendment, and
Mr. Badger opposed it:

Mr. Toucey supported the amendment, and
opposed the whole bill. He did not think that
it ever could become a law. He was opposed to
gifts of the public lands, and was in favor of a
graduation of the price of them.

Mr. Bayard followed, showing how impossible
it was to properly consider the bill during thid
session, and how much other important business
would be delayed by its further consideration
now. He said the friends of the bill, who pro-
fessed to be philanthropists, ought not to com-
pel any Christian gentleman to debate this
measure in such weather as this. He believed,
moreover, that if the bill passes the Senate as it
passed the House, it would never receive the ap.
proval of the President. By next winter, Con-
gress could mature a well regulated system for
the public lands. He moved that the bill be
postponed until the second Monday in Decem-
ber next, and that it be the special order for
that day.

A long debate then ensued on postponing the
bill.

Mr. Hamlin, though opposed to the bill, was
also opposed to the postponing. He wanted to
get rid of the subject to-day.

Mir. Douglas urged the friends of the bill to
stand firm and sit it out to-night.

Mr. Clay was opposed to postponing, in the
hopes of getting some good land bill to-day.

The question was then taken, and the Senate
refused to postpone. Yeas 24, nays 30.

The question was then taken on Mr Mason's
amendment, and it was rejected. Yeas 17,
nays 33.

Mr. Brown moved as a substitute for the bill,
one granting to actual settlers pre-emption.
right to purchase at any time within ten years
after actual occupation, half the section of land,
upon the payment therefor a price varying
from twelve and a half cents to one dollar per
acre, according to the time the land has been
in the market.

Mr. Pratt said the substitute was worse than
the original bill. It gave a credit for the pur-
chase money, and all knew that the claims
would be incessant for a release from it.

The substitute was then rejected. Yeas 16,
nays 32.

Mr. Bell moved, as an amendment, that every
free white'man citizen, who is not a freeholder
or the owner of a leasehold, who may not desire
to settle upon said land, there shall be issued
land scrip for 160 acres of land, which shall be
assignable, the assignee receiving it under the
requirement to cultivate, etc.

Mr. Geyer psked if the person purchasing the
scrip was bound to occupy and cultivate the
land for five years, where would be its value ?
Any man wanting land could get it without the
scrip.

Messrs. Dawson and Dixon supported the
amendment, and Messrs. Houston and Rusk op-
posed it.

It was then rejected. Yeas 12, nays 35.
Mr. Clayton moved that the bill be laid on

the table. Yeas 16, nays 35.
Mr. Bell offered other amendments, all of

which were voted down.
Mr. Bayard moved to add to the bill, that

any one erecting a habitable dwelling-house on
any vacant quarter section of the public land,
and occupying the same for five years, shall be
entitled to receive a patent therefor.

After considerable debate, this was last.
Yeas 19, nays 27.

Mr. Hunter moved a substitute for the bill,
extending preemption rights to actual settlers,
the same to be paid for at prices graduated from
a dollar and twenty-five cents to twenty-five
cents per acre; also, allowing the States in
which the lands lie to take it at the graduated
prices for the purposes of internal improve-
ments, when sanctioned by legislative enact-
ment of the said States.

Mr. Cass said there was no hope of hurrying
the original bill. He would therefore go for
the next best proposition, this substitute.

Mr. Bright took similar views, and supported
the substitute.

Mr. Owin moved to amend the substitute,
that pre-emption settlers take lands in Califor-
nia at one dollar per acre. Agreed to.

Mr. Brodhead moved to amend the substitute
by adding thereto his bill granting to all per-
sons who may have served in the military ser-
vice of the United States from the wars of the
revolution down to the present time, one hun-
dred and sixty acres of land, or so much in ad-
dition to what they may have received as will
amount to one hundred and sixty acreb.

Mr. Cass said he would have voted for the
amendment just rejected, if offered as an inde-
pendent proposition or to any other bill.

Messrs. Bright, Johnson and others said they
were in favor of it, but could not vote to attach
it to this bill.

Mr. Pratt said the friends of the bill could
not escape the fact, that they had voted down a
proposition to give land to the old soldiers.

Mr. Douglas said he voted against it, because
the enemies of the bill had endeavored to attach
it to the bill, in order to defeat both proposi-
tions.

At 4.1 o'clock, Mr. Bayard moved an adjourn-
ment. Lost-yeas 22; nays 29.

Mr. Fitzpatrick moved to reduce the price of
the lands which have been in market thirty
years, to twelve and a half cents. Agreed to-
yeas 27; nays 19.

Debate then continued until 5 o'clock.
Mr. Badger said the day was most oppressive-

ly hot, though, at any other season of the year,
he would be willing to sit to any hour, but Sen-
ators should remember that in many parts of
the country the cholera was prevailing to a
great extent; so, to continue this protracted
session, was, to say the least, most dangerous.
He moved the Senate adjourn. Lost--yeas 21;
nays 25.

Mr. Bayard addressed the Senate in opposi-
tion to the substitute.

Mr. Pratt said hbe was authorized to say, by
several opponents of the bill, that if an adjourn-
ment took place now, all opposition to a vote on
the bill would be withdrawn to-morrow at 8
o'clock. He moved for an adjournment.

Mr. Bayard said he would be a party to no
such arrangement. lie then moved to strike
out the last four sections of the bill. Lost-
yeas 9; nalys 81.

Mr. Bayard moved to strike out all of the
the substitutes and insert another graduating

the price of the ptuble lands, with the rig•htfor
the States to take it at any time, wpon paying I
therefor the graduated price. He debated it at
length.

At 6 o'elock, Mr. Chlyton appealed to the
Senate to adjourn. Hesaid thepsesge of the
bill to-night would be a victory of physical en-
durance, but not one of reason. He would be
willing to vote on it to-morrow. If the oppo-
nents of the bill withdrew, there would be no
quorum.

Mr. Badger proposed the Senste should vote
on the pending amendments, and report the bill
to the Senate and adjourn.

Mr. Bright said he wouldagree if theill was
ordered to be engros to-eight. There was a
quorum of the Sen favor of the bill.

Mr. Clayton. I ot to that. That would
cut off all further propositions to amesid.

Mr. Bright. That is just what we want
to do.

Mr. Jones said he had little sympathy for the
enemies of the Homestead. He would not leave
if thethermometer was a few degrees higher.
He was honestly in favor of the Homestead, and
they had warred on that bill until they had de-
stroyed it, and called into existence the bill of
the Senator from Virginia. This last bill was
the very worst one that could be devised, yet 5
was to be passed. There was a fixed majority
of the Senate in its favor. The opponents of the
Homestead should therefore die gracefully and
let the bill pass to-night; why prolong the
suffering another day ? It was too late to ery
out for adjournment and complain of the war-
fart. He advised them to die st once manfully
at their poets. The fact of Mr. Hnnter's bill
pasing was a registered decree.

Mr. Dawson opposed the substitute. He said
it transfered the whole power over the public
lands from Congress to the States.

Mr. Butler said the objection almost recon-
cilliated him to the measure.

Mr. Brown followed, saying he had great
doubts as to the propriety of the measure, but
hoping it would turn out well he would vote
for it.

Mr. Butler moved for an adjournment. Lost.
Yeas 13, Nays 27.

Mr. Toombs said that for some time the ten-
dency had been to give away the public lands.
He regarded it as a well established fact, that
Congress was the very worst trustee in whose
hands could be placed the administration of the
public land. He was for the substitute.

Mr. Pratt replied.
Mr. Bayard's amendment was then rejected.

Yeas 4, Nays 83.
Mr. Sebastian offered two amendments, one

reserving the Indian lands, and the other ex- 4
tending the bill to prevent pre-emption settlers.
Both agreed to.

Mr. Chase moved to add to the bill that when-
ever unsold public lands in any State shall be
reduced below three hundred thousand acres,
they shall be ceded absolutely to such State.
Rejected: yeas 6, nays 31.

Mr. Benjaminumoved to amend the ninth sec-
tion by striking out the words fixing the price
of land to actual settlers at 25 cents an acre,
or if lands have been in market 20 years, at 121
cents, and insert at the graduated price fixed
by the first section of the bill. After debate
this was rejected. Yeas 9, nays 29.

Mr. Bayard moved to strike out the same
words and insert one cent. He said 25 cents an
acre was a sham consideration. He would
make it purely formal. Hesaid the determina-
tion to pass this almost unheard of bill of the
Senator from Virginia looked like as if the
measures of legislation were arranged outside
of the Senate, and that it was to be forced
through here by some combination to cut off all
amendment and discussion. It looked as if all
legislation was not to be agreed upon after dis-
cussion in the Senate, but in caucus and out-
side, with the view, perhaps, of promoting the
interests of some presidential aspirants.

Mr. Dodge, of Iowa, called the Senator to
order.

Mr. Bayard submitted to the Chair whether
he was in order or not.

The Chairman, Mr. Stuart, said the Senator
was not in order.

Mr. Bayard appealed. The reading of the
rule requiring that the words be reduced to
writing, was had.

Mr. Clayton to the Chair. What right had
you to decide my colleague out of order before
the words were written down ?

Mr. Atchison: I call the Senator from Dela-
ware to order.

The Chair decided that the Senator from
Delaware having waived the right to have the
words reduced to writing, he could not now
insist upon them.

Mr. Dodge withdre* his objections to the
Senator's proceeding.

Mr Bayard resumed and finished his re-
marks.

Mr. (win denied that there had been any
caucus on this bill, and demanded proof.

Mr. Bayard said he had heard it rumored.
Mr. Bright said a meeting had been held

some time since by the friends of the House bill
to know when to take it up.

Mr. Houston thought it did not seem quite
consistent for the Senator to complain of .-,
cauous after the active part which rumor
assigned to the gentleman in the caucuose on
the Nebraska bill. If oanucuses strike a blow
at the liberty of discussion he thought that in
the Nebraska case the Senator struck that
liberty a "BillyPatterson" lick. [Laughter.]

Mr. Hunter denied that there had been any
caucus.

Mr. Bayard responded.
Mr. Douglas said that no caucus had been

held on this bill. The only suspicion of such a
caucus existed in the brain of the Senator from
Delaware.

Mr. Bayard's amendment was then rejected.
Yeas 2, nays 40.

Mr. Hunter modified his substitute by ex-
cepting from its operations the lands reserved
along railroads, and the price of which has been
fixed at $2 60.

Mr. Brown moved to fix the price of these re-
served sections at double the graduated prices
fixed by the bill.

After a long debate, continuing until half-past
8 o'clock, the amendment was rejected.

Mr. Chase moved to amend by striking out
the word ' white" in the declaration of persons
entitled to the benefits of the act. Lost. Yeas
8, nays 83.

The question was then taken on Mr. Hunter's
substitute, and agreed to. Yeas 34, nays 13.

The bill was then reported to the Senate, the
amendments made in the Committee of the
Whole concurred in, and the bill ordered to be
engrossed for a third reading.

The Senate then adjourned at 9 o'clock.

Mr. Hunter's bill was published in the Union
some day ago. The following are its Homestead
provisions :

SEc. 8. That any free white person, who is at
the head of a family, who has arrived at the
age of twenty-one years, and is capable of hold-
ing lands under the laws of the State in which
the lands lie, shall, from and after the passage
of this act, be entitled to enter one quarter sec-
tion of vacant and unappropriated public lands,
and no more, which may, at the time the appli-
cation is made, be subject to private entry, or a
quantity equal thereto, to be located in a body,
in conforming with the legal subdivisions of the
public lands.
SEc 9. That the person applying on the ben-

efit of the eighth section of this act shall, upon
application to the register of the land office, in
which he or she is aboit to make such entry,
make an affidavit before said register that he or
she is the head of a family, or is twenty-one
years of age, and that such application is made
for his or her exclusive use and benefit and
those specially mentioned herein, and not either
directly or indirectly for the use or benefit of
any other person or persons whomsoever, and
upon making the affidavit herein required and
filing it with the register, he or she shall, there-
fore, be permitted to enter the quantity of land
specified ; provided, however, that no certificate
shall be given or patent issued therefor, until
the expiration of five years from the date of
such entry, and until the person or persons en-
titled to the land so entered shall have paid for
the same twenty -five cents per acre ;or, if the
lands have been in market more than twenty
years, twelve and a half cents per acre.

Other provisions follow, in ease of the death
of the settler before obtaining the patent, etc.

BmirALO rIYTI•G.-A member of Governor
Stevens's Northern route exploring party,
writing from the head of Yellow Stonq River,
says of the "sights and incidents," thusfar :

"On Sunday, after a march of about ten
miles, the buffaloes were reached. They were
before and on each side of the train. Foa miles
ahead it seemed like one vast drove-yard. They
were estimated by some as high. fte hundred
thousand-two hundred thousand is considered
a very low estimate. Drawing up our trains at
our usual halt at noon, a large herdwere about
half a mile ahead.

" The hunters, six in number, were immedi-
ately dispatched, well mounted, on spare horses
reserved for that special purpose, and the ole
train had an opportunity to witness a nffalo
hunt. The bunters dashed in among the herd,
picked out the fattest of the crowd, and then,
separating the selected ones from the herd, soon
dispatched them. In less than an hour the
wagons were sent but a short distance from the
route to receive the choicest pieces of the buf-
falo. -

-"In the next two days' march the hunters
were kept some distance ahead to keep off tihe
buffaloes-it was the only way the safe passage
of the train could be itsured through the sea of
flesh. The pock mules and spare animals fol-
lowing on in the train, too numerous to be seps-
rately led, were hard to control, and despite of
every precaution and care, one horse and four
mules were lost, they getting mingled with a
herd of buffaloes. Every effort was made to
reclaim them-hours spent in their attenmpted
recovery. The efforts were entirely useless."

RussIAN PourLINEs-.J1 Fact.--About the
close of last July a very loquacious and corpu-
lent German lady, resident in St. Petersburg,
having quarreled with her servants, (Russian,)
the latter gave intimation to the Prefecture of
Police that the former had spoken of theRus-
sian Government in terms of reproach and dis-
respect. The lady received a enmmeas to
appear before the Prefecture, to whom she re-
paired accordingly, vowing revenge on the
whole tribe of servants. On her arrival at the
office, the Prefecture most politely received her,
and ushering her into a small, box-looking
apartment, commenced readiig over sundry
charges against her, which he had scarcely
finished when down sunk the corpulent lady
through a trap in the treacherous floor, above
which nothing of her potly figure was to be
seen but her head, arms and crumbled habili-
ments; and, shocking to relate, thirty blows
from an unseen hand were administered, where,
however, they were unlikely to cause perma-
nent injury, except to the feelings of the suf-
ferer. On the completion of the seatease, the
stout lady's person reaspeared again above
ground, almost as sttddenly as it had disap-
peofed, and the Prefecture in the most couirte-
ous and polite manner bowed her out of the
oflice.
