Tun TEas DEBT BILL.-The Senate has
passed a bill of much importance to a large .I
number of persons, who have been awaiting the
movements of Congress on that subject with
commendable patience. It is a bill to provideI
for the payment of such creditors of the latoe
Republic of Texas as were comprehended in the
act of Congress of September 9, 1860. It pro-
vides that in lieu of the sum of five millions of
dollars, payable under the said act to the State
of Texas in five per cent. stock of the United
States, (the issuing of which stock was restrict-
ed by one of the provisions of said act,) the
Secretary of the Treasury shall pay to the cred-
itors of the late Republic of Texas, who hold
suoh bonds or other evidences of debt for which
the revenues of that Republic were pledged as
were reported to be within the provisions of the
act of the Oth of September, 1850, by the report
of the late Secretary of the Treasury to the Pre-
sident of the United States, and approved by
him on the 13th day of September, 1851, or
which come within the provisions of said act ac-
cording to the opinion upon the Texas compact
of the present Attorney General of the United
States, addressed to the Secretary of the Trea-
sury under date of 26th of September, 1853, the
sum of eight million five hundred thousand dol-
lars, to be apportioned among the said holders
pro rats. The interest on the debt embraced
in this act is to be determined by the existing
laws of the State of Texas; and in all cases
where the State of Texas may have paid any
portion of the debt above described, the Secreta-
ry of the Treasury is to refund the same, provi-
ded the sum shall not exceed the proportion
which would have been allowed to the creditor
or creditors if such payment had not been made
by the State of Texas. No payment is to be
made under this act to any holder of the secu-
rities or evidences of debt provided for, unless
the holder thereof shall first release all claim
against the United States for or on account of
the said securities; and, before payment of the
moneys aforesaid, the Seoretary of the Treasu-
ry is required to give ninety days' notice, by
public advertisement, of the time at which said
payment will be made, and no payment shall
be made on any bond, certifioate or evidence of
debt which shall not, thirty days before the
time limited by said notice, be presented at the
Treasury Department. This act is not to take
effet until it shall be assented to by the Legis-
lature of the State of Texas. [National Intel-
lipgeaer.

The junction of the Anglo-French troops
with the army of Omer Paoha took place on
the 7th and 8th of July.

ARRIVAL OF THE STEAER .AFRIOA.-J /ew.
York, July 27.-The report of the capture
of the fortress of Giurgero by the Turks has
been confirmed. Forty thousand Turks had
crossed the Danube, and being opposed by the
Russians; the latter were defeated, with nine I
hundred killed and wounded.

The cholera and diarrhea have proved very
fatal in the fleet in the Baltic.

Eighteen thousand of the allied troops are re-
ported to have joined Omar Pasha at Rutzchuk. 1
It was believed that the entire German States
would join Austria and Prussia in the attitude
assumed by those powers in relation to Russia.
The allied fleet had been seen sailing in the
direction of Sebastopol. An immense number
of wounded Russians had arrived at Jassy and
Bucharest. The Turks had captured theisland
Of RIamadia after a severe battle, which lasted
twelve hours. It is said that Austria has sum-
moned Russia to evacuate the Principalities
within a month, the Austrians meanwhile in- (
tending to occupy Wallachia. Napier's fleet
has joined that of Corry, in Haro Sound.

The cholera is described as being fearfully
prevalent at Marseilles.

The insurrection in Spain is reported to be
slowly progressing. There has been a rising of
the revolutionists near Valencia, which, it is
said, was quelled. Gen. O'Donnell, with a strong
force, was reported to be near Almagra. [Eve.
Pie.

Japan, with whom we now have a treaty, is
on our way to China; whereas, the English,
French and Dutch, who usually double the
Cape of Good Hope, will have to go out of their

way to trade with her. The coal depot which

we have a right to establish in one of the
islands will be more valuable to our Shanghai

and other lines of steamers to China than it
can ever prove to any other people in Christen-
dom.

A great contest is going on in England just
now, in relation to a Decimal Currency: and
the movement is headed by William Brown,

Esq., M. P. for Liverpool, and head of the
house of Brown, Shipley & Co., so largely con-
nected with the American trade. Mr. Brown,
the New York Courier says, is an exceedingly
practical man, and withal well posted up on
all public affairs. In consequence, he exercises
a very decided influence in the House of Com-

mons, and will beyond all question carry his

measure next session.

One of the buoys for Mobile Harbor arrived

at that port last Wednesday. It is in the form
of a boat, constructed of the heaviest boiler

iron-is about twenty feet long, by nine feet in
breadth, and measures twelve tone. It is

divided into four air-tight apartments, and has
a twelve foot mast on which is to be fixed a bell,

to ring of its whereabouts by the agitation of

the water. Its station is to be at a point in
the lower bay, to be indicated by the Govern-

ment Superintendent.

The majority of the attacks of cholera in
New York are said to take place in the after-
noons and evenings, a fact which indicates that
exposure to the sun, and, perhaps, imprudent
dinners, are predisposing causes.

At Hanksville, Panola county, Miss., on the
16th, William Hunter, without any apparent
provocation, killed Jackson Hudgins with a
double-barrel shot gun. The murderer imme-
diately fled, and had not been arrested at last
accounts.

A party of sixteen persons, three from Bos-
ton, three from Roxbury, four from Vermont,
and two from Lynn, left Boston for the new ter-
ritory of Kansas a few days ago. The Courier
says another and probably much larger party
will start from the same place on the 1set of
August.

The Rutland (Vt.) Herald states that forty-
seven sheep and fourteen lambs, worth some
$300, were killed near a tree in that town, on
the 16th ult., by a discharge of lightning, the
direction of which was evidently from the earth,
as blocks of wood were driven into the tree
along which the fluid passed, and the fibres of
the wood were brushed upwards.

General Niepokoitohytzi has been appointed
to the command of the fifth corps of the Russian
army. Bringing out such a name as this does
lookmuch like peace. The Turks may beat him,
but he will defy them to pronounce his name,
and if he beats them, it can be truly said that
they will never be able "to tell what hurt
them."

It is said that the English in Turkey, neglect-
ing to " do as the turkeys do," live exactly as
they do at home, and that in consequence the
health of the troops is fast giving way. Even
the officers, who should know better, take long
walks in the middle of the day, and return to
dine profusely on meats and to drink largely of
heavy wines.

There is much excitement at Stuyresant, N.
Y., caused by the death of Miss Margaret Flynn,
aged 19, who was found on Thursday last,
lying near the railroad track, between Stuyve-
sant and Coxsackie Landing, with a frightful
wound upon her head and insensible, and
soon died. Her brother-in-law, his wife and
her brother, have been arrested on suspicion of
having caused her death.

Purnell Jackson, of Worcester county, Md.,
was recently bitten on the end of his fingers by
a copper-head snake, from the effects of which
he died the next day. Immadiately after being
bit he drank a large quantity of whisky, think-
ing it would counteract the effect of the poison,
but it had no effect. When he died the whole
of his arm, and a portion of his body, were per-
fectly green.

An exciting scene occurred in a room in the
Census Bureau, at Washington, on the afternoon
of the 21st inst., in consequence of a young lady
attempting to shoot one of the clerks by the
name of Keyser or Kersey. Mr. K. escaped un-
hurt from the room, but the lady expressed a
determination to consummate the deed and re-
dres her grievances, and waited near the build-
ing until all the clerks had left. She alleges
that matters connected with her honor caused
the attack.
