DIED FROM INJuRIos RECEIVED.-Mr. James
MoLellan, the conductor of the train on the
Mexican Gulf Railroad, who was so badly in-'
jured by being run over by the cars on Sunday
last, died on Wednesday evening at his resi-
dence in the Third District, after suffering four
days of torture. The deceased was a worthy,
exemplary young man, who leaves a widow and
several children totally unprovided for. We
are informed that the accident by which poor
McLelland lost his life was in no way attributa-
ble to him, but was owing entirely to the miser-
able and shackly condition of the road and
oars.

MILLIONAIRES IN WASHINGTON.-The Wash-
ington correspondent of a New York paper says,

"It is a mistake to suppose there are no
wealthy citizens in Washington. There are a
large number of rich men here, who have be-
come so by the rise of real estate caused by the
liberality of the Government expenditures.
Mr. Todd, the batter, in Brown's Botel, is esti-
omated to be worth a million; George Parker,
the grocer, at half a million; Otterback, the
butoher, at half a million; Mesors Blagden,
Grammar, Duvall, Owen, Browning, Calvert,
the Browns, Withers, etc , are all heavily in-
terested in real estate. The late valuation of
the city amounted to twenty-four millions,
which shows a very high average per capita
for an inland town."

THE GERMANS AGAINST ItOLtrEL ON.-In a plat-
form adopted by a convention of "Free Ger-
mans," held recently at Louisville, Ky., we
observe the following :

" Religion is a private matter, not a political
one, and it is despotism to coerce citizens by po-
litical means into religioun promulgations or
omissions which conflict with their private
convictions. We, therefore, consider the laws,
thanksgiving days, the prayers in Congress and
in Legislatures, the oath on the Bible, the in-
troduction of the Bible into free schools, the
exclusion of atheists from legal acts, etc., as
open violations of the rights of man, as also of
the constitution, and demand their removal."

MAIETTA AND CINCINNATI RAILROAD.-The
last Marietta Intelligencer announces that Mr.
Wilson, the vice-president of this road, has just
succeeded in the purchase, on favorable terms,
of16,010 tons of rails. Iron had previously
been purchased (and is now being received on
the road) to complete the track eastward to
within ten or twelve miles of Athens. The pur-
chase above announced will complete the track
from said point west of Athens to Wheeling. In
other words, the iron was bought for the com-
pletion of the line, and the delivery of it is now
going on, and will be continued until the Bridge
City is united to the Queen City by rail.

STORM IN YORK COoTrrY.-We learn from a
gentleman who arrived here yesterday, resident
of the neighborhood, that a tremendous thunder
storm passed through portions of York county,
Pa., near York, on Tuesday evening last. Rain
fell in perfect torrents for more than an hour,
drenching fields, beating down the corn, etc.

John Gervack, near " Glen Rock," 14 miles
this side of York, was struck by lightning and
entirely consumed with its contents, consisting
of a fine crop of grain, hay, etc. Loss in all
about $8000. The barn of Mr. George Muhis,
about five miles off, was also struck by the flaid
and somewhat injured. The rain, however, was
peculiarly grateful, and happily advantageous
to farmers and vegetationin thatregion.
