-ll through the third story hatchway of the
building and received mortal injuries. Mr.
John Prados, clerk of J. M. Savage, Mr. Josiah
Conv'er and a negro boy, were all seriously
injured by a fall of brick from the walls of the

store of Mr. Savage. The two former, it is

thought, cannot survive. With the exception of

a few cases of san-stroke, none of which termin-

ated fatally, these were the only accidents of

note which occurred.
We are always happy to be able to bear wit-

ness to the excellence and efficiency of our fire

department generally. On the present coca

sion no doubt every thing was done that men

could do, and when the means indispensable to

suocees were ultimately placed in their hands.

their efficiency was demonstrated at once.

With their usual readiness and resolution, they
endured fatigue firmly and met danger fear-

lessly, showing throughout the trying scenes of

the daythat good conduct and attention to duty

which have hitherto distinguished the firemen
of New Orleans and placed them above those of

many other cities.
We regret to record a single exception to this

general good behavior, and we believe it was
the only one. During the height of the con-

flagration, several members of company 6, the
strongest in numbers of any in the city, at-
tacked a man belonging to company 12, and

beat him a most brutal and shocking manner,

knocking him down with brickbats and kicking

and stamping him with murderous ferocity
This we understood afterwards resulted in a
general fight between the two companies. Such
an occurrence is much to be regretted. It is a
bad precedent, and seems entirely inconsistent
with the good character our firemen have always

borne, that, at a moment when destruction
threatens to oversweep a large portion of the
city, api the strength of every arm is needed to
avert the danger, they should desert the post
of duty and engage in' petty brawls, having
their origin perhaps in nothing better than pre.
judices of creed or race. We earnestly hope
that such scenes will not be often repeated in
New Orleans.

That the great extent of this conflagration
is mainly attributable to the extraordinary de-
ficiency in the supply of water there can be
no doubt. The Superintendent of Water Works
inorms us that from an early hour of the day
the fire-plugs in a large portion of the First
District were open, and that in consequence the
locality of the fire was deprived of the neces-
sary quantity. Not long ago an ordinance was
passed expressly declaring that whenever an

alarm of fire shall occur the scavengers or
street cleaners shall close all fire-plugs; but it
seems they seldom pay any attention to this,
and in the present case had disregarded it
altogether. There will be, the Superintendent
htates, an ample supply whenever this regula-
tion is observed. On this occasion, while the
flames were spreading more rapidly and fiercely
in every direction, it was found necessary to
dispatch men on horseback to close the plugs,
and then await the tardy process of accumula.
tion.

We believe that under the circumstances no
blame can attach to the Water Works Company,
but we think that steps should be taken to pre-
vent the possibility of a recurrence of an affair

like this. The city should, if possible, obtain
absolute control of the Water Works and ex-
pend the money necessary to insure our citizens
against such sweeping destruction of property.
With the Mississippi on one hand and its waters
flowing through our streets to immense marshes
on the others, it is rather hard if we can't get

water enough to extinguish our fires!

Relations of Spain and the United States,

WAINGTorox, Aug. 8.--The President of the

United States yesterday sent into the Senate a

message in reply to the resolution of inquiry

with regard to the existing relations between

Spain and the United States. He states that

these relations have not assumed a more amica-

ble posture than they presented at the time

when he sent in his message asking for means

to be placed at his disposal to meet any con-

tingency that might occur during the recess of

Congress. He says that Spain has assumed the

responsibility for the outrage on the Black

Warrior, by approving of the course of the

Cuban authorities.
With regard to the proclamation against fili-

bustering expeditions, he says that individuals

oannot be allowed to assume the functions of

Government in making war, etc.
The President concludes his message by re-

peating his call for money and provisional

authority to act according to circumstances
during the recess of Congress.

EXTrET OF RUSSA.--Russia is the greatest

unbroken empire for extent that ever existed-
occupying vast regions of Europe and Asia, and

nearly one-sixth of the habitable globe. It is

forty-one times the size of France, and one hun-

dred and thirty-eight times that of England.

Yet it was too small for the Emperor Alexan-

der, who is reported to have said : "I insist

upon having the Baltic to skate upon, the Cas-

pian for a bathing-place, the Black Sea for a

wash-hand basin, and the North Pacific Ocean

as a fish-pond." He encroached on Tartary

for a pasture; on Persia and Georgia for a

vineyard; On Turkey for a garden; on Poland

for a farm; on Finland and Lapland for a

hunting-ground, and took a part of North

America as a place of banishment for offenders."

MORTALrrITY OF NORTHERN CTIES.--The total

number of deaths in Boston during the week

ending on the 28th ult. was 180, one-third of

which were said to have been from cholera. The

cholera at the Massachusetts State Prison is

subsiding. No case has yet proved fatal. The

prisoners, to the number of 112, have been at-

tacked more or less violently.
The number of deaths in New York for the

same period was 1140, of which 242 were by
cholera.

The deaths in Philadelphia during the week

were 800, about 100 of which were from cholera.

The cholera is prevailing with considerable
severity, the Baltimore papers state, among the

paupers in the Alms House of that city.

A dispatch from Rochester, dated July 30,
states that the propeller Boston, Capt. McNett,
was run into by a schooner on the night of the

28th off Oak Orchard, and sunk. She went
down in fifteen minutes after being struck. The
propeller had a full cargo of pork, wheat and

corn, and was owned by the Ogdensburgh Rail-
road Company. The passengers and crew, twen-
ty-five in number, arrived at the mouth of Gen-

esee River about nine o'clock on Saturday even-
ing, having been on the lake in an open boat

nearly twenty-four hours.

William Arrington has been committed for
trial in Baltimore, charged with the murder of
Michael Higgins, watchman at the Alexandria
cotton factory. The cause of the murder was
that Arrington had been removed, and Higgins
appointed watchman in his place.

This is, of course, not the same Wm. Arring-

ton who sent the torpedo in Cincinnati.

The cost of cleaning the streets of New York

city during the three months to July 1, was
$88,804 77. The Commissioner asks for an

appropriation of $100,000 to carry him through

the year.

A Crystal Palace is to be built at Naples.

The King has approved the plan, and pointed

out the Villa Reale, close to the sea, as the site.

The intention is to devote the building to

works of arts and science, and thus to form a

pensanent depot for exposing the industry of

the coantry.

The Toledo Blade gives the particulars of a
murder committed in that city, on the 26th ult.

about midnight, under the following circum-

stances: The parties were John Maloney and
Michael Preston, both belonging to the schooner
Dawn. Preston claimed that Maloney had in-

sulted him, and hinted at satisfaction. Malo-
ney, on the night of the murder, was seen to
sharpen a sheath knife and conceal it about his

person. A dispute arose at the time in ques-

tion, when Preston slapped Maloney in the face,
upon which Maloney drew the knife and
stabbed his comrade to the heart. It seems

that they had been friends for a long time;
more intimate than is usual. They shipped at

Toledo, and positively stated that one would not

go without the other. Maloney, who appeared

horror stricken after the commission of the

deed, is in custody.

Mormonismis said to be making great progress
in Denmark; there are now Mormons in the
smallest hamlets. In the Isle of Amack, which
is situated quite close to Copenhagen, almost al)
the women have adopted the worship of the

Rormones. Five hundred Jutlanders, recently
converted to Mormonism, are about to emigrate
to the Mormon colony in the United States.
The great ecclesiastical commission at Copenha-
gen has received orders from the Government to
make researches as to the propagation of Mor-
monism in Denmark.

MEMEroT MORI.-A dead horse was found
some days ago lying in Fulton street, New York,
to which was attached the following significant
inscription :

Died suddenly at 9 A. M., and as no person
has the power to remove me, I am suffered to
lie here and stink. I hope the neighbors will
forgive me. OLD HoRSe.

A laRD HIT.-The New Bedford Mercury,
alluding to the Greytown affair, says that the
Administration has shown more magnanimity
than could have been expected by its most
ardent admirers. It has felt obliged to thrash
some body, and it has taken one of its size !

The Baltimore Clipper of the 81st ult. pub-
lishes the following statement of brutal treat-
ment of a deserter, which we are inclined to
believe exaggerated :

CRUEiLTY.-We learn that a man made his
appearance on Friday night at the Middle Dis-
trict watch station, and claimed shelter for the
night under circumstances of a peculiar nature.
His head was completely shaved, not a vestige
of hair upon his cranium, in fact nothing visi-
ble but the bare scalp. His back was one mass
of coagulated blood, caused, he said, by fifty
stripes being inflicted upon him at Fort McHen-
ry. In answer to questions, he stated that he
had been a soldier in the United States army,
stationed at Fort MoBenry, and that he had
deserted, and on being arrested, was sentenced
to have his head shaved, to receive fifty lashes
upon the bare back and be drummed out of the
service, which had accordingly been done. The
name of the mutilated man is Patrick Kelly.
He also states that the two buglemen who were
detailed to lash him are now under arrest be-
cause they did not lay on the lash with more
severity. It is said they will also be punished.

A small steamer plying on the Connecticut
River, between this city and East Haddam,
called the Agawam, was burnt at her wharf at
the latter place, last night. Loss, $10,000:
te•ured for 69000.

FALL op A G10 Houes 1 eN Loss oP LIFs.
On the afte*noou of the 29th nit. the bullding
of .the Manhattnh Gas Works at the foot pf
Fourteehth street fell to the ground, killing
four persons and severely wounding ten others.
The building was commenced about a year ago,
and was in progress of construction at the time
of its fall. It. consisted of three oblong halls,
each covered with a peaked roof, so arranged I
that they were in reality one roof, and any de-
foot in either would operate upon the others.
The roof was supported on the ends by a 16

inch brick wall, and at the outside by 23
columns of brick on both sides, each of which
were 20 feet high, and 2 feet by 18 inches thick.
The two centre gutters were each upborne by
12 cast iron pillars. In this extensive root
*ere 812,000 punds of wrought iron, while the
cast iron gatters and pillars weighed 2868,000
pounds more. The roof of the building towards
Fifteenth streee had been entirely slated, the
centre one war about two-thirds finished, and
the roof of ti.: building next to Fourteenth
street had not been touched. The aggregrte
weight of the elate upon the two roofs amounted
to 200 tons.

In and about this building were employed
some one hundred and twenty men, together
with horses. Soon after the workmen had re-
turned from their noonday meal, the accident.
if such it can be termed, occurred. The first
indication was the falling of a scaffolding, that
had been erected against a line of condensing
pipes, one end of which rested on the elated
roof; then the centre roof was observed to sud-
denly twist around, fall, and drag the two out-
side roofs in upon it, throwing the rows of centre
pillars in opposite directions, the outside brick
pillars on each side towards the centre, and
precipi

t
a

t
ing the end walls inward upon the

roof frame.
The noise of the fall is described by eye wit-

nesses as resembling the sudden escape of a
large volume of steam, instantly followed by
the groans, shrieks and imprecations of the
wounded and dying. As soon as practicable,
after the stupor which such a catastrophe na-
turally produces had worn off, prompt measures
were taken to rescue the suffering from the
wreck. This, however, was no ordinary task.
The great iron bars had twisted themselves
into every conceivable convolution, and in many
places presented the appearance of impractica-
ble mazes of iron rods. Beneath these, men
were suffering in excruciating agony, while in
other places the falling brick walls had caught
those who had escaped the meshes of the iron
avalanche. In one direction was a carman
whose humanity for his horse prevented him
from securing his own safety. While endeavor-
ing to save the poor animal, he himself sustained
a fracture of his thigh and arm; while his
efforts to save his horse were futile, a heavy
mas of metal having broken its leg, causing
the bone to protrude through the skin. In
another place was a laborer standing unharmed
in stupid horror, between the irons, his wheel-
barrowdashed from his hands and transfixed
by a girder. Another man, engaged in slating
the middle roof, fell with it, sustaining no
other damage than the tearing off of the leg of
his tronsers.

DEsTrtCI VE FIRE IN JEREY. -VWe learn from
the New York Tribune that one of the most de-

stractive fires ever known in Jersey City oc-
curred on the 30th ult., destroying property
variously estimated from $200,000 to $400,000.

The fire broke out about 3 o'clock, in Hender-
eon & Wilson's store yard, near John Black's
trunk factory on Washington street, between
Steuben and Wayne streets. The fire depart-
ment were soon at work, but the fire spread

with great rapidity, and was not got under
until two entire blooks, and the half of another,
bounded by Washington, Wayne, Steuben and
Greene streets, were destroyed.

MURDER.--A German, named Francis Fisher,

was arrested in New York on the 29th ult. for
having killed a girl named Caroline Ruff, by

shooting her in the back with a pistol. The

origin of the bloody crime was not stated.

ANOTHER POWDER ExPLOSION LZ WILMINGTON.
On the evening of the 29th ult., one of Garne-
she's powder mills, about a mile and a half
from the town of Wilmington, Del., exploded,
killing James Lynch, the watchman, and injur-

ing Dennis Connor, the engineer. There were

three heavy explosions which shook the city
much. The mill was totally destroyed.

CHOLERA.-Four members of one family were
interred in Wilmington, Del., on the afternoon

of the 30th, having died on Friday and Satar-
day.

FIRE IN LOWELL, MAIs.--A fire broke out in

Lowell, Mass., on the night of the 28th ult.,

and consumed property to the amount of $150,-

000. A little girl, five years of age, perished

in the flames; and James Lovett, a fireman,
was terribly, if not fatally, injured.

EN ROUTE.-It is stated on the authority of
the Universe that M. Abbe Lucien Bonaparte
received the tonsure at Rome, on Trinity Eve,

from the hands of Cardinal Franzoni, Prefect of
the Propaganda. This is the Bonaparte who is
said to be en route to the Papal throne.

A NEW PLANT.-A plant of a most remark-
able and beeutiful habit, character and species
has just been discovered in Downieville, Cali-
fornia. It is a fibrous rooted plant, of succu-
lent growth, throwing up a spike of very rich

crimson flowers and fruit, and giving forth a
pleasant odor. The spike of flowers is about

fifteen inches long, and contains within the

flowers about sixty berries or fruits, the size of

a filbert, inclosed in a covering similar to a fil-

bert, but of deep crimson.

Dr. Gordon, the health officer at Norfolk,

states in a card, in a Norfolk paper, that he

visited the French steamer Chimera and found

her in a clean, healthy and well-ventilated
condition. He also states that he disapproved
of the action of the Board of Health in sending

the steamer to quarantine; and states that, in

his opinion, the Board had no right to issue

such an order without his consent.

A Penobscot Indian was treated to ten or fif-

teen glasses of liquor by some lumbermen near

Oldtown, Maine, a few days ago, and was after-

wards found dead. The jury did not know what
killed him.

THE SLAvE BRIG SOLD.-The brig Glamorgan

was sold in Boston at anotion, on Friday, the
28th ult., by order of the United States Mar-

shal. It brought $4700 cash. Capt. William

C. Smith, of East Boston, was the purchaser.

HlORRsOLF DEATH.-On the afternoon of the

28th ult , a German who was employed in a dis-

tillery at Canton, Md., while engaged at work

near a large vat containing scalding still slop,

by some unaccountable means, slipped and

fell head foremost into the burning liquid.

Being a large and powerful man, he succeeded

in getting out before assistance reached him.

He was immediately taken to his residence in
the neighborhood, and the professional services

of Dr. A. J. Dalrymple were called into requi-

sition. When stripped the body presented an

awful sight, the skin and flesh actually peeling

from the bones, and the unfortunate man died
soon after, leaving a wife and five small
children.

MURDER.--On Wednesday, the 19th ult., at
Rum Creek, Logan county, Ohio, a man named
McCleary, in cold blood, fired upon and killed
Stephen Glick, a young man eighteen years of
age, who, with his brother, was sitting on a
fence resting himself. The murderer fled, but
was taken about five miles from where the mur-
der was committed. No cause was as assigned for
the bloody deed.

Mr. Toombs moved to amend an amendment
of the Committee, by inserting at length after
the word "so," the words " except a want of of
constitutional power to appropriate money for
the particular object suspended," which was
agreed to--yeas 25, nays 19.

Mr. Stewart moved to amend the amendment, h
by striking out the words " Secretary of War," h
and inserting " President of the United States ;"
which was agreed to-yeas 23, nays 22.

The amend •ent as amended was then debated
for a considerable time, by Messrs. Benjamin a1
and Stewart in its support, and by Messrs.

award, Clayton, Butler, Fessenden, Toombs R
and Mallory in opposition.

It was then rejected-yeas 14, nays 35.
Mr. Rusk moved an amendment appropriating P

$44,000 for the improvement of the Brazos River
in Texas.

This was debated till 3 o'clock, when Mr. 
Brown, with a view of testing whether the
Senate intended that the debate should go on or
not, moved that the bill be laid on the table.
Lost-yeas 16, nays 1.

Mr. Bayard said that he believed the bill, if
passed now, would be vetoed, and as there would
be no time at this time to discuss it, he moved
that it be postponed till next session.

On this motion a debate ensued, during which
repeated motions to adjourn were defeated.

The motion to postpone was rejected-yeas
15, nays 32.

The question was then taken on Mr. Rusk's I
amendment, and it was rejected-yeas 24,
nays 24.
Mr. Gwin moved an amendment appropriating

$50,000 for the survey of harbors and rivers in
California.

Pending which the Senate, at half-past four
o'clock, adjourned.

HOUSEc.--Upwards of an hour was consumed
in proceedings relative to a correction of the
journal.

The House resolved itself into Committee of
the Whole on the state of the Union, (Mr.
English in the chair,) and proceeded to the con-
sideration of the bill making appropriations for
the transportation of the United States mail by
ocean steamers and otherwise, during the fiscal
year ending June 30, 1855.
The first clause having been read, " For

transportation of the mails from New York to
Liverpool and back, $858 000."

Mr. Olds moved to strike out the concluding
part of it, as follo is :

"And that the Secretary of the Navy is
hereby directed forthwith to give the notice
provided in the first section of the act entitled
- An act to supply deficiencies in the appropria-
tions for the service of the fiscal year ending
June 30, 1853,' approved the 21st day of July,
1852, to terminate the arrangement for the ad-
ditional allowance for the transportation of the
United States mail between New York and
Liverpool, in the Collins line of steamers, as
therein provided."

He said he was not in favor of the increased
allowance. The Committee on the Post-office
and Post-roads early in the session reported a
bill, not only giving notice, but putting an end
to the contracts for carrying the mails in steam-
ers. This bill was on the calendar, but could
not be reached this session. His purpose was to
act on it at the next session, in time to give the
proposed notice.

Mr. Skelton argued that it was expedient,
proper and necessary, and for the interest of
if the country, that the contracts shall be abol-

ished; and, therefore, he hoped the amendment
of the gentlemanfrom Ohio would not prevail.
Mr. Walbridge was in favor of the amend-

tive, and 1086 in the negative. The resolution
being lost, another very exciting time took
place, and a vote was finally adopted requesting
the seleotmen not to appoint agents. This is a
movement of the opponents of the law, designed

to embarrass its operations and render it un-
popular. The excitement here on the subject is
greater than upon any subject which has come
before the town for years.
