'* The unforfunste Mr. Tucker, it appears re-
sided with his wifs and three children st the
house No, 404 Atlantic street, and last evening
he left the office of the Drookiyn Daily Fresman,
in a perfectly sober state to proceed home, On
his way, he called with a friend and drank some
rum, which intnxicated him, and he arrived
home at about nine o'clock, sarrying with him
4 swall popgan for the children, with which
they began to play.  In o short time they quar-
reled abont it, and, hearing them orying, he
becume exgited, ond told them in an excited
mannar that: they should not quarrel about the
popgun more than half o houe,

“ehortly afterwards he got up from his spat
and took a razor from 4 case, snd layiog hold
of the little boy fiur years old, out his throat
{rom ear 0 wur, severing the jogular vein and
Lilling him Instontly,  As be was about to com-
it the fatnl deed the child cried in pitiable as-
canta, * Don't Kill me, daddy.” and theee were
the last words the poor babe spoke, for in A sec-
ond he wos dead.
