WEATHER, CROPS, ETC.
The Victoria (Texas) Advocate of the 29th

ult. says:
The cotton crop in this vicinity is doing re-

markably well. Last season several planta-
tions on the river, below this town, were saved
from the ravages of the worm by the rice and
black birds. During the present season, these
destructive insects have again made several
attacks upon the cotton fields on Mr. Wm.
Rupley's plantation, and in that neighborhood;
but they have, in every instance, been promptly
exterminated by the birds. In cotton-growing
countries, these harmless and useful birds should
never be allowed to be destroyed. They may
save to individual planters thousands of dollars
in one season.

The cotton crop is quite promising, in Texas,
at present. Thus far we hear of no damage
from the worm, although, a short time since, a
good deal of apprehension was experienced.
[Galveston Gazette, lst.

The weather has been extremely hot and dry
for the last week, and we have heard consider-
able complaint about the late corn crop being
seriously injured.

AcTciENT T TIFF, COAt. PITs -We under-
stand from a friend that an accident occurred
last Saturday at the Clover Hill Coal Pits in
Chesterfield county, which came very near cost-
ing four of the employees at those works their
lives.

A PIRATE OR PRIVATEER OFF ST. DOeINGO -
The Charleston Courier, of the 4th, says that
Captsin Buckman, of the schooner Jenny Lind,
from Guyama, P. R., says that a few daye be-
fore he sailed he saw a letter received by A.
Reed, Esq., the English Consul at Guayama,
from the British Consul General of St. Johns,
P. R., giving the particulars of an attempt to
carry off a British vessel by a pirate or priva-
teer. The rvessel captured was a sloop, tobacco
ladened, boulnd from Port an Platt, St. Do-
mingo, to St. Johns. Shefell in with an armed
schooner on the 28th ult.. in the Mona Passage,
and was taken in tow and remained captive for
thirty-six hours, when she was released on the
appearance of a ship and brig. She imme-
diately pro:eeded on her voyage, and arrived
safely at St,. Johns. The schooner is described
as of about 180 tons burthen, with very raking
masts, and pointed black. She was armed with
a long brass eighteen pounder amidships, be-
sides two cerronades, and was well provided
with small arms. HIer crew was composed of
seventy men, who spoke English. The only
color shown was a blue flag with a red cross.
The Consul General cautions all British vessels
to been the look-out for this privateer or pirate,
but which he thinks is most probably of the
latter class.

THE PRIrz POEf.-We have to acknowledge
the receipt of fifteen contributions for the five
prizes offered by the Evening Post for a proper
commemoration, in vel-so, of the great naval
victory recently achieved by Captain Hollins at
Greytown. They have been placed at the dis-
posal of the committee, and a report may be
expected in the Evening Postto-morrow. When
we read the President's message we concluded,
from its extreme brevity, that he intended to
be a candidate for one of the prizes, and had
reserved what he wished to say for his poem.
If so, we regret that he, as well as ourselves,
will be disappointed. Nothi,'g had been re-
ceived from him up to 12 o'clock to-day, and
our proposals preclude the committee from
awarding the prize to any poem received after
that hour. Should it have been detained, how-
ever, from any cause for which the President is
not responsible, (irregularity of the mails is not
such a cause,) the committee may feel disposed
to make of his case an exception. [New York
Evening Post.

RATTLESNAKE KILLED BY A LADY.-The Lynn
(Mass.) Reporter says:

"While a party from Gravesend were picking
berries in the ' Village Pasture,' in Danvere, on
Thursday, 27th ult., a young lad trod upon a
rattlesnake, and in his fright fell and sprained
his ankle very badly. The snake was driven
to the water and finally killed by a lady
member of the party. It measured three and
a half feet in length, and had five rattles."

POU0IGN NEWS BY THE OANADA.
The most important portion of the Canada's

news has already reached this city by telegraph.
The following, however, from the correspondence
of the New York Tribune, will be found highly
interesting :
[F(Prom the Tribune's Correspondent ]

PARis, July 17, 1854,
In Europe, diplomacy is a trade as full of

conditions, and eliding scales and ultimatums,
as a lawyer's plea in a doubtful case. The
French Government, not quite so fertile in ul-
timatums as the celebrated Dutch diplomat, in
whose baggage was found, shortly after his
arrest, 880 dernitres conditions on a certain
ease which he had been sent to negotiate, has,

however, in the great case of Dillon vs. the
United States, ran through a sufficient number
to do honor to the profession, and has at last
decided that the consul's flag must be saluted
when it is again hoisted. From this point they
will not yield. Baron de L'huys sticks on the
salute, and I believe the point has been con-
ceded, so that the affair, in all probability, will
be settled on this basis.

The arrival of Madame Dillon in Paris, a
week ago, was announced in all the journals
with a flourish, which the coming of six first-
class Princes could not have produced. So, if
Monsieur Dillon be a true Frenchman, the pop-
gun salute when he again hoists his tri-color,
and the notoriety which he will have gained
will well heal up his wounded dignity, and leave
something over to the c'edit of Uncle Sam.

It is said that Mr Sould, believing that the
O'Donnell party in Spain more opposed to the
cession of Cuba, or to a reasonable settlement
of the Black Warrior difficulty, than the Queen,
has been pressing upon the latter all the influ-
ence which he could bring to bear to effect an
immediate cession of the Island for a money
consideration. The question of abdication has
been under serious consideration, not only be-
fore, but since the breaking out of the O'Don-
nell revolution; and it is said that Mr. Sould
had strong hopes, at one time, that the Queen,
in anticipation of this event, would accept the
large sum which the United States Government
has authorized him to offer, so as to place a
sufficient sum in her private purse to meet
future emergencies HIopes are still enter-
tained that the Government, on account of
the disturbed state of the country, and the
depressed state of its finances, will change
its views on the subject, and accept the terms
offered.

It is believed in the best-informed circles, that
the O'Donnell movement has been put on foot by
the influence of Russian gold, operating through
tihe Duke de Montpensier, and having in view a
future attack upon the French Empire from the
South. The London Times charges that the
movement had its origin in the depravity of the
court of Spain, but subsequent events have
proved that this could not have been either the
sole or the principal cause. It is well known
that the Duke de Montpensier exerts a powerful
influence at the Spanish court, and it is now
easily seen by every one that there is a strong
sympathy existing between the Queen and the
leaders of the revolution, )'Donnell, Dulce, etc.
An enormous quantity of Russian gold has been
sent into Spain and Portugal to operate in some
way, sooner or later, to weaken the influence of
France and England. The fact that gold has
been sent is no longer a question. The O'Don-
nell party say they love the Queen and hate the
Ministry; the Queen says she hates her Minis-
ters, and will forgive her revolted Generals and
subjects; so that, under all this, there run con-
spiracles which will be sure to bring mischief on
some body. Russia holds strongly to tradition,
and she believes, that because she humbled a
greater Napoleon than the present, and placed a
Bourbon on the throne of his ancestors. she can
repeat the performance. To effect this object,
she brings into play, as one of her means, a sys-
tem which naturally grows out of the habits of
the country; for in Russia every thing is bought
and sold with money.

It has now become evident, as stated in my
last letter, that Russia has determined to make
a direct and vigorous attack upon Austrian ter-
ritory. All parties have at length recognized
the truth of this fact. A sufficient number of
troops will be left in Great Wallachia and Mol-
davia to keep in check the Turkish and allied
armies, while other large bodies will march
over the Polish, Hungarian and Turkish bor-
ders of Austria, with the design of taking pos
session of the entire country. Constantinople
will be given up for the present, and at till
other points than upon the Austrian frontiers,
the Czar will Oct entirely on the defensive.
This is his new line of policy, and itis undoubt-
edly tihe best he coul ilhave adopted.

A considerable nuno per of Americans have
gone to St. l'e:tersurg within the last few
months and all have been well received the mo-
ment their nationality was announced: Eight
phycicians, after having studied some time in
Paris, have entered the Russian service re-
cently; six were immediately sent south to
Prince Gorchakoff's command, while the other
two were placed in the military hospitals at St.
Petersburg. Another company of three or
four are making preparations to start. They
have all entered the service for one year, a less
term of service not being allowed. The pay is
tOO roubles annually; while, solthough fur-

nished with every thing, the expenses required
to keep up the position are much beyond the
salary allowed, and only those who have an in-
come beyond their pay can support the position.
This is true of all officers of rank in the Rtus-
sian army.

An American by the name of Rogers, one of
the prisoners taken with Crittenden in the Lo-
pez expedition, and afteawards pardoned by the
Queen of Spain, started a few months ago from
Paris to join the Russian army. He was nearly
out of money when he started, but he managed
to find his way to the Russian frontier on the
border of Prussia. IIo passed on to Russian
soil without a sou in his phcket, and immediate-
ly demanded to be enrolled into the army. He
was asked whether he had ever seen service,
and if he was acquainted with military tactics.
He replied that lie had served as an officer un-
der Crittenden in the attack on Cuba. They
immediately gave him a lieutenancy and sent
him to the " Model School" to study for a short
time the language. Soon after entering the
school, a copy of the army regulations was pre-
seated to him, in which he found that to make
his lieutenant's commission perfect, it was re-
quired that he shoultjay a bonus of 4,(00 rou-bles. This is one of t e fixed regulations of the
Russian army, from which their is no deviation
All officers pay a bonus for their commissions,
which goes into the State Treasury, and which
is regulated according to the grade of the com-
mission. The pay afterwards is so small com-
pared to the expenses of living among the rich,
that, as statedl before, only those having an in
come independlent of their army pay can hold
an office.

There are two other drawbacks which ope-
rated seriously upon our friend of Lopes eele-
brity. No officer can resign his post in the
Russian army without paying a bonus almost
equal to that paid for the commission, and no
foreigner can leave the country who owes a
a debt, no matter how trifling. Here he was,
then, every day contracting new debts; he was
unable to pay for his commission, ihe could not
buy himself out of the army, and he could not
leave the country if he was out. The com-
manding officer at the school was pressing him
to pay for his commission; so Hogers asked the
privilege to go up to St. Petersburg to see the
American Minister, and to join his corps there.
His situation was divined, the privilege was
granted, and the Lieutenant soon arrived in
the presence of the Minister, repeating, with
an evident conviction of its truth, that "Jor-
dan was a hard road to travel." Mr. Seymour
laid the aotair before the Minister of War, and,
on account of his being an American, an ar-
rangement was suggested by which he might
withdraw himself Irom the difficulty into which
he had fallen.

The Russian Minister proposed that Rogers
should ask for leave of absence for a week, and
in the mean time he could leave the country
under the promise of returning, but in fact to
remain away. This was accepted, but he was
in debt and had no means of paying. Besides,
he was expected to pay the price due for leave
of absence from the army, a sum which is re-
funded when the absentee returns. The bonus
for oemmissiou being payable at any time
during the first weeks, perhaps months of ser-
vice, was not a question. The first week stole
away and he did not get the money. In the
mean time, he grew terribly home sick, and de-
clared'if his life was spared to get out of Rus-
sia he would Isve for the United States as
quickly as possmle, and remain there contentedfor the rest of his days. At the end of the
week application was made, at the suggestion of
the Russian Minister himself, who now under-
stood the difficulty, for another week's furlough
which of course was granted. This was about
two weeks ago, at which time my informant left

St. Petersburg; but at that moment efforts
were being made to raise the neceseery sum to
get him out of the scrape. The last thing he
saw of poor Rogers on leaving the Russian cap-
ital, he was sitting in a thoughtful attitude on
the railing of a bridge across the Neva, squirt-
ing tobacco juice fqrionsly, and swearing "Jor-
dan is a hard road to travel, I believe."

Mr. Beverly C. Sanders, of San Francisco,
who left Paris for the Russian capital in the
month of January last, has succeeded in effect-
ing an arrangement with the Russian Govern-
ment, which will secure to him an immense for-
tune,jf he is permitted to enjoy for any great
length of time the contract which he has made.
By this arrangement he becomes Russian Pay-
master for the western coast of America, and
enjoys certain rights in connection with Rns-
sian commerce, which, it is anticipated, will
prove extremely lucrative. Mr. Sanders is
living in the most princely style in St. Peters-
burg, and frequently gives dinners a I'impro-
viste, which frighten even the wealthy Russian
noblemen by their costliness.

An annecdote in connection with the two
American Bonapartes, occurred at Versailles
the other day, which is too good to be lost.
These twogentlemen, father and son, had gone
to visit the Petit Trianon, and, as usual, drove
out with one of the 'Imperial coaches and four,
with the Imperial livery. A company of visi-
tors, numbering in all, perhaps twenty per-
sons, who had collected in the Grand Trianon,
had come together at the entrance of the Petit
Trianon to visit it also. As usual, the company
was nearly all English: there werethree Amer-
icans and three or four Frenchmen. They were
all stopped at the door by a lackey,who inform-
ed them that they could not enter at that mo-
ment, for there were some distinguished per-
sons then visiting the place who could not be
interrupted. It was then observed by the com-
pany that a coach and four bearing the Imperial
livery was standing near, and it was sopposed
that the Emperor was in the palace. Lines
were formed on each side of the door, and af-
ter a considerable delay, Mr Bonaparte and his
son, the lieutenant, came out, when the English
(among whom, by the way, there were some
persons of distinction,) took off their CIts and
saluted, very humbly and very respectfully th,.
gentleman whom they supposed to be the Ema
peror mnd his attendant. The Bonapartes bowed
politely and took their seats in the carriare,
which had been driven up to the door for their
convenience.

As the Lieutenant took his seat he happened
to discover in the crowd a Mr. T, of New York,
whom he knew, and reaching out his hand in a
familiar way to shake hands, he said, " Why,
how are you, Mr. T ?" The compliments of the
day were passed, the carriage drove off, and Mr.
T. was immediately beset to know who that
gentleman was with the Emperor who talked
such good English. When they were informed
who the distinguished personages were, their
consternation and disgust were frightful! 'lo
think that they had been playing court and
making fools of themselves for twc, vulgar re-
publicans!-the idea was crushing; and they
crept away muttering between their teeth some-
thing about American barbarians and American
humbugs.

Arrival of the Indiana.

The steamship Indiana, Captain Lambert, ar-
rived at New York on the evening of the 2d of
August, having left Havre on the 16th, and
Southampton on the 16th ult.
The Indiana has on board between 600 and

700 tons of the most valuable continental mer-
chandise, shipped at Havre, the worth of which
is estimated at over a million of dollars. She
had also eighteen jackasses of Spanish breed,
intended for breeding mules in the Southern
States, and about forty very valuable prize Me-
rino sheep, for improving the breed of these
animals. She brought be-ides over onehundred
first and second class passengers.

The Indiana was dispatched as an extra
steamer from Havre and Southampton, in con-
sequence of the great pressure of freight and
passengers at this season of the year. She is
to start again for Southampton direct, taking
freight, specie, parcels and packages for South-
ampton, Havre and London.

A considerable amount of attention was ex-
cited among the nautical men of New York by
the arrival of this steamer, as she is pronounced
to be the finest British screw propeller that has
ever visited an American port.

At IIavre the Indiana was visited by thous-
ands of people, and her arrival there created
quite an excitement.
