VINENT NOLT&'s Boor:-We are indebted to
Redield, of New York, through J. C. Morgan,
of this city, for a copy of Vincent Nolte's " Fifty
Years in both Hemispheres." It is a transla-
tion from the German, in which languageit was
originally published, and gives the autobiogra-
phy of an adventurous German in Europe and
the United States. Some portions are very in-
teresting, and the whole is readable and pleas-
ant. We alluded to the work some months since
and propose to notice it at greater length here-
after. It has no little interest here, owing to
the fact that Nolte was for some years a resident
of New Orleans, was out in the battle under
Jackson, was a large business man-and some-
thing of a rascal.

President's Message.
VETO OF TUB RIVER AND HARiOf BILL.

To the House of Iepresentatites:

Sinn,ad me`sn not allow a full opportunity
of examining and considrn ispoaone, or
of stating at length the rasns wh~ich forbid me
to give it my signature. it belOngs to that
class of measures which ae commonly known
as internal improvements by the general Gov-
ernment, aod which, from a very early period,

been dieemed' of dtabtfttl coicetitutionality
and expedienoy, and have thus failed to obtain
the approbation of successive Chief Magistrates.

On adoh an examination of this bill as it has
been in my power to make, I recognise in it
certain ptorvlsfss, national in their oharaeter,
and which if they stood alone, it would be com-'
lautible with my convictions of public duty to

assent to, but at the same time it embraces
others irhich are merely local, and not, in my
judgment, warranted by any safe or true con-
struction of the constitution. To make proper
and sound discrimination between these diffe-
rent provisions would require a deliberate dis-
cussion of general principles as well as a care-
ful scrutiny of details for the purpose of right-
fully applying those principles to each separate
item of appropriation.

Public opinion with regard to the value and
importance of internal improvements in this
country is undivided. There is a disposition on
all hands to have them prosecuted with energy,
and to see the benefits sought to be obtained by
them fully realised. The prominent point of
difference between those who have been rgarded
as the friends of a system of internal improve-
ments by the General Government, and those
adverse to ouch a system has been one of con-
atitutional power, though more or less connected
with questions of expediency. My own judg-
ment, it is well known, has, on both grounds,
been opposed to general system of internal im-
provements by the Federal Government. I
have entertained the most serious doubts, from
the inherent difficulties of its application aswell
as from past unsatisfactory experience, whether
the power could be so exercised by the General
Government, as to render its use advantageous
to the country at large or effectual for the no-
complishment of the object contemplated.

I shall consider it eneumbent upon me to pre-
sent to Congress at its next session a matured
view of the whole subject, and to endeavor to
define, approximately at least, and according to
my own convictions, what appropriations of this
nature by the General Government the great
intetests of the United States require, and the
constitution will admit and sanction, in case no
substitute should be devised capable of recon-
oiling difficulties both of constitutionality and
expediency.

In the absence of the requisite means and
time for duly considering the whole subject at
the present, and discussing such possible sub-
stitute, it becomes necessary to return the bill
to the House of Representatives, in which it
originated, and for the reasons thus briefly sub-
mitted to the consideration of Congress to with-
hold from it my approval.

Later from Mexico.
ARRIVAL OF THE STEAMSHIP ORIZABA.

The United States mail steamship Orizaba,
Thomas Forbes commanding, arrived at her
wharf at 8 o'clock yesterday morning, having
left Vera Cruz on the 8th inst., at 10 A. e. She
brings dates from the capitol to the 3d inst., and
from Vera Cruz to the 8th. The following is a
list of her passengers:

Spring, 31 days from New York.

August 8.-Arrived, American brig Seguin,
58 days from Genoa.

To sail on the 9th inst., for New Orleans, Mex-
ican schooner Constant, Laferla, master.

We find in our exchanges the following items
of general news:

The insurgents have recently met'with bad
fortune. It is stated that on the 31st ult., while
posted on the Limon Hills, under command of
Cal. Villalba, they were attacked and utterly
defeated by the Government troops, under Col.
Zulosga. About 400 of the insurgents were re-
ported slain, among whom was Villalba, and
their artillery and many of their horses and
arms were captured.

It is also stated that this stronghold of the
insurgents had been beleagured for sixteen days
before it was stormed.

Colonel Gower reports having captured the
town of Coyuca and taken twenty-nine prison-
ers All the officers engaged in the affair at
Liman have been promoted one grade, and Col.
Zuloaya, the commander, has been created
General of the Brigade.

We find in the Mexican papers no news of any
kind from Acapulco, or from Gen. Alvarez.

In Michoacan alternate advantages are re-
ported. The troops of the Government had
recaptured the town of Zitacuaro, and the in-surgents had driven the Government forces
from Puerepero and Uruapan. The Governor
of Michoacan has proclaimed laws of the most
severe kind against those who should disturb
public order, and several executions are an-
nounced.

Ponalla, in the State of Chiapas, had also
pronounced in favor of Gen. Alvarez. The
Government troops were about to attack them.

On the 29th ult. a decree was issued in the
capital, declaring that all persons circulating
false or alarming news, or that should censure
the acts of the Government, shall be arrests I
as conspirators and subjected to a fine of $200,
with imprisonment for two months.

A division of troops under the command of
Col. Moreno had encountered a large body of
the insurgents between Ayutla and Ajoohiolas
(near the southern extremity of Guerro) and
completely routed and dispersed them.

The first of these victories, the Eco re-
marks, is of vast importance, and will go far
towards the re-establishment of peace in the
Department of Guerrero, to which end the Su-
preme Government has made such noble ex-
extions.

It is also stated that a detachment of 200
light troops of the line, under command of Col
Antonio Gomen, surprised the rebels, who had
risen against the Supreme Government in the
village of Coctzal, on the 18th ultimo, by sur-
rounding the place in the night time. Twenty-
one rebels with arms in their hands were taken
prisoners, and four persons who attempted to
escape by running were fired upon and wounded.

Among those taken was a guerilla chieftain
named Jose Quirino, who, it is stated, aside
from having served as a soldier in the army of
Alvarez, has been employed as a constant spy
upon the operation of the Supreme Goverment
and the authorities of that village. The ne-
cessary steps had already been taken, says the
Eco, to adjudge the delinquents and have
them punished; which means that a drum-head
court martial was held on the spot, and the poor
fellows shot.

The Ecu of Vera Crun publishes in an extra,
on the evening of the 4th inst., the following
telegraphic dispatch from the city of Mexico:

" Mtxsco, Aug. 3, 1854.-The Count Raous-
set do Boulbon, who lately disembarked at
Guayamas, to place himself at the head of the
French who had already arrived there and eu-
listed in our army, at whose head he raised the
standard of rebellion and pronounced against
the Government, was defeated on the 30th ult.
by Gen. Yanez, to whom he surrendered, with
200 of his compatriots, in which he lost 46 of
his men, killed and wounded."

This dispatch is signed by Blanco, Minister of
War, and is addressed to the Governor of Vera
Cruz. We hope it is more veracious than some
of the previous dispatches of this officer.

The Eco, in commenting upon this occurrence,
felicitates the General Government upon the
success that attends its energetic measures for
the conservation of the public tranquility in all
parts of the country, and remarks:

" The lesson they have received at Guayamos
will not be lost on these bands of adventurers,
who have fixed their longing eyes upon our
country, especially when they are made to
understand that they may expect from the
energy of the Supreme Government the chas-
tisement they so richly deserve."

They are represented
to be without money and munitions, and there
wes not the possibility of a doubt that they
would soon be overpowered and receive the pun-
ishment they merit, (which of course means that
they would be shot.) And, indeed, it would
seem they have but a slim chance, for several
batrelloqs of troops, besides the two frotuMata-
moras and Tampioo, have been ordered to Vic-
toria, from Sen Luis Potosi and other adjacent
points.

Throughout many of the Southert States of
MaEico the lbouvts were making terrible'lsavoo
amisng the 01r-ia.

On the 15th,- July lost, Santa Anna granted
to Don A. J. Aecha an exclusive privitege for
the constructi'a of a railroad and telegraph
from El Paso, . r from Presidio del Norte to the
port of Guayr zs, on the Gulf of California.
Mr. Atool is bound to form his company for
building the road within one year, and to finish
the road within twelve years from the time of
running the line, or in fact within fifteen years
from the granting of the privilege. No grants
of land are made to the road except such as
may be necessary for the roadway and stations

A decree has been issued, anthorizing the
free importation of arms and munitions of war
by the port of VeraCruz and along the northern
frontiers.

Another has been issued, authorizing the free
importation of grain into Tabasco, which is
menaced by famine.

A notorious scoundrel, named Antonio Mer-
cado, one of the supposed assassins of Count
Coseato, has been arrested, and is now in irons
awaiting a trial. It will be recollected that one
of the villains accused of this atrocious murder
died in prison, with the cholera, a short time
since.

The health of the city of Mexico is fully reas-
tablisbed, the cholera having entirely disap-
peared.

Vicente Pilar, Jose Gabriel, and Estevan Mar-
tinez,-the three robbers who were tried and con-
victed of having assaulted and robbed the dili-
gence at Cru Manca, on the 16th of August,
18563, were executed in Mexico on the 27th ult.
They killed oneof the passengers in the diligence
and wounded two others. The laws appears to
be strictly enforced in Mexico.

The able editor of the N. Y. Mirror, who has
been luxuriating for some time pastatNewport,
in a letter to that paper, of the 8d inst., says:

The news received here this morning by tele-
graph from Washington, of the success of the
revolutionists in Spain, and the flight of the
Queen to Paris, has occasioned a good deal of
excitement, and the question is warmly die-
oussed by intelligent foreigners, whether the
Duchess de Montpensier, the sister of Isabella,
will be raised to the throne; or whether a new
dynasty will be called into power. All who
have carefully watched the progress of the revo-
lution, think they can see the paw of the " Great
Bear" directing the movements of the Spanish
rebels; and there is but little doubt but the
state of affairs at Madrid will distract the atten-
tion and complicate the operations of the Allied
Powers.

In this emergency, I think the time has come
to negotiate for Cuba. The-" pear is now ripe,"
and ready to fall into some booy's lap. France
and England have their hands full in the East.
All the available resources of both nations will
be required oo nurse " the sick man," whose
cause has become their own. The readers of the
Mirror well know how strongly we have resisted
the lawless attempts of the Filibusters to ravage
the " Queen of the Antilles," and to rob the
crown of Spain of its richest jewel. But a suc-
cessful revolution at home absolves the Island
from its allegiance to the mother country.

Cuba, with all its sweet treasures, is floating
pilotless and rudderless past our doors. Now is
the time for the United States to stretch forth
her hand and catch the priceless pearl-not by
robbery, but by diplomacy. Commercially, the
Island will be worth to us twenty millions annu-
ally; and as the recent Riciprocy Treaty, is the
ftrot practical step towards the annexation of
Canada, it really looks as if the day were not
distant when the stars and stripes shall float
over and protect one grand Continental Union,
from Behring's Straits to the Southern Isthmus.

MtMo. BuRNED.-A large granite mill at Bur-
rillville, R. I., was entirely destroyed by fire on
the night of the 3d. The mill belonged to S. I.
& Syra Sherman, and was occupied by J. T.
Seagrave & Co. for the manufacture of fancy
eassimeres. It contained ten full seto of ma-
chinery, and in all respects was one of the best
mills in New England. The origin of the fire is
not known. The loss on the mill is about $90,-
000; on stock and goods, about $35,000. The
insurance on the mill and machinery is about
$70,000, including some buildings belonging to
the establishment not destroyed; on stock and
goods, $21,000. From seventy-five to one hun-
dred persons are thrown out of employment.

A VoLrorTEa EasotNo .- On Tuesday, as
one of the engineers of the railroad train, at
Zanesville, Ohio, was taking his dinner, a man
named Thos. Fanneganjumped upon the locomo-
tive, put it in motion, and then jumped off. For-
tunately, another was standing near it at the
time, rod the only damage resulting was about
$125 worth to one of the tenders. Had it not
been for this it would have gone on and come
in collision with a passenger train then due.
Fannegan was arrested and committed, and
should be made to suffer severely.

MORE VENGEANCE.-It is said that the Ad-
ministration contemplates bombarding London,
to avenge the feelings of Dan Sickles, which
were badly shocked at the late 4th of July
Peabody banquet, when the Queen of England
was toasted. Consul Nelson and Minister Sould
have also a bill to settle. The Chineha Islands
affair will be let to slip, as it has been suggested
that the Cyane, having achieved a full measure
of glory, may be ordered to the guano trade
in order to keep the tender plant of the Admin-
istration's honor properly manured.-New York
Express.

Thebrintroduced yesterday by Judge Bayly,

to carry out the reciprocity treaty, as far as the
latter affects our revenue laws, was passed this
morning in the House, and has gone to the Sen-
ate, where it will undoubtedly pane before 4
o'clock.

The civil and diplomatic appropriation bill,
with its 193 Senate amendmente, was disposed
of by Mr. Houston, Chairman of the Committee
of Ways and Means, after a hard struggle, in
the short space of a few hours, and all the other
important appropriation bills are in a fair way
of being disposed of.

The House and Senate have at last agreed to
extend the session till Monday next, provided no
legislative act shall be attempted after 4 o'clock
to-day. This will give members time to finish
the legitimate business before Congress, and,
at the same time, guard against accidents, in
legislation.

The River and Harbor bill, which was passed
last evening, will be vetoed. The veto is ready
to go in [It went in subsequently.]

The reports of the various committees on in-
vestigation, all completely exonerates the mem-
bers of the House from any suspicion as regards
their private charagter and motives of action.
On Colt's pistols their were four reports, all
equally clearing the members from any suspi-
cion, such as led to the appointment of the com-
mittees, but revolving other matters in their
minds.

The report of the committee on the Minnesota
land bill entirely clears Gen. Stevens, of Michi-
gan, and the Clerk of the House of any motive
to do wrong; whilethe committeeon Mr. Bayly
has made a special report which entirely con-
founds his accuser. There in no reason, there-
fore, why members should not go home in peace,
and dismiss all disagreeable recollections of the
subject.

Mr. Smith was about forty
years of age. He leaves a widow-the sister of
the Rev. Dr. Potte, of New York-and two sons.

A paper devoted to the cause of the Know-
Nothings says that party existed here previous
to the Revolution, and one of its first demon-
strations was made by the members in the guise
of Indians--the real Native Americans-who
threw certain tea into Boston lharbor.

Hon. Thomas D. Washington, grand-nephew
of George Washington, died in Albany on the
evening of the fd inst. He was a resident of
of Jefferson County, Va., and his remains went
South the day following.

MDEnnR to Sr. Louos.-On the 80th ult., an
Englishman named Thomas Edgar shot his wife
dead in a quarrel. The affair was a most
shocking one. A little girl eeven years of age,
who was the only witness of it, testified that
the accused entered the shanty drunk while his
wife had her babe in her arms, and after quar-
reling with her took up his gun and threatened
to shoot the child and herself. The frightened
woman ran and placed the child on the bed, and
was immediately shot dead by her brutal hus-
band. He will probably be hanged.

All the papers in Germany are at present,
and have been for some time, engaged in gloat-
ing over the Ward case, which is variously
stated to have transpired near New York and
near Boston, " near where the first revolution-
ary battle was fought." We suppose they mean
Lexington, Mass.

AnoLITION MEETING IN ENGLAD.-A great
anti-slavery meeting or convention was to have
been held on the let of August, at Manchester,
England. Among the speakers promised to be
presert was the Hon. John Van Buren, son of
Martin Van Buren, the ex-President of the
United States, but his name was probably used
without authority, as he never professed to be
an abolitionist. The subjects marked out for
discussion more or less affected the internal af-
fairs of the several States, as well as the Fe-
deral Union. Among the proposals is one for
discussing the feasibility of dissolving the great
Union of States.

ARKANSAs.-We learn from the Whig of the
4th inst. that Jae. Partin was hung at Searcy,
on White River, on the 28th ult., for the murder
of Lindsay. On the same day, in Independence
county, Richard Wall killed G. Matthews by
stabbing him with a knife. On the 29th ult., in
Jackson county, Jesse Cee killed John Hollins-
lied by striking him with an axe. Dr. Shelby
Smith died at Jacksonport on the let inst. The
crops north of Batesville are represented as
being very ordinary, but south of that point
they are looking pretty well. The Arkansas
River is very low-scarcely navigable.

A fire occurred in Buffalo on the morning of
the 4th inst., at the north end of Kremlin
Block, on Main street, in the upper stories of
House & Co.'s organ factory. A large organ,
building for the new Catholic church, was de-
stroyed. The lose is about $25,000, nearly all
covered by insurance. The building is owned
by John Paine of New York.
