The fifth heat was not commenced until dark,
and a number of sentinels were posted around
the course to report the conduct of the hanimal.
They Went off under much excitement, hurrah-
ing and whip-leather, and were speedily lost
sight of. The Lord only knows how they got
around, but around they came. One of them
was rst' and another last; which first and
which last, the Lord only knows. Each driver
reported the other two to have run the whole
distance, and the sentinels report all three to
have been running like dogs whenever they saw
them.

A SLAVE Po.ATE.-Capt. Donald, the master
of the brig Grey Eagle, which recently landed
a cargo of slaves on the island of Cuba, and

was seized by a British cruiser after the negroes
had been landed, and the captain and crew left,
had a hearing before Commissioner Ingraham
on the afternoon of the 6th inst., in Philadel-
phia. The captain and mate made their escape
to Havana, and subsequently took passage in
the ship John Benson to New York. The mate
died on the passage to New York, and the cap-
tain appears to havebeen landed before the ship
reached the city. A United States officer took
oat a warrantin New York for the apprehension
of the defendant, on information given by a
young man who was deceived into the voyage.
The examination was not finished, in conse-

quence of the absence of an important witness.

SwnonoAt FATAorrY.-Capt. F. W. Lovett, of
the ship White Swallow, who died of cholera off
Boston on Friday, the 4th inst., was the sixth

Capt. Lovett who died within three months, all
being natives of Beverly, Mass., and a seventh
Capt. Lovett now lies at the point of death in
the same town. They were all prominent ahip-
masters.

COETIL Onto RAILROAD.-The Wheeling Ar-
gus, of the 5th inst., says:

We are informed that the track-laying from
the West, on the line of the Central Ohio Rail-
road, has progressed to a point within six or
seven miles of Barnevrille. Three or four miles
of the track have been laid west from Bell Air,
and the work at both ends is being rapidly
pushed to completion.

County Oonventions, to aDpoint delegates to
the Anti-Nebraska State Convention, at Sara-
toga, are being held in the State of New York.
The convention for Onondaga, the hot-bed of
Abolitionism, was held on the 6th.

The extensive grocery establishment of Mr.
Wip. Lintqn, opposite the office of the National
Intelligenoer, in Washington, was totally de-
stroyed by fire on the 6th.

ARUAL OF THE STEAMER ATLANTIC.

The United States mail steamer Atlantic,
from Liverpool on Wednesday noon, the 26th
alt., arrived at New York early on Saturday
evening, the 6th inst., thus making another
quick passage.

The Europa arrived at Liverpool at midnight
of Sunday the 28d. On entering the 'Mersey
she ran down a schooner, but there was no loss

of life.
The news brought by this arrival, although

pfesenting no points of special importance, ex-
cepting the intelligence from Spain, will be

found not altogether devoid of interest.
The Liverpool Cotton market remained steady,

quotations being unchanged.
There is little news from the seat of war.

Every thing is apparently deferred to await the
action of Austria. The hopes of Prussia sup-
porting the Western Alliance become daily
fainter. The fleets and armies remain as at
last advices.

The news from Spain is interesting. Queen
Christina and her Court have been hunted out
of the country. The insurrection has tri-
umphed. Queen Isabella has been compelled to
send for Espartero, and to instruct him to form
a government, the Rives Ministry having re-
signed. It is not the intention of France or
England to interfere in these Spanish dis-
sensions.

The Portuguese Government has prohibited
the export and authorized the import of Indian
corn into Portugal until the 26th of Sep-
tember.

The following are the latest accounts to hand
on the morning of the Atlantic's sailing:

LONDON MONEY MARKET, July 26.-English
funds were rather animated at the opening, but
the supply of stock being considerable the mar-
ket afterwards exhibited a tone of heaviness.
Consols closed 924 to 921 discount; 924 to 921
money. Three-and-quarter per cents., 924 to
98. Bank stock, 210 to 212. Exchange bills,
is. discount to 2s. premium.

FOREIGN ExcuANase -London.-Paris, three
months, 25 221 to 25.22; short, 24.95 to 26.
Hamburg, threemonths, 13.56 to 13 6. Frank-
fort, three months, 1184. Antwerp, three
months, 25.221 to 25.25. Amsterdam, three
months, 11.164 to 11.17; short, 11.14 to 11.16.
Vienna, three months, 12.35 to 12.30. Trieste,
three months, 12.30. Rates are a shade
higher.

Paris, 25 P. s.-Our Bourse opened with dull-
ness and inactivity, without variation in prices.
Closing quotations are: Four-and-hall per
cent. rentes, 98; three per cent. rentes, 70.95.

THE WAR.
AusTRIAN MOVEMENTs.--The following dis-

patch comes from Vienna. We give it for what
it may be worth:

"Vienna, July 22.--Prince Gortschakoff's
mission to this Court has entirely failed. The
Emperor Francis Joseph will not disappoint the
expectations of Europe."

It was expected in Vienna that if Prussia did
not throw any immediate difficulty in the way,
a new and decisive protocol would be'signed by
the Conference on the 19th or 20th of July. A
courier, with the official communication of the
answer of Russia, left Vienna on Saturday, the
22d, for Paris and London. A statement from
Bucharest, of the 19th, that Gen. Hess had
crossed the Wallachian frontier, is incorrect.

Prussia.
It seems hopeless to expect that Prussia will

cordially come to terms with the Allied Powers.
We have, however, no further intelligence on
which to decide. A story is cusrent that the
King had declared openly "it would be sotlise
to go to war with Russia."

German Confederation.
On the 20th the representatives of Austria

and Prussia presented their treaty of April
20th, to the Diet of Frankfort. The cabinets
invite the Diet to strengthen the Austro-
Prussian convention by acceding to it uncon-
ditionally.

The Danube.
On the 19th, another battle was fought near

Giurgevo, in which the Russians are reported to
have been completely defeated, with two of their
Generals killed. We have few or no details of
this second battle. The present situation of
things on the Danube may be told in a very
few words. All parties are waiting for the ad-
vance of Austria. General Gortschakoff com-
mands in person the 70,000 men stationed at
Frateschti; while 30,000, supposed to be under
Ostensacken, are posted at Budeschti, on the left
bank of the Agrich, to guard against any attack
from the Turks at Oltenitza. It is considered
that Omar Pacha will not hazard any general
engagement, unassisted by his allies. As to the
allies, their motions are slow, but it is evident
they are systematic, and drawing to anend that
shall be decisive.

General Gortschakoff announced that he will
hold the Danube provinces, with 200,000 men, if
necessary. He also orders, that to all official
documents published in the Principalities, in
which the name of the Emperor Nicholas occurs,
the title of " Protector of the Principalities of
the Danube," shall be added. Three Austrian
officers of rank arrived at Sohumla on the 10th
of July, and immediately left for Varna, as
Commissioners of the Austrian Government.
Omar Pacha had returned from Varna, and
was gone to Rutschuk. Lord Cardigan, with
the 11th English Hussars, had returned to the
camp at Devno, after a reconnoissance of
two weeks' duration along the banks of the
Danube.

The advanced force of the British army has
progressed no farther than Devno, and the re-
mainder are encamped in different positions be-
tween that place and Varna. The health and
discipline of the troops were excellent. The in-
corporation of the Bashi Bazourksinto the allied
army is completed. All their officers are Euro-
peans, and in future they are to be regularly
paid. Admiral Hamelin has ordered the imme-
diate construction of thirty troop ships, capable
of transporting four thousand men at each voy-
age. It is surmised that these ships are for use
on the Danube. The Generals-in-Chief are un-
derstood to have now completed all their plans
of the campaign.

A new personage, Gen. Wassitczikoff, has been
reconnoitering the Tomoesch and Altschanz passes
into Wallachia.

On the 11th of July, Gen. Rudiger suddenly
left Warsaw, but as he is very old, it is not
likely he will join the army in the field. It is
said that Gen. Paskiewitch will be reinstated in
command; the story of his disgrace was doubt-
ful The Russians continue todestroytheroads
and bridges leading from Transylvania into
Moldavia. Gen. Laders is concentrating his
strength at Obiliesti, east of Bucharest. The
Turks are entrenching themselves at Giurgevo.
In the recent action at Giurgero, the Hetman at
the Cossacks and Gen. Buturlin were wounded,
not killed, as was reported.

The Bey of Tunishas sent apresentof 42,000,-
000 francs to the Sultan.

Captain Butler, the English officer, who
voluntarily remained in Bilistria and rendered
valuable services to the Turks during the siege,
has died of his wounds and fatigue.

There are strange rumors respecting the
death Ofthe Russian General Aurep. Gortsecha-
koff andhe were known to be at variance, and
it is now whispered that Gortschakoff knows
more about the affair than any one else. So,
at least, say the letter-writers.

There is no foundation for the report that
five Greeks had attempted to assassinate Lord
Raglan.

The Baltic.

Napier's fleet has left Bare Sound. Cholera
has disappeared from on board. Numerous
transports with the baggage, etc.,of the French
expeditionary land force have passed the Sound.
Bomarsund, in the Aland Isles, is to be boma-
barded on the arrival of the French troops.
Martial law has been proclaimed at Riga and
in the district of the Dune, in consequence of
the disaffeootion of the inhabitants towards
Russia. It is assumed by French and English
politicians that if the Western Powers take and
keep posseesion of the important positions of the
Aland Isles, Sweden will no longer hesitate to
join their alliance. The fleet of 90 gunboata is
now completed and organised into three squad-
rons. The hulk of the allied fleet has put to
sea, and is supposed to be cruising off the Gulf
of Bothnia.

The Black Sea.
On the 18th of July, three English steamers

arrived offOdessa, and, after ahseavy cannonade,
destroyed some small works near the spot where

the stem-fr gate5Tlger went lor, Thei ob-
jeot of the attack-was to complete the destruc-
tion of the Tiger, to prevent her maohinery
beingavailable to the Russians.

The rest of the fleet were at sea.
On the 9th, Captain Parker, of the British

frigate Firebrand, was shot through the heart
at B•lina, and was buried at Constantinople on
the 12th with military honors.~reece.

The insurrection is completely at an end.
The cruisers of the allied fleet seize all the arms
they find on board the ships they search. The
Porte has established two conditions for the re.
establishment of peace with Greece; the first is
a public reparation; the second an indemnity
for the loss and damage occasioned to Ottoman
subjects. That indemnity, the amountof which
is to be fixed by four Commissioners, Turkish,
Greek, French and English, is to be paid within
a brief period. If in two months complete satis-
faction is not given to Turkey, that Power will
resume its hostile attitude towards Greece.

Asia.
The Turco-Egyptian division sent under the

orders of Hassan Pacha to the Asiatic coast.
had succeeded in landing arms, ammunition and
field artillery for the use of Schamyl's army,
which is every day becoming better organized
Two French engineers have proceeded, on board
the frigate Vauban, to make a reconnoisance in
the direction of Batoum and along the coast of
Osreassia.

Spain.
Gen. Everesta San Miguel is named Minister

of War. His nomination was received with en
thusiasm by the people. The infant Don Fer-
dinando, brother of the King, is dead. Count
Montemolino, accompanied by Gen. Elio, has
entered Navarre, where aCarlist movement has
broken out. The French Government is about
to establish a corps of observation on the Pyre-
nean frontiers. Queen Christina has disem-
barked at Port a Vendres. Queen Isabella has
not left Madrid.

On the morning of the 19th, the insurgents of
Madrid sacked the palace of Queen Christina,
in the Calle de las Rejas, and the mansion of
M. Salamanca, at the Recoletos, along the
Prado. Christina bad to take refuge in the
Royal Palace, and afterwards fled towards
France. 'A report circulated that she was
taken prisoner.; but this statement was not
true. At Martoe, near Granada, a battle was
fought between the forces of O'Donnell and
Blaser. It is stated that the Count de Vista
Hermosa and Gen. Blaser (royalists) were
wounded and taken prisoners. There seems to
be no present intention on the part of the in-
surgents to dethrone Isabella. The Duchess
Montpensier has no party whatever in favor of
herself or her French connections.

Madrid private letters say that the effect pro-
duced on the public mind by the fall of the Sar
torins Ministry was immense. Enthusiastic
vivats to liberty and the Generals commanding
the constitutional army, rung through the
streets, and the public buildinig were illumi-
nated.

Events have hurried on with rapidity. From
various sources we collect the following facts:
"MADRID, 17th.-Valadolid declared yester-

day for the movement. The Captain-General
and Governor are prisoners. Progresista Gen-
erals have taken command of the troops. The
Ministry has just resigned. The Queen has sent
for Gen. Cordova. Risings in Catalonia are
spoken of."

" MADRID, 17th, 10 o'clock P. M.-A popular
emeute has commenced in the streets of this
capital. The people have arms and chiefs.
Alarming cries are heard.
" Second Dispatch-18th, 1 P. s.--During

the whole night the city was in the hands of
the insurgents. Between 2 and 8 o'clock this
morning the troops were engaged and acted with
vigor. Barricades have been erected. The
Gazette publishes the names of the new Minis-
try. The whole of Catalonia has risen, with
the Captain-General at its head. Fighting is
going on at several points."

" ST. SEBasTIAN, July 19.-Gen. Espartero
has gone from Logrono to Saragossa to place
himself at the head of the revolt. Gen. Zabala
is about to join him. The municipality of To-
losa, and the civic guard, assembled at Villa.
real, have followed the movement. The city of
Pampeluna and part of its garrison have de-
clared themselves. The Captain.General has
shut himself up in the citadel with the remain-
der of the troops."
" PERPIGNan, July 20.-Barcelona, although

not in arms, is far from tranquil. A decree re-
stores arms to the National Guards. Another
decree suppresses the detective police-the peo-
ple having demanded the head of Tennesso, its
chief. A third proclamation orders a levy of
citizens to put down incendiaries. Valencia
has pronounced; Saragossa also. Gen. Espar-
tero, nominated chief of the revolutionary Jun-
ta, is at Saragossa. The garrison and popula-
tion of Puycerda have declared for the insur-
gents."

A letter from Madrid to the London Times
states that on the evening of the 19th the
fighting was still active in various parts of
Madrid. The insurgents were fearfully in-
censed against the Queen-Mother, and were
calling loudly for her head. As already stated,
her palace, on the Calls de las Rejas, was at-
tacked and gutted. The people then rushed to
the residence of Sartorios, Count de San Luis,
the unpopular minister, when they smashed all
the funiture, and nearly demolished the build-
ing. Next they demolished the residence of M.
Salamanca, whose railroad speculations in con-
nection with Christina and her clique are so no-
torious. Count Quinto, late Aleide Corregidor
of Madrid, had also his house pulled -down.
The streets where the fighting was hottest were
the Calls Ancha San Bernardo, a long wide
street extending from the Plazuela San Domin-
go, not far from the Palace, to the gate which
leads from the suburban village of Chamberri;
the Plazuela San Domingo itself; the Plaza 'lel
Oriente, in front of the Royal Palace; the Calls
de Preciodos; the well-known Puerta del Sol,
which is the centre of the city, and upon which
open the six principal streets of Madrid, name-
ly: the San Geronimo, Correlos, Mayer, Car-
men, Montera and Alcada-the Calle Alcala,
and the Plaza Mayer. In all these, as well
as the Calls Atocha, barricades had been
thrown up and vigorously defended by the peo-
ple. Troops had occupied the post-office in the
Puerts del Sol.
The following address was handed to the

Queen by a commission of citizens appointed to
demand an audience :

" Senora-The undersigned, Spanish citizens
and interpreters of the wishes and desires of thd
people of Madrid, whom they have the honor to
represent, to expose to your Majesty with due
respect that, considering the grave circumetan-
ces in which are this capital and the whole
nation, there is no other means of safety for
the Throne but in restoring to the people the
rights that have been usurped from them, re-
specting their principles of morality and justice,
removingfrom your Majesty's side the porfidi-
ous councillors who have compromised by their
misdeeds and violence the peace of the kingdom,
and the institutions that the country has con-
quered with its blood and treasures. The
people of Madrid demand constituent Cortes, in
which may be fixed in a s able and secure man-
ner, the basis of its political and social reor-
ganization. Amongthem, and as a guarantee
of order and liberty, it demands the re-estab-
lishment of the National Guard. The people,
exhausted by the weight of onerous taxes, also
asks of your Majesty a diminution of the Im-
posts and other burdens upon it. Victim and
plaything of adventurers and of bastard ambi-
tions, it dares to hope that merit and virtue
alone will be listened to in the councils of the
Crown. Mlay your Majesty be pleased favor-
ably to receive the sentiments of the people of
Madrid, which the exponents transmit with all
fidelity.

, God preserve, etc.
" Madrid, July 17, 1854."
The Commission states that the Queen heard

them kindly, and assured that she would decide
the best with respect to the contents of their
petition, respecting the national wish in view.

Great Britain.
On the opening of Monday. the 24th, a most

animated debate took place in the House of
Lords and Commons, on the Queen's message
soliciting a vote of credit to carry on the war.
The following is the message:

" Victoria Regina
"Her Majesty, deeming it expedient to pro-

vide for any additional expense which may
arise in consequence of the war in which Her
Majesty is now engaged against the Emperor of
Russia, relies on the affection of the iHouse of
Lords and Commons for the concurrence in such
measures as may be necessary for making pro-
vision accordingly."

In the House of Lords an airmative address
was formally agreed to. In the Commons, Lord
John Russell moved for a vote of credit of three
millions of poundssterling, (3,000,000). Lord

Dudley Stuart mo bat the Chairma report
progress, but eventually withdrew his motion t
on the understanding that he would renew the
discussion on the Committee's report, and would t
move an address against the prorogation of 1
Parliament.
The vote was then agreed to.

Latest.
PARuIAMENT.-On bringing up the report of 1

supply, Lord Dudley Stuart moved an addition 1
tohe resolution'of which he had given notice
last night, praying her Majesty not to prorogue
Parliament without full explanations being
given by ministers of their intentions and
policy regardiing the war. He referred to the
published report of Lord John Russell's speech
in moving,for a vote of credit of 8,000,000, in
order to show that there was an inconsistency
between his first statement and subsequent
explanations; and also that there was a want
of unity of opinion in the cabinet. He also
criticised the military and naval operations in
the East and in the Baltic, charging our com-
manders, and those who instructed them from
home, with neglect of opportunities and lack of
energy in carrying out the objects of the war.
He also denounced the vicillating policy of Aus-
tria, and the weakness of our own Government
in trying to conciliate that power, instead of
trying to carry the war into the enemy's domin-
ions; by invading the Crimea and taking Sebss-
topol. He next attacked Mr. Cobden, on ac-
count of his supposed pro-Russian predilec-
tions. He concluded by his stating his opinion
that the course he had taken was perfectly con-
stitutional.

Sir J. Shelley seconded the motion.
Mr. Sidney Herbert replied, expressing the

willingness of the Governmentto be bound by the
decision which the House might arrive at. He
defended the commissariat department against
the attack of Mr. Layard last night. He next
went on to refute the assertion of the noble
Lord, that nothing had been done by our fleets
and armies. He condemned the impatience ex-
hibited by the noble Lord, in expecting Russia
to be "' crumbled up" and the war terminated,
in the four months which have elapsed since the
declaration of war. He expressed the fullAt
confidence in what will be achieved as the war
progresses. He concluded amidst great cheers,
by stating that the Government were prepared
to meet any charge that might be brought
against them relative to their conduct in carry-
ing on the war.

Mr. Layard, in reply, defended the state-
ments made by him last evening, which he com-
plained had been misrepresented. He denied
that he intended to cast any blame on the Gov-
ernment with respect to the war. He regretted
the motion brought forward by Lord D. Stuart,
though he thought the Government was liable
to a charge of want of energy and spirit in the
conduct of the war; and though he had confi-
dence in many members of the Government, he
had no confidence in Lord Aberdeen.
Colonel Dunne contended that the military

preparations were not made in time.
Admiral Berkeley defended the Admiralty,

and read passages from dispatches from com-
manders in the Baltic, to show that they had
done every thing in their power to bring out
the enemy. He denied that instructions had
been sent out to Admiral Napier to hold his hand,
and said he had a complete carte blanche as to
the operations he might undertake.

Mr. F. Scully opposed the motion.
Sir J. Shelley supported it.
The distinguished cavalry regiment " the

Scots Greys" was embarked on the screw-
steamer Himmalaya, at Liverpool, and would
sail on Wednesday the 26th, direct for Varna,
at which place it was expected they would be
disembarked in twelve'days. The Himmalaya
has just been purchased by the British Govern-
ment, for 140,000 sterling.

The U. S. sloop-of-war Preble, Commander
Thomas T. Craven, from Norfolk, Va, arrived
at Spithead on the 22d. From Spithead the
Preble would go to Cherbourg and Prest, and
thence home.

J. R. Hind, London, has discovered another
planet. It is a star of the tenth magnitude,
and situated almost exactly upon the eliptic,
about midway between two stare of fifth magni-
tude-29 and 32 Flamsteed in Capricornns.
Was first seen, 11.45, mean time, night of 22d.

An order has been issued that British sol-
diers in the East shall wear moustaches, and if
they please, beards.

Sir George Grey, Governor of New Zealand,
is appointed Governor of the Cape of Good
Hope. Col. Freeman Murray is appointed Go-
vernor of Bermuda; and Henry Dupre Labou-
chere is appointed unpaid attache to the British
Legation at Washington.

Father Mathew being in poor health, has
been offered a free passage from Liverpool to
Madeira, by the owners of the Brazilian line of
steamers.

France.
The Emperor and Empress had arrived at the

baths of Breatz. At Bprdeaux, and elsewhere
on the route, they were received with the
warmest acclamations.

Cholera is raging at Marseilles. One hun-
dred and twenty deaths are reported daily.
Many of the inhabitants have fled from the city.
At Nancy it is also very violent.

A Rpssian ship, named the Orion, sailing un-
der Tuscan colors, was captured off Leghorn, on
the 19th instant, by the French steam sloop
Averne, and taken into Toulon.

The mother of Ledru Rollin was buried in
Paris, on the 22d, at the advanced age of 85.

Three severe shocks of earthquake were felt
at Baveges, at a quarter to three o'clock on the
morning of the 20th.

Italy.
It is telegraphed from Vienna, Sunday, the

23d, that an insurrection has broken out in
Parma. The inhabitants fired from the roofs
and windows. Austrian troops will, perhaps,
enter the Duchy and occupy the military
posts.

A pamphlet of Mazzini's on Sardinian affairs
is at present circulating in Sardinia and Lom-
bardy.

It is stated in a letter from Naples, of the
12th of July-but surely can not be true-that
the seals of official dispatches to the American
and English embassies are regularly tampered
with by the agents of the Neapolitan Govern-
ment. The letter adds that they are afraid to
meddle with the letters of France.

Indian mail brought advices from Calcutta to
June 14; Madras, June 20; Bombay, June 20;

The steamer Dooro, with the China mail of
the 22d of May, was lost on the 26th of May.
The passengers, mails, parcels and cargo were
saved, and proceed to England by this oppor-
tunity.

The
reserves called out will amount to 180,000 men.

Prince Gortsecha-
koff is enraged at the failure of his mission.
