A RUSSIAN HE8 O.
[Translated for the N. Y. Tribune from the Paris Steele.]
As Russia excites at this moment the curiosity

of Europe in general, and on all sides are found
Russian histories, Russian anecdotes, Russian
tales, charts of the Black Sea, and charts of the
Baltic, we may in our turn recite, for the edifi-
cation of the reader, the following episode from
the Life of Suwarrow. A simple account of his
habits, it has no further pretension than to re-
present a Russian hero of the last century in a
natural way.

The Russian army commanded by Sawarrow
had invaded Piedmont, as every one knows,
after the battle of Trabia. Right or wrong,
rumor accuses the Waldenses of having repulsed
the Cossacks from their valleys, and so covered
the retreat of the French. So the Russian gen-
eral wished to be revenged upon these unfor-
tunate valleys, so often tried by persecution;
for what he called the crime of revolt. In this
extremity the Waldenses sent a deputation to
Turin to soften the rage of Suwarrow, and to
offer their submission. The deputation passed
the vanguard of Cossacks. Here is the descrip-
tion they give: "Nothing equals the gluttony
of these trbops," says Appia, in his account;
"the soldiers fetch often from the country
black nuts and grapes unripe; they put all
these in their saucepans with such meats as are
given them, and candle-ends are thrown in for
seasoning. I have seen them making this deli-
cionusoup at their quarters; never, however,
did they wish to lodge within doors: their
hardihood was excessive. They slept pell-mell
with their horses. At break of day they turned
toward the east and said their prayers with a
profusion of signs of the cross. The respect
which they pay to their superiors is incredible.
They approach such on their knees, in order to
kiss their boots, after having been beaten with
the knout.

" For Suwarrow they were enthusiasts. One
evening having been invited to dinner with
Lieutenant Kitow with the interpreter, a Bohe-
mian, I put a question touching Suwarrow the
Moarshal; immediately Kitow rose up, drew his
saber, placed it between his teeth, took a pistol
in each hand, and elevating it above his head,
cried in a stern voice, notwithstanding thesabre
he was biting, ' O, Suwarrow ! Suwarrow !'

" Suwarrow! who then was this Suwarrow
who inspired in Lient. Kitow this degree of
frenzy, a mode eminently Cossack of showing
his admiration? Suwarrow was simply a Tar-
tar of good family. When the deputation of
Waldenses went to Turin for an audience with
him at the door of the cistern palace, he re-
turned the visit the next day. and civilly invited
the deputation to dine at 8 o'clock in the morn-
ing. He used to breakfast, without doubt, at
Smidnight.
-'in going at the dinner hour, says toe

chronicler Appia, we were introduced into the
hall of the staff, where we found Col. Contsni-
kow and the young Prince Gorchakoff. These
gentlemen spoke French with a volubility which
astounded me. Having been admitted into the
dining-room, we saw enter a little old man in a
white vest, a la keyserlitz, white trowsers and
a small black cap on his head, stockings, and
boots down at heel. It was the Marshal. The
Count Zuccato took my hand and presented me.
I wished to read in a full voice the act of sub-
mission which we had given in writing, but he
said, ' Not necessary; I know all.' Then he
embraced me, saying, 'Pace, amicizia e fra-
tellanza ;'-(Peace, friendship and brother-
hood)-almost` precisely the Jacobin salute. I
recalled the fact that this was the cruel general
who had delivered.*er to fire and sword the
Faubourg of Prague at Warsaw. After that,
the servant brought in a large glass of brandy,
which he gulped down. A moment after, the
same servant entered, having a dozen big horse-
radishes, with salt and oil. These Suwarrow
munched with his toothless gums as fast as if he
had a young set of grinders. Then he camejo
me, put three in my left hand, and gave me a
glass of brandy. When we had finished our
horse-radish, he said, ' Gentlemen, of what re-
ligion are you?' Having told our faith, he
turned toward an old Danish general, saying,
' Pray for these gentlemen.' The general there-
upon clasped his hands and began a prayer with
much unction; but it seemed that Suwarrow did
not like the style of it, for, putting his hand on
his arm, he interrupted him and began to recite
one which the Danish general repeated word for
word. The witnesses of this singular scene had
as much as they could do to keep from laugh-
ng. When it was finished the Marshal said,
' Now let us sit down to table.' "

We here read a page torn from Jornandes,
and we perceive a new Attila in a new dress.
And let no one believe that from Attila to Su-
warrow, and Suwarrow to Gorchakoff. the
Russian has gained much in civilization. He is
always the Hun of olden times, a little scoured
on the surface. He may borrow our arts, our
industries, our fashions, our books, our ac-
tresses, our operas, our dancers, our bon mots
and our vaudevilles; he has these things like a
man who wears a peruke, has horse-hair Russia,
and will be for a long time, the carnival of
civilization. She has the mask and the cos-
tume-that is all, but she possesses neither
depth nor culture.

Lift up for an instant this borrowed gear, and
r what do you find underneath? Anold toothless
specter of barbarism, who gobbles for dinner a
stick of horse-radish, and swills a quart of
brandy. In Siberia, was discovered an ante-
I diluvian elephant, well-kept in a block of ice.

The Russisn people are a- little like the ele-
phant escaped from we know what nook of
the pole into its territory.

2hs De
Maistre, god of owls, found this barbarism so
satisfactory, that he desired to possess it at spy
cost, to hand over to the Jesuits for keeping.

M. Kossath, speaking of the taking of Sebas-
topol, said :

SI don't think you can take Sebastopol by
the'sea. The opportune moment of a coup de
main being lost, it would require aeriflees
which you neither can dd ar stak. Add as
to taking it by land, to take a fortres. accessi-
ble by trenches, and having but a garrison to
defend it, that is but a matter of art and com-
parative sacrifices. It can be calculated to the
hour. But to take an intrenched camp, lianked
by terrible fortresses, and an army for a garri-
son in it, and new armies pouring on your flank
and rear, and you in the plains of Crimea, with
also no cavalry to resist them, is an under-
taking, to succeed in which more forces are
neeessary than Bagland and France ean ever
unite in that quarte fr such au aim. Ask
about it whichever staff-oficer who has learned
something about tactics and strategy. And in
that position is Sebastopol, thanks to you Aus-
trian salliasnee, wich;havivnginterpeed herself
between you and yoj enemp in Wailaehia,
made the Czar free to sead sch numbers to
Sebastopol as he likes,

"You will be beaten, remember mety word.
Your braves will fall in vain nder rlessian
bullets and Crimean air, as the luinanfell
under Turkish ballets and Danalian fver.
Not one out of five of your braves,eim te in
vain, shall see Albion or Galiia again. Btt I
will tell you in what manner Sebastopol is to be
taken. It is at Warsaw that you ean take Se-
bastopol. Napier landing at Tamogli•, and
brave Poland rising at his gallant call, will at
the very first moment engage 100,000 Russians.
The first report of Poland's insurrecton can
but spread dissolution in the Polish ranks of
the Russian army; in three weeks -the Czar
shall have 300,000 men less, sad shall want
300,000 men more. His bravest provinces,
12,000,000 of Poles, will have not n ly lpped
from his grasp, but be fighting agast m;
12,000,000 left by your impoley•'to be the
source of his power and the teeoole.is ambi-
tion.

Poland in arms givs you
Sweden for an ally, and Sweden, again, occu-
pies at least 100,000 Russians in Filalnd, and
seconded by your fleet, pushes on toward St.
Petersburg. Thus you may take Sebastopol
under these condition. It will be b a for-
tress with a garrison. Your 30,000 b will
do the work.

A Rattlesnake Story.
We take the following from the correspond

ence of the Boston Courier, and have no objec.
tions to any body believing it who may choose to
or who can:

I noticed a sketch in the Courie a few dayt
since, entitled "Taugkannue Mountains," thas
recalled to my mind an incident that ocwwrred
to me on those mountains, some twenty-five or
thirty years ago. I was at that time a reeident
of Sheffield. At the time to which I refer, I
formed one of a party of young men who made
an excursion to the summits of those modntains,
to hunt partidges, etc. There 'are, r were, at
that time, places there so infested with rattle-
snakes that it was dangerous to approach them.
To avoid these abodes, we relied on the ac-
quaintance of one of our party of their locality.
After chasing over the hills ix or eight hours,
we were tired enough to think of returning to
our homes. We were proceeding along in an
"Indian file," through a defile some four rods
wide, one side of which was a mountain; the
othen some forty feet high, composed of loose
ledges that were overgrown with ivies, when a
sharp rattle was heard that sent a chill to our
hearts. The foremost of our line sawthereptile
just ahead of him, and without thought raised
his gun and fired ! As the report of the gun
echoed along the crags, a most hideons rattling
and hissing arose on all sides.

We were in the midst of the "den." Each
rock and bush seemed populous with rattle-
onakes, and we could see them descending from
the higher crags. We stood still, not knowing
what to do. To go back would be as dangerous
as to advance; and to remain where we were,
as perilous as either, for several were moving in
the bushes near us. The slightest toqoh of a
fang was certain death, as we were too far from
any habitation to enable us to reach it before
the deadly virus would have taken effect. We
feared to stir, lest we should attract their atten-
tion sooner than if we remained quiet. What
passed in the minds of my companions I know
not, but I remember that my own thoughts were
of no very agreeable nature.

At this juncture, one of us perceived a large
flat rock, some three rods from us, and proposed
in a whisper that we should make for that.
Having ascertained that none of our assailants
were between us and it, we made a rush for it,
and gained it unscathed. Our last movements
notified our creeping foes of our whereabouts, as
well as to irritate them more, and they made for
our position.

Our weapons of defence were four, guns, two
pistols, and an axe. We were then so situated
as to be able to defend ourselves, in some meas-
ure. We out a couple of very slender sprouts
that grew close by the roeek, stationed ourselves
in the centre, and as the snakes came on the
edge of our citadel, we killed them. Only five
or six made the attempt, and we pitched their
mangled carcasses back to their comrades. It
was evident that so long as we remained on the
rock we were safe; but how to escape was more
than we ceuld predict. If we could have killed
all of the reptiles on one side, with our guns
and cudgels, we should have encountered more
in scaling the ledge.

We remained quietly on the rock, and, in a
short time, the rattlesnakes ceased their attacks;
but, on making any movement, they commenced
hissing again. These snakes emit a disagreea-
ble odor when disturbed, and the air was filled
with it. We had noticed a tall tree growing
close by us, and one of our party proposed to
cut it, so as to cause it to fall against the top of
the ledge, and thereby form, if it did not break,
a way by which we might extricate ourselves.
We instantly commenced cutting it, keeping a
sharp lookout for the spotted rascals, who were
now doubly enraged by the resounding blows.

The tree fell with its top against the summit
of the ledge, and we ascended its trunk, and
escaped. Before we left, we just took a~are-
well glance at our baffled belligerents, who had
then taken possession of our rock, and were en-
gaged in snapping a handkerchief dropped by
one of us. We formed a line, and shot at
them, and then left.

Fatal as is the bite of a rattlesnake, yet there
is a weed growing in our meadows, which
being properly applied, renders it harmless.
Many persons are not acquainted with it; in-
deed very few are. I have known persons who,
knowing antidotes for this poison, refuse to dis-
close them.

QUICK DIGESTION-HEALTHY FOOD.-Of all
articles of food, boiled rice is digested in the
shortest time-an hour. As it contaips eight-
tenths nutritious matter, it is a valuable sub-
stance for diet. Tripe and pig's feet are digested
almost as rapidly. Apples, if sweet and ripe,
are next in order. Venison is digested almost
as soon as apples. Roasted potatoes are digested
in half the time required by the same vegetables
boiled, which occupy more than three hours and
a half-more than beef or mutton. Bied occu-
pies three hours and a quarter •ttmld eysters
and boiled eggs are digested in tbalhsurs and
a half-an hour more than is reslre••by the
same articles raw., Turkey and goess are con-
verted in two hours and a hal-- hour and a
half sooner than chickens. Roasted veal, pork
and salted beef, occupy five ho-er and half-the
longest of all articles of foeed. [Soien. American.
