During the winter of 1861,myself and afriend

were being guided through the dense masses of
a cactus wood, among the mountain passes to
whieh Alvarez has recently attracted so much
attention, and which surround the city of Aca-
pulo, on the Pacifico ast of Mexico. We were
well mounted and equipped, but were com-
pelled to proceed slowly on our route, for the
reason that our native guide was on foot; so
that by the time night had enshrouded us in
the deep gloom so peculiar to a tropic forest, we
were anxiously on the lookout for a ranch-light,
or listening for the barking of the dozen curs
which invariably surround a Mexican hut.
We had proceeded perhaps a mile in the deepest
darkness, when to our euprise we came to a
large corral, and, immediately after, to the
rancho to which it was attached.

We had no time to reconnoitre; for we were
immediately surrounded by a score or more of
the most stalwart, ferocious looking men it had
been our fortune, or ill-fortune, to meet in that
country. Their attentions were far more eager
than delicate, for we were half urged, half
pulled from our horses, our valises, pistols, and
bowies taken from us, and ourselves pushed
along into the hut, in less time than it would
have taken a Yankee landlord to have passed
the compliments of the season. The glance I
caught, as I entered the hut, at about twenty
horses in the corral, saddled and bridled with a
sort of cavalry look, and evidently at home after
a long day's ride, in no way served to decrease
my apprehensions; but my fears were put upon
a sure basis, when, after entering the hut, I
passed close to the guide, who looked signifi-
cantly at me and whispered the one, word,
dreaded of all loyal Mexicans:

"Guerrillas!"
As soon as we were seated in the corner of

the large room, I ventured to inquire of my
friend, in a whisper, what he thought of our
situation; to which he answered, with his ac-
customed clearness, and as I thought with a
considerable show of probability, that we were
"in a d- l of a scrape!" We, however, con-
cluded to " trust to luck," and to acquiesce for
the time in any thing that might be done-a
sage conclusion for two Yankees amid twenty or
more athletic robbers.

The guerrillas had evidently had a long ride,
and I judged had met with good success, as they
were good natured, and laughed and talked
with each other incessantly while the "provi-
sioner " was preparing supper.

I don't boast a great deal of coolness in the
hour of danger; but I must confess that the
broiled chickens and fried eggs made such a
sweet scent in my nostrils, and the peculiarity
of our position was temporarily forgotten by me,
while my friend Charley was absolutely grin-
ning and rubbing his hands like a glutton. The
impression produced on us by a smell of the
eatables was evidently amusing to our hosts, or,
"captors," I may call them, the apparent leader
of whom addressed us, as the viands were being
placed upon the table:

"Senors must be hungry after their ride; will
they eat with us ? "

The manner of the man must have conveyed
to Charley what he was about to say, before he
actually uttered the words; for he was at the
table, and had an egg on his plate, before the
conclusion of the sentence. As for me, I was
more dignified; and as I sat myself leisurely at
the table, I began thanking him in bad Spanish,
while Charley was eating in good Yankee style.

"We ask no thanks, senor," said the chief;
" you are our prisoners; 'we want your money
and your horses; at day-light you may go free
with what we leave you!"

And, strange as it may seem, his deliberate
manner of telling us that we were to be skinned
and turned loose in a strange forest, seemed to
please Charley tremendously-for he burst out
in a loud guffaw, and laid back in his chair with
a mouth full enough of chicken to choke a horse;

About day-
light we came to an opening that resembled one
we had passed over just before reaching the rob-
bers retreat the night before; and here, for the
first time, I discovered that Charley had an-
other and decidedly better horse than the one
he bestrode previous to our capture. He re-
marked, in explanation, that having had his
choice in the corral, he supposed " turn-about
was fair play," and accordingly took the best
one he could find; and the creature actually
spurred his animal up, pranced him, and in-
quired of me in the most innocent manner im-
aginable, what I thought of his acquisition ?

and made up our minds tht we had emphatic-
ll "hn4 an adventure."

We soon .itter sailed for asatla; buhot
Charley became so disgusted with the pigmy
appearance of the city Mexinosn, after havingseon the guerrillas, that he deelared he must

either leave the country or go back to the rob-
her. With due regard far his moral culture,I
therefore esetted-to come home, wher we ar-
rived safaly, after having erxperienced what
Charleycalled "boisterous weathe." [Knick-

NIITITAY ONAXAG? OF A 30 I11-.

The literary taste ofi Aaron Burr i acknowl-edged to have been of a high order. The natu-
ral acuteness of his mind was highly favorable
to secess in all eubjects pertaining to bellesLettres. With a meeost retentivememory, and an
imagination easily excited, he spent several
months'afters leaving the college bhelle of Prince-
ton in reading the history of ithe mast renowned
military characters; and to his plastic mind

the military hero became the beasoideal of his
soul--an allnprvading principle. Under the

influence of this tutelary genius, therst gunfired at Lexington, 1775, electrifed liu ardent
mind with the eager ttticipatioht of gaining

laurels on the field of Mare. It had been hispurpose to enter at once on the study of the
law, but his youthful soul was filled with images
too highly colored to allow for a moment thehonught of aplying to the drudgery of profes-

pional life. H ai ed to hisguardian for per-mission to join the continental arm. Hie
slender frame, delicateto afault; theimul•,gene
with which he had ever been treated, awd the
effeminating infuence of a student's 1fe, all
urged upon his guardian the propriety of ade-nial, In his own mind hehad aready passed

" the Rubicon," and expostulation was useless.He hastened to Charleston, a boy of twenty, and
presented himself as a volunteer-not in the
cause of his country so much as the field, where

glorious distinction might be gained. He soon
found that the American troops, disorderly and

undisciplind as they were at this early period,
laid no claim to the character of such an army
as his fancy had spread out before him.

Finding no place for personal distinction in the
regular army, he was eager to join the detach-
ment under Arnold, the object of which was to
march across the unbaroken 'ilderness, to co-
operate with General Montgomery in an attack
upon Quebec. Again kind friends interposed,
representing the certain destruction that await-
ed a mere stripling, in a wild march of more
than thirty days, at a period of the year.~hen
the severity of a northern winter might natu-
rally be anticipated. But his abstemiousness
in the vulgar indulgences of eating and drink-
ing, practieed in College to enable him to ac-
complish his ambitious purposes, carried him
triumphantly through an enterprise, before
which Napoleon's celebrated passage of the Alps
dwindles into insignificance. In this protracted
march young Burr exhibited the quality of en-
durance beyond what his friends deemed
possible.

No less worthy of adidrationwas the sagacity
which he displayed in pioneering the way from
the head waters of the Kennebec to the neigh-
borhood of Quebec, to inform General Mont-
gomery of the approaching expedition. The
possibility of capturing Quebec, and the conse-
quent renown, excited his youthful energies to
the utmost; and he nightly explored the sur-
rounding localities, until no point of approach
was to him unknown. As aid to Montgomery,
in the action in which this brave General fell,
he put forth a mighty effort; but the plan of
attack, decided on against the wishes of Burr,
was not feasible, and after the retreat from the
city, he was glad to abandon a corps in whose
commander he reposed no confidence, and he
pressed his way southward, unattended, to-
wards the theatre of war. During this solitary
march his sagacity and penetration were more
than a match for the red mon himself, and he
passed unharmed through a region that proved
fatal to many.

His manly bearing in the northern campaign
had reached the bars of the Commander-in-
Chief, who sent a message to CoL Burr, on his
way homeward, inviting him to join his" house-
hold establishment," in the honorable capacity
of" one of his Aids." Had Burr's moral char-
acter been equal to his incipient military re-
nown, his fortune now wouldhave been secured;
but Washington scanned the principles of his
young Aid-de-camp, and saw that moral virtue
was wanting. Failing to gain the fellowship of
the chief, and disliking the inactivity of the
station allotted him, he sought a more active
position under General Putnam, with the hope
that his restless ambition might find some field
of action commensurate with his lofty aspira-
tion. His prowess was soon put to the test, and
his military resources were displayed to great
advantage in the memorable retreat of the
American army from New York to Whiteplains.
It is no disparagement to any other officer to
say, that one regiment at least owes its safety
to the energy and skill of Col. Burr on that
occasion.

We now approach a period in Burr's military
career in which his genius shone most conspicu-
ously. The command of the outposts in West-
chester county was assigned him, and, as if by
magic, the disorder and confusion which had
disgraced the American troops in border war-
fare were dispelled, and the plundering and
marauding habits of the soldiery were repressed
by a will that was indomitable, aided by an eye
that seemed omnisicient.

Private property on "the neutral ground"
became as safe as in the best-governed commu-
nities. Even the common soldiers saw the supe-
riority of their condition to what it had been
amid riot and misrule, and they were abun-
dantly satisfied with the regular supply meted
out to them, compared with the eccasional sur-
feit which the plundering system afforded.

The resources of this energetic officer seemed
well nigh miraculous in preserving his sentinels
from the enemy's sharp-shooters, and terrify-
ing the foe, that had become emboldened by
the pusillanimity of his predecessor to carry
oft their plunder in full view of the patriot van-
guard.

The great secret of his success was his untir-
ing watchfulness, that did not allow him to sleep
without visiting in person all the outposts, and
seeing with his own eyes that his commands
were literally executed. To carry out this plan
was a severe trial on a constitution naturally
slender, as it often required a ride on horseback
of twenty to thirty miles, while most officers,
and privates, too, were locked in the embrace of
sleep. Integrity the most uncompromising, and
probity beyond saspteion, could not have done
more to elevate the American cause in the eyes
of the British troops than was effected by Colonel
Burr during the campaign.

The whole region from Jersey City to Sufferns,
an, from New York to Peekskill, witnessed his
activity in ferreting out and thwartit g the
plans of the enemy. In contemplating this por-
I tion of Burr's history, one would readily affirm
