THE DAILY CRESCENT
IIEALTII OF TIE CITY.-The following is th

weekly report of the Charity Hospital for th
seven days ending on Saturday, the 19th inst.
at 6 o'clock P. M.: Admissions, 389; Discharges
268; Deaths, 86; Yellow fever deaths, 60; Tote
remaining, 716. There are about 118 cases o
yellow fever now in the Hospital, under treat
ment. On Saturday there were 26 cases ad
mitted.

PnooBABo SUICIDE.-At 2 o'clock on Saturday
morning one of the Third District police, as he
was taking a quiet stroll along the Levee, found
on the wharf at the foot of Spain street, portio

1
of male attire, having apparently recently been
placed there by the owner. Among the articles
were a hat, pair of boots, alpaca coat and a
shirt. The articles the officer carefully col-
lected and conveyed to the police station. We
are lost in conjecture as to how these things
came upon the wharf; but there is scarcely
room left to doubt that some unfortunate wretch
has buried his sorrows in the kind bosom. of the
dark-rolling Father of Waters.

ACCIDENT.-A young man named Matthew
Redden, employed in the marble-yard of Mr.
Blakesly, had his feet horribly crushed, on
Saturday, by a slab of marble falling upon
them, and was conveyed to the Charity IIos-
pital, where he now lies in a very precarious
condition.

ATTEMTED MURDoR.-A fellow, nained Shane,
yesterday attempted to murder Thomas Marone,
in a house at the corner of Girod and Baronne
streets. Marone was talking to Shane's sister,
when the brother approached them, and saying
' you shan't talk to my sister," drew a small
sharp-pointed sword from his cane and drove it
into the left breast of Morone just below the
nipple, in a direct line for the heart, but the
steel encountered a barrier to its ingress, and
Mr. Marone may congratulate himself upon a
verry narrow escape, for had it penetrated but
the eighth of an inch farther nothing would have
saved him. The wound bled but little, having
closed up as soon as theweapon waswithdrawn,
and death may yet result from it. Shane has
not been arrested:

DISGRACEFUL DISTURBANCE.-A party of about
60 rowdies, before daylight yesterday morning,
attacked the house of a free colored woman,
named Emeline Gibson, near the corner of Cus-
tomhouse and Burgundy streets, and completely
gutted it, breaking dp the poor we.man's furni-
ture and smashing in the doors and windows,
and committing a thousand oth er equally dis-
graceful acts. The police inter fered to keep the
peace, but were disarmed, rather roughly
handled and forced to flee tl, wrath of the mob.

A BRUTAL Acr.-A free negro, named John
Parker, yesterday assaul ted a poor colored
woman, named Louisa, at her house in Thalia
street, between Camp and, Prytania, and beat
her so unmercifully that she is not expected to
live. The brute has b6ae arrested and is held
in jail to await the r.eslrdt of the woman's in-
juries.
INQUESTS.-An inquetit was held yesterday on

the body of an r nknown man, supposed to be a
German, aged about thirty-eight years, found
dead on the sidewalk in front of the Parish Pri-
non. Verdict, "Apoplexy, superinducad by
the heat."

Another was held on the body of Geor ge W.
Hoyt, a native of New York, aged thirty-two
years, who died very suddenly, at the cor ner of
8t. Peter and Poydras streets. Verdict, .' Apo
plexy, caused by intemperance."

SECOND DISTRICT.

HBRACII Or TRUST.-A warrant was on Satur-
day issued by Acting Recorder Fillieul for the

arrest of I,ueien Lartigue, who is charged by
Jartel 'Denat, with a breach of trust. Donat
alleges that in April, 1863, he, for the accom-
modat',on of Lartigue, drew a note of $500, to
his o' en order, payable in thirteen months,
whit I note was given to Lartigue under the ex-
pre as condition that payment for it was never
o be demanded. The note was placed in the
.ands of P. S. Wiltz, from whom Lartigue ob-

tained itin July last, and disposed of it to Au-
Luste Louge, thereby rendering deponent liable
So. it. nnd committinr a breach of trust.

DISCLARGED.--Joseph Nett who was arrested

some time since on a charge of having com-
mitted a burglarly, by robbing the house of

Jacob Dexheimer of $300 worth of furniture,

was examined yesterday and discharged, it

appearing from the evidence that the accused

had removed the furniture without felonious

intent.
A RUNAwAY.-A negro was yesterday ar-

rested on board of the steamboat Gipsey, who

says he belongs to Randall Henderson, of Holly

Springs, Miss. He had two valuable gold

watches, which, he alleges, were given to him

by a runaway negro at Vicksburg, who said he

had stolen them from a jewelry store.

T TEl INDION WAn,-A corepondent of the st
Louis Republican, writing from Moro Valley,
New Mexico, under date of the 8d of July, gives
the following particulars of the fight in which
Lieut. Maxwell was killed:

The Apache Indians are growing worse, and
gathering fresh courage from the success they
have hitherto met in their engagements with
the United States troops. A skirmish occurred
between the latter, under Capt. Sykes, and a
party of Apaches the day before our arrival at
the Fort, in which Lieut. Maxwell was killed
and two soldiers severely wounded. Mr, Max-
well is said to have been a very promising young
officer, and leaves behind a large circle of
friends and relatives to mourn his untimely
loss. The fight took place about twenty miles
from Fort Union. The Indiana were discovered
concealed in a canon, and endeavoring to make
their escape, when Lieut. Maxwell, at the head
of a detachment of four or five men, separatedhimself from the main body, in order to cut off
their retreat. Just as he war ascending the
brow of a small hill, the Indians, who had con-
cealed themselves on the other side, let fly their
arrows at him, one taking effect i& his right
arm and another lodging in his breast Not-
withstanding the severe wounds whieoe had
received, Lieut. Maxwell still contitedel to
charge them with his revolvers, until he had
expended all his ammunition; when, stooping
to one side to avoid an arrow directed at his
breast, he was shot down a lifeless corpse from
off his horse, the unerring arrow taking effect
in the crown of his head. His body was re-
covered, brought to the Fort, and duly interred
with military honors.

It is believed by men well qualified to pro-
nounce a judgment in the premises, that Gov-
ernment is pursuing a wrong course in the con-
duct of this Indian war. If it wishes to reduce
these Indians to subjection, or to exterminate
them, it should necessarily adapt the means to
the end. It is a well-known fact, attested by
the history of the country, that Indian warfare
is entirely different from that carried on by
civilized nations. To carry on an Indian war,
and to bring it to a successful issue, it is essen-
tially necessary to possess a thorough knowl-
edge of the Indian character, their habits, man-
ners, customs and modes of warfare. If this
knowledge be wanting, there is little or no hope
of success; and this knowledge is possessed by
those alone who have lived among the Indians,
and spent the greater portion of their lives in
the Indian country in the capacity of hunters,
traders or trappers.

These are the men Government ought to em-
ploy to wage this war, and bring it to a success-
ful close. Let us not deceive ourselves. So
long as the present order of things is kept up,
so long will the lives of our fellow-citizens tra-
reling through this country be endangered and
their property jeopardized. There are men-
old mountaineers and trappers - scattered
through the Territory, who are ready and will-
ine (provided they were to receive sufficient
pa.y) to volunteer their services in this war, and
bri.g it to a speedy and successful close; and
to effeet this, one hundred of such men would
amply suffice. They could, as certain as the
sun rises in the east, exterminate these Indians
in less than threo months.

The Indians thesmselves acknowledge this.
They say that so long as these mountain men do
not interfere nor take part in the war, there
will be nothing to fear.

ATRnocOUS MURDEa.-We copy the following
account of a most diabolical murder in this State
from the Baton Rouge Gazette of the 16th:

We have just learned of a most awful mur-
der committed on the 8th inst., about two miles
from Harrisonburg in this State, under the fol-
lowing circumstances :

Benjamin F. Stanly, a gunsmith, aged about
61 years, who has been for several years a ter-
ror to the neighborhood-always carrying his
gun and threatening to shoot persons who deer-
hunt in his vicinity, and frequeftly killing their
dogs-killed John G. Pitt, an old man aged 7f;
years, who lived not far from Stanly, and had a
field near him. On the Saturday previous, a
dog was heard barking in the woods near Stan-
ly's; he went out with his gun and shot the dog;
when he had killed him, he found it was his own
dog, which so enraged him that he swore ven-
geance against Pitt and his dog. Upon the
morning of the murder, as Stanly's wife states,
when he got up he swore he would have satis-
fection of Pitt and his dog. He then started
down towards the field, and a little while after,
she heard a gun fire and a dog howl, whereupon
she started off towards the field, and before reach-
ing it she heard another report. When she got
to the brow of the hill overlooking the field, she
saw Pitt lying on the ground. She immediately
went to her nearest neighbors, a mile ofi, and
gave the alarm. (Pitt's residence was a mile
from the field in another direction.) When the
neighbors got to the field, they found Pitt's dog
lying.on one side of the branch dead, and l'itt
himself on the other side, lying on his back,
dead, having been shot through both his knees
with a rifle ball, and his neck broken, and blood
oozing out of his ear.

Mrs. Pitt states that her husband got up that
morning with the intention of going to the field
to pull his fodder and bend his corn. tIestated
that he would not take his dog with him, as
Stanly had threatened to kill it. The dog. how-
ever, got out and followed him. He took his
gun for the purpose of killing coons, although it
was found nearly two hundred yards from him
in the field, where doubtless he had left it, when
going outside of the field to the branch, evident-
ly for thepurpose of getting water. When found,
he still had his spectacles on his nose, and his
tracks showed that he had been bending corn,
and had not crossed the branch towards Stanly.
It seems he must have been sitting down at the
time he was shot, with his knees drawn up near
hishead. His neck appeared to have been struck
with the muzzle of the rifle.

Stanly has escaped, and the horrid deed has
created the greatest excitement throughout the
parish.

The following is a description of Stanly's per-
son and habits: He is about 61 years old, 5 feet
10 or 11 inches high; has thin, gray hair; is of
dark complexion, a gunsmith by trade, and sel-
dom leaves home without a rifle or a double-
barreled gun, one barrel of which is rifled. He
is slow and precise of speech.

HALLUCINATIONS 01' GREAT MEN.-Spineollo,
who had painted the "Fall of the Angels,"
thought that he was haunted by the frightful
devils which he had depicted. He was rendered
so miserable by this hallucination that he de-
stroyed himself. An artist, who was much en-
gaged in painting caricatures, became haunted
by the distorted faces he drew; and the deep
melancholy and terror which accompanied these
apparitions caused him to commit suicide.
Muller, who executed the coplier-plate of the
Sixtine Madonna, had more lovely visions. To-
wards the close of his life the Virgin appeared
to him, and thanking him for the affection he
had shown towards her, invited him to follow
her to Heaven. To achieve this, the artist
starved himself to death. Beethoven, who be-
came completely deaf in the decline of life, often
heard his sublime compositions performed dis-
tinctly. It is related of Ben Johnson that he
spent the whole of one night in regarding his
great toe, around which he saw Tartars, Turks,
Romans and Catholics climbing up, and strug-
gling and fighting. Goethe, when out riding
one day, was surprised to see an exact image of
himself on horseback, dressed in a light-colored
coat, riding towards him.

RAILROAD COLLIsION.-Conductor Killed.
The Cincinnati Commercial of the 10th says:
We regret to learn that a collision occurred on
the Covington and Lexington Railroad, near
Grassy Creek, about twenty-five miles from
Covington, by which Mr. Sparks Perry, the
Conductor, was instantly killed, and several
passengers seriously wounded. The collision
was between the regular passenger train coining
down, and a freight train going up, and hap-
pened between eight and nine o'clock yesterday
morning. It appears from all we have been
able to learn that the freight train, of which
Mr. Perry was Conductor, was about seven
minutes behind the time, which occasioned the
accident. Mr. P. was crushed between the
tender and locomotive, and so horribly muti-
lated as to produce instant death.

This is, we believe, the first serious accident
that has happened on the Lexington road. We
trust we shall not soon be called on to record a
second. The fireman was seriously, perhaps
mortally injured, and several passengers
wounded.

A dispatch from Cleveland, Ohio, dated
August 12, says:

" Between Bedford and Macedona last night,
the storm blew seventeen trees across the Pitts-
burgh track. The down train' went at full
speed through the first tree, one foot in diame-
ter, Up train stopped. No damage,

WEATHER, CROPS, ETC.
The corn crops in this immediate section of

country will be entirely worthless. We haveheard old farmers say that they never sawsuch
a drouth before. The country is parched as ifwith a hot iron. [Maury (Tenn.) Intelligencer,
10th.

The Red Lander, published at San Augustine,
Texas, of the 12th inst., says:

" We still have a continuation of oppressively
warm dry weather, without the least prospect
of a change. Fortunately planters generally
planted their corn unusually early, in conse-
quenco of which the corn crop was pretty well
made before the drouth set in. But cotton crops
have been seriously damaged, the forms havy
fallen off, and beside we have been informed by
some of our largest planters that their crops
have been much injured by the boll worm."

" X," the Washington correspondent of the
Baltimore Sun gives the following privateinfor-
mation respecting the crops in Europe:

" Private letters from Europe do not repre-
sent the crops as abundant, as stated in the
newspapers. It has rained in Germany and
France for near!y fifteen weeks in succession,
and the husbandmen are in despair. In some
districts famine is now raging. Prices of flour
and wheat will certainly advance towards the
fall, when vegetables sease to furnish the great
element of food to the laboring classes."

The Lake Providence (La.) Herald, of the 12thinst., says:

" From a gentleman just arrived in our town,we learn that the crops-cotton and late corn,particularly, have been injured materially in
the parishes of Union, Morehouse and Ouachita,
from the effects of the continueddrouth. Sevenweeks since any rain there."

THE LOWEST WATES KNOWN FOR YEARS.-In
the canal, the Cincinnati shute, as it called, the
ditch as it is mis-called, the much abused canal,
there are at the present time fully 28 or 30
inches water, more than can be found on several
sand bare in the Ohio river in the vicinity of
Cincinnati or along the lower Ohio.

The Portlind bar is also in better repute
than some of the other bars on the river, there
being some 33 inches water along that route,
and no boats aground. The Belle Quigley, that
arrived from Owensboro, yesterday morning,
reports the Lower Ohio much lower than it has
been at any time within the past three years.
At Flint Island there were but about 80 inches
water found, and down at French Island, Three
Mile and Scuffletown but little over 2 feet water
was reported. If these are the facts in regard
to the depth of water, the river is at a lower
Stage than we have ever known it, and no boats,
excepting dug-outs or the flattest kind of stern-
wheel dinkies can have any pretensions to a
free navigation of the Ohio. [Louisville Jour-
nal, 12th inst.

The number of persons killed in the late eleo-
tion riots has been, as in all similar cases,
greatly overrated. The inquests held show only
seven, but there have been one or two others
who have died from injuries received, on whom
no inquests were held. The names of the seven
killed are as follows: Morris Lehe, Edwin it.
Violett, Samuel Snyder, Nicholas L. Smith,
Henry Garvy, William Farrington, and a man
whose name could not be ascertained to a cer-
tainty, but is supposed to be Firman or Spenour,
or Joseph Dean. [St. Louis News, 12th.

BALT•MORE, Saturday, August 12 -The tele-
graphic dispatch published in one of the New
York evening papers, stating that $8000 had
been purloined from the Post-office in this city,
or between here and Philadelphia, was wholly
incorrect, neither the Postmaster here nor in
Philadelphia having heard of the matter until
they saw the false report in the paper in ques-
tion.

STEAMBOAT BURNED.-The flarm of fire was
given at our wharf about one o'clock last night
by the watchman of the Tishemingo. The
steamer Alabamian was soon discovered to be
on fire. The flames spread rapidly, and the en-
tire boat was in ashes in a few minutes' time.
The boat was admirably managed, and no other
property was even endangered.

The Alabamian, we believe, was the property
of Ruffner & Brooks, and was of some $8000
value. She had been commanded latterly by
Capit. R. II. Woolfolk, but has been idle at our
wharffor some weeks. The fire was doubtless
the work of an incendiary. [Louisville Jbur-
nal, 12th.
