Dnn BonY FouND.--On Sunday last, about

12 o'clock, M., on the east side of Metairie ridge,
near the line of the New Orleans, Jackson and
Great Northern Railroad, the body of a negro
man was found in an advanced state of decom-
position, the flesh having disappeared from the
face e:nd breast. He was about five feet ten
ine5,es high, thick set; had on a black cloth
c•at, common plantation pants, and no shoes.
A straw hat, tin bucket, tin pan and about
three yards of cotton goods were laying near
him. *

We are informed the Coroner of the Parish of
Jefferson, who was requested to investigate the
matter, was so busily engaged playing the vi-
olin as to preclude the possibility of holding an
inqueA then, and requested his informant.to
call n him the latter end of the week and he
would shovel him into a hole.

FATAL AccIDENT.-A German lad, aged about
fourteen years, named Charles Raiker, residing
in the Fourth District, while in the woods at
the foot of Third street, on Sunday evening,
shooting at a mark with an old horse pistol, ac-
cidentally shot and killed himself. He had
loaded the pistol, cocked it and was in the act
of taking aim to fire, in doing which he threw
it back in a quick manner till the muzzle rested
on his right shoulder; in this position it went
off, the contents lodged in his body, and he died
instantly. An inquest was held on the body by
the Coroner, and the jury returned a verdict of
" Death -aused by having accidentally shot

KILLED BY THE KIcK or A MULE.--A man
named Peter Ganety, residing in the Third Dis-
trict, while engaged in cleaning one of his mules
on Sunday morning, was licked in the abdomen
by the animal. He was so seriously injured,
that he had to be conveyed to the Charity Hos-
pital, where he died yesterday morning from his
injuries. The Coroner held an inquest on the
body, and a verdict in accordance with the facts
was returned. The deceased was a native of
Ireland, and about twenty-three years of age.
INQsgET.--The Coroner, yesterday morning,

was called to hold an inquest on the body of a
lman named John Coyne, who died day before
yesterday in the Charity Hospital, as was sup-
posed, from the effects of a severe beating he
had received about a month since from a man
named George Doherty, who is now in the Parish
Prison. After a thorough investigation of the
case, a post mortem examination, etc., the jury
came to the conclusion that the death of Coyne
was not the result of injuries received from
Doherty, and they rendered a verdict accord-
ingly. Deceased was a native of Ireland, and
twenty-eight years of age.

Sa, AccIDoNT.--A boy named Brian Burns,
about fourteen years of age, in attempting to
jump from one of the Carrollton Railroad cars,
on Sunday evening, near Carrollton avenue, fell
on the track, and the wheels passing over one
of his ankles crushed it terribly.

He
was removed to the Charity Hospital, wh ere his
leg was amputated, and it is expected be will
recover.

Further News frgm Californa.

We yesterday annolueed the arrival of the
steamship United States, atd published a small
portion of her news. We-find some additional
items of interest. .

The Panama Star, of the •4th, states that a
uestruotthe fire occurred in that place on the

previous day, by which twelve or fourteen housees
were destroyed among them the church of Sat•ta
Anna, and that as'ypng child was supposed to
have perished in the fames. The Star saythnt
nine-tenths of the people did nothing at il and
nine-tenths of those who worked did more harm
than good :
" Most of the native population looked on pa-

ralysed, and appeared utterly bewildered and
incapable of using any means to ostp the pro-
gress of the flames. Instead of working, men
were to be seen wringing their hands and utter.
ing vain regrets that they had no means of
cbecking the fire. It was a beautiful illustra-
tion of the fable of the countryman praying to
Hercules to help him to get his cart out of the
mudhole instead of trying to do it himself as the
god advised him. We saw great big men stand-
ing idly looking on, with their game cocks under
their arms, and others standing guard over
heaps of rubbish, positively not worth a rial."

The entire mails, specie, baggage and frieght
ofthe last run from California, were transported
across the Isthmus in sixteen hours from ocean
to ocean. Were all the steamers fast oh both
sides, the trip might have been made through
from San Francisco to New Orleans, in sixteen
days, and return mails for the same route deliv-
ered in San Francisco, inside of thirty-five
days. Within one year from this time, this can,
should, and we hope will be reduced to thirty
days, and be the general average time of the
run.

Two slight shocks of earthquake was felt in
this city on Friday night last. The first about
half-past eleven o'clock, and the other at two
in the morning.

The shocks were unaccompanied by that rum-
bling noise which attended the earthquake of
the 10th July.

Among the passengers by the West India mail
is Mr. Mocatta, who again proceeds to Ecuador
to try and arrange the affairs of the British
Bondholders.

On Thursday evening between half nat sevean
and eight o'clock, a Frenchman named Bour-
geoise, for some time resident in this city, was
attached by two natives, just outside the wall
near the Puerta de Postigo.

He says that one seized him whilst the other
discharged a pistol at his head, but it is the
opinion of Doctor Kratochwill who dressed his
wounds, that they were inflicted with a stone or
some heavy instrument. The bone is broken
and but little hopes are entertained of the un-
fortunate man's recovery. The perpetrators,
of course, escaped, and it is probable will never
be detected.

The Commander of the Bermuda was still at
Greytown, exercising the authority which he
had assumed after the departure of the Cyane.

From Granada the accounts are that cholera
is extending its direful progress through the
Island and its dependencies, sparing neither
age nor sex. The names of the upper orders
of society will be found chronicled in the
columns of the newspapers, as also the number
of the deaths actually ascertained by official
information. It is thought that had a stringent
and vigilant quarantine been enforced at an
early period, that hitherto favored Island would
have been preserved from this ffltetive visita-
tion. Total deaths reported, 2000. Dr. Secchi
has arrived from Barbadoes, via Trinidad.

In California the chief interest of the fortnight
has been centered in politics.

The Democratic State Convention met at Sa-
cramento on the 7th of July, and split into two
conventions on the 9th. The Broderick men and
Anti-Broderick men nominated candidates frr
Congress and the Supreme Court Clerkship.
The Broderick cardidates for Congress are Mc-
Dougal and Latham, t he Anti-Broderick,Denyon
and Herbert.

The Alta California says that the convention
during the first day was like Pandemonium let
loose. The members left their seats, knives
and pistols were drawn; those who had their
weapons clenched their fists, when the acci-
dental discharge of a pistol produced such a
fright that a graater portion of the convention
suddenly disannssered throu-h the doors and
windows. In the evening the trustees of the
chursch where the convention was held gave no-
tice that another place of meeting would have
to be obtained for the morrow, which was done.
Some of the Democratic papers hoisted the anti-
Broderick ticket.

The Whig State Convention met at Sacra-
mento on the 25th, and after a very peaceable
session of two days nominated their candidates.
They are represented as being sanguine in their
hopes of success on account of the split in the
Democratic ranks.

The Whig candidates for Congress are C. W.
Boure and C. Benham.

The anti-Nebraska men, it was said, intended
to nominate a ticket.

A person being accused of being a horse thief
was taken on the 18th at Daylor's ranch, and
was about to be hung by the people when the
rope was found to be too short. The offender
was then given over to the law.

The frame hotel in Clinton, Alameda county,
was burned on the 20th. Loss, 025,000.

One of the gigantic redwood trees of thegreat
Calaveras Grove has been sold for $.1000, for ex-
hibition abroad.

A company has been formed to work the As-
phaltum grounds in the southern portions of the
State.

The immigrants are arriving from the plains,
and they report that the grass is plenty on the
route.

On the 24th there was an insurrection in the
itates Prison at Quentin. Ten prisoners escaped
and four were killed. Noneofthose who escaped
have yet been retaken.

The circumstances of the murder of a China-
man on the 17th, near Prairie City, were, that
Mr. Powell had had some difficulty withthree or
four Chinamen, who beat him. He then swore
that he would kill the first Chinaman that he
should meet, left his house, met a Chinaman on
the road, and killed him with a pick-handle.

Berreyesa, murdered in Santa Clara, was
found hanging to a tree, and it is said that he
was executed by a vigilance committee.

27th. The loss is estimated at $250,000.
A large crowd assembled at Iowa Hill to see

a fight between a wild California bull and a
very large grizzly bear. Both animals escaped
through the crowd, doing no serious damage, but
causing a great consternation.

SAN FnzctIsco.-There has been very little
of interest transpiring in the city.

The trial by impeachment of the City Mar-
shal for neglect of official duty, was concluded
on the 18th by a conviction and a sentence of
suspension from office.

From the annual report of the City Controller
it appears that the funded debt of the city is
$1,509,500, and the floating debt $2,895,157 79

The American Theatre was being torn down
to be rebuilt in magnificent style.

The U. S. revenue cutter Jefferson Davis
arrived there from the Atlantic on the 24th.

The Chilian b:.k Liberdad arrived on the
18th from Ilong Kong, with 400 passengers,
having lost about 100 on the trip. The disease
was a malignant scurvy, which has carried off
about twenty-five more since she arrived in
port.

On the evening of the 27th of July, Mrs.
Catherine N. Sinclair, manageress of the Me-
tropolitan Theatre, received a grand compli-
mentary benefit from the Fire Department of
San Francisco.

Messrs. E. Booth; D. C. Anderson, Mme.
Dupre, and other prominent dramatic artists,
left for Sidney, Australia, on the 30th of July,
in the bark M. A. Jones.

An accident occurred to Miss Laura Keene,
manageress of the Union Theatre, on the
evening of the 17th of July, caused by the
falling of a lamp suspended behind the scenes,
the glass of which struck and severely cut her
face.

The grand opera of "Der Frieshutz" was
oroduced at the Metropolitan on the evening of
the 17th. In the cast was Herr Menges, Mine.
Anna Bishop, Beutler, Miss Julia Gould and
other distinguished artists. It had a run of sev-
eral nights.

On the evening of the 24th of July, Ole Bull
and Maurice Strakosch made their debut in Cal-
ifornia, at the Metropolitan, to an overflowing
house.

Business has shown no symptoms of improve-
ment in any of its brances. Accounts from the
interior, however, show no falling off in the pro-
ductiveness of the mines, and the crops now
being gathered in, fully realize all the anthaci

pations heretofore expressed by the h*band-

The San Francisco market still euffems from
an immense overstock of all description of mer-
shandise, and a long time must elapse before an
increased and remunerative trade can be hoped
for.

The lItest dated from Portland, Oregon are to
the 22d tlt. There are reportb of dtbooeeries0o ld 61idthe Chthliphold and Burnt rivets, and
o oBhoalwate., Bay; and the mines on the Yak.
lm't z dert that they are doing well.

The. election in Oregon was an exciting one,
and resulted in the trnumph of the Democracy.
The convention party were beaten by a large
majority, and Oregon, for some time to come,
will not apply for admission as a State into the
Union. The more sensible portion of the people
appear to be very well contented with the ter-
rtorial form of government, and are by no
means willing to incur the expense of a govern-
ment of ther own. There is not much of that
enterprise which has characterized California
ever since the territory was ceded to the United
States about Oregon. They are for the most
part a quiet race of people, who employ them-
selves about. agriculture and other matters, and
are very much averse to compassing a whole
lifetime into a few years, as the fast people of
California do. Perhaps they should be admired
for their wisdom.

By an arrival at San Francisco, on the 31st
ult., the Friend of China notices the hrrival, on
the 16th, of the Romance of the Seas, Captain
Dumaresq, in forty-four days from San Fran-
cisco, and anchoring about half an hour before
the David Brown. Both vessels left San Fran-
cisco together, and kept company the most of
the trip.

The rush for California is increasing, and
vessels cannot be procured to furnish transpor-
cation for all who wish to leave. Fifteen ves-
sels, bound for San Francisco, have already en-
gaged their full complement of passengers,
amounting to nearly ten thousand.

Mr. James Keenan, our Consul at Hong Kong,
has notified all ship masters bound to any port
in the United States, to observe the laws regu-
lating the carrying of passengers, as the act
will be strictly enforced by him in all cases
when it is violated.

The United States ship Susquehanna was at
anchor at Woosung, May 21st, with the Amer-
ican Minister and suite, waiting for the Confu-
cius's return from Shanghai to go to Nankin,
The Confucius returned from Ningpo and Foo-
chou on the 29th, where the Minister had been
for ten days; she was under charter to proceed
to Nankin. The Susquehanna was expected to
return to tHong Kong about the middle of June.

KILLED BY THE FALLING or A TREE.-The
wife of Mr. John B. Good, of North Lewisburg,
Ohio, was killed during a severe storm of wind
and rain on Thursday afternoon the 10th inst.
Mr. Good and his wife were returning to their
house, and when within a quarter of a mile
thereof, a tree was blown down and fell directly
across both of them. Mrs Good was instantly
killed, having been literally mashed to pieces.
Mr. Good was badly bruised and strained, and
was unconscious for some time. It is sup-
posed that he remained in the fragments of his
buggy near half an hour before he recovered his
consciousuess, and got from under the branches
of the tree. No one being near, Mr. Good
managed to get within hearing distance of his
brother in-law, Willis Spain, who immediately
repaired to his assistance. Mr. Good is likely
to recover.

NAvAL. INTELLIOELCE -The sloop of war St.
Mary sailed from Valparaiso, June 24, for Iqui-
que. U S. sloop of war Vincennes, Commander
Kinggold; J. P. Kennedy, Commander Collins;
brig Porpoise, Commander Davis; steamer
John Hancock, Commander Rogers, and schr.
Fennimore Cooper, Commander Stevens, were
at Hong Kong, June 6. U. S. sloop of war
Plymouth, Commander Kelly, was at Shanghai
May 30. U. S. steamer Queen was at Canton
June 6. U. S. steam frigate Susquehanna,
sailed from Shanghai May 16, on a cruise.

PIRATES IN THE CHINA SEA.--Letters from
China give some account of the attack upon a
Dutch bark in Chinese waters. It was the most
formidable attack which has occurred there for
some time. The bark was boarded from five
junks, the pirates being mostly armed with
spe-rs. After a short but severe contest the
crew were driven forward, all except the mate,
who had been badly wounded, and who was
thrown overboard by the pirates. The captain
was also badly injured, but received some atten-
tion at the hands of the pirates, who, though
they plundered his vessel, gave him a cloak to
cover himself.

AN Isaeator-s MURDEn.--The Shawneetown
Illinoian of the 4th inst. contains an account of
a most diabolical murder perpetrated noon a
poor German by a fiend named Starkie. The
cause of the murder was the disappearance of
Starkie's chickens. Mrs. S. positively affirmed
that the German stole them The latter went
in pursuit of the implicated party, who was
brought into the presence of Mrs. S., when he
still denied the charge Starkie then told him
that he would kill him, and, making prepara-
tions, the Dutchman fell on his knees and
begged piteously for mercy; but his prayers for
mercy, his earnest asseverations of innocence,
and even his offers of remunerations, failed to
touch the obdurate heart of this malignant de-
mon. He cursed his victim bitterly, and ordered
him up till he killed him. The poor fellow at-
tempted to rise, and, while in the act, Starkie
plunged the knife into his left breast. He fell
with his face to the ground, and lay there before
Starkie's dor for two hours in a state of insen-
sibility. When consciousness returned, at last,
it was in great dread, and after watching long
for an opportunity, he crawled unperceived
away on his hands and knees. After lingering
for a few days, he breathed his last.

We toke the following from the Bath Dispatch
of the 16th inst.

The Greenbrier (Va.) Era has a long account
of the murder of Miss Jane Graham, in Monroe
county. She was on bad terms with her broth-
ers, and according to the account in the Era,
they are suspected of having had something to
do with her murder. In fact, she once had an
illegitimate daughter, and to this, perhaps, may
be attributed the enmity. The barn of Joseph
Graham, her father, was burnt on the night of
the 27th ult., subsequent to which Jane Graham
was not seen until she was found murdered in
the hushes, some distance from home. The ver-
dict of the jury of inquest is considered extraor-
dinary. We copy the Era's remarks onthe sub-
ject:

After hearing all the evidence, the jury came
to the conclusion that Miss Jane Graham fired
the barn; that in so doing she roused the fierce
dog belonging to the family ; that the dog fol-
lowed her, and that some of the family pursued
in the same direction; that some of them came
up with her where the first indications of ascuf-
fie occurred; that she then escaped but was
overtaken, where the indications of a second
scuffle were found, and there murdered. The
jury, we understand, were unanimously of a
conviction that this was the manner of her
death. Yet, (will it be believed in the land of
chivalry, and in the 19th century?) they brought
in a verdict, on paper, that she '" came to her
death by some unknown means." One of the
jurymen, whom a friend of ours conversed with,
said they dared do nothing more; the Grahams
were such a desperate set that the whole neigh-
borhood feared them!

Loss OF A BALTsotsE Veseat.-Thes batk
Virginia, which arrived at New York on the
13th inst., from Trinidad de Cuba, reports that
on the 8th Inst, she spoke, in lot. 360 50', lou.
730 10', Bremen ship Hermine, from Richmond
for Bremen, and took from her the captain
(Burman) and crew of the bark Crisis, of Balti-
more, which was upset the night previous at 8,
P. M., in a violent gust of wind, from S. W. to
N. W., and in ten minutes she was full of water,
and sunk at 10, P M. The captain and crew
were in the boat all night, and in the morning
were picked up by the Hermine; one boy is
missing and is supposed to have gone down with
the wreck. The Crisis was hence bound to Bal-
timore, and Capt. B. reports that at the time
of being struck he had little or no sail set. The
Virginia reports taking the same squall, which
split sails, etc., and Capt. says it was the most
violent he ever experienced.
