The status of the negro in the UnitedStates is
to be presented in a new aspect. A fugitive
slave who had gone to a foreign country, upon
sustaining in that country what he conceived to
be a wrong from its Government, applied to the
U. S. Minister to that Government for protection
as a citizen of the United States. The decision
,of our Minister was adverse to hisright to claim
the intervention sought.

The information received is not very explicit.
and a different version denies the imputed
wrong and the refusal of protection: stating
that the Minister merely declined to give an
American passport to the negro, or to vise or
sanction a consolar pasport given to him before.

This, no doubt, will by Northern Abolitionists
be turned into a grave question; but the opinion
here decidedly inclines in favor of the acot of our
Minister. Mr. Webster, whileSecretary of State,
. believe, refused passports to negroes as citizens
of the United States, though they were born in
this country, and the naturalization laws are
not held to apply to them.

Tie question, it is understood, will be pre-
sented to the Administration in the form of a
complaint against our Minister. Itispresumed
.the Executive will maintain the doctrine that
theFederal Union is a confederacy of whites,
and not a" mixed Republic."

The Greytown or San Juan de Nicaragua
affair is bringing the Cetral American question
to a point. egotiations have been carried on
for some time, between Mr. Buchanan and the
British Government, in London, and the result
will probably be a new treaty, in which Eng-
land will entirely back out from her absurd
stealing propensities in regard to the Mosquito
coast.

The upshot of the whole will be the speedy set-
tlement of the disputed territory, and the sub-
stantial rebuilding of Greytown by American
citizens, who will not only protect themselves,
but put down all other protectorates in that
quarter,

Capt. Hollins has arrived here in Washington,
andlooks no worsefor wear.

.A man named John L. B. Ferguson, being
under the extreme influence of intemperance,
out his throat on the morning of the 16th, at
the Mount Vernon House, Cape May, where he
was boarding.

It is rumored in Washington that if the affair
can be managed, Mr. Secretary Dobbin will re-
sign the direction of the Navy Department to
accept a seat in the United States Senate.

The venerable William Gwynn, of Baltimore,
formerly for many years editor of the Pederal
Gazette, died in Hartford county, on Monday,
the 14th inst., in his eightieth year. He was
the oldest lawyer in Maryland, was one of the
most kind-hearted and most esteemed of men,
and will be always remembered with affection
by a wide circle of friends.

The frigate Santhe is undergoing reconstruc-
tion at the Portsmouth navy yard. This vessel
was built 33 years ago, and yet is perfectly
sound. Some of the men employed at the yard
are engaged in rebuilding the auxiliary steam-
ship Franklin, which, when completed, will be
the largest ever built in this country-her ca-
pacity being near 4000 tons. Her armament
will be about 60 guns of large aonliber.

The Washington Star learns that the Secre-
tary of the Treasury is causing to be prepared
a circular addressed to his subordinates at the
different Custom-houses, to the end of prevent-
ing the importation of spurious or adulterated
drugs, and that it will probably embrace a
clause leveled against the importation of coffee
mixed with chickory, or of any other article
with which chickory may be mixed, and, of
course, of chickory by itself.

Great preparations are making by the vari-
onus New York managers, for the opening of
their theatres for the fall season. The Brodl-
way was to be opened on the 2lst with Englih
opera, the principal artists having just arrived
from Europe. Gentleman George Barret h;a
again become stage manager of this establish-
ment. The new theatre erected on the site of
the Metropolitan Hall, and said to be the most
magnificent edifice of the kind in the country,
will open about the 18th of September, with
Miss Julia Dean as the principal attraction.

CHnRCH OF ENGIAND.-The English church
journals anticipate great benefits from the re-
sults of the Convocation of Canterbury. The
results, which have been arrirvd at with re-

markable unanimity by that Convocation, do
not relate to doctrihes, but to the details of

pqblid worship. The services are to be short-

d; the Morning Prayer to be divided and

suI-ditided, and services to be multiplied in-
stead of conglomerated. Exclusive allotments

of seats are to be discouraged. The Convoca-
tion brought together the most eminent divines
of the Church of England, and the representa-

tires of different and opposite theological views,
but their counsels were conducted with great

harmony and fraternal feeling.

ANornHa FATAL BAILROAD ACCIDtENT.-Mr.

Benjamin F. Tyler, yard master of the Central
Depot in this city, says the Richmond Whig of
the 18th inst., was instantly killed yesterday

morning about 7 o'clock, by a concussion of cars

about a mile above the depot. He was on a

hand oar, coming to the city, in company with
two men propelling the car, when they were

overtaken by a freight car which had broken

loose from a train near the summit, and was
proceeding down the descending grade at a very
rapid speed. The two men jumped from the car

at the moment of collision, and escaped with
slight injuries; but Mr. Tyler was thrown out
and fell upon the track, and was crushed and
mangled in a horrible -manner, from the pit of
the stomach to the throat.

GooLD DIGGorI L' OHIo.-Considerable atten-
tion is being paid to gold digging in Richland

county, Ohio. Samples worth eight and ten
dollars have been obtained by a couple of hours'
labor. The greatest difficulty in working these
new " diggings" is the scarcity of water. Still
about a hundred persons keep themselves busy

at it. They generally have taken "digging
leases" of the farmers or owners of the soil,
stipulating to pay over one quarter of their
earnings.

CITY OF GLAsOow.-The British ship Briton
Pride, which arrived at Boetonon the 17th inst.,
reports having passed on the 12th of August a

chest painted green, with letters G. B., City of

Glasgow, in a gilt ornamented wreath; also a

head-board, twelve feet long, with letters on it

not readable. No doubt exists that these arti-
cles were for the ill-fated steamer City of Glas-
gow.

SAILIeG OF THE CANADA.--The steamer Can-
ada sailed from Boston on the 16th with one
hundred and eight passengers, among whom
were Madame Bodisco and family. The steamer
took out $240,000 in specie.

MISSING.-A young Protestant Irishman by
the name of Jeremiah Mullen, of Salem, Mass.,
has been missing from his family in that city
since Friday week. Foul play is suspected.

FIRED.-The stable of Q. P. Payne, express-
man, Roxbury, Mass., was fired lately and en-
tirely destroyed, with five valuable horses, har-
ness, wagons, etc. No insurance.

RECEPTION OF GRIBI AND MARIO.-As a Sign
of the growing excitement pending the arrival
of Grisi and Mario, the New York Times, of the
17th inst., mentions that the American Musical
Fund Society, at a recent meeting, Gen. Hall,
president of the society, in the chair, decided
to invite about four hundred ladies and gentle-
men, distingiished musical people, amateurs,
etc., charter a steamboat, proceed down the
bay, meet the Baltic, greet Grisi and Mario
with a musical salvo, and return with them to
the city, a fine band of music breathing out the
strains so well known through the exquisite
vocalism of these great vocalists.

ITs FrosT APPEARANCE.-The first appearance
of Asiatic cholera in this continent, was in Que-
bec, Lower Canada, on the 8th of June, 1832.

PHILADELPHIA ScHooLs.--The School Con-
trollers have condemned the action of the School
Commissioners for expelling the Catholic
teachers.

MODERN ARMOR.-They are now experiment-
ing at St. Etienne upon a new cuirass or breast-
plate for the army. The weight is very light,
but it is said to be capable of resisting bullets
at even short distances. The Loire manufac-
turers are again turning their attention to the
forging of iron cannon.

LAt•mci.-A new and beautiful steam propel-
ler, 120 feet in length, 24 feet beam and 9 feet
hold, and of 250 tons burthen, was launched on
the 17th at a ship yard in Philadelphia. She
is intended for the Caribbean sea, and will ply
between Puerto Cabello and Laguayra. We
have never witnessed a more perfect specimen
of the skill and perfection of American work-
manship in the construction of the present ves-
sel, which has been very justly named after its
enterprising builder, " John K. Hammitt."

FAILURE OF Mn. DE GRAFF.-The Circleville
(Ohio) Herald says that it was rumored in that
place last week that Mr. De Graff, the " Railway
King," had failed for a large amount, and that
he had made an assignment of his property. He
had a contract for the completion of that part
of the Cincinnati, Wilmington and Zanesville
Railroad lying between Lancaster and Lexing-
ton, but how far his failure will delay the com-
pletion of it is not known.

LovE AND SruicmE.-On the 13th inst., at
Carlisle Barracks, Pa., a soldier, named Thos.
Laforce, a German, belonging to the band of
the second infantry, was discovered lying dead
in a cornfield, in the immediate vicinity of the
garrison. From letters on his person, it was
ascertained that he committed suicide from be-
ing disappointed in love. Here is an extract:

" Seeing a certain lady, and struck with her
extraordinary beauty, I feel that she could make
me happy, but, alas ! she does not love me.

"You will ask, perhaps, who the lady is. It
is Miss E - F -, who makes me melan-
choly and miserable, and hurries me on to,
death. I do not blame her. I blame myself
for it."

ToUn Docn STORY.--A correspondent of the
St Paul (Minnesota) Times publishes the fol-
lowing letter, dated Shakopee, August 2, 1854 :

A murderous assault was made on the person
of an unoffending German, named Ernest Kaiser.
on Monday evening last. lie had been to
Chasca for the purpose of looking at some tim
ber, and having been carried across the river
by a friend, he started for Shakopee. Not
knowing much about the country, he could not
find the road, and meeting three men, he in-
quired of them the way to this place. They
agreed to show him the road, and carried hint
some distance up the river. His suspicions
being excited, he refused to go further, when he
was struck across the head with a gun and felled
to the earth. oie was then beaten with the gun
until he became senseless ; then robbed of a gold
watch and thrown into the river.

The water revived him, and when restored to
consciousness, he found one of his dogs holding
him by the bosom of his shirt, and endeavoring
to drag him ashore. By this assistance he
gained the land, when he was again seized bh
the miscreants and thrown into the river. tHis
dog again came to his assistance, and helped to
support him on the water. At this time the
steamer Globe came along, and the attpntion of
the crew being attracted by the barking of a
small dog upon the shore, they found the man
nearly exhausted, but still held above the water
by his faithful dog; his body and limbs covered
with bruises from the blows which the villains
inflicted upon him.

Yesterday afternoon our citizens searched the
country in the vicinity of the place where the
act was committed, but no trace of the perpe-
trators of the deed have been discovered.

European News
By the arrival at New York, on the 16th, of

the steamship Union and of the America, at
Halifax, on the same day, dates were received
from Havre and flouthampton one week later
than the previooa hdvioes.

The Washington arrived off Cowes on her way
to Bremen, on the 29th ult.

The America arrived at Liverpool from Bos-
ton and Halifax, on the 81st ult.

the United States Mail steamer Baltic ar-
rived at Liverpool at 4 A. x., on the 2d inst.

The West India steamer Terror arrived at
Southampton on the 80th ult., with $1,740,000
in specie.

The news from:c the Danube continues gener-
ally favorable t. the allies, but nothing decisive
has taken place

On the morni; g of the 80th, the Russians are
stated to have : tacked the Turkish and French
camp at Giur yvo, but were totally defeated,
with the loss of :,000 killed, and a large number
of prisoners.

The Russians were retreating in forced
marches. They had quitted Frateschi, and it
was occupied by the trurks.

The evacuation of Wallachia was completed,
and a proclamation had been issued declaring
th•at all the soldiers who remained behind would
be considered deserters. ,

Omer Pasha was expected to arrive at Bucha-
rest on the 31st of July, and would meet with a
brilliant reception.

It is believed that force must be employed to
dislodge the Russians from Moldavia.

The Austrian army under Prince Licbten-
stein is ordered to advance from Pesth to Galli-
cia-the army in Gallicia moving towards
the frontiers.

The Archduke Albrecht has removed his head
quarters to Cronstadt, in the south-east corner
of Transylvania.

The total Austrian force on the frontiers
reached 380,000 men, under command of Baron
Dekess. The frontiers have not been crossed,
but the preparations for hostilities were on a
colossal scale

Russia makes no warlike demonstration to-
ward the Prussian frontiers.

The cholera was increasing in violence at
Constantinople.

The third French division left Varna on the
27th, for Knstendje and Silistria.

The accounts from Montenegro are unsatis-
factory. Prince Daniel was assuming a threat-
ening attitude toward the Turks at Aputz.

The allied fleet, with Gens. Canrobert and
Brown, had proceeded toward the Crimea coast
to reconnoitre.

The Times declares, positively, that a force of
from 180,000 to 100,000 men-British, French
and Turks-will immediately invade the Cri-
mea, and will attempt to effect a lodgment on
the heights that command Sebastopol.

From Asia, the reported defeat of the Turks
by the Russians at Kars is confirmed, and the
Russians were besieging Kars.

Cholera had made its appearance among the
British troops.

The fleet was at Let-sund at latest accounts.
General Baraguay de Hilliers had had an in-
terview with the King of Sweden. His Majesty
declared his willingness to unite with the West-
ern Powers on certain conditions.

De Hilliers, with the French troops, had
joined the fleet off the Aland Islands.

Kamla Karleby had been reinforced by the
Russians.

Four hundred British on the 18th made a de-
scent on Kolinga in the Island of Desel, and after
destroying four boats retired.

Since the 23d the blockade of the ports in the
gulf has been more rigorous, it not being possi-
ble for any' vessel to enter or leave.

The Russian Emperor, Archduke Constan-
tine, and the Archduchess had a narrow escape
from being captured by an English steamer near
Cronstadt.

Admiral Corry had returned home an inva-
lid.

In Spain affairs were generally tranquil.
Espartero had taken the oath as President of

the new Council.
On the 2d inst. the barricades at MIadrid were

being removed at Espartero's request.
The nomination of O'Donnell is the most pop-

ular of any in the new Ministry.
The Canadian Legislative Council bill was

passed to a second reading in the House of Com-
mons on the 4th inst.

The Bank of England reduced the minimum
rate of interest to 5 per cent. on the 4th.

El Hames Pacha, oldest son of Abbaes Pacha,
accompanied by the Egyptian Commander in
Chief, the Director General of Transit, and a
numerous suite, arrived at Southampton on the
29th ult. in an Egyptian steam-frigate, intend-
ing to pay a visit to the Queen of England, but
learning of the death of his father, which oc-
curred one day after his departure from Alex-
andria, he decided to disembark, and was about
to return to Egypt.

A telegraphic dispatch from Vienna states
that the Russians were totally defeated at Slo-
bodzie on the 23d of July by the Turks, and
that they lost 2000 men andS600 prisoners. The
Aultrian Correspondenz, however, contradicts
this intelligence. Thirty thousand Ottomans
had crossed the Danube at Oltenitza. Theposi-
tion of the armies was as follows : The vanguard
of the allied troops was at Oresti. The Turks
had advanced from Giurgevo to Poduna. The
Itursian rear-guard was retreating, fighting,
upon Kalogereni. British and French officers
were continually arriving at Rutschuk from
Shumla. The division of Prince Napoleon would
probably be the first to enter Wallachia. Dis-
positions to this effect were already made.
Every thing showed an intention to make a
serious attack on Bucharest.

The fleets still remained at Baltshik, but great
operations were on the eve of taking place. Nu-
merous transports were at Constantinople work-
ing day and night to take in water, provisions
and stores. Silistria had been victualed for
three months.

The King and Queen of Prussia reached Ischel
on the 81st ult., where the Emperor of Austria
was staying. Their conference had great signi-
ficance.

Important news is hourly expected from the
Baltic. The English squadron with French
troops passed Gothland on the 27th of July.

A telegraph from Stockholm states that a
heavy cannonading had been heard at intervals
in the direction of Bomersund.

Rear-Admiral Martin with nine ships was
watching the Helsingfors.

Rear-Admiral Chads was to effect the bom-
bardment of Bomersund as soon as the French
troops detined to occupy the Aland Islands
should arrive.

Another letter from Constantinople affirms
that the expedition to the Crimea is positively
decided upon, and that it would be commanded
by Marshal St. Arnaud, who was to have with
him 250,000 men. Flat-bottomed boats, for the
disembarkation of troops,were being constructed
in the arsenal of Constantinople.

A report was current in Londlon, but believed
to be premature, that Blomersund had been
taken with great loss on both sides.

The news from Spain is more favorable, and
tranquillity has been preserved. Espartero en-
tered Madrid on the 29th of July, and was re-
ceived with enthusiam. A proclamation had
been issued by the Queen testifying her confi-
dence in the people and in Eapartero. This
manifesto had been well received. The militia
was doing duty at the palace conjointly with
the infantry of the line. D)etachments of the
garrison and of the civil guard had fraternized
with the national guard at the Puerto del Sol
The Queen has restored Generals O'Donnell,
Serrano and Dulce to their rank, and recalls the
Generals and other officials, banished by the
San Luis Administration. O'Donnell entered
Seville with his forces on the 21st July. Onthe
24th, General Blaser was at Baglen, and about
to surrender his command to General Rendon.
Queen Christina is allowed to leave thekingdom
without violence, but if she hesitates, she is to
be removed by force.

There is too much reason to believe that the
popular Constitution, won by the people of Don-
mark in 1848 and 1849, has disappeared by a
stroke of the pen. A telegraphic dispatch from
Copenhagen announces that on the 20th ult. the
King, assuming that autocratic power against
which the Diet had frequently protested in ad-
vance, issued an edict decreeing a new political
organization for the entire monarchy. A coun-
cil for the realm is to be formed, and to be com-
posed of fifty notables, who will meet at Copen-
hagen once in two years, and have a deliberating
voice respecting new taxes, but only a consult-
ing voice in other matters of finance. The sit-
tings of the body will not be public, and its
president will be named by the King. It is not
likely that these arbitrary proceedings of the

Government will be tamely submitted to by
the Danes.

IA slight republican manifestation took place
in Paris on the 29th alt., when a great many
people visited the Columrn of July. Some per-
some wearing pink in their button-holes were
arrested;

The Thibodaux Minerva complains of hard
times and high prices for provisions? Eggs are
selling in the country at 25 cents per dozen.

The same paper says:
" A balloon, measuring fifteen feet in circum-

ference and twelve in height, was discovered
floating in the air on Wednesday last, and de-
scended gradually until it reached the'ground,
at the extreme end of Messrs. J. M. & A V.
Williams's plantation, about eight miles below
this place. From whence, or for what purpose,
came this strange visitor, we know not. The
balloon is in the possession of Mr. Americus V.
Williams."

We learn, says the Minerva of the 19th, that
all work has ceased on the line of the New Or-
leans, Opelousas and Great Western Railroad,
except on that portion lying between the La-
fourche and Algiers, which is to be completed
in the shortest possible delay--in time for the
transportation of the present sugar crop to
market. Mr. G. W. R. Baily, the present su-
perintendent of the work, is using every meanE
in his power for the early completion of the
work, which will be on or about the first of the
ensuing month.
The Bayou Sara Ledger of Saturday says

that ten insane persons were landed at thai
place the day previous, to be sent to the asylum
at Jackson.

A STRANGE FE•EA.-A most singular affair,
and of quite a grave nature, occurred about
noon on Sunday, the 13th inst., in Hanover
street, Baltimore. Just about the time that the
churches closed their exercises, and the streets
were filled with people, a man appeared in the
street in question, bearing under his arm a cof-
fin about four feet long. He seemed to be labor-
ing under a mania of some kind, probably from
the effects of excessive indulgence in strong
drink, and manifested a desire to find some place
where he could obtain a body for his coffin. A
large crowd of boys gathered around him, and
by pointing first to one house and then another,
the residents were considerably annoyed by his
inquiry for a dead body. At last, becoming
tired of his burden, he laid it upon a cellar door,
until he should be able to find the object of his
search. At this time so great a crowd had gath-
ered, that officer Vernun, who was passing at
the time, thought it prudent to take him to the
Watch-house, and at least produce quiet, while
it would afford the coffin man an opportunity to
recover from his delirium. Surely the effects of
the fire-water is strange in its influence upon
the human mind.

ACCTDENT TO A SosABULIcuT.--We learn from
the New York Times that on the night of the
15th, Mr. Hugh Layman, the engineer of the
Black Warrior, arose from his berth in a state
of somnambulism, and while pacing the deck,
fell through an open hatchway to the deck be-
neath, a distance of nearly 30 feet. He was
picked up in an insensible condition, his arm
and several of his ribs were broken, besides
which he suffered severe internal injuries. Be-
tween decks had been white-washed and the
hatches had been left open for the purpose of
admitting the air below. Mr. Layman was
taken to his home at Catskill, where he lies in
a very precarious condition.

SHoovtIn AFFAIR.-We learn from the Colum-
bia (S. C.) Times, that on the 14th inst. two
young men named James Wilson and Nathaniel
Clayland had a'difficulty while returningtothat
city from a camp meeting, when the latter
slapped the former in the face. After reaching
town, Wilson armed himself with a pistol, and
meeeing Clayland in a grocery shot him in the
left side, inflicting a very dangerous wound.
Wilson then mounted his horse and made his
escape. The Sheriff and others gave chase, but
he had not been arrested at last accounts.

PUBLICATION OF CRIMEs.--The Tribune, in an
editorial, dicusses at length the policy of pub-
lishing crimes and outrages in detail, in the
public journals, and concludes thus:

" It is a sheer falsehood to say that society is
made worse by the publication of the details of
crimes in the daily papers. It is made better.
Society abounds most in crime where newspapers
are wanting. The deed then is done in secret.
Crime is organized as an order. Witness the
Thugs of India, where murdering is part of a
creed, and the head murderer invested with the
sacred dignity of a Pope or a Bishop. Take the
bons bouchers o* France, an order of Christian
murderers, as much a fact as Napoleon. Be-
sides these combinations of villains, the private
crimes are boundless. Those of a Borgia, a
Henry VIII, a Louis XV, but show the crimes
of society. The King reflects the People."

The Post, on the same subject, says:
" It is urged that the publication of atrocious

crimes has an immoral tendency. The writers
of the Bible-both of the Old Testament and of
the New-seem to have thought differently.
We respectfully recommend to such persons as
are very captious about the publication of crimes
by newspaper, a more careful and thorough
study of the Scriptures."
