BonNT To DEATH.-A little girl, five years
old, named Adeline Schwaner, living at No. 21
Boylston Square, Boston, was burnt to death on
Tuesday night, the 15th. The accident was
caused by the child's clothes taking fire from a
lamp.

FATAL BRaUrALTY.-In the Southron, of the
10th inst., published at Holmeaville, Mississippi,
we fnd the particulars of a shocking affair, in
which a slave was beaten to death by an over-
seer named J. L. Parker, near that place. The
negro had been a fugitive from his master for
several weeks, and on being captured, was de-
livered into the hands of the overseer with di-
rections not to punish him too severely. This
order was diregarded. The negro was tied up
and whipped with switches out from the woods,
four or five being used at a time in the hands of
two negroes, who were relieved by others until
the whipping had lasted about an hour, and the
slave expired. A Coroner's inquest was held
and a verdict of manslaughter rendered against
Parker, who made his escape.

A letter from Washington says that the de-
posits in the Sub-Treasury are still very large.
On the 7th inst., the amount of coin in hand was
$26,908,899-within a small fractionof twenty-
seven millions of dollars. This is an increase
since the return of July 24, of $2,743,500.
But the balances will soon be heavily reduced.
The payments under the recent appropriation
acts begin to-day, and will be continued until
nearly fifteen millions of dollars have been
drawn out of the Treasury. The receipts from
customs last month at the principal ports are
considerably below those of July, 1863. The
collections at New York were $4,045,000, against
$4,800,000 the previous year; at Boston, $756,-
000, showing anincreaseof $185,000; at Phila-
delphia there was a decrease of $85,000.

Baton Rouge was visited last Saturday night
with a most terrific thunder storm. Several
buildings were struck by lightning, but no seri-
ous damage done.

The Bayou Sara Ledger says that ten luna-
tics were landed at that place last week, and
conveyed to the Asylum at Jackson.

The Thibodaux Minerva says that " Fall, with
its sear and yellow leaf, is already beginning to
furnish us with signs of approach. The green
foliage of the China, and Katalpa has already
commenced to assume a yellowish cast."

On Saturday evening the 12th, at Chalk Hill,
about eighty miles from Louieville, on the
Beardstown route, the Louisville and Nashville
stage turned over, breaking the stage very badly,
and killing one horse. The passengers were
generally bruised, but none seriously hurt.
