The man who murdered Mr. Blackburn, an
overseer on the Henderson and Nashville Rail-
road, has since died in the Elkton jail. It will
be remembered that he jumped off the bluff and
injured himself seriously.

A fire occurred at Robertsville, Georgia, on
the morning of the 19th, which consumed ten
buildings before it was extinguished. The whole
loss is estimated at from seven to eight thousand
dollars.

The Journal of Commerce says that the city
of New York is gradually rousing from its state
of torpor and inactivity. Strange faces,
browned with sunshine, are seen more fre-
quently in the streets, places of amusement
and ware-houses. The hotels, too, are filling
up. Business in its various branches is grad-
ually improving.

A gentleman named Henry Anderson, who re-
rides in Kentucky, 1early opposite North Bend,
was sporting with his children on Friday after-
noon, when he caught up a dueling pistol,
which he supposed was unloaded, and which
was without a cap, and snapped it at them
several times. At length an interesting little
girl, three years old, ran to him, when, sad to
relate, the pistol exploded, and the ball with
which it was unfortunately loaded, passed
through her shoulder immediately below the
blade. The unhappy father is said to be in a
state bordering upon insanity, especially as the
wound is of so serious a character that the child
is not expected to live.

A gang of outlaws and robbers has been sur-
prised, says the Vicksburg Whig, of Tuesday,
and one of their number, named Phillips, taken
in Calhoun county, Mississippi. Their rendez-
vous was in the dense forests in the forks of Yal-
labushe, and Loosachoonarivers, where a negro
woman was found, supposed to have been de-
coyed oft by the soamps. The jail at Pontotoc
was lately broken open by persons outside and
two runaways taken out, and Phillips had ap-
plied to a blacksmith to make a key for the jail
at Coffeeville. Stores have been robbed in the
neighborhood, and two men named Tucker and
Holbrook are implicated, and supposed to belong
to the gang. The officers of Calhoun are scour-
ing the country, and determined to break up the
gang and capture the scoundrels.

NAVAL INTELLIGENCE.-The late English pa-
pers state that the United Statee sloop-of-war
Preble, Thomas T. Graves, commander, arrived
at Cherbourg, at noon, on the 27th of July,
from Spithead. She has on board, it will be re-
membered, six midshipmen from the Naval

w" School at Annapolis, on a cruise of instruction.
The Preble will go from Cherbourg to Brest.

RECRUITING FOR THE ARMY.-For the first time
in several years past, recruiting for the United
States army is going on in all regions of the
country, perfectly satisfactory in the War De-
partment, we imagine, thanks to the enactment
of the law increasing the pay of the non-com-
missioned officers and men of the service. At
one of the half dozen rendezvous in Now York
city, in the course of ten days, very recently,
ninety-six presented themselves, but twenty-
four of whom were accepted. At four other
rendezvous in New York, in the same time, fifty
men were accepted, and seventy were not found
fit to be enlisted.

A young Englishman by the name of Granger,
who arrived recently at Charleston, S. C., and
made the Sailors' Boarding-house his quarters,
found his way to the private room of the pro-
prietor, and commenced appropriating a portion
of the contents thereof to himself, when "mine
host" entered and disputed possession; where-
upon the intruder drew a knife and inflicted
several wounds upon the former. He fled, was
hastily pursued, arrested and committed. The
name of the wounded man is Michael Quinn.
His injuries are of a severe but not dangerous
character.

UNorvcEAL ExHiBITorN or 1865.-This exhibi-
tion, appointed by the Emperor of France to be
held at Paris in the year 1856, is to receive the
agricultural and manufacturing products as
well as the works of art of all nations. It is to
be opened on the let of May and closed on the
Slat of October, 1865. It is under the charge
of an " Imperial Commission," of which the
cousin of the Emperor, Prince Napoleon, is to
be the chief, and thirty-seven members. To the
Universal Exhibition of Industry is to be added
a Universal Exhibition of the Fine Arts. In his
address at the first assemblage, among other
things, the President said: "Our duty towards
foreigners is to receive them with a liberal and
kind-hearted hospitality." The Emperor has
assembled in this work the leading men in poli-
tics, sciences, arts, manufactures, and com-
merce. The arrangements as published seem
to be admirable; and, as claimed, this work is
calculated to throw a great lostre on France
and Europe of the nineteenth century.

The Citizen, edited by John Mitchel, com-
mences an article in the following blood and
thunder style:

" Three European mails have arrived since
our laet number. Every succeeding post (thank
God!) is charged with war. Before many
months every nation in Eurepe on whose neck
the foot of another nation tramples, will have
the opportunity, if it have the pluck, to try an-
other fall with its enemy. Some of them may
rise but to fall again; yet, the affair being an
affair of life and death, honor or eternal shame,
it will be better to fall than not to have risen."

ACCIDENT IND Loss or LIoE ON LAzE SUPERIOR.

We learn from the Detroit Tribune, of the 12th,
that J. L. Pratt, of the Minnesota Mine, accom-
panied by Mr. G. 0. Kershow, clerk of the mine,
Mr. Revere, of Boston, and two boatmen, left
the head of Portage River on the morning of
August 1, in an ordinary canoe, bound for
Eagle Harbor, for the purpose of taking the
Sam. Ward on her upper trip for Ontonagon
River. The wind was blowing quite fresh, and
the boatmen objected to venture, but Dr. Pratt
urged them on very hard, being desirous of re-
turning home, and they finally reluctantly con-
sented to put out. They had reached about ten
miles distant from the head of the Portage, and
about twelvd miles from Eagle River, the point
of their destination, when the wind having in-
creased, the waves were swollen to such a de-
gree that they made a clean breach over the
canoe, which was swamped. Mr. Kershow, Dr.
Pratt and one of the boatmen, named, Conray,
were drowned.

A NEW UNITED STATES Coe.-We saw this
morning, says the Washington Star of the 18th,
at the Treasury Department, a new American
dollar coin, sent to the Secretary from the mint
at Philadelphia for his sanction, it not yet being

adopted. In size it is about that of a five cent
piece; on one side it has an Indian head with a
crown of feathers, such as one sees at times on
tobacco boxes. Thehead is surrounded by the
words " United States of America." On the
reverse side, there is an open wreath composed
of the principal staple agricultural productions
of the country-wheat, corn, cotton, tobacco,
and rice. This wreath surrounds the words

1 Dollar, 1854." In appearance on this side

especially, it precisely resembles the three dol-
lar coin. On the whole it is a beautiful thing,

and its greater diameter will be likely to make
it much more generally acceptable than the
dollar coin now in circulation, which has proved
very inconvenient indeed, on account of its too
small diameter.

AWoUL FATALITY.-The Galena (Ill.) Jeffer-
sonian says that three or four weeks ago the
cholera broke out among a party of three hun-
dred laborers on the Illinois Central Railroad,
east of that city, and near Seale's Mound. For
a time it was thought that the disease could be
subdued by medical treatment; but the mor-
tality became so fearful that the laborers were
advised by the employers to fly. The whole
party left, some going one way and some an-
other. We are now informed by Mr. McCoy,
the contractor, that of three hundred in his
employ at the time the disease made its attack
more than half are dead-the major part of
them falling victims after they had fled. Scale's
Mound is four hundred and fifty feet above the
level of the Mississippi; the ground is dry and
the air pure. No local cause can be absigned
for the mortality. Who can give an explana-
tion of the cause that produced such terrible
results? Such results perplex medical science,
and put at fault all theories in regard to the
phenomena of cholera.

FATAL RAILROAD ACCIDENT.-A small boy

was run over by a train of the Baltimore and
Ohio Railroad, on Wednesday evening, the 16th,
near Harper's Ferry, and instantly killed. Dr.
H. S. Hunt, of Baltimore, who was in the ears
at the time, examined the body of the unfor-
tunate lad, and found that the spine was broken,
besides other frightful injuries.

THE Ex cUTIOo ou WEInART.-On Saturday,
tbel12th, Weigart, found guilty of the murder
of Cuehing, in the city of Lexington, Ky.,during
the last winter, suffered the extreme penalty of
the law. It is said the unfortunate man mani-
fested, when the sentence was about being ful-
filled, considerable trepidity, and after the
noose had been adjusted he jumped from the
platform, thus actually hanging himself. An
immense crowd was present. The murder, it
will be remembered, was committed in a fit of
passion.

Tao BURITAL PLACE OF WEBSTER.-We learn

by the Boston papers that a fair is to be opened
at Marshfield, under the auspices of the ladies
of that town, the proceeds of which are to be
expended in beautifying the anclent village bu-
rial ground where repose the remains of the
great American etatesman, Daniel Webster.
Extensive arrangements have been made to en-
tertain the concourse of visitors expected, and
a large building has been ereeted for the pur.
pose of the exhibition of the various beauti-
ful articles which will be offered for sale. The
ladies of Boston have united with those of
Marshfield in furnishing contributions.

NAVIGATION or THE Oos RSrva.-Cincinnati,
August 14.-The river continues low, with 30
inches in the channel hence to Cairo. Dry
goods meet with no detention here; light draft
boats are running to St. Louis and Louisville
regularly. Freights $1 25 per 100 lbs. to the
former place, and 25 cents per 100 lbs, to the
latter.

BRosoms A EDITORs.--One night last week a

It was a piece
of extravagance not allowable for men who are
remarkable for their observance of the com-
mandments of the Bible. " Give us our daily
bread," says the good book; but such is the
extravagance of the times, that even editors are
sometimes expecting also their daily meat. It
is time such extravagance should be rebuked.

DEATI OF A FoENCH SURGEON.-The Norfolk
Herald of Thursday last says:

" Dr. Vincent Bernard Sylvester Louis, Bur-
geon of the French Government steamer, Chi-
mere, died at the Naval Hospital at 5 o'clock on
Tuesday afternoon, of yellow fever contracted
on board the steamer about a week ago. Since
the arrival of the Chimere at the Norfolk
quarantine ground, from Havana, July 18, fifty
of her crew have sickened with yellow fever
and at different times been received into the
Naval Hospital; of whom, we learn, ten have
died, up to this time, including the Surgeon.
There remain now only eight in the Hospital.
The officers and ,crew of the Chimere, with the
exception of a few hands left to take care of her,
have been removed to the United States brig
Dauphin, which is also in quarantine.

THE AFFRAY NEAR LYNccBUs.-The Lynch-
burg Virginian has the following notice of the
affray near that city on the night of the 16th
inst.: `

"We regret to learn that an affray ocourred
Wednesday night, just over the river, between
two persons, whose names were John North and
Geo. Cox, which resulted in the death of the
latter. We have not learned the particulars,
except that in a fight between them Cox re-
ceived a stab of which he died in a few minutes.
North, we believe, has been apprehended."

STEAMER DETROYED Y FIRE.-From the
Louisville Democrat of the 12th we learn that
a steamer called the Alabamian was discovered
to be on fire on the morning of that day. The
Democrat continues to say: "She was lying
just astern Captain Greenlaw's new steamer,
New Memphis, and it was with great difficulty
that the flames were prevented from communi-
cating to the latter boat; in a short time, how-
ever, the lines of the Alabamian were cut, and
she floated out into the river, about one hun-
dred yards from the shore, and burned to the
water's edge. The Alabamian was an old
boat, and had been lying at the wharf several
weeks. She was engaged last season in the
Wabash River trade, and was owned at that
time by Messrs. Ruffer & Brooks, but we learn
that she was sold recently to Mr. Wilson and
others, living on the Tennessee River. She was
valued at about $8000."

DIOTEaSINo ACCIDENT.-A singular and die-
tressing accident occurred, on Wednesday af-
ternoon, about half past three o'clock, at the
Clinton rolling mill, in South Pittsburgh. It
appears that some days ago the brushwood on
Coal Hill, in the rear of the mill, was set on
fire, and that it continued to burn until
Wednesday, when it reached a lot of logs, one of
which served to support a heavy stone weighing
perhaps eight hundred pounds. The log, when
partially consumed, gave way, and the stone,
roiling down the hill with tremendous velocity,
entered the rear of the mill, and striking a man
named Adam Weyland on the breast and head,
killed him instantly. The deceased was in the
act of wheeling a barrel of ashes from a furnace
when he met with his death The point from
where the stone lay on the hill to the rear of
the mill was distant about three hundred feet,
and, as the ground over which it passed was
nearly perpendicular, its velocity was terrific.
[Pittoburgh Dispatch, 17th.

RAILROADS.-The earnings of the Galena and
and Chicago Railroad for carrying freight, pas-
sengers and mails, during the month of July,
were $93,641 21.

The number of passengers carried on the Vir-
ginia and Tennessee Railroad, last month, was
was 9400; corresponding month last year 4414;
increase 4986.

The receipts of the Pennsylvania Railroad,
for the month ending July h0, exhibit the fol-
lowing results, viz : 9200,299 87, against $157,-
244 90 for the same month in 1853; showing a
a gain of $52,054 97 in favor of the past year.

SIN A FIDDLE.-When a violin was first intro-
duced into the choir of the church, the inno-
vation gave great offence to some of the worthy
parishioners. Especially was the player of the
bass viol exercised with sorrow and indignation
when the frivolous and profane fiddle first took
its place in the house of God, by the side of his
sedate and portly instrument. He accordingly
laid the case before the parson, who, after list-
ening soberly to his complaints, replied: ' It
may be as you say; I don't know but you are
right; but if you are, it strikes me the greater
the fiddle the greater the sin !" The hero of
the big fiddle was unstrung.

Tmvsu IN KANSAS.-A correspondent of the
St. Louis Republican, writing from Wesport,
Mo., says:

Information from the Territory was brought
us this morning, which the citizens of this place
have expected to hear for some time, from the
various threats which have been vauntingly
made by the Eastern settlers. These men have
taken up claims here and there, wherever they
considered the locality the most advantageous.
In the same neighborhood people from the fron-
tier have also located claims. Some have al-
ready settled upon their claims-others have
only made claims, and not being prepared for
immediate settlement, have only taken such
measures as they deem expedient to hold them,
till such time as might be convenient for them
to make further improvements. Very many
claims are held in this way, boundary stakes
being placed, and a sign posted in some conspic-
nous place, giving the name of the claimant.
By all settlers who respect any rights of their
fellow settlers, these claims are respected. But
these Parker men have not only dared to "jump"
these claims, and swear that they are strong
enough to hold them, but they have even gone
so far as to forbid and deny their neighbor set-
tlers, who are not of their persuasion, the priv-
ilege of obtaining even a bucket of water from
any stream or spring upon their lands! Had I
not, in my various wanderings, as a pilgrim
upon the earth, seen similar demonstrations of
humanity among men who profess to be humane,
but who, unfortunately, are not possessed of
any such excellent manhood, I certainly should
pray heaven to give me some patience while
making this record. But ap this is only the
first exhibition of their generous and magnani-
mous hospitality, I fear that my prayer would
be in vain.
