The War.
According to a dispatch from Widdin, Omar

Pacha issued orders on July 25 to all Com-
manders of cbrps to withdraw their troops
across the Danube when the Austrians enter
the Principalities.

On the let of August the Russians retired
from Bucharest, after having broken up the
road between that city and Kalugereny. Before
leaving Bucharest Prince Gortschakoff assembled
the Boyards, and thanked them for the manner
in which they had treated the Russian troops
during their stay. The General added that
strategic reasons alone induced him to quit the
city, but that it was not improbable that he
might return at an early period. Immediately
on the Russians leaving, Omar Pacha sent a
message to Bucharest, requiring lodging and
provisions for 12,000 men within the city, and
for 20,000 outside of the walls. On July 29,
Said Pacha, advancing from Oltenitza to Bu-
charest, overtook Russian the rear guard, which
he attacked and drove in.

A letter from the camp at Devo, Bulgaria, of
date July 21, has the following :

An pecurrence is reported which has caused
much astonishment in England; the British
war steamer Cyclops was chased, when near the
Bosphorus, by the i~upsian steam-frigate Vladi-
mir, which every one supposed was safely shut
up in the harbor of Sebastopol!

And equally astonishing is the fact that the
other day a RUssian steamer ran into the har-
bor of. Heraclea, and burned three Turkish
merchantmen at anchor there!

Our Liverpool Correspondent thus cotidenses
the spedulations afloat, regarding the future
operations of the allied forces:

July 21st, the light division of the' British
army, under 'Gen. Brawn, and the division of
the French army under Gen. Canrobert, em-
barked at Varna or at'Battsohik, to invade the
Crimea.' It is now stated that it never entered
into tlie plan of the campaign adoptod.by Mar-
shal St. Arnaud and Lord Raglan, ti-occupy
either the valley of the Danube or the Dobrud-
scha.

Omar Pasha had asked at the first conference
of the allied generals,' for the support of a
European detachment 'at Varna. Thlq generals
gave him what he asked, the rather that the
delay consequent thereupon gave the Anglo-
French force time to bring their 'heavy guns
from home, and also, in sone degree, tq accli-
mate the men. It wasleo desirable that the
hottest part of the season. should be past, before
undertaking active operations. ThetS cbnditions
are now fulfilled.

The invasion of the Crimea is -understood to
be undertaken in earnest.

The precise spot on ~lich the expedition will
disembark is'siot known to the public.

The spot must, of course, have sufficient depth
of water in shore to al6dw the':apptd0th of the
ships, or at least of the steam frigates, so as to
cover the boats and troops with their guns ; it
must have fresh water for the use of the troops,
and must have natural facilities for thSowing
up field'works to proteotthe first landing from
an attack by a superior force. Several such
favorable spots are to be found on the south
west promontory of the Critiea.

Between the port of' Sebastopol and Cape
Chersonese, within a' distance of abdut seven
miles, there are no less thi)n three inlets or har,
bors; the Bay of Strelptska, the Bay of Pee-
chana, anhd the;Bay.of ameesoch, which aro not
fortified an the-land, and are 'more or less sno
cessible to vessels of war. To the south'ofCape
Chersofese, the shore bIelow the Monastry of St.
George might be eligible, and the deep haven of
Balaklav would be a,most. important position
in possession of the allies. Some of these ports
will, no doubt, form the' base of operations,

Frdm such a position Sebastopol may be at.
tacked in the rear. Until two years ago, 8ebas-
topol was scarcely fortified at all on'the land
side, and was commandeyl by hills adjacent to
the city. Since 1852, a regular wall, two miles
in length, has been built, from the citadel to
the quarntine. harbor, but it is probable that
this wall is still unsupported by the qutworki
required to give it strenktl4, and the heights
outside these lines still give the besieging army
a formidable poeitionf advantage. The Russian
force in the Crimea is supposed to coniist:prin.
tipally of`two divisions of the 6th corps de armee,
under General Tchiordaioff, amounting to about
70,000 men, exclusive of the marines and dook-
yard battalions within Sebastopol.

Great effOrts'will inlishbtedly be made to in.
crease this force, but the allies reckon that in
the absence of communication by sea, the Rue-
sians will be unable to'bring into the Crimea
any qopsiderable force by land. It is probable
that the Russian Generals in command will
adopt a double system of operations, namely,
leave a garrison within Sebastopol to defend the
works, ' and, with their available force," take
the field against the beseigers. The question
then is, whether the allies can, at one apd the
same time, carry on the seige, and maintain
themselves against the Russian force in the
field. It is not to be forgotten that the south-
ern part of the Crimea-which the allies will
hold-is the only part that can be called aalu-
brious or fertile, consequently the Russians in
the ntVer•d• or snort

h
ern part of the peninsula

will have the more diffiulty in procuring sup-
plies.

Speaking on this subject the London Daily
News, while admitting the probability that the
force embarked from Baltschick may be des-
tined fbr the' Crimea, throws ridicule on the
statement of the London Times, that a landing
will be attempted near Sebastopol. The Daily
News asserts that the proper place to effect a
landing is in the spatious bay of Theodosa. Se-
bastopol is 120 miles distant, and there is an ex.
cellent road along the gouthern shore. A whole
army might ] l ndad and entrenched before
the oeineeould reach Sbastopl, and but a
few days would suffice to laei in 8 pottion
under th Walls of that f-ttss.

All is quiet in Spain. The barricades in

Madrid have nearly disappeared.

are only to adopt the title of " Consultative and
auxiliary Juntas." Another decree suspends
the execution of those decrees of the Juntas,
which suppreasormodifytaxss andother sourues

f natiopal.reveMue; until.the Government and
the Cortes shall have adopted measures upon
the subject. A third decree restores provision-
ally the law of thepress of 37. Lord Howden,
the British Ambassador, has arrived in Madrid.

Besides the office of President of the Council,
(without portfolio,) held by Espartero, he has
assumed the duty of Governor of the Palace, an
office which, for obvious reasons, it was very de-
sirous he should occupy. The people seem to
have unbounded confidence in Espartero, and,
in the lesser degree, in the Ministry. Various
alterations have been made in the military and
civil appointments; among others, Gen. Dulce
is promoted, and takes the place of Gen. Alzor,
as Director General of the Cavalry.
On the 31st ult., the men of the barricades

sent a deputation to express their wish to defile
before the palace, and they marched past, to
the number of 3000, before the Queen and Es.
partero. Letter-writers call these manifesta-
tions ".the last pugs of steam blowing off." The
Junta have published a vote of thanks to all
the generals, officers and soldiers who raised,
on' the 28th of June, the banner of liberty
morality and justice, devoting their lives to the
national cause. The following decree of the
Junta also appears in the Gazette:"

" None of the persons whose services the Junta
may have accepted between the day of the for-
mation and that of its dissolution are entitled to
any payment for the same, those services being
considered as patriotic."

It is stated that Barcelonais much disturbed,
and it was. eyenumored that there. had been
'more fighting. The Naecion suggests that
Christina should be compelled to render an ac-
count of her acts as guardian of her daughter,
and as executrix of the will of Ferdinand VII ;

A cordon sanitare has been
drawn along the parmesan frontier towards
Piednmont.

At Naples the disease was committing great
ravages in the lower and filthier part of the
city.

The crops are abundant in Iombardy,, the
Venetian territory, Sardinia, Tuscany, the l•O
pal States and Naples.

Egypt.

A feto is to be given at Alexandria to
the Pacha, on his return from Cairo.

confirmed. Suliman Khan, the Envoy of Af-
ghalnistan, had only a few conferences with the
Russian Envoy.

As the sash was up but a short
distance it is supposed he leaped out head fore-
most. He was a baker by trade and worked in
New York. His age was thirty-five; he leaves
a wife and two children. He had been confined
to his house by illness for twodays previous,
caused by too much dribliing, which ended in
delirium tremens.

John Miller, the self confessed murderer of
Myers, was, on the 20th, lying in the Prison
Hospital at Philadelphia, very low with typhoid
fever. He had an interview with the Sheriff of
Burlington county, New Jersey, on the 19th.
The latter is not aware of any such murder
having occurred in that county, and thinks it
probable that the prisoner is under a mistake
about the person's dying with whom he had the
quarrel. He repeated his confession this morn-
ing; states that his fellow-workman had joined
him in giving money to Meyer's wife, to enable
her to escape from the brutal treatment of her
husband; Meyer accused the two of conniving
at her desertion of him, and various quarrels
ensued; on the last one Meyer attacked the
prisoner with a stick, and an unlucky blow was
given, which the prisoner supposes caused hig
death, for he says Meyers was dying when he
fled. The prisoner is twenty-three years of
age, but appears about forty. He is afflicted
with rheumatism, and very decrepid.

The owners of steamboats in
the trade seem to have awakened to their own
interests, and instead of having only freight and
slow boats, we shall have almost a boat for each
day, of the finest and fastest kind. There will
be, in the course of two or three weeks, a dozen
to fifteen steamers plying regularly between
this city and New Orleans, which cannot be ex-
celled in point of speed and passenger accommo-
dations by the finest boats afloat, not one of
which but will be able to make the trip in five
to five and a half days. Several of the Louis-
ville crack " race horses " having got tired of
losing money at home, have determined to make
a change, as they have run already long enough
for glory. Among those who have already come
over to us may be mentioned the CrystalPalace,
S. F. J. Trabue, Bells Donna, Southern Belle,
and others of the same sort that we cannot at
present call to mind. Besides those enumerated,
we have several fine and fast boats of our own:
among them the Henry Chouteau, St. Nicholas.
John Simonds, L. M. Kennett, Belfast, Flying
Cloud, Crescent City, Oceana, and many other
equally good and fast.

The U. S. steamship San Jacinto, which left
Philadelphia a few days ago for a cruise in the
Baltio, put into Boston on the 19th for repairs.
The accident occurred on the 13th. Her bed-
plate is broken, requiring the taking out of all
her machinery to make the necessary repairs.
It is also said that she sprung a leak. She will
probably be detained two or three months, and
her voyage to the Baltic, on account of the
lateness of the season, will have to be given up.

OUTRAiGEOS MURDER.--A Mr. Neal was re-
cently most fiendishly murdered and sunk into
the Yazoo River, near the dwelling of a man
named Browning, in Sunflower county. Brown-
ing and his son are suspected of the foul deed.
Neal, it appears, had made his will, and, it was
thought had given his property, amounting tb
some two or three thousand dollars, to the
Brownings, and they wished, it is supposed, to
hasten the reception of the legacy. Luckily,
however, they are not mentioned in the will.

FATAL ACCIaETS.--On Friday afternoon
Henry McOill, William Shannon and John
Campbell, were severely injured by the prema-
ture explosion of a blast on the line of the Penn-
sylvania Railroad, near Shoemaker town, about
eight miles from the city. The whole three
were blown to the distance of 25 or 30 feet by
the explosion. They were brought to the Penn-
sylvania Hospital on Saturday. Shannon and
Campbell were severely burned about the face
and much bruised. MlcGill was the most in-
jured, his body being so terribly burned and
mangled that death put a period to his suffer-
ings a short time after his admission to the Hos-
pital. [Philadelphia Ledger, 21st.

The Charleston (S. C.) Artesian well has
reached the depth of 1177 feet, 300 of which
have been dug through solid rock. The Courier
says that the auger was stopped, a few days
since, by rock, for the fifty-eighth time. The
well, when completed, will be one of the most
valuable, as well as gigantic works in the
country. Only think of drilling rock at the
depth of nearly 1200 feet!

ANOTHER CeMrHExe ACCIDE;T.-A camphene
lamp in a butcher's shop in Cincinnati exploded
on the 16th with terrible effect. Three children
who were in the shop at the time were so dread-
fully burned that they have since died, and the
man who was filling the lamp when it exploded,
named Ruff, is not expected to live.

A son of Mr. Watkins, only fourteen years

old, was seriously injared by the discharge of
his gun while climbing a fence on his father's
plantation, near Farmville, Virginia, a few days
since.

While laborers were recently engaged at an
embankment on the Petersburg and Richmond
Railroad, they suddenly struck upon a large
stream of water, which gushed out upon the
track and emitted a vapor having the scent' of
half a dozen chemical laboratories combined.
The Petersburg Express recommends invalids
having weak stomachs to try a quart of that
water every morning before breakfast.
