Mmasc.uous EscaPL.-A son of David Kline,
of Maidenereek township, Berks county, Pa.,
aged three:years, fell into a well eighty-five feet
deep, on Sunday, the 6th inst. Considerable
time elapsed before he was missed, when his
cries attracted the attention of his father, who,
after diseovering his dangerous position, was
compelled to go to a neighbor's house, a quar-
ter of a mile distant, to procure a rope, by
means of which the little fellow was safely
hauled up without material injury, except a
slight bruise in the head, and being almost
frozen by the cold water. It appears that he
fell down into the water without striking the
sides of the well, and upon reaching the sur-
face clpng to the bucket until his rescue was
effected in the manner stated.

Captain Klockgether, of the ship Windsor,
which arrived at Baltimore from Bremen a few
days since, met with quite an incident on the
passage over. When forty days at sea, the
weather being clear, an open boat was descried
in the distance, with, as it was supposed, no one
in it. The captain immediately bore down
uponit, woen, on examination, it was found to
contain a human bodies, or, in other words,
skeletons, asthe flesh had been entirely stripped
from the bones. The boatwas filled with water,
but being of a light, airy structure, had con-
tinued to foat for days, perhaps months, upon
the turbulent deep. In the boat were a large
number of fish, which no doubt Rreyed upon the
bodies. A few remants of clothing were found
in the frail bark, but so much torn as to pre-
clude the possibility of telling whether they
belonged to seamen or passengers. There can
be no doubt that the bodies were those of some
of the many unfortunates who were wrecked in
some of the missing vessels.

The St. Louis Republican is responsible for
the following :
