RIOT IN PiNL DELP-IA-LoSS of Life.-We

take from the Philadelphia Gazette, of the 24th,
the following account of a murderous assault

upon a fire company in that city:
"About half-past 9 o'clock on Tuesday night

(the 22d) there was an alarm of fire caused by
the kindling of a bonfire in the neighborhood of
Fairmount. The Good Will Hose Company ran
out Callowhill street, and, on their return, came
along Spring Garden to William, or 24th street.
They were just about passing a notorious grog-
gery, kept by the widow Pagan, when from the
tavern and the adjacent house, guns and pistols
were discharged in quick and fearful succession.
One man, named Peter Johnson, was shot
through the head and killed upon the spot.
Another named Andrew Culbertson, received two
slugs in the leg, and one in the side, and is be-
lieved to be mortally wounded. Several others
of the Good Will Company were salightly wounded.
There was no conflict. The assailants had it all
their own way, and those who were assailed im-
mediately dispersed. A number of the Spring
Garden police now appeared, and endeavored to
arrest theassailants. About a dozen young men
were found in the tavern of the widow Fagan.
The landlady was taken into custody along with
the rest, and conveyed to the look-up.

" The body of Johnson was taken to his
residence in a court between Twenty-seoond
and Twenty-fourth streets, above Callowhill.
Culbertson was conveyed to his residence at
Twenty-first and Vine street. The men who
were arrested were held to await the result of
the Coroner's inquest. They are mostly adher-
ents of the Independence Engine Company, and
it is understood there is a feud between that
Company and Good Will Hose Company."

The persons arrested in Widow Fagan's house
gave the following names:

Patrick Dunn, Barney Waters, Patrick Kel-
ley, Timothy Barret, James Hagerty, James C.
Gallagher, Charles Keller, James McCabe, Wm.
Coyle, Thomas Flanigan, James Kenneday,
Edward Kelley, a small boy, and Catharine
Fagan.

Several other persons were afterwards ar-
rested.

There is to be another Regatta at Nahant on
a scale so extensive as to eclipse all former ones
which have taken place in this country.

The Washington Union publishes the Attor-
ney-General's opinion on preemption rights in
Kansas and Nebraska. Mr. Cushing says the
act of Congress gives preemption only in such
of the lands ceded by the Indians as are not
required first to be offered at public sale; that
the lands ceded under the condition of being
first offered at public sale, are no more open to
preemption by act of Congress than was the
military reservation at Fort Leavenworth; that
those lands can not be taken up by settlers
under a claim. of preemption, and that such
claims will be void in law, and will confer no
rights on which a demand for a patent can be
made from the Commissioner of Public Lands.
Moreover, it will be the duty of the President
to maintain by force the plighted faith of the
United States in this matter.

SacOnce AOcaDonT.-About 10 o'olock on
MoBday night, a woman named Gorman, aged
65 jtese, residing in Walters court, runing
from Front street, above Noble, was so dread-
fully burned by her clothes taking fire from a
lamp, that she died about half past 8 o'clock
yesterday morning. The unfortunate woman
and her husband were much given to habits of
intoxication. On Monday night the woman had
occasion to go into the yard adjoining the dwel-
ling, and, instead of going through the door-
way, attempted to get through a small window
of a wood-shed. In gtting through the aper-
ture, her clothing ignited from the lamp. A
neighbor named Gifford, seeing the light, got
over the fence, and found the unfortunate crea-
ture leaning up against the wood-shed wrapped
in flames. He says she uttered no screams of
agony. He immediately resorted to means to
quench the flames, but before he could succeed,
she was fatally injured. The neighbors were
aroused, and medical assistance procured, but
it was perceived that she could not survive.
She presented a most shooking spectacle. She
lingered until half past 3 o'clock, when death
terminated her sufferings. [Philadelphia Ga-
zette, 28d.

STATISTTIC OF CRIME ioD PAUPoRISM.-The
Jersey City Sentinel and Advertiser of the 23d
inst., published the following statistics of crime
and pauperism in Jersey City and Hudson
County showing the nativity of the criminals
and paupers:

Number of inhabitants in Jersey City, 21,000,
vis: natives, 12,000; Irish, 56,000; other for-
eigners, 4,000.

Number-of person who have been confined in
the city prison, 4,100, vi : natives, 756; Irish,
3,660; other foreigners. 475.

Number of persons confined at present in the
county jail, 68; viz: natives, 2; Irish, 58;
other foreigners, 8.

Of 188 persons who have been inmates of the
Alms House, none are natives, and no foreigners
except Irish.

Of 723 who received aid from the Poor-master,
2 were natives and 720 were Irish.

Very little business can be done on
the canal at present, but upon the first supply
of water, numerous boats with coal, flour, corn
and other articles of value may be expected to
arrive.

Last week in Herlem, N. Y., some workmen
discovered a box containing some $2000 in
Spanish silver. Since the discovery, the work-
men, contractor and coin have disappeared. It
is said to have been buried by a Mr. Benson du-
ring the revolution, but he afterwards lost all
traces of its place of deposit.

STATor F own DEFENCcE.-The fortress of Fort
Adams, says the Washington Sentinel, with its
whole equipments is now occupied by one man,
an ordnance sergeant. The same is the fact in
regard to Fort Washington, on the Potomac, and
we presume many others.

" There is," says a Boston paper, "a very
curious and ingenious money safety drawer,
which is to screw up under the counter, and has
no lock, but as sure as a rougue touches it, an
alarm bell rings, and he is glad to escape; yet
it opens to the right one with ease and without
noise. There are two hundred kinds of these
tills, made with a difference, so that it would
take an adroit theif all his life time to find out
how to rob them.

Recently, how-
ever, suspicion was excited that the girl had
been stolen by parties in this city, who were
bringing her up as their own; and accordingly,
in company with a friend, the mother yesterday
came hither, and commenced a search for the
lost one, having first obtained the aid of a male
friend, well acquainted with the circumstances.
The first thing to be discovered was the residence
of the supposed kidnappers, and this, after pa-
tient and protrated search and inquiry, being
found out the mother at once proceeded to the
premises, and knocking at the door, it was
opened by her own daughter, between whom and
the mother there was a mutual recognition.
The woman of the house, however, persisted in
claiming the child as hers, and threatened sum-
mary vengeance upon any one who should at-
tempt to remove her. But the mother, strong
in right, was not to be intimidated by threats,
and accordingly, taking her daughter by the
hand, hurried her to the Ilarket street depot,
jumped in the cars, and a moment after was be-
yond pursuit.

The man and woman with whom the girl has
been living reside in Prospect street, and the
former has hitherto borne a fair reputation, be-
ing foreman in one of the largest manufactur-
ing establishments of the city.

Ta " DRUoucoE LIQUOR" AT CONCORD, N. H.
It turns out that the " drugged liquor," of
which so much was said during the late session
of the New Hampshire Legislature, as having
been administered to certain Democratic mem-
bers during the Senatorial contest, was not
drugged in the ordinary way. In other words,
it was sweetened with Peruvian or Chincha
Islands sugar, commonly called guano. A cor-
respondent of the Manchester Democrat asserts
this to be the fact:

" It seems that in the back room of the hotel,
where liquor was kept, Mr. Uri Lamprey, who
was at the same hotel, an agent of the New
York Guano Company, had with him several
choice samples of pulverized guano, which he
kept in bowls, and on favorable occasions ex-
hibited them to his friends among the Members.
One evening, being hastily called out, he incau-
tiously set away his pulverized samples on the
same shelf with the sugar bowls. Shortly after,
some of the members, wishing to " strengthen
the inner man," went into the closet, which
was not yet lighted up, and having used the
decanters, took also very freely of the sweeten-
ing from the guano bowls. Several important
results followed-the chief of which was the
immediate falling off in the vote for Mr. Wells
for United States Senator-the drugged mem-
bers being unavoidably detained from their
seats."

William Mollhenny, Esq., for many years the
Librarian of the Philadelphia Athenaeum, died
in that city on Tuesday the 22d.

PURCHASE OF RAILROAD STOCK.-The President
of the Cincinnati, Wilmington and Zanesville
Railroad has recently bought of the Commis-
sioners of Muskingum county, Ohio, $100,000 of
the stock of the Central Ohio road, giving in
payment therefor $100,000 in the bonds of the
same Company. This arrangement, it is said,
insures the completion of the first named road
at an early day._ _

The steamer Penobscot, from Portland, while
approaching Boston harbor on the 22d., ran
down a sail boat, and four men who were in the
boat at the time were drowned.

Mr. Buchanan's reply to Lord Clarendon, on
the Central America question, has, it is re-
ported, been received at Washington, and it is
said to be a very able document.

ExcELLENT.-Several gallant young bucks in
Wheeling one night, not long since, placed
themselves under the window of a young lady
for the purpose of a serenade. After listening
to their excruciating " strains" for a while, the
lady threw up the sash, and in a suppressed
tone informed the serenaders that she could not
admit them through the front door, but invited
them to present themselves at a certain door in
the back building. They were accordingly ad-
mitted, in the dark, the lady excused herself
"for a moment," left the room, and turned the
key of the door upon them ; and in a few minutes
afterwards their ardor was considerably damp-
ened by a copious flow of water from a hydrant
in the room. We need not add that the mis-
chievous girl had invited them into a bath-room
and voted them its privileges.

The warehouse of George Steel, at Chicago,
filled with grain, was destroyed by fire on Sun-
day, the 20th instant. The building was worth
$10,000; insured for $6500. There was in
store about 35,000 bushels of corn, 3000
bushels of wheat, and a like quantity of
oats. The whole amount of insurance was
$13,000.

Catherine Rogers, an Irish woman, fell into
the dock at the foot of Pike street, New York,
on the evening of the 22d instant, and was
drowned. She was drunk at the time of the
accident,

FInrs.-Two very destruotive fires occurred
in the city of Brooklyn on the 28d, involving
the destruction of property to the amount of
$60,000. The extensivelumber-yardof Messrs.
Allen & Grifford, two large stone ware-houses
occupied by Thorne & Co., and several work-
shops and dwellings were destroyed.

On the same day a fire occurred in Newark,
reducing to ashes a considerable number of
stores, shops, frame dwellings and large facto-
ries. The actual loss was estimated at $20,000.

exander Smith, the poet, is'editing a selection
from the published and unpublished works of
the late Mr. Veddor, the proceeds of which are
to go the erection of a monument over the poet's
grave in the Grange Cemetery.
