Shortly after this conflict, a young
man by the name of Arrington arrived on the c
ground, and learning the particulars of the af- I
fair, remarked that he " would dislike for Alex-

ander to attack him in thpt manner, as he be-

lieved it would not be safe for him." Alexan-
der, who had retired to a stable loft near by,

heard the remark, and, coming down with his

gun in his hand, confronted Arrington and defied
him to repeat it. Arrington attempted to do so,

but before finishing, Alexander placed the gun

against his forehead and discharged its contents
in his brains. Arrington fell a terribly man-
gled corpse, and Alexander fed,gained an island
in the Mississippi, were, among the thick growth

of cottonwood, he concealed himself for the night.

A party was immediately ofganized and started
in pursuit. They found him on the island next
morning, brought him back, had an examina-
tion, convicted him, and accompanied him to the

county jail, where he now is incarcerated, await-
ing the sitting of the Circuit Court in next
October.

not in time to secure Anderson. He fled imme-
diately and has not been heard of since.

A small boy aged about nine years, son of
James McMullin, had killed a rattlesnake, laid
I it upon a stump, and out its head off close. He
then went to work to detach the rattles from
the snake, and, whilst thus engaged inadver-
tantly placed his left hand in close proximity
to the head, which seized him by the reins or
leaders in his wrist-and held on so tightly that
in oulling it off he bursted one of the veins.
Although every remedy was applied that could
be thought of, the little sufferer lived only
S about fifteen hours after being bitten. The
1 poison had circulated through the whole sys-
i tom, and nothing could be found to afford the

slightest relief.

with an infant in his arms, was shot down by an 61
unknown man who was passing. Mr. Warren r
received six or seven buckshot in his neck,
breast and side, and expired a few hours after-
wards.

It seems she did not reciprocate
his sentiments so fully as he desired, and hence o

the disastrous and untimely termination of hise

career.

A MAN SHOT BY A Don.-Mr. Peter Kilmore,

of Copake, (N. Y.) was out hunting with a two-
barrelled gun, and having discharged one bar-
rel at a bird he brought the butt of his gun to

the ground, with the muzzle leaning against

his left breast. His dog coming up jumped
with his fore paws against him, and when his

paws caned down they struck the trigger of the

other barrel and discharged the whole contents

in his breast, and lodged in his shoulder. The

accident took place on Sunday, the 7th, and the

man lived until the next Friday, when he died.

Tna Nzw PAss.-Col. Fremont left New York
a few days ago for California, with the view of

landing at San Francisco and proceeding thence

to the Sierra Nevada, to fix astronomically the

position of the Pass which he discovered in that

mountain during his expedition of last winter.
The National Intelligenoer says:

" Great stress was laid upon the discovery of
this Pass, as being excellent in itself, and north
of the Walker and the Tejon Passes, and there-
fore more in the straight line from St. Louis to
San Francisco, and opening directly into the
rich San Joaquin Valley, near the Southern
gold mines. Col. Fremont judged that Pass to
be about latitude 87; but the importance which
he attaches to it as a point in the Central route
to the Pacific Ocean induces him to go to it
again to fix its position with a precision which
the exhausted condition of his party and re-
sources did not admit of when he weit through.
We also learn that this expedition, like his two
lastones, has no connection with the Govern-
ment surveys, and receives no aid from the sur-
a vey appropaiations.

HEALTH OF S•ANNVAi.-Interments in Laurel -

Grove, 4; all yellow fever. Catholic Cemetery, *
7; 6 yellow fever. Hebrew Cemetery, 1; yellow
fever. Total interments 12; 11 of which were

subjects of yellow fever. New oases reported
for the twenty-four hours ending at 9 P. M.,

Friday night, 16.
The foregoing statement contains the number

of interments on Friday. It embraces, also,
the number of new cases of yellow fever as far
as reported by the physicians, up to the hour
of 9 o clock, P. M. In relation to the new cases,
it should be observed that when the patient is
first taken it is in many instances difficult to
distinguish between different classes of fever.
Thus it is probable that many cases eventually
prove to be yellow fever which are not at first
reported as such. In addition to this, we have
have reason to fear that, amid the pressure of
their engagements, a portion of the faculty fail
to make daily returns of new cases to the mayor.
In view of these facts, we are obliged to regard
the bill of interments as a better criterion, as
to the extent to which the epidemic is prevail-
ing, than the physicians' report of new cases

We can but indulge the hope that in a few
days the worst will have passed. Nevertheless
we see no reason to doubt the wisdom of the ad-
vice which we have already given, and here re-
peat-let all who can, consistent with their
duty to their friends and the public, leave the
city. [Savannah Georgian, 27th.
