We have days of st
murky haze, almost of cloudiness; but never tl
one little drop of rain. Not since Jnne. to the h
best of our remembrance, have we had any- u
thing worthy to be called rain, though two or
three petty showers afforded some fleeting re- oa
freshment to plants early in July. Springs that 8
never failed before are now at their last gasp; p
many have been utterly dry for weeks. Since ti
the great rain which closed the month of April, a
we have had nothing calculated to affect the ci
sources of springs. These, we think, have not
been so low hereabout in thirty years as they p
are now. tO

We shall probably have rain soon, but to h
little purpose. It will be too late for Corn ; too tl
late for Potatoes; too late for Garden Vegta- ,

bles ; too late for Buckwheat. It will help Tur- n
nips, where there are any, be useful to Cab-
bage, and may give us a lates-and scanty sup-
ply of Fall Feed; but it cannot ensure us a tol-
erable product of Butter and Cheese; it fannot
give us more than half a crop of Corn, nor even
so large a yield of Potatoes. In spite of the
bounteous harvest in Wisconsin and part of
Iowa, in Texas and most of the cotton-grcwing o
region, and of the moderate yield in Southern V
Ohio, Northern Indiana and Northern Illinois,
we shall have the shortest crop of Indian Corn
grown in this country this century with two ex-
ceptions. The first was that of 1816, caused by
the extraordinary cold of the entire season- P
for there was snow in June nearly all over New t
England and frost in every month; the second
was that of 1886, produced by the wet, cold
and backward Spring. But in both of these t
years, though Corn was more deficient than
now, Grass was good, and Potatoes better than
this year. We doubt whether the aggregate of 1

loss in either year was greater than that which
now confronts us.

We estimate the total Corn crop of the United
States for this year at less than two-thirds of
an average, or not above fifteen bushels per
acre. There are thousands on thousands of
acres that will not yield five bushels; many, in
fact, that will never be harvested at all. One
heavy, general, soaking rain on the let of
August would have added at least one hun-
dred millions of dollars to the aggregate
value of our crop for the current year.
The total deficiency of the Corn crop can
not fall below two hundred millions of bush-
els, worth one hundred millions of dollars; for
much of our Corn is usually worth seventy-five
sents to a dollar per bushel on the farm where
it is grown; and the loss on Roots, Grass and
Vegetables can not fall below another equal
amount. In other words, the harvest of this
year will be worth to the country two hundred
millions of dollars less than we had reason to
suppose it would be one little month ago. This
loss will not all fall on the farmers; they will
be partially compensated for deficiency of yield
by enhancement of price; but that merely shifts
a part of the burden from their shoulders to
others, The aggregate loss is quite as severe as
if fire, flood, or some other terrible calamity
had swept property worth two hundred mil-
lions of dollars completely out of existence.

The magnitude of the loss can only be appre-
ciated upon reflection and comparison. The
total cost of the Mexican War was computed by
Mr. Corwin, when Secretary of the Treasury,
at two hundred and fourteen millions; but that
was spread over several years of general pro-
sperity, while sixty millions of it, by means of a
national debt, was cast upon the future. The
great fire in our city in Dec. 1835 was generally
held to have sensibly contributed to the season
of disaster and bankruptcy which commenced
i the next year. The excessive importations of
1816-17 and 1836, were undoubtedly most in-
fluential in bringing on the tremendous commer-
cial revulsion which so speedily followed; yet it
may be well questioned whether the short crops
of 1816 '36 were not the deeper and truer cause
e of those seasons of calamity. Not that the

I heavy importations were other than most un-

timely and injurious; but their ill effects were
greatly intensified by the coincident deficiency
of our harvests. Such importations must have
caused trouble any how, but no such sweeping
devastations as were actually experienced, be-
cause of the large demands to meet the epgt of
goods occurring simultaneously with our ex-
treme inability to pay, We needed all the food
we produced, and had but a few millions' worth
of cotton and other non-edible products where-

d with to pay for over one hundred and fifty

millions worth of European metals, wares and
fabrics imported that year. And it will be
found equally impossible this year to pay for

a all the goods already received from Europe, or
now on the way. The means of paying for them
do not exist, and they must either be held over
for better times, re-exported, ruinously sacri-
ficed, or sold to consumers who will never pay

y for them.it In the face of this heavy visitation-of Provi-

i. dence, as many will say, though it might be
more instructive to call it a visitation of inm-
providence, brought upon us by our wretchedse system of semi-barbarian civilization, without
Ad half plowing our soils, just about half tilling, and

not at all draining or irrigating them-the dis-

" The first serious accident occurred on the
Ohio road on Monday, at Deer Park, about a
fifty miles from town, at which place the boiler
of the locomotive Mississippi burst, scattering g
the fragments in all directions, killing the c
engineer, and frightfully wounding three others. I
All the afflicted reached the hospital here late d
at night, but the engineer, James Rogers, only I
survived some two hours. There was a large a
hole in his right temple, from which the brain t
exuded; it was caused, evidently, by an ison c
bolt, for he was neither burnt nor scalded." f

At Deer Park, Henry Searles, who is em- t
ployed to look after the repairs of the road, got I
up on the engine and seated himself next to
Rogers, who was close to the throttle. He re- I
members seeing the steam cock tried, and that
either gas or foam came from it, when Rogers
turned on the water, and in an instant the boiler
exploded. Searles was thrown over the back of I
the tender, and on the recoil of the train, his
thigh was broken, though the wheels did not
pass over it. Ben Buckley was also fearfully
scalded, and his sight apparently destroyed;
while the fourth man, name unknown, is less,
though much injured.

From what is already known the cause of this
sad calamity is but too plain; and though culpa-
ble neglect may have been chargeable on the
engineer, he has paid for it dearly with his life.

Great excite-
ment existed in that section on Saturday, and a
meeting of citizens was held to determine
whether, as a necessary example, to execute
summary vengeance on the murderer or await
the slow process of the law. We have not
heard the result of the deliberations of the
meeting.

A slave, the property of L. H. Seawell, Esq.,
of Marion, had a preliminary examination on
Saturday last, on a charge of attempting to
poison the overseer, Mr. Pope. The slave, from
the evidence before the Justices, was fully com-
mitted to jail, for a hearing before thenextCir-
cuit Court.

Dr. Burleson, of Decatur, has resigned the
Presidency of the Tennessee and Alabama Cen-
tral Railroad, and Col. T. A. Nelson, of Athens,
has been elected to the place. The President of
the road has been directed to procure suitable
persons to survey the entire route from the Ten-
nessee line to Montevallo.

A number of hotels and restaurants make a

practice of distributing the fragments of food
collected from the tables, to the poor, at regu-
tar hours, every afternoon. By observing how
this is done, any curious person can readily ob-
toain some insight into the miseries of the city.
By the same process, a partial cue may be had
to the so called "mysteries" of New York,
which have always afforded a prolific theme for
ocribblers. The place where these are to be
dispensed is indicated some time in advance by
the throng of wretched looking people who
eagerly crowd around, with baskets, aprons,
etc., in which to bear away the expected gifts.
The bloated inebriate, tottering creatures en-
feebled by disease, as well as many young girls,
acting as agents for others who remain in their
own garrets and cellars, all are represented.
On the first appearance of the provisions, which
form a complete chowder of bread, meats, pastry,
lobster, fish and vegetable, a general rush is
made which has often to be forcibly repelled.
With a large scoop, broken plate, or some thing
of the kind, a quantity of the mixture is thrown
into each vessel or other receptacle extended to
receive it with all possible rapidity, the crowd
meanwhile pressing closer and closer, until
again forced into the back ground. Every de-
vice is resorted to, in order to secure a double
portion. A common trick is to have a basket
placed one side, into which each fresh instal-
ment is deposited, until no more can be pro-
cured. Another will have a capacious apron
or bag suspended from the waist, secure from
observation, while the contents of the extended
basket or dish are slyly thrust into it unno-
ticed. Some, in this manner, obtain the lion's
share, while the weak, sick or decrepid, are
turned off empty. The scene would bear to be
transferred to canvass with an artist's pencil.
A scene of another kind occurred recently in

Philadelphia. It is as remarkable as the above,

and is described as follows:
On Monday, an old and highly respectable

gentleman, while passing along the street, be-
coming bewildered by a rush of blood to the
head, staggered and fell.

LrvIN~G SKELETONS.--Last week Mr. J. T.
Potter had on exhibition at Norristown, two
living skeletons, both from Bristol township,
Bucks county, named Joseph Brown and John
Hansell. The first one is about thirty-eight
years of age, is over six feet in height, and
weighs some seventy-eight pounds. The other
is about twenty-five years old, five feet six
inches high, and weighs fifty-sseven pounds.
We found that Brown measured six inches
around the thick part of the arm near the
shoulder, his arm being of the usual length.
Around his chest he was full thirty-two inches,
showing that he had a large frame. His legs
were not so reduced. He is evidently a com-
plete wreck. When he walks his figure is very
crooked, much like an S in shape, and he ap-
pears to walk with pain. Hansell's ankles are
only about seven inches in circumference. They
both eat and sleep well, and are cheerful, as a
general thing, and not often indisposed. What
is most singular is, that they have both been
much larger, the one having been a carter on
the road, while the other worked at farming.
Brown thinks his present condition was induced
by an injury he received, while the other's thin-
ness came on without any apparent cause. They
are now about as small as they have ever been,
and both now and in former times used tobacco.
They are singular looking objects, and it is pain-
ful to see them on their feet. They were person-
ally acquainted with each other before they
started traveling. One looks as though he might
regain his flesh, while the other is a broken
down man, and entirely devoid of flesh or fat ex-
cept the calves of his legs.

THE JUDGE, THE ACTREeS AND TEE JEHU.-On
the 16th of the present month a warrant was
issued by Justice Curtis, of this city, for the
arrest of Alfred A. Phillips, Esq., Judge of the
Marine Court of New York, on a charge of as-
sault and battery, preferred by Patrick Byrne,
a hackman. The assault, as alleged, occurred
at the entrance of Greenwood Cemetery on the
15th inst. The warrant was placed in thehands
of constable Bradly, of the Second Ward, and he
gives the following account of the affair : " On
the day mentioned, Mr. Phillips, who was ac-
companied by a well-known theatrical lady
(Mrs. Shaw, we hear,) attached to a New York
theatre, hired a hack of complainant, and were
taken about the Cemetery greounds. On return-
ing and coming out of the gate, the lady re-
quested the coachman to drive right back the
same route they had been. He told her that his
horses were too jaded and could not be driven
any more ; as it was, he had beenout two hours
longer than agreed upon. She called him a
drunken loafer, and told him to drive back, when
the coachman replied, ' If you call me a drunk-
ard you are a liar.' Uponthis,Phillipsreached
the whip of the driver from the socket, struck
him on the head, and knocked him fromthe box.
The driver, it is alleged, was completely stunned
by the blow. The case was set down for a hear-
ing on Saturday, but the defendant appeared
some time after the time set, when it was ad-
journed till Tuesday. Then it was adjourned
till next Monday. Whether he will appear or
not remains to be seen. Chauncey Schaffer is
counsel for complainant." [Brooklyn Eagle.
