The business of the
city is increasing and bound to increse still more.
New avepnqs f trade• re being opened, and as
soon as the lines of railway now in process of
construitios.are co hpleted, New Orleans will
be.thedireeteot, nearest, speediest and cheapest
way to reach New York as I now is to reach the
western cities and country. We still have left
a number of fine vessels running to Texas and
New York, and hope shortly to have more. In

the mean time we regret to lose those whosefre-
quent arrivals from California have placed us
in the possession of late and valuable news, and
been of much service to us in very many ways.

The Delta.

On Saturday last the " Delta" removed from
its old quarters in Poydras street, and now has
"a local habitation and a name" upon Camp.

The new "Delta Buildings," as they are
styled,` are ashandsome, commodious, and well
arranged for the purposes of a large newspaper
establishment, as any in the United States. The
front part of the lower story is, of course,
used for the office, and is fitted up and finished
in very fine taste. The rear part contains the
engine and presses. In the second story are
the editorial room, paper rooms, and the prt-
vate office of Major Heiss. The Job office is in
the third, and the compositors' room in the
fourth story. Every thing requisite has been
procured for each of these departments, and
none of the appliances usually found in a first-
rate newspaper and job office are wanting.
The large outlay required to make so many im-
provements deserves a large return, and if judi-
iouse' management and very able editorial

talent are the necessary Instrumentalities, we
have no doubt the Delta will eflbt it.

In the mean time, the proximity of the new
location of the Delta teothat so long held by the
Picayune has suggested to us the possibility of
an increased rivalry. To the end that this may
be peaceable, and not bloody, we propose shortly
placing the " Crescent " between the two, ex-
tending a horn at each; not with the purpose
of damaging either, but for the object of tran-
quilizing both.

' A NcW DAIsY.-We have just received the
first number of the " Daily Sentinel," pub-
lished at Plaquemine, in this State. It is of
rather small size, but sufficiently large to con-
tain much valuable reading matter; is neatly
and clearly printed, and well worthy of sup-
port. We do.not recall any previous attempt
to establish a daily paper in the interior
of our State, and can only hope that the pre-
sent enterprise will be sustained and rendered
profitable to the proprietor.

Negro assooatloas.
The Abolition doctrine of perfect equality of

the races seems to be fully adopted in many
parts of the North, and the white and " cullnd"
population there fraternise most lovingly and

entirely. We read every little while of a big
buck nigger espousing a fair-facedfemale, or of
a strong-stomached white man domiciling with
an ebonyof the softer sex. Niggers address the
literary societies.of Northern colleges, hold pro.
essorships, practice law,.physio and theology,
edit newspapers and are even--such is the pro-
gress of the age-adoocated for members of Con-
gress. Occasionally, however, the hollowness
and insinoerity of the love that tolerates all

these things manifests itself, and the real, the
natural feeling is exhibited. The white man
gives his negro mistress a sound walloping, or
the white wife gives her lord cause for jealousy.
Neither:the lawyers, doctors, or theologians,
editors or professors of color find themselves
f'lly recognised by their 'white brethren, and
when in the way are ordered aside with very
little consideration or courtegy. Some times the
gentlemen from Afriea grow too important even
for Northern toleration. In that case they are
put down by a kick, a curse or a blow; and
some times by such means as the following:

"On uamday, Augt Oe a whitse man named Ets s and
a nero named Wells were playing eards together at
Lawrnooabsrg, Is. A disputseares between hem eand
the negro strick thewhite mas,whereupon the. latter
Jumped up and out the negro's throat from ear to ."

it seems the negro was all right so far as
bard-table compauionship was concerned, but
not even Northern philanthropy could endure a
blow. Great country this!

The iew York Express gives the following ac-
count of tbeastate of affairs in that city :

"Bopensions in business, delays to meet en-
gagementsa want of confidence in the city and
general mistrust in the country, are among the
incidents of the season."

The New York Journal of Commerce pub-
lishes the following extract of a letter dated
Paris, August 7:

" Business is very bad in this city. The war
has affected manufactures, large stocks of
which from England, Germany and France
will be sent to the United States, and forced off
for cash this fall. I think we may look for a
large import, and consequently a close money
market throughout the 'winter."

The colored emigration convention at Cleve-
land, Ohio, closed its labors on the night of the
24th ultimo, after a session of three days.
About one hundred delegates from the States
and Canada were present. The Rev. William
C. Munroe, of Michigan, acted as President.
The convention adopted a platform favorable to
the segregation of the colored race, to establish
a Board of Commissioners, and reported a plan
for issuing a quarterly periodical, to be called
The Colored American Quarterly.

Oato RBvEn.-There were only 18 inches of
water in the river's channel, and falling on the
26th nlt.

It appears from a circular just received from
the Treasury Department at New York city,
that all goods now in the public stores, on which
the duties have been paid, will have to be re-
moved thence within one month; and, if not so
removed, will, at the expiration of that period,
be advertised as unclaimed goods, and then sold
according to law, if not previously claimed and
removed. Goods hereafter sent to the public
stores must be removed within five days from
the time the duties are paid; and if not, will be
advertised as unclaimed goods, and sold at the
end of one month, if still remaining there.

Judge Sutherland states, for the information
of the many thousand soldiers and widows and
children of the men of the war of 1812 interested
in the bounty land bill, that it will be pressed
to a consideration in Congress early at its next
session. The Judge was at Washington when
Congress adjourned, and says from a conversa-
tion he had with the Hon. Mr. Churchwell, of
Tennessee, who reported the bounty land bill
to the House of Representatives, that he has no
doubt that the bill will be taken up soon after
the session opens in December next. The Judge
gives it as his opinion that the bill will pass if
the soldiers and the widows and children justly
entitled to land from Congress will write to or
personally call upon each member in their re-
presentative districts, to vote in favor of the
bounty land bill now before Congress.

Tue SoonR CROP.-We understand from a
gentleman who is well posted upon the subject,
that the sugar crop of this parish the present
year will fall far short of that of last year.
He estimates that above Bayou Plaquemine
there will be at least 600 hhds. less than last
season. [Plaquemine Sentinel, 29th ult.

The revolution in Spain is regarded with ex-
treme joy by the Spaniards in the United States.
La Cronica, the Spanish newspaperpublished
in New York, describes it as " a rising up of all
that is most sacred in the human heart against
political despotism, supported by the most
shameful immorality." The same journalgoes
on to say that the late ministers were " proud,
malignant, immoral, and, at the same time, pre-
sumptuous and vain," and that they "made
the crown the object of public contempt, and
undermined the most national and conservative
institutions."

A new paper has been started in New York,
called the "Thief." If all the thieves in that
city patronize the paper, it will be entitled to
the post office advertising, on the score of the
" largest circulation."

FIRE IN THE CATSKIL MouTA•Ms. -- JV'ew
York, .August 27.-A fire was raging in the
Catskill mountains yesterday, and teams were
sent to remove the furniture of the Mountain
House last night. It is reported that the Moun-
tain House was entirely destroyed, with all its
contents, and as there was a large number of
visitors there, serious apprehensions are enter-
tained. The rumor, however, lacks confirma-
tion.

A late dispatch says that the Mountain House
was not destroyed, as the rain extinguished the
flames.

The Washington Star says that the officers of
the Treasury Department have discovered a
series of frauds committed by one of the Col.
lectors of the Customs removed by the present
Administration, similar to these perpetrated by
the Colleotor qf Oswego.

Concha, the newly appointed Captain General,
nowdaily expected, in the most brilliant man-
ner. The present Captain Generalhad received
his recall, and was to leave in a few days.

The Cahawba landed 78passengers at Havana,
and brought 64 to this city. She has also a fall
freight of assorted merchandise.

The journeymen brick-layers of Cincinnati
struck for higher wages on the 21st ult. They
have been receiving two dollars and twenty-five
cents per day for their work, but think they
should get two dollars and a half.

On the 25th a man named Everett fell from
the top of an omnibus in Philadelphia and had
his jaw broken, besides sustaining oth6r severe
injuries. The next omnibus that passed went
over him and broke one of his legs.

A lady of Jefferson county, Indiana, has made
herself a handsome silk dress from cocoons of
her own raising. The dress will be exhibited
at the State Fair this fall, which is to be held
at Madison.

A recent dispatch from Washington to the
New York papers states that the Administration
pronounce the arrest of Captain Hollins ridic-
ulous and wicked, and declare that he will be
sustained by the Government in any event.

Most distressing accounts are daily received
of the drouth in the Western country. In some
of the counties in Kentucky hundreds of acres
have not a shoot of corn on them, and people
are cutting the stalk to feed their cattle
with it.

We learn that Major D. L. Wood, the indus-
trious and efficient Local Mail Agent at this
post, has been removed by the Postmaster Gen-
eral. The reason for his removal we under-
stand to be because he was reported to be a
Know-Nothing. [Cleveland Express, 23d.

A letter from Miss Frederika Bremer, dated
at Stockholm, is published in the National In-
telligencer, proposing that the association of
Christian women, formed in various places of
the earth, should form a Peace Alliance, look-
ing to a union of all denominations and na-
tions, whereby peace and good feeling may be
made lasting, and war for ever after averted.

A gentleman residing not far from Pittsburgh
went recently to that city for a supply of pota-
toes and corn, his fields being entirely burned
up. Unable to procure the articles wanted, he
went to Wheeling where he met with no better
success,.and had to go to Cincinnati before he
could get his supplies. A letter from a gentle-
man at Cleveland, Ohio, states that every thing
in the shape of vegetation is burnt up in that
region of country.

We learn from the Wabash Express of the 23d,
published at Terra Haute, Indiana, that two
young men were arrested in that town on the
previous day for the murder of their uncle, near
a place named Numa. A quarrel had occurred
between the parties in regard to some geese,
one of them received a blow from the old man,
and in return threw a stone which killed him
on the spot

The New York Tribune says, in regard to the

THE DROUOT Iun New YoRx.-Doleul as.
counts continue to be given respecting the
drougth which prevails throughout New York;
in common with a large proportion of the whole
country. It is now fifty-four days since rain
fell in any quantity in the vicinity of Rochester,
and the drougth is equally severe in other
places, so that it is regarded as unprecedented
in severity, as well as in extent.

GORAT FIRE IN TROY, N. Y.-A fire broke out
in Troy, New York, on the afternoon of the 25th,
and spead with irrisistible fury over a space
equal to about eight blocks, consuming not less
than two or three hundred buildings, and de-
stroying property amounting to not less than
one million of dollars. Owing to the dry state
of every thing, it was impossible to check the
fury of the flames. Fortunately no fatal soci-
cents occurred during the conflagration.

FEMAoLE SWINDLER.-A sort of roving gipsy
woman, who professed the starry science of as-
trology and had an immense amount of impu-
dence wherewith to back up her pretensions,
recently swindled an honest credulous farmer
in Madison, Ohio, to the amount of about
ooo000.
A KEEN PoLIOosM.--The Albany Journal

has a long story of the adventures of a police-
man of that city who had been employed to
ferret out a gang of villains in Chester, Mass.
The men composing this band had made them-
selves a terror to the country by their secret
acts of violence and outrage against whoever
happened to fall under their displeasure. They
had blown up a church, fired buildings, sheared
and painted horses, and committed numerous
other offences of a similar character. Under
these irritating and perplexing circumstances
the citizens of the place applied to the chief of
police of Albany, New York, who dispatched a
couple of shrewd policemen, named Chamberlain
and Vosburg, to their relief. The former in-
troduced himself into the band, assisted the
rascals in some of their depredations, placed
himself in possession of their secrets, and finally
denounced them and had eight of their number
arrested and held to answer the numerous
charges pending against them.

SIrGULArn HALLUCINATION. - The Zanesville
Courier says the other morning a young girl
some twelve or fourteen years of age, residing
in the family of one of the editors of that paper,
arose from her bed and remarked to another
girl, who slept in the same room with her, that
she thought some thing must be wrong at home,
as she dreamed she saw her little brother and
he looked as if he was dead; and since she was
up she still saw his face which ever way she
looked, still looking as if dead. She dressed
herself and went down stairs to pursue her
work; but in less than fifteen minutes after-
wards word was brought her that her brother
had died that morning. Strange, wasn't it?

M.RRIAGE AND MURDER.-A farmer's son,
named Joseph S. Baird, was married to a young
lady, eleven miles from Xenia, Ohio, a short
time since. The lady, it is said, had been pre-
viously engaged to a young farmer named Rob-
inson. On Tuesday, as Baird, with his bride,
was riding towards Xenia, Robinson was ob-
served to rush out of a thicket, and take hold
of the horse's head, commanding Baird to halt,
at the same time presenting a pistol. Mrs. B.
screamed and sprang from the buggy; Baird
followed, and clinching Robinson, a scuffle en-
sued, in which he was shot dead by Robinson.
The young wife then wrenched the pistol out of
Robinson's hands and attempted to shoot him.
Two balls were fired to no effect, when Robin-
son jumped into the buggy, drove off, and ef-
fected his escape.

STRUCK BY LioTrsrou.-During a violent
thunder storm on the night of the 27th ult.,
David Stevenson and John Martin were struck
down by lightning while standing in a stable on
Tenth Avenue, New York.
