SENATOR DOUoLas.-There seems to be good
ground for supposing that the overthrow of the

Little Giant is complete, by means of the very
scheme upon which he had confidently counted
to build up his political fortunes even to the ut-
most possible pinnacle.

The projector of that famous achievement,
the Kansas-Nebraska law, he and his had sup-
posed would require no better stepping-block
from which to vault into the seat of the chief
magistracy, but, unaccountably short-sighted
as he may appear, it is now plain that he has
constructed an edifice which needs not to
crumble into ruins to crush its builders. His
recent reception at Chicago, where he attempted
to address the people for the first time since the
close of his Congressional labors, is very good
proof of this assumption. The flood-gates of
popular indignation were opened upon him, and
he was overwhelmed before the small stream of
his rhetoric commenced flowing; his first orato-
rical gesture was greeted with an uproar of
groans, cries, hisses and exeorations; his first
oratorical sentence was lost amid quite as much
" noise and confusion " as once on a previous
occasion silenced a gun of similar caliber.

It is not pleasant to contemplate the calami-
tous downfall of one who had seemed to be so
firmly fixed in the affections of his constituents,
and that downfall, too, brought about by a sin-
gle act, whether impolitic or bad. We some-
what sympathize with him1 and think that those
who were his friende should not assist in making
the expression proverbial-" Dead as Douglas."

The Recorder and Councilmen of the town of
Pass Christian have passed an ordinance pro-
hibiting the sale of liquors, merchandise, or al-
lowing the playing of billiards, nine or ten pine
on the Sabbath, or first day of the week called
Sunday, under the penalty of five to twenty-
five dollars for each contravention. Merchants
ana store-keepers are also prohibited from
opening store or disposing of their goods, wares,
and merchandise on that day.

Up to Wednesday evening the 80th ult., there
bad arrived at the port of New York during
the month of August, 88,000 alien passengers,
21,000 of whom were Germans and 7,800 Irish.

The schooner Hudson, bound from Milan,
Ohio, to Buffalo, with a heavy load of stores,
was totally wreaked, recently, near Conneaut.
Her crew were all saved.

There was a frightful collision on the Harlem
railroad on the night of the 80th ultimo, but
fortunately no lives were lost. A passenger car
was literally smashed to pieces, but there was
not a passenger in it.

FROM nTHE COAST OF AFRiCA.-The bark Ida
arrived at Boston from the coast of Africa on
the 81st ult. Capt. Freeman reports the United
States ship Constitution at Monrovia, July 9,
and the United States ship Marion at Goree,
July 15, with all hands well. The Marion was
to sail on the following day for Gambia.

The rainy season had set in before the Ida
left the coast, and it wasrery unhealthy. Sev-
eral merchants, who had resided at Bissau for
many years, had died.

MORE PIRATES, PEIPRAs. -The American
bark Ionic, Capt. Wm. McCullock, from Port-
land, Me., bound for Havana with a cargo of
railroad sleepers, got ashore on Elbow Cay Reef
on the morning of the 19th ult. She was got off
by the wreckers, and brought to Nassau. The
Chamber of Commerce there awarded the wreck-
ers two thousand dollars for their services, and
then the bark sailed for her destination. Capt.
MoC. reports that, on the 16th ult. he saw a
suspicious looking fore-and-aft schooner with a
great number of men on board, bearing down,
but in about an hour a large ship hovein sight,
when the schooner immediately hove about. He
thought, on first seeing the schooner, that she
might have been q ,whaler, but on seeing so
many men on deck ~and alofs, he suspected she
was after no good.

The British schooner Rover, from Nassau, has
arrived at Charlestown. The captain reports
that on the 6th ult., while on the voyage from
Baltimore to Nassau, he fell in with a suspicious
looking eraft, having the appearance of a vessel
of war. She steered for the Rover as if wishing
to communicate with her, but night noming on,
she wai lost sight of.

Fair Orleans 64, Middling Orleans 6i, Fair.Up-
lands 6 and Middling Uplands 6d. per lb. A. &
J. Dennistoun quote the decline at 1.16d. for
Middling and 4d. for Fair, the higher grades
being soarce.

The market for Breadstuffs has been dull.
Under the infuence of favorable accounts of
the harvest, both in England and France, Flour
is quoted at 81f. for Western Canal and 32f. per
bbl. for Ohio. Corn has been in moderate re-
quest at 86f. per quarter for Yellow and White
alike. The recent improvement in the rates for
Lard has been lost, and the closing quotation is
58f. per owt. Beef has been in active demand
without any change of moment in prices. Pori
has been in moderate request at previous rates.
Bacon has been dull, and prices are lower.

Money and Trade.
The Money market at London has been easy,

and Console close at 944, which is an advance.
Trade in the manufacturing districts has been
dll and prices are irregular.

General News.

The master of the child was not just then in
the car, and upon hearing of the rescue, offered
to go before any officer and execute free papers,
if the girl wished to be free, leaving the matter
to the girl. But the mob wouldlistentono such
thing. The child's screams were heard above
the tumult, begging to go back, so that she could
again see her mother, who belongs to the same
ewner.

The life of the owner was threatened, and he
dare not remain over, but went on in the cars
to carry grief to the mother of the child.

This is an outrage, and the people of Colum-
biana owe it to themselves to wipe out this stain.

That longhaired, brainless C. C. Burleigh, was
on hand, and made an harangue to the crowd.

It appears his
father had promised him a severe whipping, and
to avoid being punished he had taken strych-
nine. The boy's name was Falkner.

A Sis CAse.-As a railroad train was in the
vicinity of New Haven on Monday, the 28th, a
little boy, who was looking out of a car, was in-
stantly killed by his head coming in contact
with an obstruction upon the opposite track.

William alias Daniel Miller has been arrested
at Marianna, Fla., for stealing a horse and
swapping the same for a mule. He says he is
a Baptist preacher, and asked for a Bible to
keep him company in jail.

YELLOW FEVER AT MOBILE.-The Tribune

says that several ceases of fever have occurred
recently in the Bay.

"The B. Amyr, from Matanzas, arrived here
several weeks ago. The captain died while
crossing Mobile bar, subsequently several cases
of fever occurred, and a sailor taken to the Ma-
rine Hospital died there. A bayman who worked
on board, afterwards, also sickened and died
at the hospital. During this time the mate and
a seaman of the British ship Portland visited
the infected ship and spent an evening aboard,
both of whom caught the fever and died. Sev-
eral other cases also occurred among she ship's
crew. In addition to these cases, several took
place on board the Bremen bark Louis, from
Havana, two of which resulted fatally. This
is the extent of the sickness in the bay, and
whatever disease may have happened on board
the Windsor Castle had its origin in NewOrleans.

IRISHMEN'S CIVIL. AD MILITARY REPUBLICAN
UNION.-A regular and numerously attended
meeting of this organization was held at Vaux-
hall last evening, President Molloyin the chair.

The meeting was addressed by Mr. Masterton,
Dr. O'Hanlon, Counsellor Kerin and others.
The gist of their remarks was the necessity of
prompt and speedy action in the cause of Irish
emancipation. Dr. O'Hanlon said, aside from
all parties and creeds, the most fitting leader
for the Association was John Mitchel.

The meeting concluded with an address from
the President, urging such as had not enrolled
their names to show their patriotism by coming
forward, contributing one dollar, and enrolling
themselves in the legion of freedom. If they
did this they would speedily be taught the use
of arms, and then if they did not like to go to
the lengths contemplated by the organization,
they would be at liberty to back out. He said
it would be suicidal to the association were he
to divulge its means and aims in public, but
once the name of an individual was signed and
his dollar deposited, then the objects and means
would be disclosed.

The address was listened to with much atten-
tion; but either nearly all present were mem-
bers, or exceedingly apathetic, for but a very
few availed themselves of the chairman's invi-
tation.
