THE DAILY CRESCENT.
FmIsco-THE SEAhEN'S HOME BURNT.-The

extenslve buildlng known as the Seamen's Home, situated
on Susette street, between Teboepltoolas and Levee,
took re about half-pat 2 o'Clock yesterday afternoon,
and was completely destroyed. The fire originated In a
two-story frame tenement adjointg the Home,which was
occupied by some eight or nine families, and oemmunica-
ting to the Home by way of the third story windows,
despite the' efforts of the ire brigade to stop the forther
progress of the devouring flames, the splendid edifice In
lees than half an hour was in ruins. The loss iseelmated
at about $40,00,, and we understrud is fully covered by
insurance. Jack is houseless now in the wide world, but
of course his house will be speedily rebuilt; in the mean-
time the enterprising and kind-hearted gentlemen who
have hitherto taken so deep an interest in his fortunes
while ashore, will doubtless provide for him a temporary
shelter.

About 12 o'clock yesterday a fire broke out in a cabinet-
maker's shop belonging to Mr. Henry Stout, situated on
Roeseau street, between Adele and Joseph. Fourth Die-
triot, which destroyed two frame dwellings. belonging to
Mr. Stout. This property, we believe, was insured.

Another Sre occurred about 4 o'elock yesterday morn-
lng In the kitehenof a heuse on Kerleree street, between
Rampart and St. Charles, Third District. This was put
out before much damage had been done.

INQUEST.-The Coroner held an inquest last
evening, on the body ef a man named Thomas Hayes, who
fell down and suddenly died while walking along Jackson
street, near Roman. Verdict: "Death from Apoplexy."
The deceased was a native of Ireland, aged 27 years.

WaLT'S BECOME OF THE POLICE ?-We have

heard, within the last day or two, of some half dozen rob-
beries committed In the Second District for which no ar-
rets have ben made; and scarce a week since, and all
Melpomene was thrown into the wildest confusion by some
twenty or thirty robberies in that portion of the city. The
city is, beyond all doubt, swimming with thieves. What
are the poloe doing, the efficientpolice ? arrestingdruknen
men and letting the thieves slide, eh !

FIRST DISTRICT.

HoNORABLY DIeCHARGED.D-Miss Ann Eliza

SECOND DISTRICT.

LEVEE VAoRANTs.--Two young scamps named

levee, both by night and day, were yesterday arrested by
the police as dangerous and suspicious. His honor will

probably send them to the House of Refuge.

LARCENY.-An affidavit was made yesterday
by Goselans Rodriguez against one John LeRoy charg-
ing him with having entered his room on the 20th of Au-
gust last, during his temporary absence therefrom
broken open a trunk and stolen the contents valued at
five dollars. A warrant was issued for the arrest of the
aoused.

ASSAULT WITH A SWORD CANE.-John McNeal
was arrested yesterday evening on the charge of assault-
ing and cutting Henrietta Eerda in the forehead with a
sword cane. Not yet examined.

THIRD DISTRICT.

BURGooRY. - Michael Smith and William
Rearney were arrested on Columbus street, In the Third
Distriot; by virtue of a warrant from Recorder Seueenean
charging them with having entered a house in the night
time with intent to rob. A woman who was in the house
was wounded by one of these robbers with a knife. They
were locked up to await examination.

WHOLESAI.E SNAKE KILLING IN RUSSELL.-We
are informed that a Frenchman in the employ
of Postmaster Gridley, in Russell, while at work
a short distance west of the ddpot chopping
wood, encountered three huge rattlesnakes,
measuring respectively 4 feet 2 inches, 4 feet 4
inches, and 4 feet 5 inches, having within them
thirty young snakes, each measuring thirteen
inches in length. The favorable position in
which the three elder snakes lay enabled the
courageous Frenchman to kill the three at a
single blow. The corpulent appearance of
some of the trio led curiosity so far as to cut
them open, when the interesting little family of
thirty, with one rattle each, made their ap-
pearance only to meet the fate of their elders.
Those who have time and inclination to ascer-
tain the aggregate length of this dangerous
crew, will find that it amounts to about forty-
five feet five inches. Glorious slaughter that!
and one which should entitle the heroic French-
man to the lasting gratitude of all who fear
snakes in general, and rattlesnakes in partic-
ular. [Boston Traveller.

SAD AccrDENT.-A little girl, named Ellen
Byon, aged five years, while playing along the
margin of the Cohooksink Creek, on Wednesday
afternoon, fell in ad was drowned. Some time
afterwards the child was missing, and some oneI started with a bell to find the lost one. The

father of the child came home from his work
about six o'clock, and feeling wearied, stretched
himself upon the settee, and took a nap. After
waking, he went to the creek for the purpose of
washing, and while in the water felt something
soft under his feet. On bringing it to the sur-
face, what was his distress and horror to find
that it was his own child! He did not even sus-
pect that his child had been drowned, until
thus discovered. [Philadelphia Sun.

A dispatch from Boston, dated August 81,
states that a pic-nic gathering of Know-Noth-
ings, to the number of four or five thousand,
was held in Georgetown on the previous day.
Several towns in the north part of Essex county
were largely represented. Major Benjamin P.
Poore, with others, addressed the assemblage.
The rapidly growing strength and importance
of the new party was the theme of eloquent con-
gratulation from the speakers.

FIREs IN ToHE NOaTRERN Wooos.-Destructive
fires continue to rage in many parts of the
North; W lingk~way not only buildangs,etops,
timber, etc., bit conspming even the soil.

In Ohio the pie swamps west of Hudson have
been burningleo several weeks. The meadows,
to the extent of several hundred acres, have
been btrnt Shit to' the depth of four feet, and
will, when the swamp fills with water, become
a lake. The fire would commence eating uhder
untilkhole acres-were undermined, when find-
ing vent lf ould butst out furiouely, consuming
every thing within reach. "-

President Pierce, of Hudson College, went to
the swamp to view the' scene,, when he sew
several large trees, apparently on solid ground,
commence tumbling, as rthough caused by an
earthquake. The fire broke out all around
him, and he narrowly escaped with life.

The inhabitants in the vicinity are in a state
of the utmost consternation.

DANsVILLE (N. Y.) HERALD, August 80.-In
this vicinity we have heard of fires upon every
side of us-in Cohooton, Wayland, South Dens-
ville, Burns, Ossian, West Sparta, and Sparta.
In a number of oases saw-mills were threatened,
and lumber and logs obliged to be removed.
People by hundreds have been out fighting fire.
The heavy showers which visited this section on
Saturday last came very opportunely, and
afforded great relief. The Cedar Swamp in
Wayland, six miles in length by two broad, is
burned over, with slight exceptions. R. S.
Faulkner's timber is nearly all saved, by the
well directed and desperate efforts of a company
of some twenty-five men. Other owners stood
by and saw their own property burn, thinking
all efforts useless. Mr. F. cut a road across
his lot in advance of the fire, and dug wells
every few rods.' There are upward of twenty,
some of them ten feet deep before reaching
water, right in the swamp; the water invaria-
bly gushed up in a stream as large as a man's
arm, cold as ice water. The timber in this
swamp was nearly all first quality cedar, of
large growth, and of course very valuable. A
large number of posts, rails, etc., were lying in
piles in various parts of the swamp, and con-
sumed. The lose is great.
CAHNADAIGUA, August 80.-In Yates county,

and in Naples and South Bristol in this county,
we learn that large fires are raging in the
woods, which could not be arrested by any hu-
man effort. The whortleberry swamp north of
this village has been burning for several days
past. Since Sunday morning the heavens have
been darkened with smoke. One farm in Italy
has been completely destroyed-house, barns,
fields, trees and soil.
NORwALK, (0.) August 29.-Wells are lower

than ever known before. No rain here. The
whole country is filled with fire; vegetation is
so dry that it crackles up like gunpowder at the
slightest approach of any thing like fire. The
great swamp lying betweenHudson and Boston,
Ohio, is still burning, and great care has to be
taken to keep it from spreading. The citizens
have watched the fire for the past two weeks.
In some places it is said to have been burned to
the depth of four feet. The fire will undoubt-
edly burn until we have copious showers of
rain. This swamp is about five miles in length
and from one to three in breadth, and filled
with whortleberry bushes, pine and tamarack
timber. A good deal of valuable timber will
probably be burnt.
RBDeAU RIVER, (Canada) Augurt 25.-Great

numbers of men, and even women, are fighting
as if for life to keep the fire off-carrying water
from the Ridean with carts, wagons, and by
hand, digging trenches and pouring in the
water, and making every possible effort; but as
it is deep in thei ground, and a stff north-west
wind blowing, sparks will arise and overleap
the trenches in spite of all art, and unless some-
thing purely Providential transpires soon, all
the water in the Rideau will not save us from a
I general conflagration. Several houses have
been burned.

NAVAL AFFAIRS.--It is stated that the U. S.
razee Independence will be put in commission
next Monday, under command of Capt. Josiah
Tathnall. The other officers are to report them-
selves at the Brooklyn Navy Yard on the first of
September, (to-day.) She is ordered to the
Paciflo, and Capt. Wm. Morwin goes out in her,
to relieve Capt. Dulany, of the St. Lawrence,
the flag-ship on the station. The St. Lawrence
has been absent about three years.

The U. S. store-ship Relief is loading with
provisions for the Brazil squadron, and will sail
next week. A good opportunity is now offered
for persons to communicate with such of their
frinds as may be on either of the above stations.
Recruits are shipping tolerably fast. During
the week, among the number were several able
seamen, who probably entered the service for
the extra pay Government has lately added to
the regular wages.

About eight hundred men are employed upon
the various works at the yard. This is only
two-thirds of the number usually required.

Every thing in the way of materials for the
construction of the new steam frigate has been
ready for Mr. George Steers for a long time,
but nothing has been heard here of his inten-
tion to commence the work on the first of Sep-
tember.

A few days ago the commandant of this sta-
tion dispatched two vessels to the Washington
navy yard with live oak for the new steam frig-
ate to be built there.

The alterations of the frigate Sabine are pro-
gressing, and she will probably be ready for
launching early in November.

The new war steamer Santa Anna, built by
Jacob A. Westervelt & Co., for the Mexican
Government, sailed yesterday from the foot of
Governeur street, East River, at two o'clock,
and made a successful trip to and from the San-
dy Hook light ship.

This steamer carries fourteen 24 pounders.
The forecastle, powder magazine, sail-room, etc..
are forward, and accommodations for the offi-
cers and others are provided for on the lower
deck, aft. Her machinery consists of two oscil-
lating engines, made by the Farrin Iron Works,
which occupy about 80 feet in the after part of
the ship. She carries one thousand 24 pound
shot, five hundred grape shot and five hundred
shell. She is considered to be one of the finest
war steamers afloat. Her officers are, William
Hunt, Captain; Robert J. Gray, Chief Engi-
neer; Wn. Smith, First Lieutenant; Robert
Craig, Second Lieutenant. [New York Sun, 1st.

The Boston Chronicle of the 81st ult. says:
This morning a draft of seamen, about one

hundred in number, will leave the Navy Yard,
Charlestown, under the command of Sailing
Master Moores, to join the United States ship
Independence, now fitting out at New York for
the Pacific station. Commodore Mervine goes
out as Commander-in-Chief of the naval forces
on that station, and Capt. Tatnall, late com-
mander of the Navy Yard at Pensacola, as flag
captain. Lieut. Baker, late of the Boston sta-
tion, has also received orders to join her as Ma-
rine officer. The Independence will probably be
absent three years.

The sloop-of-war Cyane will probably be paid
off in a-few days, but what disposition will be
made of her crew is not yet known with cer-
tainty, but they will probably be discharged.

The corvette John Adams is fully prepared to
receive a crew and will haul out of the dock at
once.

The steamer San Jacinto will leave on Satur-
day next. She was thoroughly examined, but
the damage to her machinery was not found so
serious as was at first supposed.

All the work on the new steam.frigate ispro-
gressing as rapidly as the appropriations will
allow.

KILLED ON THE HARLEM RAoROaD.-A Mr.
John Delaney was passing up Fourth Avenue,
New York, at 11 o'clock on Wednesday night,
the 30th ult., and when near the tunnel at
Thirty-Ninth street, a locomotive and freight
train came thundering down and ran over him,
crushing him to death. An inquest was held
upon the body, when the engineer stated that
he did not see the deceased until within about
twenty feet of him, and it was then too late to
stop the locomotive, though he reversed the
engine. The jury thought the occurrence acci-
dental, and rendered a verdict to that effect.
The deceased was a native of Ireland, thirty
years of age. He leaves a family to mourn his
loss.

On the same night a man pamed John Wil-
liams was run over and killed by a stage in
Broadway, near Ann street.

SALE OF A WHITE WOMAN IN PENNSYLVANIA.-
A sale of a free white woman was recently made
at Freemansburgh, Lehigh county. The par-
ties have been residents of that place for some
time, are natives of Germany, and the transac-
tion consisted in a man disposing of his wife to
another man for the sum of one dollar. The
parties were represented as being of intemper-
ate habits. Writings are said to have been
signed by the trio-the wife, the new husband,

SHOT.--We understand from a citizen of
Greenville, Alabama, that J ames Williams, who
wa+e * di•l iitelAy wounded'in the afftP as"n
which yooug Mr Gafford was killed that it was
thought he could not recover, was killed in that
town Monday evening last. Williams had so
far recovered as to be able to leave his room,
and at about 4 o'clock. P. x., on Monday, he
stepped into the porch of his house, apparently
to get a drink of water, whenth was thstantly
shot. Two reports of a gun were heard. His
body was found to be riddled with buck shot.
He, died in an hour. . he was-shot. It
was not known who-fired a•e gun, and our in-
forpnant seemed, to tlfhin" that the people of the
village would put themsdelves to but little trou-
ble to find out. An inquest was held, but no
facts were elicited going to show who was the
perpetrator of the deed. [Montgomery Adver-
thser.

D•owNED.-A little German milk girl, about
ten years of age, was stepping from the steamer
El Paso to the Isabel, about one week ago, when
her foot slipped and she was precipitated into
the water between the boats. She sank and was
seen no more. It was supposed that the body
had floated down the stream. On Sunday morn-
ng her body was found lodged in the wheel of
the Isabel. It was taken from the water and
an inquest was held. The little girl appears to
have been a great favorite with the crews of the
boats, to whom she sold milk, and many of them
followed her to her grave on Sunday. The pro-
cession passed along the Levee, presenting a
melancholy spectacle.
