WHAT CAUSES Tun G rLF STREAM.--Mr. Stan-
ton Shoales, an experienced navigator, gives it
as his opinion that the waters of the Gulf stream
are nothing more or less than the waters of the
river Amazon. This great father of waters is
bedded more than I000 miles immediately
under the equator, and all its tributary streams
for many thousand miles are constantly pouring
their hot water into this mighty reservoir of
water. As these waters are gathered in under
ithe burning sun of the equator, it is extremely

swarm; far more so than the Atlantic Ocean
waters under the equator. The great body of
heated water shoots out into the Atlantic more
than a hundred miles, in the faee of the eternal
trade winds.

The Amazon is sixty miles wide, after being
oelted in its irresistible course, it curves off to
he left and scuds off before the strong trade
inds till.out of their reach. Driven along with

great force, it takes its course round the great
bay formed between the two continents of North

and South America. Dashing along the north-
ten coast of South America, and passing to the
leeward of the West India Islands, it leaves the
shore of Cuba, and proceeds along the shores of
Florida, the capes of Virginia and the south
poast of North America and passing the shores

of Newfoundland, ends its mission, among the
iebergs which float out of the Northern ocean.
Opt off the Gulf Stream, and it would not be

any years before the North Atlantic would be
ed with icebergs that would be very destruc-
e to navigation. But a wise providence has

povided an external reservoir of hot water
ensntantly rushing around over back of the cold
Atlantic to its destination, where, after spend-
lng its vital warmth among the icebergs it is
baurried away by a new supply of native warm
water from the great Amazon. Seamen can al-
ways tell when in or out of the Gulf Stream by
dipping the hand in the water along side.

Undoubtedly this view will be new to some
readers, but what I have written is from expe-
rience, and was seen while I was roving upon
the mighty deep. The Gulf Stream, I repeat,
{is nothing more or less than the waters of
yle great Amazon of South America. I have

ossed it in many places, and for many years
Igsve glided through its warm water, always
•leased to have it astern. The most violent

torms, from whatever quarter they may come
ever change its course or its current, but it
ntinues to move on in that irresistible power

A letter from Rustchuk, in the .Moniteur,
says:

The following are some details on the subject b
of the retreat of the Russians and the advance
of the Turkish army. On the 27th ult the
Russians abandoned their position at Daya. A t
first reconnoissance was ordered on the same t
day by Omar Pacha, and led to the capture of a t
Russian officer and two soldiers. This recon-
noissance was pushed on as far as Frateschii
and Days. The Turks found houses under
ground, which were constructed last autumn
by the Russians, ahd in which twenty bat-
talions might be quartered. There were also
extensive stables, and a large supply of hay,
which the enemy had left behind. On the fol-
lowing day four regiments of cavalry under the
orders of Halifu Pacha pushed on as far as
Komana, a small village on the banks of the
Niajlou.

The Russians had already crossed the river,
and afterwards the Argish, a little more to the
northward, in order, probably, to direct their
march on Bondeschi or Freesniechti, and thus
gain the extensive plain of Bonzdo. After
crossing these two rivers, the Russians burnt
the bridges. On the 28th eleven Russian
cavalry soldiers fell into the hands of the
Turks. They said that two days before their
departure from Daya, Prince Gortschakoff, in
order to revive the drooping courage of the
soldiers, caused to be read in the camp a mani-
festo of the Emperor Nicholas, in which the
Czar promised two roubles to each of the sol-
diers who had taken part in the war beyond
the Danube, and announced to them that they
were about to recross the Pruth in order to de-
fend their country, which was threatened by
three powerful enemies, France, England and
Austria.

The London Morning Herald says:
" Mystery still hangs over all the movements

in the East. Earnestly do we hope that under
that mystery there may not be shrouded treach-
ery and folly, the consequences of which gener-
tions yet unborn may lament." The writer
goes on to say, " that no falsehood can be more
gross than that which asserts that Austria has
ever yet given in her adhesion to the Western
powers;" and adds that the English Minister
who permits the troops of a country which is not
hostile to Russia to enter the Principalities
commits an act of high treason. As Austria
enters the Principalities the Vienna Conference
is to re-assemble, and that Conference will sug-
gust terms of escane for Russia; and if England
objects, Austria, as the ally of Russia, is in pos-
session of the Danubian Principalities.

The seizure in Belgium of an infernal machine
has led to the arrest of several French political
refugees.

Letters from Asia received at Constantinople
state that a great battle was expected under
the walls of Kars, where two armies, each thirty
thousand strong, are encamped within a league
of each other.

A correspondent, writing from Bomersund,
says :

" On the 4th inst. I again arrived off these
forts, and beheld the most entire transformation
in the locality surrounding it. What had be-
fore been a picturesque landscape now looked a
withered scene of desolation. Volumes of smoke
and flame were bursting forth from the houses
and huts in the villages; and as the fire swept
along, nothing was left to point out the spot but
the tall brick chimneys or the bare walls of the
better class of residences, and the smouldering
remains of the peasants' huts. Night and day
the flames poured out and illuminated the hea-
vens with a red glare, and it was not until Sun-
day, the 6th inst., that the work of demolition
was completed. The Russian commandant had
been the instrument of firing the villages, and
whether the policy was in minute imitation of
Moscow, or to lay bare the place, and prevent
shelter and defense in the advance of the allied
armies, is at present a mystery."

A dispatch from Constantinople states that
Gen. Canrobert has expressed his firm convic-
tion that if once the allied force can secure a
firm footing in a bay in the rear of the strong
fortress that commands the entrance to thehar-
bor of Sebastopol, the Czar's fleet will only have
to choose between certain destruction from the
batteries of the allies, or turn out and give bat-
tle to the allied fleets: in regard to the result
of which battle, though it will, of course, be a
sanguinary one, two opinions do not exist.

In regard to the sickness among the allied
troops, the Constantinople correspondence of
the London Times says :
S"Colonel Maude, of the 79th Highlanders,
Sdied on the lst of cholera. Colonel Elliott was

very ill, but is, I believe, now better. Lord de
SRos is expected to returnhome from bad health.

Things In Mobile.

In the Mobile Register of the 7th we find the
following additional particulars in regard to
the results of the recent election excitement in
that city :

The election in the Fifth Ward, Monday last,
for Justice of the Peace, produced a degree of
excitement unparralleled in the history of e
Mobile. The party, composed wholly of Irish
citizens of the Ward, which drove some dozenfof
our native population from the polls, and were
afterwards repulsed by native reinforcements,
have paid a severe penalty for that act of in-
discretion. An intense feeling of bitterness and a
hostility was engendered, which it will take
days if not years to allay.

On yesterday, as well as the day preceding,
every man engaged in "brick-batting" was
hunted down, and many caught unexpectedly
in the str6ets and elsewhere. The city pre-
sented, on these memorable "three days," a
battle ground that might well put the " mas-
terly inactivity" of the Allies in the East to the
blush. Skirmishing, assaults and batteries,
"racing and chasisg," followed in quick succes-
sion. The police force was inadequate to the
emergency, and "chaos was come again."

The Guard-house was filled with affrighted
and helpless refugees, yesterday, and safety was
only found within the solid walls of the prison.
The melancholy condition of M. John Davidson
served to add fuel to the indignation of the
populace.

The Mayor, we hear, has expressed his de-
termination to quell the insubordination at all
hazards. He has been unable to do it hereto-
fore, and we fear it will only cease when every
man engaged in the " brick-batting" melee is
ferreted out. It strikes us that the popular
vengeance might be forestalled, if the police
would arrest and bring to punishment the indi-
vidual who maimed Davidson, as we hear he is
still at large and easily found. That gentle-
man was struck with a rock on the cheek,
which cut a terrible gash, through which he is
said to be breathing, the mouth and nostrils be-
ing closed from violent inflammation.

YACHTS, AFLOAT AND TO FLOAT.-The beauti-

ful little "Vesper," the new yacht of Judge
Lessesne, returned on Tuesday. She is univer-
sally admired by all boatmen here, and has
been as favorably received by her rivals else-
where. We "venture" to hope a match will
soon test her excellence against the flag boat in
the S. Y. C. of the second class, which is her
proper size.

Tue OTHER YAcGHT.-That singular novelty in
boat building, which we lately named as being
on the stocks-not on the river banks, but at
the Battle House-is now nearly ready for
launching. She is the first and only effort, in
that line, of her talented and ingenious builder;
and if his entirely original plan succeeds, as it
should, his name and his boats will be immortal.
Her stem is sharp, and her stern has no capacity
for back-water; while a transverse cut through
her centre represents a parenthesis, lying flat
on its back. This extraordinary flare forbids
an upset; and if it does not produce too great a
friction in a wabbling sea, it may revolutionize
the future building of small sail bots.

ANOTHER HOmICIo•.-A man named R. P.
Rhodes was killed in the town of Gallatin, Co-
I piah County, in this State, on the 19th nit.,

under the following circumstances: He and a
Mr. Francis M Jones were playing a game of
nine-pins, when a dispute commenced which
grew into an angry altercation. Rhodes
threatened to whip Jones. The latter, being
much the smaller, remarked that he was not
physically his equal, but would soon make him-
self so He left, and shortly returned, when
the dispute was renewed, but quieted by the
interposition of mutual friends. During the
evening Rhodes again attacked Jones, who
drew a pistol and shot him through the neck.
In a few minutes Rhodes was dead. Jones was
held to bail in the sum of five thousand dollars
for his appearance at the ensuing term of the
Circuit CoaPt. [Parlding (Miss.) Clarion.

GREAT SQ.uUGHTER.-SinOe the commencement
of the dog war, on the let of June, until the
present time, September 2, there have been
captured eight hundred and fifteen canines with-
in the bounds of the old city proper. Of these
one hundred and thirty-eight were redeemed.
end six hundred and seventy-seven were
elaughtered. The entire cost to the City Treas-
ury for these operations, over and above the
amount received for dogs which were redeemed,
was $742. [Philadelphia Sun.

TROUBLE FOR NOTHING.-The Columbus (Ohio)

Our general market has not presented a very animated

appearance during the week, though for some articles a

fair demand has prevailed during the greater part of the
time.
