Numbers of able and efficient men could have
-bers-listed for the police service from among
abn dicies-sen i nthireeted in the preservation
of dider and resolute and determined in the
disba#rge of their duties. Fifty such men
posted at Lafaette Suare and fifty more at
St. Mary's-Market wohld have restored and
preserved the public peace. It is not too late
now for the seouring of their services.

-We hope, that the riots are ended and that
peaceable men can now walk the streets of the
city without danger of being shot down like
dogs. But we hoped so yesterday, and the day
before, and had just as much reason for ouar
hope then as now-and were disappointed.
There is no sufficient reason, in our knowledge,
why Wednesday night d•ohld not be marked by
as many atrocities and as much bloodshed as
any of itspredecessors. When men's passions
are once raised they cool slowly. It behooves
the authOrities to see to it that peace is pre-
served at all events and at any cost. Otherwise
the citisens will be compelled to pursue the
course to which we before alluded, and make
themselves their own protectors, and the con-
;servators of order aid public peace.

London is threatened to be left without om-
nibuses after the first of October. Sir Richard
Mayne has notified that no licenses will be
granted after that day to omnibuses, unless
they are higher and wider.

Mr. James Maples, a respectable citizen of
Huntsville, Ala., hung himself, a few days ago,
in consequence of his fears that the drouth
would prevent his raising corn enough for his
family during the winter.

The Baltimore American says that the bear-
ing of the sun southward is very apparent, and

we are fast approaching the winter solstice, not-
withstanding the overpowering heat. The days
are now fully two hours shorter than on the 22d
June.

A specimen of paper, manufactured from the
plant known as "Life Everlasting," which
grows abundantly from Canada to California,
has been sent to the New York Tribune. The
paper is fine, smooth and strong, and costs 121
per cent. less than paper made of rage.

The good people of Truro, Mass., including
the Parson of the Methodist Society, recently
assembled to the number of twenty-five, jumped
into boats and drove on shore the larger por-
tion of a school of blackfish that made their
appearance in the harbor. One hundred bar-
rels of oil, four to each man, was the result of
the enterprise.

The National Intelligencer deplores the recent
Iowa and Georgia State Courts' decisions where-
in the supremacy of the rulings of the Federal
Supreme Court had been denied. The editor
characterlzes the Judges of the Supreme Court
of the United States as having always been men,
who outside of the respect due to their official
position, were entitled to the profoundest respect
of their fellow-citizens.

The brigs Tybee, from Charleston, and the
Caroline E. Kelly, from Havana, arrived at
New York on the Sth, received damage by be-
ing struck with lightning on their passage. The
former lost her maintopmast and head of main-
mast, and the latter had her foretopgallant mast
and some sails split. They were both struck
by the fluid off Hatteras-one on the 27th and
the other on the 29th ult.

Frolp January 1st to June 17th, 1854, there
were sixty-four steamboat disasters in the Uni-
ted States, involving a loss of $2,274,442, and
five hundred and forty-eight lives. Of this
number, ten have been from collisions, with a
loss of $104,000 and twenty lives; eighteen
wbre destroyed by fire, with a loss of $1,480,-
500, and one hundred and forty -one lives, and
twenty-three were snagged, with a loss $270,-
000. There were only eight explosions, with a
loss of $67,500, and one hundred and twelve
lives.

The "Soft" Democratic State Convention of
New York passed a series of resolutions, the first
of which asserts the power of Congress to make
regulations for the government of the Territories
but that it is its bounden duty to provide against
the extension of slavery to them. The second
disclaims all interference with slavery, as it ex-
ists, by national legislation, and the third die-
sente from the dootrine of slavery, politically,
morally and commercially, denying that it is
beneficial to the State, or in conformity with
the principles of Democracy.

The same convention passed strong resolutions
against the Know-Nothings.

THE CRIMEA EXPEDITION.

Later from Spain.

Naw Yons, September 12.-The New York
and Havre steamship St. Louis has arrived here
with dates from Liverpool to the 30thofAugust,
four days later than the aoounts brought by
the Africa. Her advices report a good demand
in the Cotton market at Liverpool, with an ad-
vance of gd for the gradesbelow Middling. The
sales of Monday, the 28th, and Tuesday, the
29th of August, were stated at 8000 bales each
day. The market for Breadstuffs was dull, and
prices were generally lower. Flour had de-
clined 1s 6d to 2s per bbl. Wheat had fallen off
9d per 70 lbs. The depression was caused
mostly by the condition of the weather, which
was very favorable for the harvests.

Indian Corn was in good demand, and pries
had advanced le per quarter.

Mousy and Trade.
The Money Market at London was easy, and

Consols had considerably advanced, closing at
95 to 95~.
Trade in the manufacturing districts had

slightly improved, with a fair demand.

General News.
OPERATIONs m THE BALTIo.-The French

troops at Bucharest had re-embarked, and were
expected to make a descent upon the coast ef
Finland, to the westward of Helsingfors.

THE BLACK SEA-THE CRIMoc EXPEDITION.-
The latest advices from the Black Sea state that
the exledition to the Crimea was to sail from
Varna on the 80th of August. Transports to
the number of 600 were prepared, on board
which 70,000 troops, composing the main body
of the expedition, were to embark.
SPAIN-DEPARTURE OF CHRscTIcA.-Advices

from Madrid state that Queen Christina had
left that city for Lisbon. She was permitted to
depart without any opposition being offered.

SPnrase LoAN.-The Spanish Government had
contracted a loan in England of 65,000,000
reals, pledging the revenue of Cuba for secu-
rity.

Later from Santa Fe.
LoclsvnLL, Sept. 11.-Dispatches from St

Louis state that the Santa Fe mail arrived there
yesterday and brings information that the
Sioux and Pawnee tribes of Indians were
making great preparations for a battle.

The mail brings no further news of any con-
sequence.

War Arrangements in New York.
NEW YaRK, Sept. 12.-The bark Augusta,

having a large number of George Law's mus-
kets on board, sailed from this port to-day on a
secret expedition. Some believe that she has
been fitted out and ladened for Alvarz. The

steamer Ben Franklin is nearly ready for sea,
and is expected to leave in a day or two.

New York Markets.
SNEW YORK, Sept. 11.-The Cotton market

is dull, with no change of moment in prices.
Flour is in fair request at $9 75 per bbl. for
Ohio. Corn has been dull, and prices have de-
clined 2c. per bushel. The Provision Market is

Massacre of Lieut. Fleming and Party.

DEATH OF.MAJOR AUBREY.

ST. Louis, Sept. 12.-Information of an au-

thentic nature has been received here, that

Lient. Fleming, with a party of twenty men,

has been massacred by the Indians, near Fort

Laramie. The Lieutenant and his party left

the fort in pursuit of some Indians, who had

killed an ox belonging to an emigrant party,

and it is believed, by a preconcerted plan, was

drawn into an ambush, where he and his whole

party were murdered. Fort Laramie was sur-

rounded by the Indians, and there is reason to

fear that it has been destroyed.
The Indians had proceeded to the American

Fur Company's Station, which they had de-

stroyed, and carried off goods to the value of

fifteen thousand dollars.
A difficulty had occurred at Santa Fd, be-

tween Majors Wrightman and F. S. X. Aubrey,

in which the former killed Major Aubrey.

Fire in Missouri.

ST. Louis, September 12.-A large fire oc-

ourred in Brunswick, Missouri, on Sunday last,

which destroyed nineteen houses.

Mr. Richard's wounds are slight, as
the gun was loaded with small shot. We are
informed that Martel and Richard have given
bond and security for their appearance before
our next District Court. We abstain making
any comments, as the affair is in the hands of
justice.

DROWNED.-On Friday last, says the San An-
tonio Ledger of the 31st ult., a German by the
name of Jacob Braun, in attempting to cross
the bridge on Main street, from which the
planks had been taken, fell into the river and
was drowned. Braun was a baker by trade,
but for some time had been in the Government
employ as teamster.

BREACH O• TRUST.-The Augusta Constiution-
alist states that Elijah D. Robertson, warehouse-
ma•nsand factor of that city, of the firm of Rob-
esteon & Goes, has absconded, after having de-
ifauded and abused the confidence of sundry |
gentlemen. His liabilities are estimated at[
about $15,000, besides what is secured by mort-
gage on property.

SERIOUS CHARGE.-Dr. Damman, vacoinne
physician for the first ward, Baltimore, has
been arrested and held to bail on a charge of
obtaining money under false pretence-several
Germane, his countrymen, being the aocusers.
On hearing the statement, the Board of Health
dismissed him from his post.

The late English papers all speak of fine
weather and abundant harvests throughout the
whole of that country. The corn and wheat
especially are represented as unusually fine,
and in many places the latter was being cut.
Oats and hay, too, would yield largely, and the
only complaint is of the potato rot, but this is
far from general or very serious.

THROTTLetN.-In one of the districts in In-
diana the candidates for Congress have had
each other by the throat. The cause seems to
have been the difficulty of swallowing some of
the inconsistencies of the incumbent.

THE GRaAT FIRE IN MonsL.--The following I

description of the great conflagration in Mobile •
last Sunday morning, by which about forty
houses were burnt and a loss of from $50,000 to
$60,000 incurred, we take from the Advertiser
of the 12th inst. :

Our citizens were aroused at about 1 o'clock
on Sunday morning by the alarm of fire, when
flames were at once discovered issuing from a
kitchen attached to a small house on Conception
street, near Hunt, occupied by a free woman of
color, and belonging to Mr. John Bloodgood,
and the carpenter's shop adjoining. The flames
spread with alarming rapidity, soon communi-
cating with a new frame house, recently built
by Mr. Badgett, thence making their way
toward Lipscomb street, taking in their course
severalsmall wooden buildings, and thence to
St. Joseph street, carrying off the frame work
attached to Kilduff's pickery, and communi-
cating with the buildings north of Bloodgood's
factory. This large building soon became enve-
loped in flames, as were also the residences of
Mr. James Kilduff and Robert Turner, on the
same square.

While the devouring element was making such
headway in this direction, Thompson's Pickery
caught fire, and from thence the flames crossed
St. Joseph street, to the residence of A. H.
Jewett, and the building adjoining, both be-
longing to Mr. H. Bright, which were soon in
ashes. But for the almost superhuman efforts
of the firemen, (one company of whom, we un-
derstand, reached the ground before the alarm
bell rang,) the stores on Royal street, occupied
by Martin, Pickett & Co., and Mr. Champenos,
as well as Holland's cotton warehouse, must
have shared the same fate. At one time the
depot of the Mobile and Ohio Railroad Com-
pany was threatened by sparks which were fly-
ing, driven by the wind in every direction.
Great difficulty was experienced in obtaining
water, and the fremen were compelled to form
a line and get supplies from the marsh east of
the railroad. The number of houses destroyed
is variously stated to be from thirty to forty,
and the total loss from $50,000 to $60,000. The
most serious aspect of the calamity is not in the
actual amount of property destroyed, but in the
number of families, most of them poor and in-
dustrious people, who were thus at the dead of
night, without warning, turned out of their
homes, many of them not having opportunity to
save their little effects. It is stated that not
less than sixty families were thus hurried from
their beds. Fortunately, however, no lives
were lost, but a horse and two cows, who were
surrounded by a cordon of fire, and could not
be approached, before their position was discov-
ered, were burned to death. Their cries, as
the flames crackled about them, were piteous,
indeed.

The burnt district was on Sunday visited by
large numbers of our citizens, and it presented
truly a melancholy spectacle. We are glad to
learn that shelter was promptly afforded to the
distressed families who were sufferers by the
fire. Taken all in all, this was the severest ca-
lamity of the sort Mobile has experienced since
the great conflagration of 1839.

AN AAR.MIsT.-Night before last, about 12
o'clock, the citizens in the neighborhood of the
corner of Sixth and Market streets were aroused
from their slumbers by the reiterated cry of
" Murder!" Dozens of heads were thrust out
of windows to discover from whence the sounds
t proceeded.

On being awakened,
he said that he was dreaming that some one
was seeking to murder him, and that he was
